This booklet describes the background to the Black and
Yellow Sigatoka diseases (causal agents Mycosphaerella
fijiensis and M. musicola respectively) and the traditional
method of diagnosis by fungal isolation. A new, laboratory-
based molecular biological technique is presented, which
gives rapid and sensitive identification of the pathogens,
directly from infected banana leaves. The method, developed
at NRI, is based on the amplification of fungal DNA by the
Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR).

The Bactid system has been developed to provide an
accessible approach to bacteriological identification in plant
pathology laboratories which are not equipped for, or used
to, routine bacteriology work.

This
publication provides the ‘expert system’ program on diskette
and a manual describing the Bactid system and worked
examples using the expert system which help in the
identification of bacteria from test results.
