Windows NT Server already includes the IPX-Compatible Transport Stack, Gateway Service for NetWare, and Migration Tool for NetWare. Microsoft Directory Service Manager for NetWare is currently in beta.  When used with File and Print Services for NetWare, these utilities together make it easier for customers to integrate Windows NT Server into NetWare networks and transition from NetWare to Windows NT Server.


The IPX-Compatible Transport Stack makes it easy to integrate Windows NT Server into a NetWare network. Customers can deploy and access powerful Windows NT Server-based business applications without changing their NetWare client software. 


The Migration Tool for NetWare automatically migrates NetWare user and group accounts, files, directories, security, and permissions to Windows NT Server. With the release of File and Print Services for NetWare, Microsoft has enhanced its Migration Tool for NetWare to migrate NetWare user login scripts. By automatically migrating these components, administrators can save the time, effort, and cost of re-creating them manually when upgrading to Windows NT Server. 


The Gateway Service for NetWare allows Windows NT Server to act as a gateway to a NetWare network. Customers can deploy Windows NT Server as a communication server and enable their remote users to have access to the NetWare LAN. The Gateway Service for NetWare also allows NetWare customers to deploy the protocol of their choice on their desktops, while still retaining access to the NetWare LAN. Customers can hence choose to deploy TCP/IP as their strategic protocol, while eliminating the cost associated with  a rip-and-replace approach.

As seen below, in a test running Netbench™ 3.0 on a single processor 100Mhz Pentium™ Compaq® Proliant™ machine (with 128MB RAM, 4 Ethernet NetFlex cards and 6x2GB drives in a RAID0 configuration), Windows NT Server 3.51 and Windows NT Server 3.51 running File and Print Services for NetWare are both very competitive against NetWare 4.1.
