SQL Server Version / Competitive 6.5 Upgrades

The new Microsoft® SQL Server™ Upgrade Policy is to provide an upgrade path for past SQL Server versions 4.2x and 6.0 as well as competing 3rd-party database products.  The upgrade from 4.2x and all listed competing products represent a Major Upgrade, while the upgrade from 6.0 represents a Minor Upgrade. In a Major Upgrade, the Client Access Licenses must also be upgraded, as well as the server.  In a Minor Upgrade, only the server needs upgrading.

Using a combination of the upgrade products listed below, customers can upgrade any release of SQL Server 4.2x or 6.0 to SQL Server version 6.5, as well as any listed 3rd-party database product.  Minor upgrades (from 6.0) need only use the SQL Server 6.5 Upgrade, while major upgrades (from 4.2x and competing products) must use the Upgrade CAL Paks.  Pricing is 50% of ERP.  Proof of purchase is required.

   Upgrade Path

I. From SQL Server 4.21a with 25 Client Access Licenses: Customers upgrade to version 6.5 by purchasing 1 copy of the SQL Server 6.5 Server Upgrade, and 1 20 Pak and 1 5 Pak.
II. From SQL Server 4.20 Workgroup (10 Users): Customers upgrade to version 6.5 by purchasing 1 copy of the SQL Server 6.5 Server Upgrade and 2 CAL Upgrade 5 Paks.   
III. From SQL Server 4.21 Departmental (64 Users): Customers upgrade to version 6.5 by purchasing 1 copy of the SQL Server 6.5 Server Upgrade, 3 CAL Upgrade 20 Paks, and 4 Individual CAL Upgrade Paks, for a total of  64 CALs .  

IV. From SQL Server 6.0:  Customers move to version 6.5 by purchasing the SQL Server 6.5 Server Upgrade.
The chart below illustrates upgrading from  3rd-party database products to SQL Server 6.5.  As this is a Major Upgrade, Client Access License upgrades and server upgrades must both be purchased.

V. From any listed 3rd-party database:  Customers purchase one copy of the 6.5 Version / Competitive Upgrade for each copy of a 3rd-party database server being upgraded.  Customers also must purchase the equal number of CAL Upgrades for each 3rd-party client license.

SQL Server 6.5 Enterprise Edition Product Upgrade

Using the SQL Server 6.5 Enterprise Edition Product Upgrade with 25 CALs (810-00027), customers can upgrade a SQL Server 6.5 to SQL Server 6.5 Enterprise Edition.   Proof of purchase is required.  $7099.00

From SQL Server 6.5:  Customers move to version 6.5 Enterprise Edition by purchasing the SQL Server 6.5 Enterprise Edition Product Upgrade.  25 new CALs are included.

SQL Workstation version 6.5 Upgrades

Using the SQL Workstation Version Upgrade (360-00009) customers can upgrade a SQL Workstation 4.2x or 6.0 to SQL Workstation 6.5.   Proof of purchase is required.  $249.00

From SQL Workstation 4.2x or 6.0:  Customers move to version 6.5 by purchasing the SQL Workstation 6.5 Version Upgrade.

Microsoft Maintenance

Maintenance is available to customers who have purchased SQL Server under the Microsoft Select or Microsoft Open License programs.  Maintenance is a two year agreement with Microsoft, where for a fixed fee the customer will  receive automatic updates for any new product release for 2 years at no additional charge.  The cost is approximately 15% per year of ERP of server and client software.  Under Microsoft Maintenance, customers can accurately forecast software budgets based on discounted upgrade prices which are fixed for the entire term of the agreement.

Microsoft typically releases one major upgrade and a minimum of one minor upgrade for SQL Server every 12 to 18 months.  Both major upgrades and minor upgrades are free to customers enrolled in Microsoft Maintenance.
