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Introduction





The Multimedia JumpStart CD-ROM was developed by the Microsoft Multimedia Developer Relations Group to provide developers with the latest tools and development resources for the Microsoft® Windows® operating system.  This version includes some of the same great tools and resources included on previous versions of JumpStart (more than 15,000 copies have been distributed to developers around the world), along with the first release of the MediaView toolkit; WinG, the Windows Games Development Environment; WinToon, Microsoft’s cartoon engine; information on the Windows® 95 platform and logo requirements; the Video for Windows SDK  version 1.1e; a JumpStart “lite” version of the TouchSend Tools for Multimedia Viewer 2.0, as well as demonstrations, utilities and sample media for multimedia development on the Windows platform.

WinG — Microsoft’s Game Development Environment





WinG version 1.0 provides fast DIB-to-screen blts under Windows 3.1, Windows® for Workgroups 3.11, Windows 95 and Windows NT™ Server and Windows NT Workstation operating systems version 3.5.  This enables multimedia title developers to create the best-looking fast graphics possible for their games on all Windows-based systems.








WinToon (“Cartoons for Windows”) — Microsoft’s Animation Engine





WinToon is a set of Video for Windows extensions that can chroma key (also known as “blue screening”) the foreground frames from a movie with an arbitrary background image.  Also, to make full-screen cartoons possible, WinToon tracks the dirty rectangles of each frame and updates the screen much more efficiently than traditional video.  Audio sync is handled automatically by Video for Windows.  The WinToon kit includes the ScanAVI utility, a movie preparation tool, as well as a Video for Windows draw handler and stream handler for run-time playback.
