x226 has demonstrated competitive performance on SPEC CPU2000, which comprises the SPEC
CFP2000 and SPEC CINT2000 benchmark suites.

On SPEC CINT2000, the x226 server achieved a SPECint_rate2000 peak score of 38.89 and a
SPECint2000 peak score of 1,617. The x226 also achieved a score of 20.67.

On SPEC CFP2000, the x226 server achieved a 2-way SPECfp_rate2000 peak score of 31.26 and a
SPECfp2000 peak score of 1,742. The x226 also achieved a SPECfp_rate2000 score of 20.21 using a
single processor.

The x226 server achieved these results using Microsoft® Windows® Server 2003.
