The IBM® eServer™ xSeries® 306m—an attractively priced, easy-to-use rack server
optimized for Web and network infrastructure—has demonstrated solid performance on SPEC CPU2000,
which comprises the SPEC CINT2000 and SPEC CFP2000 benchmark suites.

The single-processor, dual-core x306m models use the:

* Intel® Pentium® D model 920 at 2.8GHz with 800MHz front-side bus (FSB) and 2x2MB L2 cache
* Intel Pentium D model 930 at 3.0GHz with 800MHz front-side bus (FSB) and 2x2MB L2 cache
* Intel Pentium D model 940 at 3.2GHz with 800MHz front-side bus (FSB) and 2x2MB L2 cache

The x306m single-processor, single-core server uses the Intel Pentium 4 processor model 631 at 3.0GHz
with 800MHz FSB and 2MB L2 cache.

The scores in the following table are the first SPEC CPU2000 results published for these processor
models.
