Important  

All Infoprint Manager servers should be upgraded at the same time. Do not 

forget to also upgrade any secondary Infoprint Manager servers.

Java Upgrade 

For the Windows server, IBM Java 1.4.2 SR 6 will be installed in this folder: 

<install_path>\jre\bin\classic. For the clients, the user must install Java from 

the common client CD before installing a client. If Java GUI clients or Notification 

client install programs detect no installed Java or an invalid level of Java, users are 

prompted to install Java 1.4.2 SR6 or Java 5.0 SR2 for other clients. 

Upgrade to PDF 1.6 

The ps2afp  and pdf2afp  transforms have been upgraded to use PDF 1.6 with 

Adobe CPSI 3017.102 within Infoprint Manager. 

The ps2afp  and pdf2afp  transforms have been modified to support PDF 1.6 

including updated OpenType support and backward compatibility with CCJK 

(Simplified and Traditional Chinese, Japanese and Korean), HostFont and TrueType 

support. 

PDF 1.6 features include: 

v   Support AES (Advanced Encryption Standard) 

v   Increase maximum page size 

v   Add NChannel color spaces (which improves mapping of color spaces to device 

dependent targets) 
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v   Improve Optional Content 

v    Improve OpenType font support 

v   Allow link annotations to be within non-rectangular regions 

v   Specify the size for which an object should print, regardless of the page 

dimensions 

v   Link across documents and additional support for embedded files o Enhance 

digital signature processing 

v   Incorporate 3D (U3D) data 

v   Define non-drawing related information 

v   Add tagged PDF attributes related to the layout of content within columns 

v   Allow 2+ Gb PDF 1.6 input file sizes

Support for the IBM Infoprint 1585 printer 

This PTF includes support for the IBM Infoprint 1585, which is one of the latest 

models of workgroup printers. It is a monochrome printer that can be Ethernet or 

wireless Ethernet attached to be driven by Infoprint Manager. It accepts PS3, PDF 

and PCL6 datastreams, and it has an optional feature to support IPDS. It is an 

SNMP capable printer. It has a variety of standard and optional input trays (up to 6) 

and standard and optional output bins. It supports wide-format printing and includes 

options to support punch and staple finishing and duplexing. It prints up to 50 ppm 

with letter or A4 paper and 28 ppm with ledger or A3 paper. It also supports 

document security with PIN-based printing and encryption. IPDS support in the 

printer converts any IPDS color commands to black or shades of gray, based upon 

the IPDS menu Color Mode setting. 

New sample exit for the line2afp transform 

The new sample input exit for processing EBCDIC double-byte line data 

downloaded from the z/OS spool is included. The new exit called dbblank  adds an 

extra blank to the end of the input record if the last byte in the record is a blank 

(x’40’ in EBCDIC), the second to last byte is not a blank, and the input record is line 

data (not a structured field). It also updates the record length by 1 if the blank is 

added. The exit has no way of determining if the data is DBCS or not, so an extra 

blank is added to the end of every input record that ends in a single blank. The exit 

assumes that the input data is EBCDIC and so is the output data. In other words, 

the exit does not perform any code page translation, but it simply adds an extra 

blank if needed. 

Note:   The dbbank exit is only intended to be used if the spool file consists of 

double byte or mixed single and double byte data that has blank truncation. 

Adding a blank to other types of data files could cause formatting errors, 

depending on how the page definition is coded. The exit only checks for a 

single trailing blank, so if a different number of odd blanks is present in the 

data, it is up to the user to ensure they are formatted with the correct font. 

Added halftones for Infoprint 4100 Models HD3 and HD4 

With this PTF, Infoprint Manager has added dark2 and Rot90dark2 halftones for 

Infoprint 4100 Models HD3 and HD4. The improved halftone support also includes 

accutone and Rot90accutone as defaults for the Infoprint 4100 Models HD3 and 

HD4. 

D-APAR  IY86889  (available since July 2006) includes new V3 and V5 toner 

halftone resources with Windows bat files for switching between the V3 and V5 

resources and the Std (default) halftone files. 
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These new bat files are installed in install_path\config: 

   IP4100-HD3-HD4.Stdtoner.bat 

   IP4100-HD3-HD4.V3toner.bat 

   IP4100-HD3-HD4 V5toner.bat

Each bat file changes the Infoprint Manager system to use the relevant toner; 

Stdtoner is the default. 

