In other words, what percentage of
the application’s requirements have
beenimplemented, what percentage
of those requirements have been
implemented successfully and how
far from project plan estimates has

the development effort strayed? To
answer these key questions, teams
perform functional testing. Typically the
domain of QA departments, functional
testing concerns itself with verifying
the successful implementation of
requirements in categories such as
functionality, usability, appearance

and many others.

Though functional testing can be
performed using a purely manual
approach, automation brings great

benefits to the organization:

Lowering Cost of Functional Testing
The benefits of automated testing are
quickly lost when teams must expend a
lot of manual effort to keep test scripts
up-to-date throughout the project.
Functional Tester uses an advanced
technology named ScriptAssure to
“learn” Ul control characteristics,
thereby identifying the same controls
in newer builds despite underlying
changes. These characteristics are

stored in an object map that can be

shared across scripts and across
projects. With this map, changes to
objectrecognition characteristics

in the map affect all test scripts,
simplifying maintenance. And new,
advanced object map search and filter
capabilities have made maintenance

even easier.

New to this version of Functional Tester
is an automated data correlation
capability. This feature lets teams
enable their test scripts for data-driven
testing—varying input data during a
test run—without having to change the
code manually. And a new datapool
editor uses a spreadsheet-like interface
to model and then store the variable
test data that will be used during

test execution.

Verification points inserted within

test code—used to compare actual
data with expected data— supports
the usage of regular expressions to
accommodate data variability, such as
when comparing fragments of complex
strings. This capability further reduces
the need for test maintenance activities
to accommodate changes in the
application(s) under test.

Unlimited customization potential
Teams quickly learn that test script
modification and enhancement is
inevitable. Everything from simple
looping constructs to advanced file
manipulation or operating system
interaction may be necessary to get
the most out of an automated testing
tool. Functional Tester offers an
unprecedented choice toits usersin
recognition of this need—the choice
of mainstream, industrial strength
languages hosted within equivalently
robust test editors and debuggers.

Functional Tester can produce test
scripts using either 100% Java hosted
within the Eclipse Java Developer
Toolkit editor or using 100% VB.NET
hosted within the VS.NET editor.
Anyone familiar with these programming
languages can quickly modify existing
code as well as create custom librar-
ies that can be called by other test
scripts. Coding is greatly simplified
thanks to the Eclipse and VS.NET edi-
tors, both of which provide advanced
editing features such as automated
code completion and advanced
debugging options. Customization
possibilities are limitless and commu-
nication of test scripts with develop-
ment is vastly simplified. In fact, GUI
developers and other members of

the development team can access
Functional Tester from within their
Eclipse or VS. NET-based IDE’s to
create their own tests. Examples of
Eclipse based IDEs are IBM Rational
Software Architect and IBM Rational
Application Developer for WebSphere
Software.

Supporting diverse team needs

As teams take advantage of
Functional Tester’s advanced scripting
capabilities, the need to store multiple
versions of a test script becomes
important. Add to this the additional
complication of supporting geographi-
cally distributed test teams and the
need for multi-site parallel develop-
ment becomes clear. Functional Tester
supports the use of parallel develop-
ment, enabling the version control of
test scripts. Colocated teams can use
the IBM Rational ClearCaselLT product
that ships in the box with Functional
Tester, upgrading to the full IBM Ratio-
nal ClearCase solution for work with

geographically dispersed teams.



Built on open standards

The Java scripting capabilities of Ratio-
nal Functional Tester are built upon the
Eclipse architectural framework and
its test, trace and monitoring exten-
sion, named Hyades. Both are open
source projects that provide shared,
open source services across tooling
environments that target application
development, testing, deployment and
monitoring. Usage of this infrastructure
can promote benefits ranging from the
elimination of proprietary datastore
formats to enabling support for both
internal and third-party customization
and contribution. An investment

in tools based on Eclipse and

Hyades can help avoid vendor

lock-in and is designed to encourage
future innovation.
