IBM Business Process Manager V8.0 

Installation 

This presentation provides an overview of the new features and enhancements made to 
the IBM Business Process Manager V8.0 installation. This presentation only covers the 
changes made to installation in V8.0. The various packages available for installation and 
the typical, custom and silent installation procedures are covered in the V7.5 
presentation and still apply to V8.0 
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Installation 

� Product version dependencies 
– Installation manager V1.5.2 
– WebSphere Application Server V8.0.0.3 
– DB2® Express® V9.7.0.4 

� IBM Business Process Manager V8.0 can be installed using 
– Typical Installation through launchpad 
– Custom Installation through launchpad/Installation Manager 
– Silently using Installation Manager 
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Shown here in the slide are the versions of various components and products that are 
available for installation with IBM BPM V8.0 . Installation Manager V1.5.2 is installed or 
is updated to V1.5.2 if it is already installed . WebSphere Application Server V8.0.0.3 is 
installed. IBM DB2 Express V9.7.0.4 is the also packaged and can be installed with IBM 
BPM V8.0. 

You can install the software interactively from the launch pad program, invoke 
installation manger graphical user interface or silently by running Installation Manager in 
silent installation mode. In silent mode, the installation wizard does not display a 
graphical interface, but reads your responses from a response file. You can see the 
options available through launchpad here on this slide. Details about typical, custom and 
silent installation are covered in the V7.5 installation overview presentation. 
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What is new in V8.0 for installation, configuration 

� Update launchpad and IBM BPM V8.0 to the latest level during typical installation 

� Additional DB2 username, password checks, validations 

� Database configuration changes for BPM standard profile to support business space 

� Tagging an installation to identify production/non-production usage 

� Support for Profile Management Tool on 64 bit systems

The rest of the presentation covers the details on the changes made to the various 
installation types in V8.0. Shown on this slide are some of the important changes made 
to the installation procedure. 
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Update the product during typical installation 

� Option to update launchpad, WebSphere Application Server and IBM Business Process 
Manager with any available fixes 

– Checks live link for any updates on launch 
– Option to update offline using local repositories

The typical installation installs the software and configures a stand-alone profile. You do 
not need to create a profile later using the Profile Management Tool or manageprofiles 
command. When using the launchpad, if you are connected to the Internet, the typical 
installation upgrades your product to the latest refresh pack and interim fix level 
automatically. You are prompted to enter the credentials to connect to the repository and 
check for these updates. If any updates are found, in the typical installation path, these 
updates are applied to the product automatically. You also have the option to update the 
launchpad and the BPM using local repositories. Information on this is covered in the 
next slide. 
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Offline updates 

� Download the ifixes, refresh packs 

� Create a file bpm_updates.properties file under USER_HOME directory 
– Example: C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\ 
– Provide the path to the downloaded repositories 

• Allowed prefixes are ifix, fixpack, and launchpad 
• prefix must be followed by a dot 

– name after the prefix and the dot can be anything you want 

•	 Example: ifix.1=C:\download\ifixes
 
fixpack.2=http://internalserverurl/fixpack
 
fixpack.3=C:/download/fixes
 
launchpad.1=C:/download/launchpad_updates 
ifix.bpm=C:\download\bpm\ifixes 
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If you want these upgrades to be installed from a local directory, or choose specific 
fixes, you can use a properties file to tell the Installation Manager where to find the 
upgrades and which upgrades to install. 

Download, and extract if needed, any latest refresh pack and interim fixes for IBM BPM 
V8.0 that you want to apply. Create a file named bpm_updates.properties files under 
your USER_HOME directory. Shown on this slide is an example of the USER_HOME 
from Windows operating system. But depending on what windows version it can be a 
different path. You will provide the information related to the downloaded interim fixes 
and refresh packs in this file. You should have read/write access to the folders specified 
in the bpm_updates.properties file. 

