MQSeries Everyplace for Multiplatforms 1.1 is now available for download from PartnerWorld. Version 1.1of the product has been renamed "for Multiplatforms" since we have now extended the device support to include JAVA on EPOC, Windows  (Pocket PC, WinCE, 95, 98 NT, 2000), plus any Sun-certified Java VM 1.1, plus IBM Visual Age for Java  Micro Edition supported environments, as well as PalmOS.  So we are truly MultiPlatforms.  The MQSeries Everyplace gateway is now also supported on Windows NT and 2000, AIX and Sun Solaris. Additionally, it will run on HP-UX, Linux (Intel 32-bit), AS/400 and OS/2.





What is MQSeries Everyplace





MQSeries Everyplace is a small-footprint MQSeries which extends your IT infrastructure to include dependable and highly secure communications with mobile workers. It provides assured delivery of messages in a failure-prone communications environment: mobile workers communicate just once, and the message is delivered securely just once -- no retries by the worker, no lost messages, no duplicated messages. Mobile workers can access corporate data, and fully participate in business processes and in publish/subscribe and gain access to applications on any of the 35-plus platforms of an MQSeries network, wherever they are , all with rock solid security, upto 128 bit encryption.

An MQSeries Everyplace administration tool is available as a free of charge downloadable "SupportPac". The Java (1.1) platform independent tool  allows administration of all MQSeries Everyplace resources. The Tool would typically be used by anybody responsible for managing MQe resources and provides administration functionality to: 





       Update and enquire all MQe resources (queues, queue managers, connections, aliases) 


       Create and delete all MQSeries Everyplace resources except QueueManagers. 


       Create, delete, update, enquire, start, stop, all MQe-MQ Bridge resources 


       Browse messages on queues 


       Place test messages on queues 


       Work online (immediate update) or offline (deferred update) 


       Cut/Paste/Copy resource 


       Store resource descriptions to disk,and restore them 


       Create simple scripts to manipulate MQe resources

MQSeries Everyplace - Explorer





The MQSeries Everyplace Explorer is a management tool for MQSeries Everyplace V1.0 and V1.1 for use on the Windows 2000 platform. The Explorer can be used to manage and configure existing queue managers, test operation and to inspect messages on queues and also to create queue managers. It uses admin messages for all of its operations and so it can manage both local and remote queue managers on Windows or non-Windows platforms.
