The eNetwork
Emulator Express Client communicates
with a remote eNetwork Emulator
Express Server, using a TCP protocol,
which in turn communicates with a
Telnet server, such as IBM eNetwork
Communications Servers.

eNetwork Emulator Express Software is
designed to run with IBM eNetwork
Wireless Gateway and Clients, which
support the leading international data
packet radio, analog and digital cellular,
and wireline networks under a single
interface. The ever-increasing list of
supported protocols includes DataTAC,
DataTAC Private Mobile Radio, Mobitex,
DATARADIO, AMPS, CDPD, GSM, PCS
1900, PDC, PHS, and PSTN. A few of the
many networks supported worldwide
include ARDIS, RAM Mobile Data,
DeTeMobil, Cantel, and Nippon
City Media.

Product characteristics
Most 3270 and AS/400 5250 application
screens contain many fields with static
data. These fields typically define the
variable data that is either displayed from
the host or entered by the user. Examples
are fields containing the words Name,
Address, Account Number, Account
Balance. When these applications are run
over a high-bandwidth, high-speed, wired
connection within the enterprise, there is
negligible impact from transmitting these
fields back and forth between the host

width, low-speed, expensive wireless or
dial-up connections, data reduction
becomes significant from both a financial
and a response-time perspective.

Through the implementation of
differencing and caching, eNetwork
Emulator Express eliminates the retrans-
mission of static data, thus providing
significant reduction of data transfer to
and from the mobile device. By storing
field images at both the eNetwork
Emulator Express Client and Server, only
new or modified data needs to be
transmitted. The contents of the cache
are maintained across emulator
sessions, so it's not necessary to
recreate cached data every day. As a
further step to reduce transmission costs,
the cache can be initially loaded by
connecting the mobile worker’s portfolio
of applications through a dial-up or
Local Area Network (LAN) connection to
the enterprise network. In this way, the
cache is prewarmed before use in a
mobile environment.

Data compression
When the data to be transmitted is
identified by the caching routines, it is
further reduced by applying arithmetic
compression algorithms. The net result of
these operations is that only a fraction of
the original data stream (in bytes) is
transmitted over the mobile connection.

Protocol reduction
Because of the unique relationship
between the eNetwork Emulator Express
Client and Server, the standard Telnet
connection protocols can be reduced by
50 percent and more.

Utilities
eNetwork Emulator Express Client
sessions can be monitored and
managed from the eNetwork Emulator
Express Server. In addition, trace facilities
are provided for both the eNetwork
Emulator Express Server and Client.

Operating environment
eNetwork Emulator Express Server runs
on AIX® and Windows NT® platforms,
while eNetwork Emulator Express Clients
run on OS/2® and Windows® 95.
