The following diagram shows the main components of OmniFind Discovery Edition: the server component and its administrative
client, the Management Console. The server component and the Management Console communicate via HTTP. The server can
run on AIX®, Linux®, Solaris, or Windows® operating systems. The Management Console can run on the same computer as the
server (Windows only), or on a remote computer that runs Windows and has network access to the server.
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N step 4: Install OmniFind Discovery Edition
To begin the installation process, place your CD into the CD-ROM drive or download the electronic distribution.

Run the appropriate installation file for your environment:
* setup_win32.exe (for Windows)
* setup_sunos.bin (for Solaris)
* setup_Tinux.bin (for Linux)
* setupaix.bin (for AlX)
