You need to execute the following from a Windows Start Prompt.  (It may also work from a Linux machine but not sure)

telnet lex20-lab


Enter your IBM Intranet User id (Often the same as your email address?) hit enter, then enter your intranet password and hit enter.


You should see the message "Connection to host lost"

Close the cmd window

Using an internet browser you can do the demos of the ToDo, Agile, Use-Case Driven Development and Test Case Driven Development Practices
