ALM Baseline Build Sketchup Notes
Install Google Sketchup 6

Load in “ALM Baseline Build Sketchup.skp”

There should be a list of “Scene” Tabs across the top of the screen.

01 Start

02 Arbitrary CM System

…

12 ALM Composite

Start at Scene “01 Start” then click each tab in succession.
02 Arbitrary CM System:

Generic CM system.  

Already some change sets have been grouped under a Label

03 Lbl to ALMbl

Given this system label, a corresponding ALMBaseline record is made

04 Field Mappings

These are the Field mappings on the ALMBaseline Record to the CM System.

There is flexibility here; you may have different mappings based on the CM system in use.

05 ALM Task

Shows that an ALMTask is created off an ALMRequest (not shown).  This could be to fix a defect, or to add a feature request.   At the time the ALMTask is created ALMActivities may be created and assigned to developers at the same time.  Or ALMActivities may be created by the developers at the time they start to work.

06 ALMProj Context

Shows that all the ALM records have a project context they’re connected to.

07 Dev ALMAct

Shows a developer ALMActivity.

For the CM system, the check out and in may be tied to CC/CQ UCM integration

Or

Triggers for Base ClearCase integration

Or

Triggers or scripts for Non-ClearCase usage

Or

Manual updates of the ALMActivities by the developers when they complete their work

08 Shows many Activities, assigned to different developers can be created off a task.
Not shown – there may be many tasks for many requests.

09 A new Label is created in the CM System, and a corresponding ALMBaseline created.  The same field mappings as above are used.  Only the “Name” changes.
10 One or more BTBuilds are created off the ALMBaseline
Activities reflect what ALMBaselines and BTBuilds they are part of on the Baseline and Build tab.   ALMTasks will list all activities and which builds the activities can be found in to test and validate the ALMTask and ALMActivities.

11 Reminder that all records are within a ALMProject Context
12 Shows Composite ALMBaseline
Existing baselines from the same or other ALMProjects can be added to another baseline.

The ALMTask will reflect which Composite or Ordinary baseline its ALMActivities can be found in.

The ALMActivities will reflect which Composite or Ordinary Baselines they are found in.

This allows testing and validation in builds at the “Component” level as well as the “Offering” (product) level.
