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New ACE V4 New Functions
Terminal Offline Support

TOF, similar to what is available for SA, is available on ACE.  TOF will allow the terminal application 

to do price lookups from its own memory or hard drive while offline from the store controller.  It also

allows for logging transactions while offline and manages the despooling of this data when the 

terminal comes back online.  A terminal hard drive is supported by ACE TOF but not required. 

Pharmacy Interface
A basic interface has been put in place for ACE to communicate with a pharmacy dispensing 

application.  The interface is used to track prescription sales and update the pharmacy application.  

Price overrides, voids, and prescription returns are supported as part of this interface.

Fuel Integration
In addition to the support for a fuel item type, fuel coupon type, promotion integration, and transaction 

processing integration added to ACE in V1R5,  ACE V4 added dual pricing support.  Dual pricing 

allows a retailer to charge different prices for items purchased  in the main store versus purchases 

at the fuel pump center. 

Log Transaction Data for Non-Sales Transactions
This function logs and processes transaction data for all of the non-sales procedures. 

 Logging non-sales transactions in this manner improves item per minute calculations

for cashiers who perform non-sales procedures between transactions.  This change brings 

ACE more in line with the way Supermarket operates.

Map Tender Variety to a Specific Key
Any tender variety can now be assigned to a keyboard key, instead of just variety 1.  For instance,

if a payroll check is type 2, variety 2, a keyboard key can be labeled "Payroll Check" and assigned 

as tender ID 22 (type 2, variety 2).

Open Department Key
This allows a department key to be defined which can be used with a keyed department number. 

 For example, if 14 is the department number and $1.99 is the price, the operator can key in 

199-PRICE-14-DEPTKEY.  This requires the operator to know the department number, but 

eliminates the need for multiple, assigned department keys.  

Coupon Processing Improvements
A number of processing improvements were added in V4:

ACE keeps track of coupon processing notes and does not check the current coupon if identical 

previous coupons failed.

BOGO items are not checked after half of the items are applied.  

When delayed coupons fail to award against a large number of a specific group of items, further 

attempts to  process the same coupon are discontinued.

When the total key is pressed but there have been no updates since the previous time the total key 

was pressed, coupons are not reprocessed.

The item file is not searched multiple times for a coupon when the same coupon (identical item code)

in a single transaction is processed back to back.

Calculation of how much a non preferred customer could have saved is not calculated when the 

new option is set to avoid this calculation.

Update OS Operator File with ACE Updates
This change will allow the operator information in the 4690 OS Operator Authorization file 

to be updated when a batch data maintenance (BDM) update is performed on ACE.  In this way, 

operators and passwords for the OS can be kept in sync with those at the application level.

Log WIC Balance Inquiry Errors
This change was required for Texas WIC certification on ACE.  The change is for ACE to record 

in the claim file any errors encountered during a balance inquiry function.

Report Operator Statistics at the Lane
This function allows operators to look at their items per minute, customers per hour, and 

miscellaneous items sold statistics from their lane.  There is also support for a new metric 

to show average tender time per customer in minutes.

6 Line Header and Trailer Messages
Trailer messages can now be up to 6 lines.   Headers already supported 6 lines, so we just had to 

expand the trailer lines from the previous maximum of 3.

Miscellaneous Limits by Account
New Personalization options were added to provide limits by Miscellaneous Accounts.  

A new page  allows the limit definitions to be specified by Miscellaneous Account number, 

similar to how Department Groups allow individual departments to be specified.   There will 

be a maximum of 20 allowed Miscellaneous Accounts per group.  If a miscellaneous account

is not a part of any definition, the values for Miscellaneous Item limits will be used.

Maximum ADDMI and BDM Batches Increased
The batch number range has been expanded to allow 9999 batches to be active in Batch Data 

Maintenance (BDM) and ADDMI.  In order to support 9999 batches, a new method of naming

source files is needed. For compatibility reasons, the source files for batches in the range 0-999

will remain the same. The batches in the range 1000-9999 will have source files that use 4690 

logical names.  The previous batch limit was 999 for BDM and ADDMI. 

Increased Selective Reports Limits
The limits for the number of items that can be retained for further searches has been increased from 

32,500 to 85,000 for Selective Item Reports, and from 5,000 to 32,500 for Selective Customer Reports . 

New ACE EPS V4 Functions
PIN Encouragement
Also known as "Credit to Debit Conversion", this function allows a retailer to define a range of BIN 

numbers for dual function credit and debit cards.  When this type of card is presented by the customer 

and it is recognized as being dual function, the customer will be prompted to enter their PIN, thus 

performing a debit transaction.  The customer can elect to do a credit transaction instead, but 

they will have to take action to do so.  Support for this function is being added for the following Verifone 

pinpads:  Everest, Everest Plus, Omni7000, and Omni7100.

BIN File Generator
A file generator is provided to convert an ASCII BIN file consisting of header, trailer, and detail 

records, into a keyed file.  The resulting keyed file will be used by the PIN encouragement function.  

VISA CISP Compliance

In order to bring ACE into compliance with the VISA Payment Applications Best Practices Guideline, 

changes have been made to ACE which will remove all discretionary  Track 1 and 2 data from the 

TLOG and reports for all completed transactions.  This change was included in the ACE V3 CSD. 

Verifone Omni 7100 Support

Support was added for the Verifone Omni 7100 PINPad device in the ACE V3 CSD.

EPS Report Search Capability

A new search function allows users to searches against the entries in the "Reconciliation Report" 

and the "Transactions Received From The Host Report".   This new search capability also applies

to all BOB reports available within ACETVREL.
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
