4.2 Installing the Gateway Patch
1. Before applying this gateway patch, backup existing nortel-mtx folder with a meaningful name.
cp -r $GATEWAY_DIR/config/nortel-mtx  $GATEWAY_DIR/config/nortel-mtx-bak

2. Deploy the gateway configuration package using the deploy_gateway script that comes with the TNPMW core installation. Please refer to the Tivoli Netcool Performance Manager for Wireless Installation Guide for instructions on deploying Gateway packages using the deploy_gateways script.
3. Proceed to restart the gateway.
