Two more weeks of dry weather
in Louisiana will rosult in tremen-
dous damage to the crops of the
state. This is the word brought to
New Orleans by agricultural experts
who have visited all sections of
Louisiana recent!y. Already  the
damage is very seriotis, '
Dry weather in Routh Louisiana
and too wel weatiier in North Lou-
isiana is playing havoe with the
farmers. In the cotton belt, where
it is desirable that dry weather
should prevail at this time, the
downpours have been so heavy as
fo scour the fields and cause heavy |
losses.  Everything is “drowned
out” north of the Red river,
In.the southern part of the stale,
where sugar, rice and corn are
stapple crops, there has been con-
tinuously dry weather for nearly
months, The damage to the
crops is already apparent, and each
day that passes without reliel wil!
cause a further reductiom of the
potential food supply of Louisiana.
Conditions, it is said, are particu-
larly bad in Southwest lLouisiana.
wliere about 40 per cent of the rice
in the Uniled States ix produced.
The streams 1n that section are full
of salt water and thousands of acres
of rice are heing scorched up, Two
more weeks of dry weather will
cause a tremendous joss to the crop.
This would be veryy serious, in
view of the prospective food short-
age in the country at large. _
Only heavy rains over the entire
southern part of the state will suf-
fice to improve the situation, and
each day that the rains are delayed
will make a partial erop failure
more imminent.
