He always 

dreamed of making his stories into books and then makes them into movies. 

At the age of 13 moved to Lawrence Massachusetts. Where he graduated from junior high at the 

age of 15, He went to Greater Lawrence Vocational Technical High school. Where he studied 

Industrial Electronics, at the age of 17 he wrote his first poem. Writing poetry is his way of getting 

his feelings out. By the age of 19, he started