MVS Download enhancements 

The following functions have been added to MVS Download: 

v   Support for the multi-dataset function available in the AFP Download Plus feature 

of PSF for z/OS. The function was added to AFP Download Plus in APAR 

OA15317. Unlike the Download for z/OS multi-dataset function, with the AFP 

Download Plus multi-dataset function, multiple AFP Download Plus FSAs can be 

configured to send multi-dataset jobs to the same MVS Download 

daemon/receiver. 

v   Support for the compression function available in the AFP Download Plus feature 

of PSF for z/OS. This function was added to AFP Download Plus in APAR 

OA16693. 

v   Support for inline resources in multi-dataset jobs from both Download for z/OS 

and AFP Download Plus. Some restrictions do exist. See the appropriate Infoprint 

Manager: Procedures books for your operating system for additional information. 

v   Propagation of the AFP Download Plus job page count for display on the 

Administration and Operations GUIs for AFP Download Plus jobs when sent. 

v   An option for MVS Download that causes it to detect failures in the script/exit 

routine and indicate the failure of the job to the mainframe. This prevents the 

mainframe from deleting jobs off the JES spool when the script/exit could not 

successfully process the job. 

v   Ability to retry failed pdprs a specific number of times at a defined interval before 

failing the job. 

v   Ability to either print jobs that contain a dataset that failed AFP Download Plus 

processing or to discard the whole job. If the jobs are printed, the message 

provided by AFP Download Plus for the failed datatset is printed with the job.

You will need to change your custom scripts/exits if you want to use any of these 

new MVS download functions: 

v   AFP Download Plus multi-dataset 

v   Support for the pdpr  retry count and retry interval 

v   Displaying the AFP Download Plus page count on the Administration or 

Operations GUIs 

v   Printing/discarding AFP Download Plus failed jobs 

v   Using inline resources with MVS Download multi dataset function 

v   Using any of the error processing options.

If none of these functions are being used, the existing custom scripts/exits can be 

used. 

Customers should refer to the current sample script/exit provided and the sample 

script/exit that their custom script/exit is based on to determine the changes. From 

this, the customers should be able to identify the proper approach for updating and 

testing their custom script/exit. 
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APAR  IO04807 

This PTF includes APAR IO04807, which restores the ability of Infoprint Manager to 

stop an IP2000/IP3000/IP4000/IP4100 printer in less than 5 seconds if an 

immediate operator command is received. This function has not been functional for 

some time because of an Infoprint Manager and microcode incompatibility that is 

resolved with this change. However, if this PTF is applied with a printer running 

AFCCU V12 microcode and the operator performs an immediate operator command 

(such as a forwardspace, backspace, pause or cancel), a ″hard abort″ at the printer 

occurs, and the printer console displays ″Subsystem 11 PMID HandleSubProcess 

Death.″ A patch to resolve this error is available from microcode PE support: 

V12.3.35 and subsequently V12.4. The ″hard abort″ only occurs with V12 AFCCU 

microcode. The workaround until the patch is installed is to turn off SNMP at the 

printer console. Turning off SNMP in Infoprint Managser (setting use-snmp=false  in 

the Infoprint Manager actual destination) does not circumvent the problem. 

Limitations: 

Installing this PTF 

If the license agreement doesn't display when you are installing this PTF, remove 

the Service CD-ROM, and reinsert it. The installation of the PTF cannot proceed 

until you have accepted the license agreement. 

Longer processing for color text that uses embedded fonts 

When transforming PDF with color text that uses embedded font subsets to black 

and white or color AFP output, the rip processing can take longer. If you use 

savevm=false, this performance will improve. However, we recommend using the 

current default of savevm=true  because in some cases, PDF input files with many 

embedded font subsets might fail to transform. The savevm  option appears on the 

ps2afp/pdf2afp  command line as: -pragma  pdf2psoptions=savevm=true.

IY89595 When certain operator commands (for example, forwardspace, backspace, 

shutdown, pause printer) are attempted, they fail with the message ″PSF 

backend returned -1″  in the pdserver error.log. 

IY90932 Infoprint Manager coredumps due to port scan at FRB. 

IY91316 A Xerox printer reported the out of storage NACK X’02AF0C..01’ while 

printing a job. IPM/PSF recovery was not correct, resulting in the skipping of 

2 pages after repositioning and continuing the job after the NACK. 

PK20061 Possible abend when using CHARS and no fonts in pagedef. 

PK23820 A TRCREF command using an outline font will incorrectly reference a raster 

font if the rotation subcommand is used. 

PK26120 If ACIF is used to reprocess a file that was previously indexed by ACIF, the 

FQN triplets for page names are lost in the output index. 

PK26891 Correct problem with MVS time stamp (x’62’ triplet) on BRG. 

PK27269 Fix problem with GROUPNAME and INDEXnn 

PK30742 Image resolution specification in a page definition (PPFA). 

PK31501 ACIF support for image resolution triplet