You can use three prefixes: ifix, fixpack, and launchpad to identify the fix types and what 
does it apply to. ifix and fixpack apply to the IBM BPM product and launchpad tag is 
used to identify fixes for launchpad code. Each prefix must be followed by a dot. The 
part of the name after the prefix and the dot can be anything you want, which enables 
you to point to multiple locations for ifixes, fixpacks, and launchpad upgrades. The 
locations can be either local directories or URLs. The slide shows some examples on 
how to use this prefixes. 
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DB2 Server installation - Password compliance and check for old
 
instance data
 

� During Typical install 
– Password checking 

•New user 

–Check to make sure the default password Db2pswd! matches the windows 
security policy 

•Existing user 

–Make sure the default password matches the existing user password 

–Default password in V8.0 is different than in V7.5 

–If not either use custom install to specify the right password or change 

existing password to Db2pswd! 
– Existing DB2 instance data 

•Either rename the folder or delete and relaunch typical install 
– DB2 port 

•Make sure to pass the right DB2 port used at install time to the script to create 
profile 
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In V7.5 of the BPM, the default username and password used for the DB2 are 
bpmadmin and bpmadmin1. This password in some cases was not compliant with the 
security policies defined. This resulted in the BPM installation to fail. In V8.0, additional 
checking is done during installation to make sure the password is compliant with the 
security policy. In V8.0 the default password in typical installation path when installing 
DB2 server is Db2pswd! . If you installed the BPM V7.5 and chose to install DB2, the 
bpmadmin username already exists on your system with the default password 
bpmadmin1 even after uninstalling BPM V7.5. For cases where there is an existing 
bpmadmin user, launchpad checks to for an existing user and if that user’s password is 
Db2pswd!. If not, you are prompted to either delete the existing user or change the 
existing user’s password to Db2pswd! Before proceeding with installation. If you want to 
use the existing password, use the custom installation path as in typical installation path, 
when installing DB2 there is no option to provide DB2 username and password. 
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DB2 Express installation - Password compliance and check for old 
instance data 

� Message for a case where password you provided did not match with default 
password for Db2 user – Db2pswd!

Shown on this slide are the messages you will see for a case when you have an existing 
bpmadmin user on your system and the password is different than Db2pswd!. 
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DB2 Express server installation - Password compliance and check 
for old instance data 

� During Typical install 
– Existing DB2 instance data 

•Either rename the folder or delete and relaunch typical install 
•Message for existing instance data 

–An earlier instance exists in drive where DB2 is being installed/BPMINST. Either delete or 
rename this folder. Press "Re-Validate" button once you have taken these steps 

– DB2 port 
•Make sure to pass the right DB2 port used at install time to the script to create 
profile 
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When you uninstall BPM V7.5, if DB2 Express was installed with the product the DB2 
instance folder was not deleted. This will result in issues when you reinstall the product 
and use the same database names for profile creation. As the leftover instance contains 
the database folders with same names, the product install will fail. In V8.0, launchpad 
checks to see if there is an existing DB2 instance folder and would warn you to delete 
the folder or move it to a different location before the installation is started. This slide 
lists the message you would see incase an existing DB2 instance folder was detected. 

When the default DB2 port (50000) was already in use, the installer would configure 
DB2 Express to use the non default port. But in V7.5 the profile creation would fail as the 
default port was used when creating a profile during profile creation. This issue is 
resolved in V8.0 by making sure the right port is passed to the profile creation script 
during typical installation. 
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DB2 Express server installation - Password compliance and check 
for old instance data 
� During custom installation 

– no default password provided for the users in the Installation Manager panels
 
– option to use existing DB2 fenced and administrative server users

Most of the checks covered in the previous slides also apply for the custom installation 
path. In addition, in custom installation path, the default password for the DB2 users is 
not prefilled as it was in V7.5. The password fields for the DB2 users are left blank. On 
UNIX systems, if you already have DB2 fenced user and administrative server users 
defined on your system you only need to provide username and password for the DB2 
instance user and just the username of the fenced and administrative user. 
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Uninstall – delete database assets 

� Uninstallation of DB2 also drops the databases 
– Make sure you uninstall only if no other installation of BPM is using the database

When you uninstall BPM V7.5, if DB2 Express was installed with the product the DB2 
instance folder was not deleted. This will result in issues when you reinstall the product 
and use the same database names for profile creation. As the leftover instance contains 
the database folders with same names, the product install will fail. In V8.0, when you 
choose to uninstall DB2 Express, you also need to explicitly select the option to delete 
all database assets. During uninstall, installation manager will also delete the instance 
folder. 

You can only have one DB2 Express instance installed with installation manager on a 
system. If you have more than one installation of IBM BPM on your system they can be 
sharing the DB2 Express. So make sure other installations of BPM are not effected by 
the uninstall of DB2 express. 
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Password encryption in Installation Manager registry 

� Password encryption 
– DB2 credentials and administrative console password saved in Installation Manager 

registry as clear text in prior versions 
– These passwords are encrypted in V8.0 when using typical install or custom installation 

paths 

� During silent install 
– Use the Installation Manager tools to encrypt the passwords 

• IM_location\eclipse\tools\imutilsc -silent -nosplash encryptString password_to_encrypt 
– Use the encrypted password output by the tool in response files or when using imcl

In BPM V7.5 the DB2 credentials and administrative console password are written to 
Installation Manager registry in plain text. In V8.0 any passwords you provide are 
encrypted and no longer written in clear text. When using silent install process, you need 
to create an encrypted password using an Installation Manager utility and use this 
encrypted password in the response file. Installation Manager provides a tool to encrypt 
passwords. An example is shown here. 
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Additional database in standard profile creation 

� Additional database used for business space configuration on standard edition 
– Option available in profile management tool, deployment environment configuration 

panels and in DbDesignGenerator tool 

In V8.0, the process portal application uses business space. This will mean that the 
BPM Standard Process Center and process Server profiles now need three databases 
instead of two. The business space tables are hosted in the Common Database. You 
can see here the option to enter the three database names in profile management tool 
(PMT). You can also see this change in the typical installation path for BPM Standard. 
Also shown here is the option to configure business space tables in the 
DbDesignGenerator tool 
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32 or 64 bit mode of installation 

� Option to install as 32 or 64 mode 
– moved from being a separate panel in V7.5 to features panel in V8.0 

Option to install 
WebSphere Application 

Server in 32 or 64 mode in 
BPM V7.5 

Option to install 
WebSphere Application 

Server in 32 or 64 mode in 
BPM V8.0

The option to choose the bit architecture ( 32 or 64 bit) for WebSphere application sever 
has been moved to the features panel in BPM V8.0 custom installation path as shown 
here. 
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Tags to identify production/non-production process server 

� Option available during installation to tag installation for use as production or non production 
– Available both in typical installation and custom installation paths 
– Applies to the product installation and not at profile level 
– Can modify the classification after install using Installation Manager modify option 
– For custom install, the default is production. Except in case of test environment option 

with IBM Integration Designer 
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When you install Business Process Manager V8.0, you select either Production (the 
default) for production use, or Non-production to use only for test, staging, or 
development. This option is shown explicitly for you to select in the features panel during 
custom installation. During typical installation, based on the environment type ( 
Production, stage, Test) selected the installer will automatically tag the installation as 
production or non production. This tag applies for the installed product instance and not 
to a profile. You can modify the classification after installation using Installation 
Manager’s modify option. 
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Tags to identify production/non-production process server 

Shown here is the typical installation panel where you can select the environment type 
for the process server being created during installation. If you choose the type as 
production, the installed instance of BPM is tagged for use as production. Test and 
stage option result in tagging the installation as Non-production instance. 
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Support for profile management tool on 64 bit systems 

� Support for using Profile Management Tool (PMT) on 64 bit installations 
– No support for PMT on Solaris – use manageprofiles command to create and augment 

profiles

With V8.0 you can now use profile management tool to create profiles. There is still no 
support for Profile Management Tool on Solaris 64 bit system. You will need to use 
manageprofiles command to create or augment a profile. 
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Option to launch Profile Management Tool after installation 

� To create a profile after install 
– Use the Profile Management tool to create a profile option 
– Profile Management Tool to create an application server profile for development 

environment option creates a WebSphere Application Server profile not BPM profile

To create a profile after installation using custom path, select the Profile Management 
tool to create a profile option and not the Profile Management Tool to create an 
application server profile for development environment option. Profile 
Management Tool to create an application server profile for development 
environment only creates a WebSphere Application Server profile not BPM profile.

– Takes you through the steps to install and configure the IBM Business Process Manager
