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AxD Josias held the feast of the passover
in Jerusalem unto his Lord, and offered the
passoTer the fourteenth day of the first

month ;
" liaying set ttie priests according

to their daily courses, being arrayed in long
garments, in the temple of the Lord.

^ And he spake unto the Levites, the holy
ministers of Israel, that they should hallow
themselves unto the Lord, to set the holy
ark of the Lord in the house that king
Solomon the son of David had built :

*and said. Ye shall no more bear the ark
upon your shoulders : now therefore serve
the Lord your Grod, and minister unto his
people Israel, and prepare you after your
families and kindreds, 'according as David
the king of Israel prescribed, and according
to the magnificence of Solomon his son:
and standing in the temple according to
the several dignity of the families of you
tiie Levites, who minister in the presence
of your brethren the children Israel,
^ offer the passover in order, and make ready
the sacrifices for yoiu* brethren, and keep
the passover according to the commandment
of^tne Lord, which was given unto Moses.

' And unto the people that was found
there Josias gave thirty thousand lambs and
kids, and three thousand calves: these things
were given of the king's allowance, according
as he promised, to the people, to the priests
and to the Levites. ^ And Helkias, Zacha-
rias, and Syelus, the governors of the temple,
gave to the priests for the passover two thou-
sand and six hundred sheep, and three hun-
dred calves. ^And Jeconias,and Samaias,and
!Xathanael his brother, and Assabias, and
Ochiel, and Joram, captains over thousands,
gave to the Levites for the passover five

thousand sheep, and seven hundred calves.
^^ And when these things were done, the

priests and Levites, having the unleavened
bread, stood in very comely order according
to the kindreds, '^ and according to the
several dignities of the fathers, before the
people, to offer to the Lord, as it is written
in the book of Moses : and thus did they
in the morning. ^ And they roasted the
passover with fire, as appertaineth : as for
the sacrifices, they sod them in brass pots
and pans with a good savour, -^ and set
them before all the people : and afterward
they prepared for themselves, and for the
priests their brethren, the sous of Aaron.
'"* For the priests ofl'ered the fat until night;
and the Levites prepared for themselves,
and the priests their brethren, the sons of
Aaron. ^ The holy singers also, the sons of
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Asaph, were in their order, according to the

appointment of David, to wit, Asaph, Zacha-
rias, and Jeduthun, who was of the king's

retinue. ^^ Moreover the porters were at

every gate ; it was not lawful for any to go

from ms ordinary service: for their brethren

the Levites prepared for them. '' Thus
were the things that belonged to the sacri-

fices of the Lord accomplished in that day,

that they might hold tne passover, '^ and
oifer sacrifices upon the altar of the Lord,
according to the commandment of king
Josias.

^^ So the children of Israel which were
present held the passover at that time, and
the feast of sweet bread seven days. ^ And
such a passover was not kept in Israel since

the time of the prophet Samuel. ^^ Yea, all

the kings of Israel held not such a passover
as Josias, and the priests, and the Levites,

and the Jews, held with all Israel that were
found dwelling at Jerusalem. 22 Jq t;he

eighteenth year of the reign of Josias was
this passover kept.

23 And the works of Josias were upright
before his Lord with an heart full of godli-

ness. '* As for the things that came to pass

in his time, they were written in former
times, concerning those that sinned, and
did wickedly against the Lord above all

people and lungdoms, and how they grieved
him exceedingly, so that the words of the
Lord rose up against Israel.

^ Now after all these acts of Josias it

came to pass that Pharaoh the king of Egypt
came to raise war at Carcamys upon Eu•
Shrates : and Josias went out against him.
But the king of Eg)T)t sent to him, say-

ing. What have I to do with thee, king of
Juaea " am not sent out from the Lord
God against thee ; for my war is upon Eu-
phrates : and now the Lor. I is with me, yea
the Lord is with me hasting me forward :

depart from me, and be not against the Lord.
* Howbeit Josias did not turn back his

chariot from him, but undertook to fight
with him, not regarding the words of the

irophet Jeremy spoken by the mouth of the
jord : * but joined battle with him in the

plain of Mageddo, and the princes came
against king Josias. ^o Then said the king
unto his servants. Carry me away out of the
battle; for I am very weak. And imme-
diately his servants took him away out of
the battle. '^ Then gat he up upon his
second chariot : and being brought hack to
Jerusalem died, and was buried in his
father's sepulchre. ^ And in all Jewry they
mourned lor Josias, yea, Jeremy the prophet
lamented for Josias, and the chief men with
the women made lamentation for him imto
this day: and this was given out for an
ordinance to be done continually in aU the
nation of Israel.
^ These things are written in the book of

the stories of the kings of Judah, and every
one of the acts that Josias did, and his glory,
and his understanding in the lawofthe Lord;
and the things that he had done before, and
the things now recited, are reported in the
book of the kings of Israel and Judea.
^ And the people took Joachaz the son of

Josias, and made him king instead of Josias
his father when he was twenty and three
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vears old ** And he reigned in Judea and
in Jerusalem three months : and then the
king of Egypt deposed him firom reigning
in Jerusalem. ^ And he set a tax upon the
land of an hundred talents of silver and
one talent of gold.

^ The king of Egypt also made king Joa-
cim his brother king of Judea and Jerusa-
lem. 3s ^Q(j }jg bound Joacim and the
nobles: but Zaraces his brother he appre-
hended, and brought him out of Egypt,
® Fire and twenty years old -was Joacim
when he was made kmg in the land of Judea
and Jerusalem ; and he did evil before tiie
Lord. -^ \yherefore against him S'abu.
cfiodonosor the king of Babylon came up,
and bound him with a chain'of brass, and
carried him into Babylon. *' >'abucho-
cionosor also took of the holy vessels of the
Lord, and carried them away, and set them
m his own temple at Babylon. ^ But those
things that are recorded of him, and of his
uncleanness and impiety, are written in the
chronicles of the kings.
^ And Joacim his son reigned in his stead

:

he was made king being eighteen years old

;

*;• and reigned but three months and ten
days in Jerusalem ; and did eril before the
Lord.

*^ So after a year ii'abuchodonosor sent
and caused him to be brought into Babylon
with the holy vessels of the Lord. ^ And
made Sedecias king of Judea and Jerusa-
lem, when he was one and twenty years oil

:

and he reigned eleven years : ^ and he did
evU also in the sight of the Lord, and cared
not for the words that were spoken unto
him by the prophet Jeremy from the mouih
of the Lord. *° And after that king ^abu-
chodonosor had made him to swear by the
name of the Lord, he forswore himself, and
rebelled ; and hardening his neck, and his
heart, he transgressed the laws of the Lord
God of Israel. ^ The governors also of the
people and of the priests did many things
against the laws, and passed all the pollu-
tions of all nations, and defiled the temple
of the Lord, which was sanctified in Jeru-
salem.

^^ 2s"evertheless the God of their fathers
sent by his messenger to call them back,
because he snared them and his tabernacle
also. " But tney had his messengers in deri-
sion ; and, in the day that the Lord spake
unto them, they made a sport of his pro-
phets :_*'- so far forth, that ne, being wroth
with his people for their ^eat ungodliness,
commanded the kings ol the Chaldees to
come up against them; ss-^jjo slew their
young men with the sword, yea, even within
the compass of their holy temple, and spared
neither young man nor maid, old man nor
child, among them ; for he delivered all into
their hands. ** And thev took all the holr
vessels of the Lord, both great and small,
with the vessels of the ark of God, and the
king's treasures, and carried them away into
Babylon. *^ As for the house of the Lord,
they burnt it, and brake down the walls or

Jei-usalem. and set fire upon her towers

.

"^ and as for her glorious things, they never
ceased till they had consumed and brought
them all to nought •, and the people that
were not slain with the sword he carried
into Babylon :

*' who became servants to
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him and his cliildren, till the Persians

reigned, to fulfil the word of the Lord spoken

by the mouth of Jeremy :
^ until the land

had enjoyed her sabbaths, the whole time

of her desolation shall she rest, untd the

full term of seventy years.

Ill the first year of Cyrus king of the

Persians, that the word of the Lord might
be accomplished, that he had promised by
the mouth of Jeremy ; 2 the Lord raised up
the spirit of Cyrus the king of the Persians,

and he made proclamation through all his

kingdom, and also by writing, ^saying, Thus
saith Cyrus king of the Persians; The Lord
of Israel, the most high Lord, hath made
me king of the whole world, *and com-
manded me to build him an house at Jeru-

salem in Jewry.
5 If therefore there be any of you that

are of his people, let his Lord be with
him, and let him go up to Jerusalem that

is in Judea, and build the house of the

Lord of Israel : for he is the Lord that

dwelleth in Jerusalem. ^ Whosoever then
dwell in the places about, let them help him,

those, I say, that are his neighbours, with
gold, and with silver, ' with gifts, with
horses, and with cattle, and other things,

which have been set forth by vow, for the

temple of the Lord at Jerusalem.

^ Then the chief of the families of Judea
and of the tribe of Benjamin stood up; the

priests also, and the Levites, and all they

whose Mind the Lord had moved to go up,

and to build an house for the Lord at Jeru-

salem, 'and they that dwelt round about
them, and helped them in aU things with
silver and gold, with horses and cattle, and
with very many free gifts of a great number
whose minds were stirred up thereto.
'° King Cyrus also brought forth the holy

vessels which Nabuchodonosor had carried

away from Jerusalem, and had set up in his

temple of idols.

" Now when Cyrus king of the Persians

had brought them forth, he delivered them
to Mithridates his treasiurer :

'^ and by him
they were delivered to Sanabassar the gover-

nor of Judea. '^ ^^d this was the number
of them; A thousand golden cups, and a

thousand of silver, censers of silver twenty-
uiue, vials of gold thirty, and of silver two
thousand four hundred and ten, and a thou-

sand other vessels. ^'^ So all tlie vessels of

gold and of silver, which were carried away,
were five thousand four hundred threescore

and nine. ^* These were brought back by
Sanabassar, together with them of the cap-

tivity, from Babylon to Jerusalem.
'^ But in the time of Artaxerxes king of

the Persians Belemus.and Mithridates, and
Tabellius, and Rathumus, and Beeltethmus,
and Samellius the secretary, with the rest

that were in commission with them, dwell-

ing in Samaria and other places, wrote
unto him against them that dwelt in Judea
and Jerusalem this letter following; ^"To
king Artaxerxes our lord, Thy servants,

Rathumus the storywriter, and Samellius
the scribe, and the rest of their council, and
the judges that are in Celosyria and Phe-
nice. *^Be it now known to the lord the
king, that the Jews that are come up from
you to us, being come into Jerusalem, that
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rebellious and wicked, city, do build tlie

marketplaces, and repair the walls of it,

and do lay the foundation of the temple.
'^ Now if this city and the walls thereof be
made up again, they will not only refuse
to give tribute, but also rebel against kings.
^ And forasmuch as the things pertaining

to the temple are now in hand, we think it
meet not to neglect such a matter, ^i but to
speak unto our lord the king, to the intent
that, if it be thy pleasure, it may be sought
out in the books of thy fathers: ^Sand thou
shalt find in the chronicles what is written
concerning these things, and shalt under-
stand that that city was rebellious, troubling
both kings and cities :

^ and that the Jews
were rebellious, and raised always

_ wars
therein ; for the which cause even this city
was made desolate. *"* Wherefore now we
do declare unto thee, lord the king, that
if this city be built again, and the walls
thereof set up anew, thou shalt from hence-
forth have no passage into Celosyria and
Phenice.
^Then the king wrote back again to Ka-

thumus the storywriter, to Beeltethmus,
to Semellius the scribe, and to the rest that
were in commission, and dwellers in Sama-
ria and Syria and Phenice, after this man-
ner; 2^1 have read the epistle which ye
have sent unto me : therefore I commanded
to make diligent search, and it hath been
found that that city was from the beginning
practising against kings; ^-'and the men
therein were given to rebellion and war

:

and that mighty kings and fierce were in
Jerusalem, who reigned and exacted tributes
in Celosyria and Phenice. ^ Now therefore
1 have commanded to hinder those men
from building the city, and heed to be
taken that there be no more done in it

;

^ and that those wicked workers proceed no
further to the annoyance of kings.

** Then king Artaxerxes his letters being
read, Rathumus, and Semellius the scribe,
and the rest that were in commission with
them, removing in haste toward Jerusalem
with a troop of horsemen and a multitude
of people in battle array, began to hinder
the builders ; and the biiilding of the tem-
ple in Jerusalem ceased until the second
year of the reign of Darius king of the
Persians.
Now when Darius reigned, he made a

great feast unto all his subjects, and unto
all his household, and unto all the princes
of liledia and Persia, 2 and to aU the gover-
nors and captains and lieutenants that were
under him, from India unto Ethiopia, in
the hundred twenty and seven provinces.
3 And when they had eaten and drunken,
and being satisfied were gone home, then
Darius the king went into his bedchamber,
and slept, and soon after awaked.

•* Then three young men, that were of the
guard that kept the king's body, spake one
to another ;

^ Let every one of us speak a
sentence : he that shall overcome, and whose
sentence shall seem wiser than the others,
unto him shall the king Darius give great
gifts, and great things in token of victory

:

^as to be clothed in purple, to drink in gold,
and to sleep upon gold, and a chariot with
bridles of gold, and an headtire of fine
linen, and a chain about his neck : ?and he
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shall sit next to Darius because of lus wis-

dom, and shall be called Darius s cousin.

8 And then every one wrote his sentence,

sealed it, and laid it under the pillow ot

king Darius ; ^and said that, when the king is

risen, some will give him tlie writing ;
and

of whose side the king and the three pnnces

o£ Persia shall judge that his sentence is the

wisest, to him shall the victory be given,

as was appointed. ^'^ The first wrote, Wme
is the strongest. ^* The second wrote,

The king is strongest. ^^ The third wrote,

Women are strongest : but above all things

Truth beareth away the victory.

13 Now when the king was risen up, they

took their writings, and delivered them

unto him, and so he read them : " and send-

ing forth he called all the princes of Persia

and Media, and the governors, and the cap-

tains, and the lieutenants, and the chiet

officers; ^*and sat him down in the royal

seat of judgment ; and the writing was

read before them. ^^And he said, CaU the

young men, and they shall declare theirown
sentences. So they were called, and came
in.

''' And he said unto them, De9lare unto

us your mind concerning the writings.

Then began the first, who had spoken of

the strength of wine ;
'^ and he said thus,

ye men, how exceeding strong is wme

!

it causeth all men to err that drink it :
'^ it

maketh the mind of the king and of the

fatherless child to be all one ; of the bond-

man and of the freeman, of the poor man
and of the rich: *^it turneth also every

thought into jollity and mirth, so that a

man remembereth neither sorrow nor debt

:

21 and it maketh every heart rich, so that a

man remembereth neither king nor gover-

nor; and it maketh to speak all things by

talents: 22and when they are in ttieir cups,

they forget their love both to friends and
brethren, and a little after draw out swords

:

23 but when they are from the wine, they

remember not what they have done. ** Q
ye men, is not wine the strongest, that

enforceth to do thus? And when he had
80 spoken, he held his peace.

Then the second, that had spoken of the

strength of the king, began to say, 2 ye

men, do not men excel in strength, that

bear rule over sea and land, and all things

in them ? ' But yet the king is more mighty

:

for he is lord of all these things, and hath

dominion over them; and whatsoever he

commandeth them they do. •» If he bid

them make war the one against tlie other,

they do it : if he send them out against the

enemies, they go, and break down moun-
tains, walls, and towers. ^They slay and
are slain, and transgress not the kings
commandment: if they get the victory,

they bring all to the king, as well the spoil,

as all things else.

Likewise for those that are no soldiers,

and have not to do with wars, but use hus-

bandry, when they have reaped again that

which they had sown, they bring it to the

king, and compel one anotlier to pay tribute

unto the king. 7 And yet he is but one man

:

if he command to kill, they kill ; if he com-
mand to spare, they spare ;

^ if he command
to smite, they smite; if he command to

make desolate, they make desolate ; if he
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command to build, they build ; ^if he com-
mand to cut down, they cut down ; if he
command to plant, they plant.

_
^"So all hia

people and his armies obey him : further-
more he lieth down, he eateth and drinketh,
and taketh his rest :

^' and these keep watch
round about him, neither may any one
depart, and do his own business, neither
dieobey they him in any thing. *^0 ye
men, how should not the king be mightiest,
when in such sort he is obeyed ? And he
held his tongue.
^Then the third, who had spoken of

women, and of the truth, (this was Zoroba-
bel) began to speak. ^^ ye men, it is not
the great king, nor the multitude of men,
neither is it wine, that excelleth : who is it

then that ruleth them, or hath the lordship
over them ? are they not women ? ^^ Wo-
men have borne the king and all the people
that bear rule by sea and land. ^• of
them came they: and they nourished them
up tliat planted the vineyards, from whence
the wine cometh. ^ These also make gar-
ments for men ; these bring glory unto
men ; and without women cannot men be.
^ Tea, and if men have gathered together
gold and silver, or any other goodly thing,
do they not love a woman which is comely
in favour and beauty? ^'And letting afl

those things go, do they not gape, and even
with open mouth fix their eyes fast on her

;

and have not all men more desire unto her
than unto silver or gold, or any goodly
thing whatsoever ?

^A man leaveth his own father that
brought him up, and his own country, and
cleaveth unto his wife. -^ He sticketh not
to spend his life with his wife, and remem•
bereth neither father, nor mother, nor
country. ^By this also ye must know that
women have dominion over you : do ye not
labour and toil, and give and bring all to
the woman? -^Yea, a man taketh his
sword, and goeth his way to rob and to
steal, to sail upon the sea and upon rivers

;

*^and looketh upon a lion, and goeth in
the darkness; and when he hath stolen,
spoQed, and robbed, he bringeth it to his
love. 25Wlierefore a man loveth his wife
better than father or mother. ^ Tea, many
there be that have run out of their wits for
women, and become servants for their sakes.
^\ Many also have perished, have erred, and
sinned, for women.
^^And now do ye not believe me? is not the

king great in his power? do not aU regions
fear to touch him ? ^ Tet did I see him and
Aname the king's concubine, the daughter
of the admirable Bartacus, sitting at the
right hand of the king, '"and taking the
crown from the king's head, and setting it

upon her own head; she also struck the king
with her left hand. ^^ And yet for all this
the king gaped and gazed upon her with
open mouth : if she laughed upon him, he
laughed also : but if she took any displeasure
at liim, the king was fain to flatter, that she
might be reconciled to him again. * ve
men, how can it be but women should be
strong, seeing they do thus ?

^ Then the king and the princes looked
one upon another : so he began to speak of
the truth.

48 He wrote letters al^O unto the lieutenants

that were in Celosyria and Phenice, and

unto them in Libanus that they should

bring cedar wood from Libanus unto Jeru-

salem, and that they should bmld the city

^4^9 M^oSover he wrote for all the Jews that

went out of his realm un into Jewry, con-

cerning their freedom, tW no officer, no

ruler, no lieutenant nor treasurer, should

forcibly enter into .their doors; ^" and that

all the country which they hold should be

free without tribute; and that the Kdomites

should give over the villages of the Jews

which then they held: "yea, that there

should be yearly given twenty talents to the

building of the temple, until the time that

it were built; ^^and other ten talents yearly,

J'O And there were gathered unto them out
of the other nations of the land, and thev
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erected the altar upon liis own place, be-

cause all the nations of the land were at

enniity with them, and oppressed them;

feast of tabernacles, as it is commanded m
the law, and offered sacrifices daily, as was

meet: 52and after that, the continual obla-

tions, and the sacrifice of the sabbaths, and

of the new moons, and of all holy feasts.

^3 And aU they that had made any vow to

God began to offer sacrifices to God from

the first day of the seventh month, although

the temple of the Lord was not yet built.

them by Cyrus king of the Persians.

56 And in the second year and second

month after his coming to the temple of

God at Jerusalem began Zorobabel the son

of Salathiel, and Jesus the son of Josedec,

and their brethren, and the priests, and the

Levites, and all they that were come unto
Jerusalem out of the captivity: S' and they

laid the foundation of the house of God in

the first day of the second month, in the

second year after they were come to Jewry
and Jerusalem. '"^ And they appointed the

Levites from twenty years old over the

works of the Lord. Then stood up Jesus,

and his sons and brethren, and Cadmiel liis

brother, and the sons of Emadabun, with
the sons of Joda the sou of EHadud, with

their sons and brethren, all Levites, with

one accord setters forward of the business,

labouring to advance the works in the

house of the Lord. So the builders built

the temple of the Lord.

dees; ^^who pulled down the house, and

the king wrote to build this house. ^^And
the holy vessels of gold and of silver, that

Nabuchodonosor had carried away out of

the house at Jerusalem, and had set them in

his own temple, those Cyrus thekingbrought
forth again out of the temple at Babylon,
and they were delivered to Zorobabel,
that is, to Sanabassarus the ruler, ^^with
commandment that he should carry away
the same vessels, and put them in the tem-
ple at Jerusalem; and that the temple of the
Lord should be built in that place. -"Then
the same Sanabassarus, being come hither,

laid the foundations of the house of the Lord
at Jerusalem ; and from that time to this

being still building, it is not yet finished.

Now therefore, if it seem good unto the

king, let search be made among the records
of king Cyrus: ^- and if it be foimd that the
building of the house of the Lord at Jeru-
salem hath been done with the consent of
king Cyrus, and if our lord the king be so
minded, let him signify unto us thereof.

®Then commanded king Darius to seek
among the records at Babylon : and so at
Ecbatana the palace, which is in the covm-
try of Media, there was found a roll where-
in these things were recorded. ^^ In the
first year of the reign of Cyrus, king Cyrus
commanded that the house of the Lord at
Jerusalem shoxild be built again, where they
do sacrifice with continual fire: '•^ whose
height shall be sixty cubits, and the breadth
sixty cubits, with three rows ofhewn stones,
and one row of new wood of that country;
and the expences thereof to be given out of
the house of king Cyrus: ^fiand that the
holy vessels of the house of the Lord, both
of gold and silver, that Nabuchodonosor
took out of the house at Jerusalem, and
brought to Babylon, sliould be restored to
the house at Jerusalem, and be set in the
place where they were before.
^ And also he commanded that Sisinnes

the governor of Syria and Phenice, and
Sathrabuzanes, and their companions, and
those which were appointed rulers in Syria
and Phenice, shoiild be careful not to
meddle with the place, but suiFer Zorobabel
the servant of the Lord, and governor of
Judea, and the elders of the Jews, to build
the house of the Lord in that place. '^ I

have commanded also to have it built up
whole again; and that they look diligently
to help those that be of the captivity of the
Jews, till the house of the Lord be finished

:

may pray for their lives. ^ And he com-
manded that whosoever should transgress,
yea, or make light of any thing herein
written, out of his own house should a
tree be taken, and he thereon be hanged,
and all his goods seized for the king.

^ The Lord therefore, whose name is

there called upon, utterly destroy every
king and nation, that stretcheth out his
hand to hinder or endamage that house
of the Lord in Jerusalem. ^ I Darius the
king have ordained that according unto
these things it be done with diligence.

Then Sisinnes the governor of Celosyria
and Phenice, and Sathrabuzanes, with their
companions, following the commandments
of king Darius, 2 did very carefully oversee
the holy works, assisting the ancients of the
Jews and governors of the temple. ^ And
so the holy works prospered, when Aggeus
and Zacharias the prophets prophesied.

* And they finished these things by the
commandment of the Lord God of Israel

;

and with the consent of Cjtus, Darius, and
Artaxerxes, kings of Persia, ^ the holy house
was finished in the three and twentieth
day of the month Adar, in the sixth year
of king Darius.

^ And the children of Israel, the priests,

and the Levites,and others that were of the
captivity, that were added unto them, did
according to the things ivritten in the book
of Moses. 7 And to the dedication of the
temple of the Lord they offered an hundred
bullocks, two hundred rams, four hundred
lambs; ^and twelve goats for the sin of aU
Israel, according to the number of the chief
of the tribes of Israel. ^ The priests also and
the Levites stood arrayed in their vestments,
according to their kindreds, in the service
of the Lord God of Israel, according to the
book of Moses : and the porters at every gate.

"• And the children ot Israel that were of
the captivity held the passover the four-
teenth day of the first month, after that the
priests and the Levites were sanctified,
" together with all the children of the cap-
tivity ; for they were sanctified, because the
Levites were all sanctified together.

'-And so they offered the passover for all

them of tlie captivity, and for their brethren
the priests, and for themselves. '^ And the
children oi Israel that came out of the cap.
tivity did eat, even all they that had sepa-
rated themselves from the abominations of
the people of the land, and sought the Lord.
^* And they kept the feast of unleavened
bread seven days, making merry before the
Lord, ^^for that he liad turned the counsel
of the king of Assyria toward them, to
strengthen their hands in the works of the
Lord God of Israel
And after these things, when Artaxerxes

the king of the Persians reigned, came
Esdras the son of Azaraias, the son of
Zechrias. the son of Helchias, the son of

been shewed unto us from thee, Lord,
that there should be left us a root and a
name in the place of thy sanctuary; ^'^and
to discover unto us a light in the house of
the Lord our God, and to give us food in
the time of our servitude. ^ Yea, when we
were in bondage, we were not forsaken of
our Lord ; but he made us favoured before
the kings of Persia, so that they gave us
food ;

^^ yea, and honoured the temple of
our Lord, and raised up the desolate Sion,
so that they have given us a svire abiding
in Jewry and Jerusalem.
^ And now, Lord, what shall we say,

having these things? for we have trans-
gressed thy commandments, which thou
gavest by the hand of thy servants the pro-
phets, saying, ^ That the land, which ye
enter into to possess aa an heritage, is a
land polluted with the pollutions of the
strangers of the land, and they have filled

it with their uncleanness. ^ Therefore now
shall ye not join your daughters unto their
sons, neither shall ye take their daughters
unto your sons. ^ Moreover ye shall never
seek to have peace with them, that ye may
be strong, and eat the good things of the
land, and that ye may leave the inheritance
of the land unto your children for ever-
more.
* And all that is befallen is done unto us

for our wicked works and great sins: for
thoii, Lord, didst make our sins light,
^ and didst give unto us such a root : but
we have turned back again to transgress
thy law, and to mingle ourselves n-ith the
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uncleanuess of the nations of the land.

s^Mightest not thou be angry with us to

destroy us, till thou hadst left us neither

root, seed, nor name ?

rael, being but young, all the tribe of is^eph-

thali my father fell Irom the house of Jeru-
salem, which was chosen out of all the tribes
of Israel, that all the tribes should sacrifice

there, and where the temple of the habitation
of the most High was consecrated and built
for all ages.

^Xow all the tribes which together re-

volted, and the house of vaj father IS'eph.

"Surely I will keep close nothing from

good land : and Jerusalem shall be desolate,

and the house of God in it shall be burned,

and shall be desolate for a time ;

again God will have mercy on them, and
bring tliem again into the land, where they

shall build a temple, but not like to the first,

until the time ot that age be fulfilled ; and
afterward they shall return from all places

of their captivity, and build up Jerusalem

gloriously, and the house of God shall be

built in it with a glorious building, as the

prophets liave spoken thereof.

'So shall all nations praise the Lord, and
his people shall confess God, and the Lord
shall exalt his people ; and all those which
love the Lord God in truth and justice shall

rejoice, shewing mercy to our brethren.

because that those things which the prophet

Jonas spake shall surely come to pass. ^ But
keep thou the law and the commandments,
and shew thyself merciful and just, that it

may go well with thee. '^ And bury me de-

cently, and thy mother with me ; but tarry

no longer at Nineve. Remember, my son,

bow Aman handled Acliiacharus that

brought him up, how out of light he brought
him into darkness, and how he rewarded
Uim a^ain: yet Achiacliarus was .<ived, but
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the other had his reward : for he went down
into darkness. Manasses gave alms, and
escaped the snares of death which they had
set for him : but Aman fell into the snare,
and perished.

^^ Wherefore now, my son, consider what
alms doeth,and how righteousness doth de-
liver. When he had said these things, he
gave up the ghost in the bed, being an hun-
dred and eight and fifty years old ; and he
buried him honourably. ^ And when Anna
his mother was dead, he buried her with
his father.

But Tobias departed with his wife and
children to Ecbatane to Kaguel his father in
law, '3 where he became old with honour

;

and he buried his father and mother in
law honourably, and he inherited their sub-
stance, and his father Tobit's. ^^ And he
died at Ecbatane in Media, being an hun-
dred and seven and twenty years old. ^^ ut
before he died he heard of the destruction
of Nineve, which was taken by Nabuchodo-
nosor and Assuerus : and before his death
he rejoiced over ^iueve.

with great fervency, and with great vehe-
mency did they humble their souls: "^both
they, and their wives, and their children)
and their cattle, and every stranger and
hireling, and their servants bouglit with
money, put sackcloth upon their loins.

^'Thus every man and woman, and the
little children, and the inhabitants of Jeru-
salem, fell before the temple, and cast ashes
upon their heads, and spread out their
sackcloth before the face of the Lord : also
tliey put sackcloth about the altar, '^and
cried to the God of Israel all with one
consent earnestly, that he would not give
their cliildren for a prey, and their wives
for a spoil, and the cities of their inheri-
tance to destruction, and the sanctuary to
profanation and reproach,and for the nations
to rejoice at.

'^ So God heard their prayers, and looked
upon their afflictions : for the people fasted
many days in all Judea and Jerusalem be-
fore the sanctuary of the Lord Almighty.

'"* And Joacim the high priest, and all the
priests that stood before the Lord, and they
which ministered unto the Lord, had their
loins girt with sackcloth, and offered the
daily burnt oiferings, with the vows and
free gifts of the people, ^^ and had ashes on
their mitres, and cried unto the Lord with
all their power, that he would look upon all

the house of Israel graciously.

Then was it declared to Holofernes, the
chief captain of the army of Assur, that the
children of Israel had prepared for war, and
had shut up the passages of the hill country,
and had fortified all the tops of the high
hills, and had laid impediments in the
champaign countries: ^ wherewith he was
very angry, and called all the princes of
Moab, and the captains of Ammon, and all

the governors of the sea coast, ^ and he said
unto them. Tell me now, ye sous of Chanaan,
who this people is, that dwelleth in the hill

country, and what are the cities that they
inliabit, and what is the multitude of their
army, and wherein is their power and
strength, and what king is set over them, or
captain of their army ; •'and why have they
determined not to come and meet me, more
than all the inhabitants of the west ?

^ Then said Achior, the captain of all the
sons of Ammon, Let my lord now hear a
word from the mouth of thy servant, and I
will declare unto thee the truth concerning
this people, which dwelleth near thee, and
inhabiteth the hill countries: and there
sliail no lie come out of the mouth of thy
servant. ''This people are descended of
the Chaldeans: '^and they sojourned here-
tofore in Mesopotamia, because they would
not follow the gods of their fathers, which
were in the land of Chaldea. ^ For they left

the way of their ancestors, and worshipped
tlie God of heaven, the God whom they
knew: so they cast them out from the face
of their gods, and thev fled into Meso-
potamia, and sojourned there many days.
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9 Then tlieix' God commanded them to

depart from the place where they sojourned,

and to go into the land of Chanaan : where
they dwelt, and were increased with gold

and silver, and with very much cattle.

^'' But when a famine covered all the land
of Chanaan, they went down into Egypt,
and sojourned tliere, while they were nour-
ished, and became there a great multitude,

so that one could not number their nation.
1' Therefore the king of Egypt rose up
against them, and dealt subtilly with them,
and biOught them low with labouring in

brick, and made them slaves.

^ Then they cried unto their Grod, and he
smote all the land of Egypt witli incurable

plagues : so tlie Egyptians cast them out of
their sight. '^ And G-od dried the Red sea

before them, ^* and brought them to mount
Sina, and Cades-Barne, and cast forth all

that dwelt in the wilderness.

" So they dwelt in the land of the Amor-
ites, and they destroyed by their strength
all them of Esebon, and passing over Jordan
they possessed all the hill country. '^A-ud

they cast forth before them the Chanaanite,
the Pherezite, the Jebusite, and the Sychem-
ite, and all the Gergesites, and they dwelt
in that country many days.

^7And whilst they sinned not before their

God, they prospered, because the God that
hateth iniquity was with them. ^^ But when
they departed from the way which he ap-

pointed them, they were destroyed in many
battles very sore, and were led captives into

a land that was not their's, and the temple
of their God was cast to the ground, and
their cities were taken by the enemies.

'^ But now are they returned to their

God, and are come up from the places where
they were scattered, and have possessed
Jerusalem, where their sanctuaiy is, and are

seated in the hill country ; for it was deso-
late. 20 Now therefore, my lord and govern-
or, if there be any error in this people, and
they sin against their God, let us consider
that this shall be their ruin, and let us go
up, and we shall overcome them. -• But if

there be no iniquity in their nation, let my
lord now pass by, lest their Lord defend
them, and their God be for them, and we
become a repi'oach before all the world.

^And when Achior had finished these
sayings, all the people standing round about
the tent murmured, and the chief men of
Holofernes, and all that dwelt by the sea

side, and in Moab, spake that he should kill

him. 23 jpor, say they^ we will not be afraid

of the face of the children of Israel : for, lo,

it is a people that have no strength nor
power for a strong battle.

^Now therefore, lord Holofernes, we will

go up, and they shall be a prey to be de-

voured of all thine army.
And when the tumiut of men that were

about the council was ceased, Holofernes
the chief captain of the army of Assur said

unto Achior and all the Moabites before all

the company of other nations, ^ And who art

thou, Achior, and the hirelings of Ephraim,
that thou hast prophesied among us as to

day, and hast said, that we should not make
war with the people of Israel, because their

God will defend themi* ai:d who is God
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but Nabuchodonosor? ^ He will send his

power, and will destroy them from the face

of the earth, and ttieir God shall not delirer

them : but we bis servants will destroy
them as one man; for they are not able to
sustain the power of our horses. "* For with
them we wiU tread them under foot, and
their mountains shall be drunken with their

blood, and their fields shall be filled with
their dead bodies, and their footsteps shall

not be able to stand before us, for they shall

utterly perish, saith king isabuchodonosor,
lord of aU the earth: for he said, 2s one of
my words shall be in vain.

^And thou, Achior, an hireling of Ammou,
which hast spoken these words in tiie day
of thine iniquity, shalt see my face no more
from this day, until I take vengeance of
this nation that came out of Egypt. ^ And
then shaU the sword of mine army, and
the multitude of tliem that serve me, pass
through thy sides, and thou shalt fall among
their slain, when 1 return. '' ]Sow therefore

my servants shall bring thee back into the
hill country, and shall set thee in one of the
cities of the passages : ""and thou shalt not
perish, till thou be destroyed with them.
^And if thou persuade thyself in tliy mind
that they shall not be taken, let not thy
countenance fall: I have spoken it, and
none of my words shall be in vain.

10 Then Holofernes commanded his ser-

vants, that waited in his tent, to take

Achior, and bring him to BethuUa, and
deliver him into the hands of the cliil-

dren of Israel. " So his servants took him,
and brought him out of the camp into the

plain, and they went from the midst of the

plain into the' hill country, and came unto
the fountains that were under Bethulia,
'2 And when the men of the city saw them,
they took up their weapons, and went out
of the city to the top of the hill : and every

man that used a sling kept them from
coming up by casting of stones against

them. '3 >i evertheless having gotten privily

under the hill, they bound Achior, and cast

him down, and left him at the foot of the

hill, and returned to their lord.

Now at that time Judith heard thereof,

which was the daughter of Merari, the son

of Ox, the son of Joseph, the son of Oziel,

the son of Elcia, the son of Eliu, the son
of Chelcias, the son of Eliab, the sou of
Nathanael, the sou of Salamiel, the son of

Sarasadai, the son of I srael.
^ And Manasses was her liusband, of her

tribe and kindred, who died in the barley

harvest. ^ For as he stood overseeing them
that bound sheaves in the field, the heat
came upon his head, and he fell on his

bed, ana died in his city of Betlmlia : and
they buried him with his fathers in the
field between Dothaim and Balamo.

* So Judith was a widow in her liouse

three years and four months. ^And slie

made her a tent upon the top of her house,
and put on sackcloth upon her loins, and
ware her widow's apparel. ^ And she fasted
all the days of her widowhood, save the eves
of the sabbaths, and tlie sabbaths, and the
eves of the new moons, and the new moons,
and the feasts and solemn days of the house
of Israel. ^ She was also of a goodly coun-
tenance, and very beautiful to behold : and
her husband Manasses had left her gold,

and silver, and menservants, and maidser-
vants, and cattle, and lands; and she re-

mained upon them. ^And there was none
that gave her an ill word ; for she feared
God greatly.

Nay,
my brethren, provoke not the Lord our
God to anger. '' For if he will not help us
within these five days, he hath power to
defend us when he will, even every day, or
to destroy us before our enemies.

'* Then went in Bagoas, and knocked at
the door of the tent; for he thought that
he had slept with Juditli. ^^Eut because
none answered, he opened it, and went into
the bedchamber, and found him cast upon
the floor dead, and his head was taken fi'om
him. •'' Therefore he cried with a loud
voice, with weeping, and sighing, and a
mighty cry, and rent his garments.

^' After he went into the tent where
Judith lodged: and when he found her
not, he leaped out to the people, and cried
'^ Tliese slaves have dealt treacherously;
one woman of tlie Hebrews hath brought
shame upon the house of king Nabuchodo•
nosor: for, behold, Holofernes lieth upon
the ground without a head. *^ When the
captains of the Assyrians' army heard these
words, they rent their coats, and their
minds were wonderfully troubled, and there
was a cry and a very great noise throughout
the camp.
And when they that were in the tents

heard, they were astonished at the thing
that was done. ^^^^^ fear and trembling
fell upon them, so that there was no man
that durst abide in the siglit of his neigh-
hour, but rushing out all together, they fled

into every way of the plain, and of the hill

country, ^'^^j^ey also that liad camped in
the mountains round about Bethulia fled

away. Then the children of Israel, every
one that was a warrior among them, rushed
out upon them.

^ Then sent Ozias to Betomasthem, and
to Chobai, and Chola, and to all the coasts
of Israel, such as should tell the things
that were done, and that all should rush
forth upon their enemies to destroy them.
^ !Now when tlie children of Israel heard
it, they all fell upon them with one con-
sent, and slew them unto Chobai: like-

wise also they that came from Jerusalem,
and from all the hill country, (for men had
told them what things were done in the
camp of their enemies,) and they that were
in Galaad, and in Galilee, chased them witli

a great slaughter, until they were past Da-
mascus and the borders thereof.

^ And the residue, that dwelt at Bethulia,
fell upon the camp of Assur, and spoiled
them, and were greatly enriched. ''And
the children of Israel that returned from
the slaughter had that which remained;
and the villages and the cities, that were in
the mountains aiid in the plain, gat many
spoils : for the multitude was very great.

8 Then Joacim the high priest, and the
ancients of the children of Israel that dwelt
in Jerusalem, came to behold the good
things that _God had shewed to Israel, and
to see Judith, and to salute her. ^And
when they came unto her, they blessed
her with one accord, and said unto her,

Thou art the exaltation of Israel, thou art
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the great glory of Israel, thou art the great
rejoicing of our nation: ^•'thou hast done
all tliese things by thine hand : thou hast
(lone much good to Israel, and God is

pleased therewith : blessed be thou of the
Almighty Lord for evermore. And all the
people said. So be it.

^^And tlie people spoiled the camp the
space of tliirty days : and they gave unto
Judith Holofernes liis tent, and all his
plate, and beds, and vessels, and all his
stuff: and she took it, and laid it on her
mule ; and made ready her carts, and laid
them thereon.

'2 Then all the women of Israel ran to-

gether to see her, and blessed her, and made
a dance among them for her : and she took
branches in her hand, and gave also to the
women that were witli lier. ^3^i,(j they
put a garland of olive upon her and her
maid that was with her, and she went before
all the people in the dance, leading all tlie

women : and aU the men of Israel followed
in their armour with garlands, and with
songs in their mouths.

* Then Judith began to sing tliis thanks-
giving in all Israel, and all the people sang
after her this song of praise.

his army, the multitude wliereof stopped
the torrents, and their horsemen have
covered the hills. ^ He bragged that he
rould burn up my borders, and kill my
young men with the sword, and dash the
sucking children against the ground, and
make mine infants as a prey, and my virgins
as a spoil.

^_But the Almighty Lord hath disap.
pomted them by the hand of a woman.
" For the mighty one did not fall by the
young men, neither did the sons of the
Titans smite him, nor high giants set upon
him: but Judith the daughter of Merari
weakened him with the beauty of her coun-
tenance. 8 For she put off the garment of
her widowhood for the exaltation of those
that were oppressed in Israel, and anointed
her face with ointment, and bound her hairma tire, and took a linen garment to de-
ceive him. » Her sandals ravished his eyes,
her beauty took his mind prisoner, and the
fauchion passed through his neck.
^^The Persians quaked at her boldness,

and the Medes were daunted at her hardi-
ness. " Then my afflicted shouted for joy,
and my weak ones cried aloud ; but they
were astonished: these lifted up their
voices, but they were overthrown. '2 The
eons of the damsels have pierced them
through, and wounded them as fugitives'
children

: they perished by the battle of my
Lord.^I ^ill sing unto my God a new song:

thee, and all the fat is not sufficient for thy
burnt offering: but he that feareth the
Lord is great at all times.

*' Woe to the nations that rise up against
my kindred ! the Lord Almighty will take
vengeance of them in the day of judgment,
in putting fire and worms in their flesh;
and they shall feel them, and weep for ever.

^^ Now as soon as they entered into Je-
rusalem, they worshipped the Lord; and
as soon as the people were piorified, they
offered their burnt offerings, and their free
offerings, and their gifts.

^^ Judith also dedicated all the stuff of
Holofernes, which the people had given her,
and gave the canopy which she liad taken
out of his bedchamber, for a gift unto
God.
^ So the people continued feasting in

Jerusalem before the sanctuary for the
space of three months, and Judith remained
with them.

-' After this time every one returned to
his own inheritance, and Judith went to
Bethulia, and remained in her own posses-
sion, and was in her time honourable in all

the country. ^2 ^^^^d many desired her, but
none knew her all the days of her life, after
that Manasses lier husband was dead, and
was gathered to his people.

2•* But she increased more and more in
honour, and waxed old in her husband's
house, being an hundred and five years old,
and made her maid free ; so she died in
Bethulia: and they buried her in the cave
of her husband Manasses. ^ And the house
of Israel lamented her seven days: and
before she died, she did distribute her goods
to all them that were nearest of kindred to
Manasses her husband, and to thern^ that
were the nearest of her kindred. ^ And
there was none that> made the children of

Israel any more afraid in the days of Judith
nor a long time after her death.

of destruction in them, nor the kingdom of death
upon the earth :

*^ (for righteousness is immortal :)

^^ but ungodly men with their works and words
called it to them: for when they thought to have
it their friend, they consumed to nought, and made
a covenant with it, because they are worthy to take
part with it.

For the tmgodly said, reasoning with them-
selves, hut not aright.

as for them that had accused him, she shewed
them to be liars, and gave him perpetual glory.

'3 She delivered the righteous people and blame-
less seed from the nation that oppressed them.

'^ She entered into the soul of the servant of the
Lord, and withstood dreadful kings in wonders
and signs; '7 rendered to the righteous a reward
of their labours, guided them in a marvellous way,
and was unto them for a cover by day, and a light
of stars in the night season ;

through the Red sea, and led them through much
water :

^^ but she drowned their enemies, and cast
them up out of the bottom of the deep. -'^There-
fore the righteous spoiled the ungodly, and praised
thy holy name, Lord, and magnified with one
accord thine hand, that fought for them. ^'For
wisdom opened the mouth of the dumb, and made
the tongues of them that cannot speak eloquent.
She prospered their \vorks in tlie hand of the

lioly prophet. "^They went through the wilder-
ness that was not inhabited, and pitched tents in
places where there lay no way. ^They stood against
their enemies, and were avenged of their adver-
saries. < When they were thirsty, they called upon
thee, and water was given them out of the flinty
rock, and their thirst was quenched out of the
hard stone. ^ For by what things their enemies

- Tlierefore chastenest thou them by little and
little that oflend, and Avarnest them by putting
them in remembrance wlit-rein they have otfended,
tliat leaving their wickedness they may believe on
thee, Lord. ^ For it was thy will to destroy
by the hands of our fathers both those old inhabit-

ants of thy holy land, "* whom thou liatedst for

doing most odious works of witclicrafts, and
wicked sacrifices; ^and also those merciless mur-
derers of children, and devourers of man's flesh, and

they not sooner find out the Lord thereof?

^^^ But miserable are they, and in dead things
is their hope, who called them gods, which are
the works of men's hands, gold and silver, to shew
art in, and resemblances of beasts, or a stone good
for nothing, the work of an ancient hand. *' Now
a carpenter that felleth timber, after he hath sawn
down a tree meet for the purpose, and tak^-n off all

the bark skilfully round about, and hath wrought
it liandsome'.y, and made a vessel thereof fit for
the service of man's life; ^ and after spending the
refuse of his work to dress his meat, hath filled

himself; ^-^and taking the very refuse among those
which served to no use, being a crooked piece
of wood, and full of knots, hath carved it diligently
when he had notliing else to do, and formed it by
t)ie skill of his understanding, and fashioned it to
tlie image of a man ;

'"• or made it like some vile

beast, laying it over with vermilion, and with
paint colouring it red, and colouring every spot
therein; ^' and when he had made a convenient
room for it, set it in a wall, and made it fast with
iron: ^for he provided for it that it mii^ht not
fall, knowing tliat it was unable to help itself;

for it is an image, and hath need of help.

_
^7 Then maketh he prayer for his goods, for

his wife and children, and is not ashamed to speak
to that which hatli no life, i"* For health he calleth
upon that which is weak : for life prayeth to that
which is dead : for aid humbly beseecheth that
which hath least means to help : and for a good
journey he asketh of that which cannot set a foot
forward :

'- and for gaining and getting, and for
good success of his hands, asketh ability to do of
him, that is most unable to do any thing.

Again, one preparing himself to sail, and about
to pass through the raging waves, calleth upon
a piece of wood more rotten than the vessel that
carrieth liim. ^ For verily desire of gain devised
that, and the workman built it by liis skill. ^But
thy providence, Father, governeth it : for thou
hast made a way in the sea, and a safe path in
the waves ; '•shewing that thou canst save ii'om all

danger : yea, though a man went to sea without
art. ^ Nevertheless thou wouldest not that the
works of thy wisdom should be idle, and there-
fore do men commit their lives to a small piece of
wood, !ind passing the rough sea in a weak vessel
are saved.

^ For in the old time also, when the proud giants
Eerished, the hope of tlie world governed by thy
and escaped in a weak vessel, and left to all ages

a seed of generation. ' For olessed is the wood
Avhereby righteousness cometh.

^ But that which is made with hands is cursed,
as well it, as he that made it: he, because he
made it : and it, because, being corruptible, it was
called God. ^For the ungodly and his ungodliness
are both alike hateful unto God. *" For tliat
which is made shall be punished together with
him that made it. ^' Therefore even upon the
idols of tlie Gentiles shall there be a visitation

:

because in the creature of God they are become
an abomination, and stumblingblocks to the
souls of men, and a snare to the feet of the un-
wise.

'2 For the devising of idols was the beginning
of spiritual fornication, and the invention of them
the corruption of life. ^ For neither were they
from the beginning, neither shaD they be for (ver.
^* For by the vain glory of men they entered into
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the world, and therefore shall tliey come shortly

to an end. ^-^ For a fatlier afflicted with untimely
Diourning, when he hath made an image of his

child soon taken away, now honoured him as a

god, which was then a dead man, and delivered to

those that were under him ceremonies and sacri-

lices. "" Thus in process of time an ungodly custom
grown strong was kept as a law, and graven images
were worslupped by tlie commandments of kings.
'" Whom men could not Ijunour in presence, be-

cause they dwelt far oti", they took the counterfeit

of liis visage from far, and made an express image
cf a king whom tliey honoured, to the end that by
this tlieir forwardness they miglit flatter liim that

was absent, as if he were present.

^^Also tlie singular diligence of the artificer

did help to set forward the ignorant to more
superstition. '" For he, peradventure willing to

please one iu authority, forced all his skill to

make the resemblance of tlie best fashion, ^o^^u^i

BO tiie multitude, allured by the grace of tlie work,
took hiin now for a god, which a little before was
but honoured as a man. "'^ And this was an occasion

to deceive the world: for men, serving either

calamity or tyranny, did ascribe unto stones and
stocks the incommunicable name.

-^ Moreover this was not enough for them, that
they erred in the knowledge of God ; but whereas
they lived in the great war of ignorance, those so

great plagues called they peace. -^ For whilst they
slew their childi'en in sacrifices, or used secret

ceremonies, or made revellings of strange rites

;

^' they kept neither lives nor marriages any longer
undefiled : but either one slew another traiterously
or grieved him by adultery. -^ So that there
reigned in all men without exception, blood, man-
slaughter, theft, and dissimulation, corruption,
unfaithfulness, tumults, perjury, -''disquieting of
good men, forgetfulness of good turns, defiling of
souls, changing of kind, disorder in marriages,
adultery, and shameless uucleanness. "'"For the
worshipping of idols not to be named is the be.
ginning, the cause, and the end, of all evil. ^^For
either they are mad when they be merry, or pro-
phesy lies, or live unjustly, or else lightly forswear
t hemselves. -^ For insomuch as tlieir trust is in
idols which have no life, though they swear falsely,
yet they look not to be hiu't.

^'Howbeit for both causes shall they be justly
punished: both because they thought not well of
(iod, giving heed unto idols, and also unjustly
swore in deceit, despising holiness, ^i j^r it is not
the power of them by whom they swear: but it
is the just vengeance of sinners, that punisheth
always the offence of tlie ungodly.

But. thou, our God, art gracious and true, long-
suffering, and in mercy ordering all things. ^For
if we sin, we are thine, knowing thy power: but we
will not sin, knowing that we are counted thine.
"*For to know thee is perfect righteousness: yea,
to know tliy power is the root of immortality.
*For neither did the miscliievous invention of
men deceive us, nor an image spotted witli divers
colours, the painter's fruitless labour ; » the sight
whereof enticeth fools to lust after it, and so
they desire the form of a dead image, that hath no
OTeath.

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J" But thy sons not the very teeth of venomous
dragons overcame: for tliy mercy was by them,

and healed them. " For they were pricked, that

they should remember thy words ; and were quickly

saved, that not falling into deep forgetfulness,

they might be continually mindful of thy good-

ness.

^2 For it was neither herb, nor mollifying plaister,

that restored them to health : but thy word,
Lord, which healeth all things. ^ For thou hast

power of life and death : thou leadest to the gates

of hell, and bringest up again. '* man indeed
killeth through his malice: and the spirit, when
it is gone forth, returneth not; neither the soul

received up cometli again. ^ But it is not possible

to escape thine hand.

*6 For the imgodly, that denied to know thee,

were scourged by the strength of thine arm : with
strange rains, liails, and showers, were they per-

secuted, that they could not avoid, and through
fire were they consumed.

^' For, which is most to be wondered at, the
fire had more force in the water, that quencheth
all things: for the world fighteth for the righteous.
'^For sometime the flame was mitigated, that it

miglit not burn up the beasts that were sent
against tlie luigodly; but themselves might see
and perceive that they were persecuted with the
judgment of God. ^^And at another time it

burneth even in the midst of water above the
power of fire, that it might destroy the fruits of
an unjust land, ^o jugtead whereof thou feddest
tliine own people with angels' food, and didst send
them from heaven bread prepared without their
labour, able to content every man's delight, and
agreeing to every taste, ^i Yq^

^
thy sustenance

declared thy sweetness unto thy children, and serv-
ing to the appetite of the eater, tempered itself to
every man's liking. 22 But snow and ice endured
the five, and melted not, that they might know
that fire burning in the hail, and sparkling in
the rain, did destroy the fruits of the enemies.

'^ But this again did even forget his own strength,
that the righteous might be nourished. ^4 jpor the
creature that serveth thee, who art the Maker,
increaseth his streugtli against the unrighteous for
their punishment, and abateth his strength for the
benefit of such as put their trust in thee.

^ Therefore even then was it altered into all
fashions, and was obedient to thy grace, that nour-
ishetli all things, according to the desire of them
that had need :

26 that thy children, Lord, whom
thou lovest, might know, that it is not the
ffrowing of fruits that nourisheth man : but that
it IS thy word, which preserveth them that put
their trust in thee.

27 For that which was not destroyed of the
fare, being warmed with a little sunbeam, soon
melted away: 2St;iiat it might be known, that we
must prevent the sun to give thee thanks, and at
the daysprmg pray unto thee. ^gjOrthe hope of
the unthankful shall melt away as the winter's
hoar frost, and shall run away as unprofitable
water.

For great are thy judgments, and cannot be
expressed : therefore unnurtured souls have erred.
'For when unrighteous men thought to oppress
the holy nation; thev being shut up in their
houses, the prisoners of darkness, and fettered with
the bonds of a long night, lay [therej exiled from
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the eternal providence, ^ For while they supposed
to lie hid in their aeeret sins, thev were scattered
under a dark veil of forgetfuiness, being horribly
astonished., and troubled with [strange] appari.
tions. * For neither might the corner that_ ueid
them keep them from fear: but noises Tas of
waters] falling down sounded about them, and
sad visions appeared unto them with heavy coun-
tenances.

' No power of the fire might give them light

:

neither could the bright flames of the stars endure
to Lighten that horrible night, "^ Only there ap-
peared unto them a fire kindled^ of itself, very
dreadful ; for being much terrified, they thought
the things which they saw to be worse than the
sight they saw not. * As for the illusions of art

magic, they were put down, and their vaunting
in wisdom was reproved with disgrace. ^For they,
that promised to drive away terrors and troubles
from a sick soul, were sick themselves of fear,

worthy to be laughed at,

5 For though no terrible thing did fear them
;

yet being scared with beasts that passed by, and
hissing of serpents, '"they died for fear, denying
that they saw the air, which could of no side be
avoided.

^ For wickedness, condemned by her own wit-

ness, is very timorous, and being pressed with
conscience, always forecasteth grievous things.
'- For fear is nothing else but a betraying of the
succotii's which reason offereth. ^And tlie ex.
pectation from within, being less, counteth the
ignorance more than the cause winch bringeth the
torment. ^* But they sleeping tne same sleep that
night, wliich was indeed intolerable, and which
came upon them out of the bottoms of inevitable

heU, ^ were partly vexed with monstrous appari-

tions, and partly fainted, their heart faihng them :

for a sudden fear, and not looked for, came upon
them. ^^ So then whosoever there fell down was
straitly kept, shut up in a prison without iron

bars. -^ For whether he were husbandman, or
snepherd, or a labourer in the field, he was over-

taken, and endured that necessity, which could
not be avoided: for they were all bound with one
chain of darkness.

^ Whether it were a whistling wind, or a melo-
dious noise of birds among the spreading branches,
or a pleasing fall of water running violently, '' or a

terrible sound of stones cast dowm, or a running
that could not be seen of skipping beasts, or a

roaring voice of most savage wild beasts, or a

rebounding echo from the hollow mountains:
these things made them to swoon for fear. ^ For
the whole world shined with clear light, and none
were hindered in their labour: ^over them only
was spread a heavy night, an image of that dark-

ness which should afterward receive them : but
yet were they unto themselves more grievous than
the darkness.

nevertheless thy saints had a very great light,

whose voice they hearing, and not seeing their

shape, because they also bad not suffered the same
things, they counted them happy. *But for that

they did not hurt them now, of whom they had
been wronged before, they thanked them, and be-

sought them pardon for that they had been
enemies. ^ Instead whereof thou gavest them a

burning pillar of fire, both to be a guide of the

unknown iotirney, and a harmless sun to enter-

tain them honourably. * For they were worthy tc
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be deprived of liglit. and imprisoned in darkness,

who liad kept thy sous shut up, by whom the

uncorrupt light of the law was to be given unto

the world.

*ATid when tlaey had determined to slay the

Dabes of the saints, one child being cast forth, and
saved, to reprove them, thou tookest away the

multitude of their children, and destroyedst them
all together in a mighty water. "^ Of that night were

our fathers certified afore, that assuredly knowing
unto what oaths they had given credence tliey

might afterwards be of good cheer.

7 So of thy people was accepted both the salva-

tion of the righteous, and destruction of the

enemies. ^ For wherewith thou didst punish our

adversaries, by the same thou didst glorify us,

whom thou hadst called. ^For the righteous

children of good men did sacrifice secretly, and
with one consent made a holy law, tliat the saints

should be like partakers of tlie same good and evil,

the fathers now singing out the songs of praise.

"' But on the other side there sounded an ill

according cry of the enemies, and a lamentable
noise was carried abroad for children that were
bewailed. ^' The master and the servant were pun-
ished after one manner; and like as the king, so

suffered the common person.

'2 So they all together had innumerable dead
with one kind of death ; neither were the living
sufficient to bury them : for in one moment the
noblest offspring of them was destroyed. '^ For
whereas they would not believe any thing by rea-
son of the enchantments ; upon the destruction of
the firstborn, they acknowledged this people to be
the sons of God. ^* For while all things were in
quiet silence, and that night was in the midst of
her swift course, ^* thine Ahniglity word leaped
from heaven out of thy royal throne, as a fierce
man of war into the midst of a land of destruction,
'^and brought thine unfeigned commandment as
a sharp sword, and standing up filled all things
with death; and it toxached the heaven, but it
stood upon the earth. "7 Then suddenly visions of
horrible dreams troubled them sore, and terrors
came upon them unlooked for. ^^ And one thrown
here, and another there, half dead, shewed the
cause of his death. '-'For the dreams that troubled
them did foreshew this, lest they should perish,
and not know why they were afflicted.

2" Yea, the tasting of death touched the righteous
also, and there was a destruction of the multitude
in the^ wilderness: but the wrath endured not
long. -1 For then the blameless man made haste,

u ^}'9°^ ^°^^^ to defend them; and bringing
the shield of his proper ministry, even prayer,
and the propitiation of incense, set himself against
the wrath, and so brought the calamity to an
end, declaring that he was thy servant.

j»So he overcame the destroyer, not with might
oi body, nor force of arms, but with a word sub-
dued him that punished, alleging the oaths and
covenants made with the fathers. -3 For when the
dead were now fallen down by heaps one upon
another, standing between, he stayed the wrath,
and parted the way to the living. 24 -^ ^j^ ^j^g'
long garment was the whole world, and in the
toiu• rows of the stones was the glory of the
lathers graven, and thy Majesty upon the diadem

his head 2.. Unto these the destroyer gave
place, and they were afraid of them : for it was
enough that they only tasted of the wrath
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As lor the ungodly, wrath came upon them
without mercy unto tiie end: for he knew before
what they would do; -how that having given
them leave to depart, and sent them hastily awav,
they would repent and pursue them. ^ Por whilst
they were yet mourning and making lamentation
at the graves of the dead, they added another
ioolish device, and pursued them as fugitives,
whom tiiey had intreated to be gone. * For the
destiny, whereof they were worthy, drew them
unto this end, and made them forget the things
that liad already happened, that they might fuLdl
the punishment which was wanting to their tor-
ments

:^
• and that thy people might pass through

a wonderfiJ way : but they might find a strai.ge
death.

^ For the whole creature in his proper kind was
fashioned again anew, serving the pecidiar com-
mandments that were given unto them, that thy
children might be kept without hurt :

' as namely,
a cloud shadowing the camp; and where water
stood before, dry land appeared ; and out of the
Eed sea a way without impediment; and out of
the violent stream a green field : ^ through which
all the people went that were defended with thy
hand, seeing thy marvellous strange wonders.
^ For they went at large like horses, and leaped
like lambs, praising thee, Lord, who hadst de-
livered them. '" For they were yet mindiul of the
things that were done wliile they sojourned in the
strange land, how the ground brought forth flies
instead of cattle, and how the river cast up a
multitude of frogs instead of fishes.

II But afterward they saw a new generation of
fowls, when, being led with their appetite, thev
asked delicate meats. ^ For quails came up unto
them from the sea for their contentment. ^ And
punishments came upon the sinners not without
former signs by the force of thunders : for they
sulTered justly acconiing to their own wickedness,
insomuch as they used a more hard and hateful
behaviour toward strangers. *^ For the Sodomites
did not receive those, wliom they knew not when
they came : but these brought friends into bond-
age, that liad well deserved of them. ^ And not
only so, but peradventme some respect shall be
had of those, because they used strangers not
friendly :

^^ but these very grievously afflicteci

them, whom they Lad received with feastings, and
were already made partakers of the same laws
with them. ^' Therefore even with blindness were
these stricken, as those were at the doors of the
righteous man : when, being compassed about
with horrible great darkness, every one sought the
passage of his own doors.

^ For the elements were changed in themselves
by a kind of harmony, like as in a psaltery notes
change the name of the tune, and yet are always
sounds ; which may well be perceived by the sight
of ine things that have been done. ^ For earthly
things were turned into watery, and the things,
that before swam in the water, i:Ow went upon
the ground. ^ The fire had power in ; he water,
forgetting his own virtue: and the water forget
his own quenching nature. -^ On the otner side,
the flames wasted not the flesh of the corruptible
living things, though they walked therein ; neither
melted they the icy kind of heavenly meat, that
was of nature apt to melr. ^ For in all thiigs,

Lord, thou didst magnify thy people, and glorify
them, neither didst thou lightly regard them: but
didst assist them in every time and place.

for it is not needful for thee to see with
thine eoes the things that are in secret. ^ Be
not curious in unnecessary matters ; for more
things are sljewed unto tliee than men under-
stand. -•For many are deceived by their own
vain opinion ; and an evil suspicion hath over-
thrown their judgment.

-^ A stubborn heart shall fare evil at the last

;

and he that loveth danger shall perish there-
in. -"An obstinate heart shall be laden with
sorrows ; and the wicked man sliall heap sin
upon sin. * In the punishment of the proud
there is no remedy; for the plant of wicked-
ness hath taken root in him. 2-* The heart of
the prudent will understand a parable; and
an attentive ear is the desire of a wise man.

•* Water will quencii a flaming fire ; and alms
maketh an atonement for sins. ^'And he that
requiteth good turns is mindful of that which
may come hereafter ; and when he falleth, he
shall find a stay.

My son, defraud r.ot the poor of his living,
and make not tiie needy eyes to wait long,
-^lake not a liun.;ry soul sorrowful; neither
provoke a man in his distress. "* Add not more
trouble to a lieart that is vexed ; and defer not
to give to liim that is in need. * Reject not
the supplication of the afflicted; neither turn
away thv face from a poor man. ^ Turn not
away thine eye from tlie needy, and give him
none occasion to curse thee: ^for if lie ciirse

thee in the bitterness of his soul, his prayer
shall be heard of him that made him. '' Get
thyself the love of tlie congregation, and bow
thy head to a great man. ^Let it not grieve
tliee to bow down thine ear to the poor, and
give him a friendly answer with meekness.

^ Deliver him that suffereth wrong from the
hand of tlie oppressor; and be not fainthearted
wlien thou sittest in judgment. ''^ Be as a
father unto the fatiierless, and instead of a
husband unto their mother: so shalt thou be
as the son of the most Higli, and he shall love
thee more than thy mother doth.

^' ^Yisdom exalteth her children, and layeth
hold of them that seek her, ^^He that loveth
her loveth life ; and they that seek to her early
shall be filled with joy.

^He that holdeth her fast shall inherit glory;
and wheresoever she entereth, the Lord will

bless. ^* They that serve her shall minister to
the Holy One: and them that love her the
Lord doth love. ^ Whoso giveth ear unto her
shall judge the nations : and he that attendetli
unto her shall dwell securely. |° If a man
commit himself unto her, he shall inherit her

;

and his generation shall hold her in possession.
^"i For at the first slie will walk witli him by
crooked ways, and bring fear and dread upon
him, and torment hiin with her discipline,

until she may trust his soul, and try him by
her laws. '^Then she return the straight
way unto him, and comfort him, and shew him
her secrets. ^^ But if he go wrong, she will
forsake him, and give him over to his own ruin.

-^'Obiei-ve the opportunity, and beware of
evil ; and be not ashamed when it concerneth
thy soul. "' For tliere is a shame that bringeth

sin ; aud there is a shame wliich is glory and
grace. -^ Accept no person against thy soul,

and let not the reverence of any man cause

thee to fall. ^ ^nd refrain not to speak, when
there is occasion to do good, and hide not thy
wisdom in her beauty. ^* For by speecli wisdom
shall be known: and learning by the Avord of

the tongue. ^^ In no wise speak against the
truth ; but be abashed of the error of thine
ignorance. ^Be not ashamed to con fess thy
sins ; and force not the course of th e rirer.
27 Make not thyself an underling to a foolish

man ; neither accept the person of the mighty.
28 Strive for the truth unto death, and the
Lord shall fight for thee.

^ Be not hasty in thy tongue, and in thy deeds
slack and remiss. ^Be not as a lion in thy
house, nor frantic among thy servants. ^' Let
not thine hand be stretched out to receive, and
shut when thou shouldest repay.

Set not thy heart upon thy goods ; and say

not, I have enough for my life. ^ Follow not
thine own mind and thy strength, to walk in

the ways of thy heart :
^ and say not, AVho shall

control me for my works ? for the Lord will

surely revenge thy pride. * Say not, I have sin-

ned, and what harm hath happened unto me?
for the Lord is longsuffering, he will in no wise
let thee go. ^ Concerning propitiation, be not
without fear to add sin unto sin : ''and say not,

His mercy is great ; he will be pacified for the
multitude of my sins : for mercy and wrath
come from him, and his indignation resteth
upon sinners.

' Make no tarrying to turn to the Lord, and
put not ofi" from day to day: for suddenly
shall the wrath of the Lord come forth, and
in thy security thou shalt be destroyed, and
perish in the day of vengeance. ® Set not thine
heart upon goods unjustly gotten; for they
shall not profit thee in the day of calamity.

^ Winnow not witli every wind, and go not
into every way: for so doth the sinner that
hath a double tongue. ^°Be stedfast in thy
understanding ; and let thy word be the same.
" Be swift to hear ; and let thy life be sincere

;

and with patience give answer. ^^ If thou hast
understanding, answer thy neighbour ; if not,

lay thy hand upon thy mouth. '^ Honour and
shame is in talk : and the tongue of man is his

fall. ^* Be not called a whisperer, and lie not
in wait with tliy tongue : for a foul shame is

upon the thief, and an evil condemnation upon
the double tongue. '^ Be not ignorant of any
thing in a great matter or a small.

Instead of a friend become not an enemy;
for [thereby] thou shalt inherit an ill name,
shame, and reproach : even so shall a sinner
that hath a double tongue. ^ Extol not thyself

in the counsel of thine own heart : that thy
soul be not torn in pieces as a bull [straying

alone]. ^ Thou shalt eat up thy leaves, and lose

thy fruit, and leave thyself as a dry tree.

*A wicked soul shall destroy hira that hath
it. and shall make him to be laughed to scorn
oi his enemies. ' Sweet language wUl multiply
friends : and a fairspeaking tongue will increase

kind greetings. ^ Be in peace with many:
nevertheless have but one counsellor of a thou-
sand.

7 If thou wouldest get a friend, prove him
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first, and be not hasty to credit liim. ^ For
some man is a friend for his own occasion, and
will not abide in the day of thy trouble. ^ And
there is a friend, who being turned to enmity
and strife will discover thy reproach. ^" Again,
some friend is a companion at the table, and
will not continue in the day of thy affliction.
'* But in thy prosperity he will be as tliyself,

and will be bold over thy servants. '^ if thou
be brought low, he will be against thee, and
will liide himself from thy face.

''Separate thyself from thine enemies, and
take heed of thy friends. *"• A faithful friend
is a strong defence : and he that hath found
such an one hath found a treasure. '* Nothing
doth countervail a faithful friend, and his ex-
cellency is invaluable. ^^A faithful friend is

the medicine of life ; and they that fear the
Lord shall find him. i'' Whoso feareth the Lord
shall direct his friendship aright : for as he is,

so shall his neighbour be also.

^^ My son, gather instruction from thy youth
up : so shalt thou find wisdom till thine old
age. ^^ Come unto her as one that ploweth and
soweth, and wait for her good fruits : for thou
shalt not toil much in labouring about her,
but thou shalt eat of her fruits riglit soon.
-^ She is very unpleasant to the unlearned: he
that is without understanding will not remain
with her. '^' She will lie upon him as a mighty
stone of trial ; and he will cast her from him
ere it be long. -^For wisdom is according to
her name, and she is not manifest unto many.

^ Give ear, my son, receive my advice, and
refuse not my counsel, 2' and put thy feet into
her fetters, and thy neck into her chain. ^ Bow
down thy shoulder, and bear her, and be not
grieved with her bonds. -^ Come unto her
with thy whole heart, and keep her ways with
all thy power. ^7 Search, and seek, and she
shall be made known unto thee: and when
thou hast got hold of her, let her not go. '^For
at the last thou shalt find her rest, and that
shall be turned to thy joy. '^Then shall her
fetters be a strong defence for thee, and her
chains a robe of glory. ^ For there is a golden
ornament upon her, and her bands are purple
lace. ^' Thou shalt put her on as a robe of
honour, and shalt put her about thee as a
crown of joy.

32 My son, if thou wilt, thou shalt be taught

:

and if thou wilt apply thy mind, thou shalt be
prudent. ^If thou love to hear, thou shalt

receive understanding : and if thou bow thine
ear, thou shalt be wise. ^ Stand in the multi-
tude of the elders ; and cleave unto him that
is wise. ^ Be willing to hear every godly dis-

coui'se: and let not the parables of under-
standing escape thee. ^And if thou seest a
man of understandmg, get thee betimes unto
him, and let thy foot wear the steps of his

door. 37 Let thj mind be vipon the ordinances
of the Lord, and meditate continually in his

commandments: he shall establish thine heart,
and give thee wisdom at thine own desire.

Do no evil, so shall no harm come unto thee.
- Depart from the unjust, and iniquity shall

turn away from thee.

3 My son, sow not upon the furrows of un-
righteousness, and thou shalt not reap them
sevenfold. " Seek not of the Lord preeminence,
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neither of the king the seat of honour. ^ Jus-

tify not thyself before the Lord ; and boast not
of thy wisdom before tlie king. ^ Seek not to

be judge, being not able to take away iniqiiity ;

lest at any time thou fear the person of the
mighty, and lay a stumblingblock in the way of

thy uprightness. ^ Oiiend not against the mul-
titude ofa city, and then thou shalt not cast

thyself down among the people. ^ Bind not
one sin upon another ; for in one thou shalt

not be unpunished. ^ Say not, God will look
upon the multitude of my oblations, and when
I oiFer to the most high God, he will accept it.

^^ Be not faintliearted when thou makest thy
prayer, and neglect not to give alms.

•^ Laugh no man to scorn in the bitterness of
his soul : for there is one which humbleth and
exalteth. ^^ Devise not a lie against thy bro-

ther; neither do the like to tliy friend. ^^Vse
not to make any manner of lie : for the custom
thereof is not good. ^'* Use not many words in

a multitude of elders, and make not much
babbling when thou prayest. ^^ Hate not
laborious work, neither husbandry, which the
most High hath ordained. '^ Number not thy-

self among tlie multitude of sinners, but re-

member that wrath will not tarry long.
^7 Humble thy soul greatly :

^^ for the vengeance
of the ungodly is tire and worms. '^ Change
not a friend for any good by no means ; neither
a faithful brother for the gold of Suphir.
*^ Forego not a wise and good woman : for her
grace is above gold. ^ Whereas thy servant
worketh truly, entreat him not evil, nor the
hireling that bestoweth himself wholly for

thee.

2^ Let thy soul love a good servant, and
defraud him not of liberty. 22 Hast thou
cattle ? have an eye to them : and if they be
for thy profit, keep them with thee. ^3 Hast
thou children? instruct them, and bow down
their neck from their youth. -^ Hast thou
daughters ? have a care of their body, and
shew not thyself cheerful toward them.
"* Marry thy daughter, and so shalt thou have
performed a weiglity matter : but give her to

a man of understanding. ^ Hast thou a wife
after thy mind ? forsake her not.

^ Honour thy father with thy whole heart,

and forget not the sorrows of thy mother.
^ Remember that thou wast begotten of them ;

and how canst thou recompense them the
things that they have done for thee ? ^^ Fear
the Lord with all thy soul, and reverence his

priests. ^ Love him that made thee with all

thy strength, and forsake not his ministers.
3^ Fear the Lord, and honour the priest : and
give him his portion, as it is commanded thee :

the firstfruits, and the trespass offering, and
the gift of the shoulders, and the sacrifice of
sanctification, and the firstfruits of the holy
things. ^^And stretch thine hand unto the
poor, that thy blessing may be perfected. ^ A
gift hath grace in the sight of every man living

;

and for the dead detain it not. ^^ Fail not to
he with them that weep, and mourn with them
that mourn. ^ Be not slow to visit the sick :

for that shall make thee to be beloved. ^^ What-
soever thou takest in hand, remember the end,
and thou shalt never do amiss.

Strive not with a mighty man, lest thou fall

into his bands. '^ Be not at variance with a
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rich man, lest lie overweigh thee: for gold
hath destroyed many, and perverted the hearts
of kings. ^ Strive not with a man that is full

of tongue, and heap not wood upon his fire.
* Jest not with a rude man, lest tny ancestors
be disgraced. " Reproach not a man that
turneth from sin, but remember that we are all

worthy of punishment. ^ Dishonour not a man
in his old age : for even some of us wax old.
' Rejoice not over thy greatest enemy being
dead, but remember that we die all. ^Despise
not the discourse of the wise, but acquaint
thyself with their proverbs : for of them thou
shalt learn instruction, and how to serve great
men with ease.

9 Miss not the discourse of the elders : for
they also learned of their fathers, and of them
thou shalt learn understanding, and to give
answer as need requireth. ^" Kindle not the
coals of a sinner, lest thou be burnt with the
Hame of his fire. ^' Rise not up [in anger] at
the presence of an injurious person, lest he lie

in wait to entrap thee in thy words. ^^ Lend
not unto him that is mightier than thyself; for
if thou lendest him, count it but lost. ^Be
not surety above thy power : for if thou be
surety, take care to pay it. ^* Go not to law with
a judge; for they will judge for him according
to his honour. " Travel not by the way with a
bold fellow, lest he become grievous unto thee :

for he will do according to his own will, and
thou shalt perish with him through his folly.

^^ Strive not with an angry man, and go not
with him into a solitary place : for blood is as
nothing in his sight ; and where there is no
help, he will overthrow thee. ^' Consult not
with a fool ; for he cannot keep counsel. ^^ Do
no secret thing before a stranger : for thou
knowest not what he will bring forth. ''^ Open
not thine heart to every man, lest he requite
thee with a shrewd turn.

Be not jealous over the wife of thy bosom,
and teach her not an evil lesson against thyself.
- Give not thy soul unto a woman to set her
foot upon tliy substance. ^Meet not with an
harlot, lest thou fall into her snares. * Use not
much the company of a woman that is a singer,

lest thou be taken with her attempts. ' Gaze
not on a maid, that thou fall not by those
things that are precious in her. ^ Give not thy
soul unto harlots, that thou lose not thine
inheritance. ' Look not round about thee in
the streets of the city, neither wander thou in
the solitary places thereof. ^ Turn away thine
eye from a beautiful woman, and look not upon
another's beauty ; for many have been deceived
by the beauty of a woman ; for herewith love
is kindled as a fire.

9 Sit not at all with another man's wife, nor
sit down with her in thine arms, and spend
not thy money with her at the wine ; lest thine
heart incline unto her, and so through thy de-
sire thou fall into destruction. ^" Forsake not
an old friend ; for the new is not comparable to
him : a new friend is as new wine ; when it is

old, thou shalt drink it with pleasure. '^ Envy
not the glory of a sinner : for thou knowest not
what shall be his end. ^2j)eiigiit not in the
thing that the ungodly have pleasure in ; but
remember they shall not go unpunished unto
their grave. ^^ Keep thee far from the man that•
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hath power to kill : so slialt thou not doubt the

fear of death: and if thou come unto him,

make no fault, lest he take away thy life pre-

eently : remember that thou goest in the midst
of snares, and that thou walkest upon the

battlements of the city.
^* As near as thou canst, guess at thy neigh-

bour, and consult witli the wise. ^^ Let thy

talk be with the wise, and all thy communication
in the law of the most High. '^ And let just

men eat and di-ink with thee; and let thy
glorying be in the fear of the Lord. '^ For the

hand of the artificer the work shall be com-
mended ; and the wise ruler of the people for

his speech. '^A man of an ill tongue is dan-

gerous in his city ; and he that is rash in his

talk shall be hated.

A wise judge wUl instruct his people; and the
government of a prudent man is well ordered.

^As the judge of the people is himself, so are

his officers ; and what manner of man the ruler

of the city is, such are all they that dwell there-

in. ' An unwise king destroyeth his people

;

but through the prudence of them which are
in authority tlie city shall be inhabited. * The
power of the earth is in the hand of the Lord,
and in due time he will set over it one that is

profitable. *ln the liand of God is the pros-
perity ofman: and upon the person of the scribe
sliall he lay his honour.

^ Eear not hatred to thy neighbour for every
wrong ; and do nothing at all by injurious
practices. ^ Pride is hateful before Grod and
man : and by both doth one commit iniquity.
^ Because of unrighteous dealings, injuries, and
riches got by deceit, the kingdom is translated
from one people to another.

5 Why is earth and ashes proud ? There is not
a more wicked thing than a covetous man : for
such an one setteth his own soul to sale ; be-
cause while he liveth he casteth away his bowels.
"' The physician cutteth off a long disease : and
he that is to day a king to morrow shall die.
" For when a man is dead, he shall inherit
creeping things, beasts, and worms. ^"^The be-
ginning of pride is when one departeth from
God, and his heart is turned away from his
Maker. '^ Por pride is the beginning of sin, and
lie that hath it shall pour out abomination :

and therefore the Lord brought upon them
strange calamities, and overthrew them utterly.

^^'ihe Lord liath cast down the thrones of
proud princes, and set up the meek in their
stead. 1^ Tlie Lord hath plucked up the roots
of the proud nations, and planted the lowly in
their place, 'e'j^'i^g j^^^,^ overthrew countries
of the heathen, and destroyed them to the
foundations of the earth. >? He took some of
them away, and destroyed them, and hatli made
their memorial to cease from the earth. >8 Pride
was not made for men, nor furious anger for
them tJmt are born of a woman. ^^They that
fear the Lord are a sure seed, and they that love
lum an honourable plant : they that regard not
the law are a dishonourable seed ; they that
transgress the commandments are a deceivable
seed. ^ Among brethren he that ie chief is
honourable

; so are they that fear the Lord in
his eyes. 22 Whether he be rich, noble or poor,
their glory is the fear of the Lord.

23 It is not meet to despise the poor man that
nath understanding ; neither is it convenient
to magnify a sinful man. «Great men, and
judges, and potentates, shall be honoured

; yet
'.8 there none of them greater than he that
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feareth the Lord. ^Unto the servant that 13

wise shall they that are free do service : and he
that hath knowledge will not grudge when he
is reformed. '^ Be not overwise in doing thy
business ; and boast not thyself in the time of
thy distress. ^ Better is he that labonreth, and
abonndeth in all tilings, than he that boasteth
himself, and wantetii bread.

=^' My son, glorify thy soul in meetness, and
give it honour according to the dignity thereof.
^ Who will justify him that sinneth against his
own soul? and who will "honour him that dis-

honoureth his own life ? ^ The poor man is

honoured for his skill, and the rich man is

honoured for his riches. 3' He that is honoured
in poverty, how much more in riches ? and h^
that is dishonourable in riches, how much more
in poverty ?

Wisdom lifteth up the head of him that is of
low degree, and maketh him to sit among great
men. 2 Commend not a man for his beauty

;

neither abhor a_m>an for his outward appear-
ance. ' The bee is little among such as fly ; but
her fruit is the chief of sweet things. * Boast
not of tliy clothing and raiment, and exalt not
ftiyself in the day of honour : for the works of
the Lord are wonderful, and his works among
men are hidden. '" Many kings have sat down
upon the ground ; and one that was never
thought of hath worn the crown. ^ Many
mighty men have been greatly disgraced ; and
the honourable delivered into other men's
hands. " Blame not before thou hast examined
the truth : understand first, and then rebuke.
5 Answer not before thou hast heard the cause:
neither interrupt men in the midst of their
talk. 3 Strive not in a rnatter that concerneth
thee not ; and sit not in judgment with sinners.

^*^ My son, meddle not witii many matters:
for if thou meddle much, thou shalt not be
innocent; and if thou follow after, thou shalt
not obtain, neither shalt thou escape by fleeing.
^' There is one that laboureth, and taketh pains,

and maketh haste, and is so much the more be-
hind. '2 ^gain, there is another that is slow,

and hath need of help, wanting ability, and full

of poverty
;
yet the eye of the Lord looked upon

him for good, and set him up from his low
estate, '^and lifted up his head from misery; so
that many that saw it marvelled at him.

^^ Prosperity and adversity, life and death,
poverty and riches, come of the Lord. ^' The
gift of the Lord remaineth with the godly, and
his favour bringeth prosperity for ever. '^ There
is tliat waxeth rich by his wariness and pinch-
ing, and this is the portion of his reward :

^^ whereas he saith. I have found rest, and now
will eat continually of my goods; and i/et he
knoweth not what tin;e shall come upon him,
and that he must leave those things to others,

and die. ^ Be etedfast in thy covenant, and
be conversant therein, and wax old in thy work.
-1 Marvel not at the works of sinners ; but trust
in the Lord, and abide in thy labour : for it is

an easy thing in the sight of the Lord on the
sudden to make a poor man rich.
~ The blessing of the Lord is in the reward

of the godly, and suddenly he maketh his bless-

ing to nourish. '^Say not, Wliat profit is tliere

of my service? and what good things shall I

have hereafter? "'Again, «ay not, I have enough,
and possess many things, and what evil can
come to me hereafter? ^In the day of pros-

perity there is a forget fulness of afiliction : and
in the dav of affliction there is no more remem-
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brance of prosperity. -® For it is an easy thing
unto the Lord in the day of death to reward a
man according to his ways. ^7 The affliction of"

an hour maketh a man forget pleasure : and in
his end his deeds shall be discovered. ^ Judge
none blessed before his death : for a man shall
be known in his children.

29 Bring not every man into thine house : for
the deceitful man hath many trains. "^Like as
a partridge taken [and kept] in a cage, so is the
heart of the proud : and like as a spy, watcheth
he for thy fall : ^ifor he lieth in wait, and turn-
eth good into evil, and in things worthy praise
will lay blame upon thee. ^^ Of a spark of
fire a heap of coals is kindled : and a sinful man
layeth wait for blood. ^ Take heed of a mis-
chievous man, for he worketh wickedness : lest

he bring upon thee a perpetual blot. ** Keceive
a stranger into thine house, and he will disturb
thee, and turn thee out of thine own.
When thou wilt do good, know to whom thou

doest it ; so shalt thou be thanked for thy
benefits. ^ Do good to the godly man, and thou
shalt find a recompence ; and if not from him,
yet from the most High. ^ There can no good
come to him that is always occupied in evil,

nor to him that giveth no alms. * Give to the
godly man, and help not a sinner. ° Do well
unto him that is loAvly, but give not to the un-
godly : hold back thy bread, and give it not
unto him, lest he overmaster thee thereby : for
[else] thou shalt receive twice as much evil for
ail the good thou shalt have done unto him.
^For the most High hateth sinners, and will
repay vengeance unto the ungodly, and keepeth
them against the mighty day of their punish-
ment.

' Give unto the good, and help not the sinner.
^ A friend cannot be known in prosperity : and
an enemy cannot be^ hidden in adversity. ^ In
the prosperity of a m*an enemies will be grieved

:

but in his adversity even a friend will depart.
^" Never trust thine enemy : for like as iron
rusteth, so is his wickedness. " Though he
humble himself, and go crouching, yet take good
heed and beware of him, and thou shalt be unto
him as if thou hadst wiped a looking-glass, and
thou shalt know that his rust hath not been
altogether wiped away. '- Set him not by thee,
lest, when he hath overthrown thee, he stand up
in thy place ; neither let him sit at thy right
hand, lest he seek to take thy seat, and thou at
the last remember my words, and be pricked
therewith.

'3Who will pity a charmer that is bitten with
a serpent, or any such as come nigli wild beasts?
*^ So one that goeth to a sinner, and is defiled
with him in his sins, who will pity ? ^^ For a-

while he will abide with thee, but if thou begin
to fall, he Avill not tarry. '^ An enemy speaketh
sweetly with his lips, but in his heart he imagin-
eth how to throw thee into a pit : he will weep
with his eyes, but if he find opportunity, he will
not be satisfied with blood. '' If adversity come
upon thee, thou shalt find him there first ; and
though he pretend to help thee, yet shall he
undermine thee. *^ He will shake his head, and
clap his hands, and whisper much, and change
his countenance.

in wisdom.
^ He that hath small understanding, and

fearcth God, is better than one that hath
much wisdom, and transgresseth the law of
the most High. * There is an exquisite sub-
tilty, and the same is unjust ; and there is one
that turueth aside to make judgment appear.
* There is a wicked man that hangeth down
his head sadly ; but inwardly he is full of
deceit, ^7 casting down his countenance, and
making as if he heard not: where he is not
known, he will do thee a mischief before
thou be aware. * And if for want of power
he be hindered from ginning, yet when he find-

eth opportunity he will do evu. ^ A man may
be known by his look, and one that hath un-
derstanding by his countenance, when thou
meetest him. ^ A man's attire, and excessive
laughter, and gait, shew what he is. ^' There
is a reproof that is not comely : again, some
man holdetb his tongue, and he is wise.

It is much better to reprove, than to be
angry secretly : and he that confesseth his
fault shall be preserved from hurt. * As is the
lust of an eunuch to deflower a virgin ; so is

he that executeth judgment with violence.
' There is one that keepeth silence, and is

found wise: and another by much babbling
becometh hateful. ^ Some man holdeth his
tongue, because he hath not to answer : and
some keepeth silence, knowing his time. ^ A
wise man will hold his tongue till he see oppor-
tunity: but a babbler and a fool will regard
no time. * He that useth many words shall be
abhorred; and he that taketh to himself auth»-
rity therein shall be hated. ^ There is a sinner
that hath good success in evil things• and
there is a gain that turneth to loss. '^ There
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is a gift that shall not profit thee ; and there
is a gift whose recompence is double. *' There
is an abasement because of glory ; and there is

that liftetli up his head from a low estate.
*^ There is that buyeth much for a little, aud
repayeth it sevenfold.

'3 A wise man by his words maketh himself
beloved: but the graces of fools shall be poured
out. '^ The gift of a fool shall do thee no good
when thou hast it ; neither yet of the envious
for his necessity: for he looketh to receive
many things for one. ^^ He giveth little, and
upbraideth much; he openeth liis mouth like
a crier ; to-day he lendeth, and to-morrow will
he ask it again : such an one is to be hated of
God and man. '^ The fool saith, 1 have no
friends, i have no thank for all my good deeds,
and they that eat my bread speak evil of me.

'^ To slip upon a pavement is better than to
slip with the tongue : so the fall of the wicked
shall come speedily. ^^ An unseasonable tale
will always be in the mouth of the unwise.
^ A wise sentence shall be rejected when it

Cometh out of a fool's mouth ; for he will not
speak it in due season, ^i There is that is hin-
dered from sinning through want : and when
he taketh rest, he shall not be troubled.
^2 There is that destroyeth his own soul through
bashfulness, and by accepting of persons over-
tliroweth himself. -* There is that for bash-
fulness promisetti to his friend, and maketh
him his enemy for nothing. ^ A lie is a foul
blot in a man, yet it is continually in the mouth
of tiie untaught.

^ A thief is better than a man that is ac-

customed to lie: but they both shall have
destruction to heritage. ^ The disposition of
a liar is dishonourable, and his shame is ever
with him.

^ A wise man shall promote himself to hon-
our with his words : and he that hath under-
standing will please great men. ^s jjg ^j^at

tUleth his land shall increase his heap : and
he that pleaseth great men shall get pardon
for iniquity. ^9 Presents and gifts blind the
eyes of the wise, and stop up his mouth that
he cannot reprove. "^ Wisdom that is hid, and
treasure that is hoarded up, what profit is in
them botli ? ^' Better is he that hideth his
folly than a man that hideth his wisdom.

My son, hast thou sinned ? do so no more,
but ask pardon for thy former sins. * Flee
from sin as from the face of a serpent : for if

thou comest too near it, it will bite thee : the
teeth thereof are as the teeth of a lion, slaying
the souls of men. ^ All iniquity is as a two edged
sword, the wounds whereof cannot be healed.
* To terrify and do wrong will waste riches

:

thus the house of proud men shall be made
desolate. ^ A prayer out of a poor man's
mouth reacheth to the ears of God, aud his
judgment cometh speedily. ^He that hateth
reproof is in the way of sinners : but he that
feai'eth the Lord will repent from his heart.

' An eloquent man is known far and near;
but a man of understanding knoweth when he
slippeth. ^ He that buildeth his house with
other men's money is like one that gathereth
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himself stones for the tomb of his burial.

•The congregation of the wicked is like tow

wrapped together : and the end of them is a

flame of fire to destroy them. ^" The way of

sinners is made plain with stones, but at the

end thereof is the pit of hell. " He that keep-

eth tlie law of the Lord getteth the under-

standing thereof: and the perfection of the

fear of the Lord is wisdom. '^ He that is not

wise will not be taught : but there ie a wisdom
which multiplieth bitterness. '^ The know-
ledge of a wise man shall abound like a flood

:

and his counsel is like a pure fountain of life.

>* The inner parts of a fool are like a broken
ressel, and he will hold no knowledge as long

* A slothful man is compared to the filth of a
dunghill : every man that takes it up will shake
his hand. ^^^ evil-nurtured son is the dis-
honour of his father that begat him : and a
ffoolish] daughter is born to his loss. •* A wise
daughter shall bring an inheritance to her hus-
band : but she that liveth dishonestly is her
father's heaviness. ^ She that is bold dishon-
oureth both her father and her husband, and
they both shall despise her.

^ A tale out of season [is as] music in mourn-
ing : but stripes and correction of wisdom are
never out of time. 7 Whoso teacheth a fool is
as one that glueth a potsherd together, and as
he that Avaketh one from a sound sleep. ^ jje
that telleth a tale to a fool speaketh to one in a
slumber: when he hath told his tale, he will
say. What is the matter ? " Weep for the dead,
for he hath lost the light : and \veep for the
fool, for he wanteth understanding : make lit-
t e weeping for the dead, for he is at rest : but
the life of the fool is worse than death. '" Seven
days do men mourn for him that is dead ; but for
a fool and an ungodly man all the days of his life.
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'3 Talk not much with a fooi, and go not to hiuj
that hath no understanding : beware of Inm

,

lest thou have trouble, and thou shalt never be
defiled with his fooleries : depart from hini,
and thou shalt find rest, and nevei- be disquieted
with madness. ^* What ia heavier than lead ?
a,nd what is the name thereof, but a fool ?
^^ Sand, and salt, and a mass of iron, are easier
to bear, than a man ^-ithout understanding.

1^ As timber girt and bound together in a
building cannot be loosed with shaJang: so tlie
heart that is stablislied by advised counsel
shaU fear at no time. '' A heart settled upon
a thought of understanding is as a fair piais-
tering on the wall of a gallerv. '^ Pales set on
an high place will never stand against the
wind : so a fearful heart in the imagination of
a fool cannot stand against any fear.

"'^ He that pricketh the eye will make tears
to fall : and he that pricketh the heart maketh
it to shew her knowledge. ^ Whoso casteta a
stone at the birds frayeth them away: and
he that upbraideth his friend breaketh'frieud-
ship. -1 Though thou drewest a sword at thy
friend, yet despair not .• for there may be a
returning [to favour]. '^ If thou hast opened
thy mouth against thy friend, fear not ; for
there may be a reconciliation: except for up-
braiding, or pride, or disclosing of secrets, or a
treacherous wound : for for these things every
friend will depart.

^ Be faithful to thy neighbour in his poverty,
that thou mayest rejoice in his prosperity:
abide steadfast unto hira in the time of iiig

trouble, tliat thou mayest be heir with him
in his heritage. ^ As the vapour and smoke of
a furnace goeth before the fire ; so reviling be-
fore blood. '' I will not be ashamed to defend
a friend ; neither will I hide myself from him

;

*and if any evil happen unto me by him. every
one that heareth it will beware of him. -'' Who
shall set a watch before my mouth, and a seal
of wisdom upon my Lips, that I fall not sud-
denly by them, and that my tongue destroy
me not ?

Lord, Father and Governor of my life,

leave me not to their counsels, and let me
not fall by them. - Who will set scourges
over my thoughts, and the discipline of wis-

dom over mine heart ? that they spare me
not for mine ignorances, and it pass not by
my sins ;

^ lest mine ignorances increase, and
my sins abound to my destruction, and 1 fall

before mine adversaries, and mine enemy re-

joice over me, whose hope ia far from thy
mercy.

Lord, Father and God of my life, give
me not a proud look. ^ Turn away concu-
piscence from me. ^ Let not the greediness of
the belly nor lust of the flesh take hold of
me; and give me not over into an impudent
mind.

-" Hear, ve children, the discipline of tlie

mouth : he that keepeth it shall never be taken
in his lips. * The sinner shall be left in liis

foolishness: both the evil speaker and tiie

proud shall fall thereby. ^ Accustom not thy
mouth to swearing; neither use thyself to the
naming of the Holy One. -^ For as a servant
that is continually beaten shall not be without
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a blue mark : so he that sweareth and nameth
God continually shall not be faultless.

JJ
A

man that useth much swearing shall be filled

with iniquity, and the plague shall never de-

part from his house : if he shall ofi'end, his sin

shall be upon him : and if he acknowledge not

his sin, he maketh a double offence : and if he

»wear in vain, he shall not be innocent, but his

lOuse shall be full of calamities. ^^ There is

word that is clothed about with death : God
grant that it be not found in the heritage of

Jacob; for all such things shall be far from
the godly, and they sliall not wallow in their

sins. '3 Use not thy^ mouth to intemperate
swearing, for therein is the word of sin.

'* Remember thy father and thy mother,
when thou sittest among great men. Be not
forgetful before them, and so thou by thy cus-

tom become a fool, and wish that thou hadst
not been born, and curse the day of thy na-

tivity. ^^ The man that is accustomed to op-
probrious words will never be reformed all the
days of his life.

^^ Two sorts of men multiply sin, and the
third will bring wrath : a hot mind is as a
burning fii*e, it will never be quenched till it

be consumed : a fornicator in tne body of his

flesh will never cease till he hath kindled a
fire. ''' All bread is sweet to a whoremonger,
he will not leave off till he die.

18 ^ jnajj (;ija,t breaketh wedlock, saying thus
in his heart. Who seetli me ? I am compassed
about with darkness, the walls cover me, and
no body seeth me ; what need 1 to fear ? the
most High wiU not remember my sins :

^^ such
a man only feareth the eyes of men, and know-
eth not that the eyes of the Lord are ten thou-
sand times brighter than the sun, beholding all

the ways of men, and considering the most
secret parts, ^o ge knew aU things ere ever
they were created; so also after they were
perfected he looked upon them all. 21 This
man shall be punished in the streets of the
city, and where he suspecteth not he shall be
taken.

22 Thus shall it go also with the wife that
leaveth her husband, and bringeth in an heir
by another. 23 ;^ fi^gt, she hath disobeyed
the law of the most High ; and secondly, she
hath trespassed against her own husband ; and
thirdly, she hath played the whore in adultery,
and brought children by another man. 24 gj^g
ehall be brought out into the congregation, and
inquisition shall be made of her children.
« Her children shall not take root, and her
branches shall bring forth no fruit. 26 q\^q
«hall leave her memory to be cursed, and her
reproach shall not be blotted out. ^ And
theV that remain shall know that there is
nothing better than the fear of the Lord, and
that there is nothing sweeter than to take
heed unto the commandments of the Lord.

Wisdom shall praise herself, and shall glory

in the midst of her people. 2 Iq the congre-
gation of the most High shall she open her
moutli, and triumph before his power 3 J
came out of the mouth of the most High and
covered the earth as a cloud. * I dwelt in high
places, and my throne is in a cloudy pillar ^ I
alone compassed the circuit of heaven, and
walked m the bottom of the deep. 6 In the
waves of the sea, and in all the earth, and in
every people and nation, I got a possession

< -
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' AYith all these I sought rest: and in whose
inheritance shall I abide ? ^ So the Creator of
aU things gave me a commandment, and he
that made me caused my tabernacle to rest,
and said, Let thy dwelling be in Jacob, and
thine inheritance in Israel. ' He creat^ me
from the beginning before the world, and I
shall never fail.

^^ In the holy tabernacle I served before
him ; and so was I established in 6 ion. ^^ Like-
wise in the beloved city he gave me rest, and
in Jerusalem was my power. ^ And I took
root in an honourable people, even in the
portion of the Lord's inheritance, ^l wae
exalted like a cedar in Libanus, and as a
cypress tree upon the mountains of Hermon.
'' 1 was exalted like a palm tree on the sea
shore, and as a rose plant in Jericho, as a fair
olive tree in a plain, and grew up as a plane
tree. ^^ 1 gave a sweet smell like cinnamon
and aspalathus, and 1 yielded a pleasant odour
like the best myrrh, as galbanum, and onyx,
and sweet storax, and as the fume of frank-
incense in the tabernacle. ^^ As the turpen-
tine tree t stretched out my branches, and my
branches are t!ie branches of honour and grace.
•'' As the vine brought I forth pleasant savour,
and my flowers are the fruit of honour and
riches. ^'^ Come unto me, all ye that be desi-
rous of me, and fill yourselves with my fruits.
^' For my memorial is sweeter than honey, and
mine inheritance than the honeycomb. -^ They
that eat me shall yet be hungry, and they that
drink me shall yet be thirsty. — He that obey-
eth me shall never be coniouuded, and they
tiiat work by me shad not do amiss.

^ All these thhigs are the book of the cove-
nant of the most high God, even the law which
Moses commanded for an heritage unto the
congregations of Jacob.

He iilleth all things

with his wisdom, as Phison and as Tigris in
the time of the new fruits. "•^ He maketh the
understanding to abound like Euphrates, and
as Jordan in the time of the harvest. ^ He
maketh the doctrine of knowledge appear as
the light, and as Geon in the time of vintage.

* The first man knew her not perfectly : no
more shall the last find her out. ^ For her
thoughts are more then the sea, and her coun-
sels profounder than the great deep, ^ j ^Iso
came out as a brook from a river, and as a con-
duit into a garden. -' I said, I wdl water my
best garden, and will water abundantly my
garden bed : and, lo, my brook became a river,
and my river became a sea. -^ I will yet make
doctrine to sliine as the morning, and will send
forth her light afar oif. ^ I will yet pour out
doctrine as prophecy, and leave it to all ages
for ever. ** Behold that 1 nave not laboured
for myself only, but for all them that seek
wisdom.

In three things I was beautified, and stood
up beautiful both before God ana men : the
unity of brethren, the love of neighbours, a
man and a wife that agree together.

'Three sorts of men my soul hateth, and I
am greatly ofi'ended at their life : a poor man
that is proud, a i*ich man that is a liar, and an
old adulterer that doateth.

2 If thou hast gathered nothing in thy youth,
how canst thou find any thing in thine age "t

* how comely a thing is judgment for grey
hairs, and for ancient men to know counsel

!
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' how comely is the wisdom of old men, and
understanding and counsel to men of honour

!

Much experience is the crown of old men,
and the fear of G-od is their glory.

' There be nine things which I liave judged
in mine heart to be happy, ari'^ the tenth I

will utter with my tongue :
' man that hath

joy of his children ; and he that liveth to see
the fall of his enemy. ^ Well is he that dwell-
eth with a wife of understanding, and that hath
not slipped with his tongue, and that hath not
served a man more unworthy than himself.
5 Well is he that hath found prudence, and
he that speaketh in the_ ears of them tliat will
hear :

^" how great is he that findeth wis-
dom ! yet there ie none above him that feareth
the Lord. " But the love of the Lord passeth
all things for illumination : he that holdeth it,

whereto shall he be likened ?

^3 fGive me] any plague, but the plague of
the heart: and any wickedness, but the wicked-
ness of a woman :

** and any affliction, but
the affliction from them that hate me : and
any revenge, but the reveuge of enemies.
'^ There is no head above the head of a ser-

pent ; and there is no wrath above the wrath
of an enemy.

*^ I had rather dwell with a lion and a dra-
gon, than to keep house with a wicked woman.
''^ The wickedness of a woman chaugeth her
face, and darkeneth her countenance like sack-
cloth. ^^ Her husband shall sit among his
neighbours ; and when he heareth it shall sigh
bittei'ly. ^^ All wickedness is but little to the
wickedness of a woman ; let the portion of a
sinner fall upon her.

^ As the climbing up a sandy way is to the
feet of the aged, so is a wife full of words to a
quiet man. 2J Stumble not at the beauty of a
woman, and desire her not for pleasure. ^ A
woman, if she maintain her husband, is full of
anger, impudence, and much reproach. ^3 ^
wicked woman abateth the courage, maketh an
heavy countenance and a wounded heart : a
woman that will not comfort her husband in
distress maketh weak hands and feeble knees.
-^ Of the woman came the beginning of sin,

and through her we all die. -^ (iive the water
no passage ; neither a wicked woman liberty to
gad abroad. ^6 jf gjjg gQ jjQt a,s thou woiudest
have her, cut her off from thy flesh, and give
her a bill of divorce, and let her go.

Blessed is the man that hath a virtuous wife,
for the number of his days shaU be double.
2 A virtuous woman rejoiceth her husband, and
he shaR fulfil the years of his life in peace.
•^ A good wife is a good portion, which shall be
given in the portion of them that fear the
Lord. * Whether a man be rich or poor, if he
have a good heart toward the Lord, he shall at
all times rejoice with a cheerful countenance.

' There be three things that mine heart fear-
eth ; and for the fourth I was sore afraid : the
slander of a city, the gathering togetlier of an
unruly multitude, and a false accusation : all

these are worse than deatli. * But a grief of
heart and sorrow ie a woman that is jealous
over another woman, and a scourge of the
tongue which communicateth with ah. '' An
evil wife is a yoke shaken to and fro : he that
hath hold of ner is as though he held a scor-
pion.

Miese are abominations; and the sinful man
sliall have them both.

He that revengeth shall find vengeance from
the Lord, and lie will surely keep his sins [in

remembrance]. ^ Forgive thy neighbour the

hurt that he hath done unto thee, so shall thy

sins also be forgiven when thou prayest. ^ One
man beareth hatred against another, and doth
lie seek pardon from the Lord ? * He shewetli

no mercy to a man, which is like himself: and
doth he ask forgiveness of his own sins? * If

he that is but flesh nourish hatred, who will

iutreat for pardon of his sins? ^Remember
tiiy end, and let thy enmity cease; [remember]
corruption and death, and abide in the com-
mandments. ' Remember the commandments,
and bear no malice to thy neighbour: [remem-
ber] the covenant of the Highest, and wink at

ignorance. ^ Abstain from strife, and thou
ehalt diminish thy sins : for a furious man will

kindle strife.
8 A sinful man disquieteth friends, and

maketh debate among them tliat be at peace.
'" As the matter of the fire is, so it burnetii

:

and as a man's strength is, so is his wrath ; and
according to his riches his anger riseth; and
the stronger they are which contend, the more
they will be inflamed. " An hasty contention

kindleth a fire ; and an hasty fighting sheddeth
blood. '2 ]f thou blow the spark, it shall burn

:

if thou spit upon it, it shall be quenched : and
both these come out of thy mouth.

*3 Curse the whisperer and double-tongued:
for sucli have destroyed many that were at

peace. ^* A backbiting tongue hath disquieted

many, and driven them from nation to nation :

strong cities hath it pulled down, and over-

thrown the houses of great men. '* A back-

biting tongue hath cast out virtuous women,
and deprived them of their labours. ^^ Whoso
hearkeneth unto it shall never find rest, and
never dwell quietly.

'' The stroke of the whip maketh marks in

the flesh : but the stroke of the tongue break-

eth the bones. *^ Many have fallen by the edge

of the sword : but not so many as have fallen

by the tongue. ^^ Well is he that is defended
from it, and hath not passed through the

venom thereof, who hath not drawn the yoke
thereof, nor hath been bound in her bands.
^ For the yoke thereof is a yoke of iron, and
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the bands thereof are bands of brass. -^ The
death thereof is an evil death, the grave -vrere

better than it. ^ It shall not have rule over
them that fear God, neither shall they bs
burned with the flame thereof. -^ Such a?
forsake the Lord shall fall into it ; and it shall
burn in them, and not be quenched : it shall
be sent upon them as a lion, and devour them
as a leopard. -* Look that thou hedge thy
possession about vrith thorns, and bii.d up thy
silver and gold, '^ and weigh thy words in a
balance, and make a door and bar for thy
mouth. '^ Beware thou slide not by it, lest

thou fall before Idm that lieth in wait.

He that is merciful will lend unto his n#igh.
bour ; and he that strengtheneth his hand
keepeth the commandments. - Lend to thy
neighbour in time of his need, and pay thou
thy neighbour again in due season. ^ Keep thy
word, and deal faithfully with him, and thou
shalt always find the thing that is necessary
for thee.

;|
Many, when a thing was lent them,

reckoned it to be found, and put them to
tr9uble that helped them. '^ Till he hath re-
ceived, he will kiss a man's hand ; and for his
neighbour's monev he will speak submissively:
but when he should repay, he will prolong tlie

time, and return words of grief, and complain
of the time. ^ If he prevail, he shall hardly
receive the half, and he will count as if he had
found it : if not, he hath deprived him of his
money, and he hath gotten him an enemy
without cause : he payeth him with cursings
and railing_s ; and for honour he will pay him
disgrace. ' Many therefore have refused to
lend for other men's ill dealing, fearing to be
defrauded. ^ Yet have thou patience with a
man in poor estate, and delay not to shew him
mercv. ^ Help the poor for the command-
ment s sake, and turn him not away because of
his poverty.

}^ Lose thv money for thy brother and thy
friend, and let it not rust under a stone to be
lost. " Lay up thy treasure according to tlie
commandments of the most High, and it shall
bring thee more profit than gold. ^- Shut up
alms in thy storehouses : and it shaU deliver
thee from all afiliction. ^ It shall fight for
thee against thine enemies better than a mighty
shield and strong spear. '' An honest man is
surety for his neighbour: but he that is im-
ptident will forsake him. ^ Forget not the
friendship of thy surety, for he hath given his
life for thee. '' A sinner will overthrow the
good estate of his surety: ''' and he tliat is of
an unthankful mind wul leave him [in danger]
that delivered him.

^^ Suretyship hath undone many of good
estate, and shaken them as a wave of the sea

:

mighty men hath it driven from their houses,
so that they wandered among strange nations.
^^ A wicked man transgressing the con.mand-
n.ents of the Lord shall fall into suretyship:
and he that undertaketh and followeth other
men's business for gain shall fall into suita.
-^ Help thy neighbour according to thy pover,
and beware that thou thyself faU not into the
same.

-' The chief thing for life is water, and bread,
and clothing, and a house to cover shame,
^- Better is the life of a poor man in a mean
cottage, Jhan delicate fare in another man'e
house. ^ Be it little or much, hold thee con-
tented, '^"for it is a miserable life to go from
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house to bonae : for where thou art a stranger,

thou darest not open thy mouth. 26 Thou shalt

entertain, and feast, and have no thanks: more-
over thou shait hear bitter words :

^ Come, thou

stranger, and furnish a table, and feed me of

tliat thou hast ready. -^ G-iye place, thou
stranger, to an honourable man; my brother

Cometh to be lodged, and I have need of mine
house. Tliese things are grievous to a man of

understanding ; the upbraiding of houseroom,
and reproaching of the lender.

He that loveth his son causeth him oft to

feel the rod, that he may have joy of him in

the end. * He that chastiseth his son shall

have joy in him, and shall rejoice of him
among his acquaintance. ^ He that teacheth

his son grieveth the enemy : and before his

friends he shall rejoice of him. * Though his

father die, yet he is as though he were not
dead : for he liath left one behind him that is

like himself. * While he lived, he saw and re-

joiced in him : and when he died, he was not
sorrowful. ^ He left behind him an avenger
against his enemies, and one that shall requite

kindness to his friends.

7 He that maketh too much of his son shall

bind up his wounds ; and his bowels will be
troubled at every cry. ^ An horse not broken
becometh headstrong : and a child left to him-
self will be wilful. « Cocker thy child, and he
shall make thee afraid : play with him, and he
will bring thee to heaviness. ^° Laugh not
with him, lest thou have sorrow with him, and
lest thou gnash thy teeth in the end. " Give
liim not liberty in youth. ^' Beat his sides

while he is still young, lest becoming stubborn,
he disobey thee. ^^ Train up thy son, and ex-

ercise him with work, lest by thy looseness

thou stumble. ^*And overlook not his igno-

rance. ^ Bow down his neck in his youtli.

^^ Better is the poor, being sound and strong

of constitution, than a rich man that is afflicted

in his body. '* Health and good estate of body
are above all gold, and a strong body above
infinite wealth. ^^ There is no riches above a
sound body, and no joy above the joy of the
heart. ^' Death is better than a bitter life or

continual sickness. ^^ Delicacies poured upon a

month shut up are as messes of meat set upon
a grave.

^^ What good doeth the oflPering unto an
idol? for neither can it eat nor smell: so is

he that is persecuted of the Lord. '" He seetli

with his eyes and groaneth, as an eunuch that
embraceth a virgin and sigheth. ^i Give not
over thy mind to heaviness, and afflict not
thyself in thine own counsel. ^2 x^e gladness
of the heart is the life of man, and the joyful-

ness of a man prolongeth his days. ^ Love
thine own soul, and comfort thy heart, remove
sorrow far from thee: for sorrow hath killed

many, and there is no profit therein. ^4 Envy
and wrath shorten the life, and carefulness

bringeth age before the time.

16 I awaked up last of all, as one that gather-
eth after the grape-gatherers : by the blessing

of the Lord I profited, and filled my winepress
like a gatherer of grapes. '" Consider that I

laboured not for myself only, but for all them
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that seek learning. -^ Hear me, ye great
men of the people, and hearken with yoLir ears,
ye rulers of the congregation. -^ Give not thy
sou and "wife, thy brother and friend, power
over thee while thou livest, and give not thy
goods to another, lest it repent thee, and thou
intreat for the same again. "^' As long as thou
livest and hast breath in thee, give not thyself
over to any. -' For better it is that thy children
should seek to thee, than tiiat thou shouldest
stand to their courtesy. — In all thy works
keep to thyself the preeminence ; leave not a
stain in thine honour. ^ At the time when
thou shalt end thy days, and finish thy life,

distribute thine inheritance.

^ Fodder, a stick, and burdens, are for the
ass; and bread, correction, and work, for a
servant. ^ If thou set thy servant to labour,
thou shalt find rest: but if thou let him gc
idle, he will seek liberty. -^^ A yoke and a
collar do bow the neck: so are tortures and
torments for an evil servant. -' Send him to
labour, that he be not idle ; for idleness teach-
eth much evil. -^ Set him to work, as is fit for
him : if he be not obedient, put on more heavy
fetters.

^ But be not excessive toward any; and
without discretion do nothing, ^u jf thou
have a servant, let him be unto thee as thyself,

because thou hast bought him with a price.
^ If thou have a servant, entreat him as a

brother : for thou hast need of him, as of thine
own soul: if thou entreat liim evil, and he
run from thee, which way wilt thou go to seek
him ?

The hopes of a man void of understanding
are vain and false : and dreams lift up fools.
* Whoso regardeth dreams is like him that
catcheth at a shadow, and followeth after the
wind. 3 The vision of dreams is the resem-
blance of one thing to another, even as the
likeness of a face to a face. * Of an unclean
thing what can be cleansed? and from that
thing Avhich is false what truth can come.'
' Divinations, aud soothsayings, and dreams,
are vain : and the lieart fancieth, as a woman's
heai-t in travail. * If they be not sent from
the most High in thy visitation, set not thy
heart upon them. " For dreams have deceived
many, and tiiey have failed that put tiieir trust

in them. '^ llie law shaU be found perfect

without lies : and wisdom is perfection to a

faithful mouth. ^ A man that hath ti-avelled

knoweth many things ; aud he that hath much
experience wiD declare wisdom. '" He that
hath no experience knoweth little: but he that
hath travelled is full of prudence. '^ When I

ti-avelled, I saw many things; and I under-
stand more than I can express. - 1 was oft-

times in danger of death : yet I was delivered
because of these things.

^ The spirit of those that fear the Lord shall

live; for their hope is in Ijim that saveth them.
^* Whoso feareth the Lord shall not fear nor
be afraid ; for he is his hope. ^ Blessed is the

soul of him that feareth the Lord : to whom
doth he look? and who is his strength? ^^For
the eyes of the Lord are upon them that love

him, he is their mighty protection and stron^'

stay, a defence from heat, and a cover from the

sun at noon, a preservation from stumbling,
and an help from falling ;

^^ he raiseth up the

soul, and lighteneth the eyes: he giveth lieulth.

Life, and blessing.
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« He tuat sacrificetb of a thing wrongfully

gotten, his ofiering is ridiculous; and the gifts

of unjust men are not accepted. ''•* The most
High is not pleased with the offerings of the

wicked ; neither is he pacified for sin by the

multitude of sacrifices, ^o Whoso bringeth an

offering of the goods of the poor doeth as one

that killeth the son before his father's eyes.

« The bread of the needy is their life : he that

defraudeth him thereof is a man of blood.
22 He that taketh away his neighbour's living

slayeth him; and he that defraudeth the

laboui-er his hire is a bloodshedder.
-3 When one buildeth, and another pulleth

down, what profit have they then but labour?
24 Wlien one prayeth, and another curseth,

whose voice will the Lord hear ? ^5 He that

washeth himself after the touching of a dead

body, if he touch it again, what availeth his

waeliing ? ^6 So is it with a man that fasteth

for liis sins, and goeth again, and doeth the

same : who will hear his prayer ? or what doth

his humbling profit him?

He that keepeth the law bringeth ottermgs

enough : he that talteth heed to the command-
ment offereth a peace ofiering. ^ He that requi-

teth a good turn offereth fine flour ; and he that

giveth alms sacrificetb praise. ^ To depart from
wickedness is a thing pleasing to the Lord ; and
to forsake unrighteousness is a propitiation.

* Thou shalt not appear empty before the

Lord. * For all these things [are to be done]

because of the commandment. ^ The offering

of the righteous maketh the altar fat, and the

sweet savour thereof is before the most High.
' The sacrifice of a just man is acceptable, and
the memorial thereof shall never be forgotten.

8 Give the Lord his honour with a good eye,

and diminish not the firstfruits of thine hands.
5 In all thy gifts shew a cheerful countenance,

and dedicate thy tithes with gladness. ^^ Give
unto the most High according as he hath en-

riched thee; and as thou hast gotten, give

Lord wUl not be slack, neither will the Mighty
be patient toward them, till he have smitten

in sunder the loins of the unmerciful, and re-

payed vengeance to the heathen ; tUl he have
taken away the multitude of the proud, and
broken the sceptre of the unrighteous ;

"3 Whoso is liberal of his
meat, men shall speak well of him; and the
report of his good housekeeping will be be-
lieved. ^ But against him that is a niggard of
his meat the whole city shall murmur ; and
the testimonies of his niggardness shall not be
doubted of.

^ Shew not thy valiantness in wine ; for
wine hath destroyed many. ^^ The furnace
proveth the edge by dipping: so doth wine
the hearts of the proud by drunkenness.
*' Wine is as good as life to a man, if it be
drunk moderately : what life is then to a man
that is without wine ? for it was made to make
men glad. "^ Wine measurably drunk and in
season bringeth gladness of the heart, and
cheerfulness of the mind :

2? but wine drunken
with excess maketh bitterness of the mind,
with brawling and quarrelling, ^o ])j^.mjjjg^.

ness increaseth the rage of a fool till he offend:
it diminisheth strength, and maketh wounds.
2' Rebuke not thy neighbour at the wine,
and despise him not in his mirth : give him no
despiteful words, and press not upon him with
urging him [to drinkj.

If thou be made the master [of a feast], lift

not thyself up, but be among them as one of
the rest; take diligent care for them, and so
sit down. 2 ^n(j when thou hast done all thy
office, take thy place, that thou mayest be
merry with them, and receive a crown for thy
weU ordering of the feast. ^ Speak, thou that
art the elder, for it becometh thee, but with
sound judgment ; and hinder not music.
* Pour not out words where there is a musi-
cian, and shew not forth wisdom out of time.
* A concert of music in a banquet of wine is

as a signet of carbuncle set in gold. ^ As a
signet of an emerald set in a work of gold, so is

the melody of music with pleasant wine.
7 Speak, young man, if there be need of thee:

and yet scarcely when thou art twice asked.
' Let thy speech be short, comprehending
much in few words; be as one that knoweth
and yet holdeth his tongue. ^ If thou be
among great men, make not thyself equal with
them ; and when ancient men are in place, use
not many words. **^ Before the thunder goeth
lightning ; and before a shamefaced man shall

go favour. ^^ Rise up betimes, and be not
the last ; but get thee home without delay.
^ There take thy pastime, and do what thou
wilt : but sin not by proud speech. ^^ And
for these things bless him that made thee,
and hath replenished thee with his good
things.

'"* Whoso feareth the Lord will receive his
discipline ; and they that seek him early shall
find favour. ^° He that seeketh the law shall
be filled therewith : but the h3ocrite will be
offended thereat. ^^ They that fear the Lord
shall find judgment, and shall kindle justice as
a light. •' A sinful man will not be reproved,
but findeth an excuse according to his will.
^^ A man of counsel will be considerate ; but a
strange and proud man is not daunted with
fear, even when of himself he hath done with-
out counsel. '^ Do nothing without advice

;

and when thou hast once done, repent not.
20 Go not in a way wherein thou mayest fall,

and stumble not among the stones. "* Be not
confident in a plain way. ^ And beware of thine
own children. ^ In every good work trust thy
own soul ; for this is the keeping of the com-
mandments. 24 He that believeth in the Lord
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EccLEsiASTicus XXXVI. 1—26.

taketli heed to the commandment; and he
that trusteth in him shall fare never the
worse.
There shall no evU happen unto him that

fciireth the Lord ; but in temptation even
;igain he will deliver him. * A wise man hateth
not tlie law ; but he that is an hypocrite
therein is as a ship in a storm. ^ A man ©f
uiiderstauding trusteth in the law ; and the
l:nv is faithful unto him, as an oracle. "* Pre-
pare wliat to say, and so thou shalt be heard :

and bind up instruction, and then make an-
swer. The heart of the foolish is like a cart-

wheel ; and his thoughts are like a rolling axle-

tree. ^ A stallion horse is as a mocking friend,
lie neigheth under every one that sitteth upon
him.

^ Why doth one day excel another, when as
all the light of every day in the year is of the
sun? ^ By tlie knowledge of the Lord they
were distinguished: and he altered seasons
and feasts. ^ Some of them hath he made high
days, and hallowed them, and some of them
hath he made ordinary days.

^^ And all men are from the ground, and
Adam Avas created of earth. *' In much
knowledge the Lord hath divided them, and
made their Avays diverse. '^ Some of them
hath he blessed and exalted, and some of them
iiath he sanctified, and set near himself: but
some of them hath he cursed and brought low,

and turned out of their places. ^^ Asthe clay

is in the potter's hand, to fashion it at his

pleasure : so man is in the hand of him that
made him, to render to them as liketh him best.
'* Good is set against evil, and life against

death : so is the godly againstthe sinner, and
tlie sinner against the godly. ^^ So look upon
all the works of the most High ; and there are
two and two, one against another.

^' Though 1 was the last to wake up, yet

I received their inlierit? ace as from the begin-

ning. '2 Lord have mercy upon the people
that is called by thy name, and upon Israel,

wliom thou liast named thy firstborn. _'^ be
merciful unto Jerusalem, thy_ holy city, the
place of thy rest. '* Fill Sion with thine
unspeakable oracles, and thy people with thy
glory. ^^ Give testimony unto those that thou
hast possessed from the beginning, and raise

up prophets that have been in thy name. ^^ Ke-
trard them that wait for thee, and let thy
prophets be found faithful.

^^ Lord, hear the prayer of thy servants,

according to the blessing of Aaron over thy
people, that all they which dwell upon the

earth may know that thou art the Lord, the
eternal God. ^^ The belly devoureth all meats,

yet is one meat better than another. '^ As the
palate tasteth divers kinds of venison : so doth
an heart of understanding false speeches. ^ A
Voward heart causeth heaviness : but a man
of experience will recompense him.

-' A woman will receive every man, yet is one
(laughter better than another. ^ The beauty
of a woman cheereth the countenance, and a

man loveth nothing better. ^3 jf there be
kindness, meekness, and comfort, in her tongue,
then is not her husband like other men.

-* He that getteth a wife beginneth a posses-

sion, a help like unto himself, and a pillar of

rest. 25 Where no hedge is, there the posses-

sion is spoiled : and he that hath no wife will

wander up and down mourning. ^6 "Who will

trust a thief well appointed, that skippeth
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from city to city ? so [who will believej a man
that hath no house, and lodgeth wheresoever
the night taketh him ?

Every friend saith, I am his friend also : but
tliere is a friend, which is only a friend in name.
* Is it not a grief unto death, wlien a com-
panion and friend is turned to an enemy? ^

wicked imagination, whence earnest tliou in to

cover the earth with deceit? * There is a com-
panion, which rejoiceth in the prosperity of a

friend, but in the time of trouble will be

against him. ^ There is a companion, waich
helpeth his friend for the belly, and taketh up
the buckler against the enemy. ^ Forget not
thy friend in thy mind, and be not unmindful
of him in thy riches.

'Every counsellor extolleth counsel; but
there is some that counselleth for himself.

Beware of a counsellor, and know before

what need he hath ; for he will counsel for

himself; lest he cast the lot upon tliee, ^and
say unto thee, Thy way is good: and afterward
hti stand on the other side, to see what shall

befall thee. ^^ Consult not with one that sus-

pecteth thee: and hide thy counsel from such
as envy thee. ^^ Neither consult with a woman
touching her of whom she is jealous ; neither

with a coward in matters of war ; nor \vith a
merchant concerning exchange ; nor with a

buyer of selling; nor with an envious man of

thankfulness ; nor with an unmerciful man
touching kindness ; nor with the slothful for

any work; nor with an liireling for a year of

iinishing work ; nor with an idle servant of

much business : hearken not unto these in any
matter of counsel.

'2 But be continually with a godly man,
whom thou knowest to keep the command-
ments of the Lord, whose mind is according to

thy mind, and will sorrow with thee, if thou
shalt miscarry. '^ And let the counsel of thine

own heart stand : for there is no man more
faithful unto thee than it ;

'^ for a man's mind
is sometime wont to tell him more than seven

watchmen, that sit above in an high towei•.

^^ And above all this pray to the most High,
that lie will direct thy way in truth. "' Let

reason go before every enterprize, and couustl

before every action.
^7 The countenance is a sign of changing of

the heart, '^ Four manners of things appear :

good and evil, life and death : but the tongue
ruletli over them continually. '^ There is one
that is wise and teacheth many, and yet is

unproii table to himself, ^o There is one that

sheweth wisdom in words, and is liated : he
shall be destitute of all food, ^i For grace is

not given him from the Lord; because lie is

deprived of all wisdom. 22 Another is wise to

himself; and the fruits of understanding arc

commendable in his mouth.
23 A wise man instructeth his people ; and

the fruits of his understanding fail not. ^4 ^
wise man shall be filled with blessing; and
all tliey that see him shall count him liappy.
'^' Tlie days of the life of man may be num.
bered; but the days of Israel are innumerable.
-6 A wise man shall inherit glory among his

people, and his name shall be perpetual.
*' My son, prove thy soul in thy life, and see

-what is evil for it, and give not that unto it.

2•* For all tilings are not profitable for alJ men,
neither hath every soul pleasure in every thing.
*8 Be not insatiable in any dainty thing, nor
too greedy upon meats : ^ for excess of meate
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bringeth sickness, and surfeiting will turn into
choler. 2' By surfeiting iaave many perished ;

but he that taketh heed prolongethliis life.

Honour a physician with tiie honour due
unto him for the uses which ye may have of

him : for the Lord hath created him. - For of

tiie most High cometh healing, and he shall

receive lionour of the king. ^ The skill of the
physician shall lift up his head: and in the
sight of great men he shaU be in admiration.
• The Lord hath created medicines out of the
earth; and he that is wise will not abhor them.
^ Was not the water made sweet with wood,
that the virtue thereof might be known?
^ And he hath given men skill, that he_ might
be honoured in his marvellous works. '" With
such doth he heal [men,] and taketh away
their pains. ^ Of such doth the apothecary
make a confection ; and of his works there is

no end ; and from him is peace over all the
earth.

^ My son, in thy sickness be not negligent

:

but pray unto the Lord, and he will make thee
whole. ^^ Leave off from sin, and order thine
liands aright, and cleanse thy heart from all

wickedness. '^ Give a sweet savour, and a

memorial of fine flour; and make a fat ofl'er-

ing, as not being. ^2 Xhen give place to the
physician, for the Lord hath created him: let

him not go from thee, for thou hast need of

him. '•* There is a time when in their hands
there is good success. '* For they shall also

pray unto the Lord, that he would pi'osper

that which they give for ease and remedy to

prolong life. '» He that sinneth before his

Maker, let him fall into the hand of the phy-
sician.

''' My son, let tears fall down over the dead,

and begin to lament, as if thou hadst suffered

great harm thyself; and then cover his body
according to the custom, and neglect not his

burial. *' Weep bitterly, and make great moan,
and use lamentation, as he is worthy, and that

a day or two, lest thou be evil spoken of: and
then comfort thyself for thy heaviness ;

^ for

of heaviness cometh death, and the heaviness

of the heart breaketb strength.
^

^^ In affliction

also sorrow remaineth: and the life of the

poor is the curse of the heart. 20 Take no
heaviness to heart : drive it away, and remem-
ber the last end. " Forget him not, for there is

no turning again : thou shalt not do him good,

but hurt thyself. ^ Remember liie judgment

:

for thine also shall be so ;
yesterday for me,

and to day for thee. ^ When the dead is at

whether tliou have lived ten, or an hundred,
or a thousand years.

* The children of sinners are abominable
children, and they that are conversant in the
dwelling of the ungodly. ^ The inheritance of
sinners' children shall perish, and from their
posterity shall be a perpetual reproach. "^ The
children will complain of an ungodly father,
because they will be reproached for his sake.
^ Who be unto you, ungodly men, which have
forsaken the law of the most high God! for if

ye increase, it shall be to your destruction :

' and if ye be born, ye shall be born to a curse

:

*nd if ye die, a curse shall be your portion.
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^^ Ail that are of the earth shall tura to
earth again : so the ungodly shall go from a
curse to destruction. '' The mourning of men
is about their bodies : but an ill name of sin-

ners shall be blotted out. '^ Have regard to
tliyuame; for tliat shall continue with thee
above a tliousand gi-eat treasures of gold. ^^ A
good life hath but few days : but a good name
endiireth for ever.

^' My children, keep discipline in peace: for
wisdom that is hid, and a treasure that is not
seen, what profit is in them both ? "A man
tliat liideth his foolishness is better than a
man tliat hideth his wisdom. '^ Therefore be
shamefaced according to my word : for it is

not good to retain all shanaefacedness; neither
is it altogether approved in every thing.

^' Be ashamed of whoredom before father
and mother : and of a lie before a prince and
a mighty man ;

^^ of an offence before a judge
and ruler; of iniquity before a congregation
and people; of unjust dealing before thy
partner and friend ;

'^ and of theft in regard
of the place where thou sojournest, and in
regard of the truth of God and his covenant;
and to lean with thine elbow upon the meat;
and of scorning to give and take; ^'and of silence

before them that salute thee ; and to look upon
an harlot ;

^i and to turn away thy face from
thy kinsman ; or to take away a portion or a
gift ; or to gaze upon another man s wife ; ^ or
to be overbusy with his maid, and come not
near her bed ; or of upbraiding speeches before
friends; and after thou hast given, upbraid
not;

Or of iterating and speaking again that
which thou hast heard ; and of revealing of
secrets; so shalt thou be truly shamefaced,
and iind favour before all men. Of these
things be not thou ashamed, and accept no
person to sin thereby : ^ of the law of the most
High, and his covenant; and of judgment to
justify the ungodly; ^ of reckoning with thy
partners and travellers ; or of the gift of the
heritage of friends; ''of exactness of balance
and weights; or of getting much or little;
^ and of merchants' indifferent selling ; oi

much correction of children ; and to make the
side of an evil servant to bleed.

^ Sure keeping is good, where an evil wife is

;

and locked ip, where many hands are. ^ Deliver
all things in number and weight ; and_ put all

in writing that thou givest out, or receivest in.

^ Be not asliamed to inform the unwise and
foolish, and the extreme aged that contendeth
with those that are young : thus shalt thou be
truly learned, and approved of all men living.

^ A daughter is a wakeful care to a father

;

and the care for her taketh away sleep:

when she is young, lest she pass away the

flower of her age ; and being married, lest

she should be hated: ^" in her virginity, lest

she should be defiled and gotten with child in

her father's house; and having an husband,
lest she should misbehave herself; and when
she is married, lest she should be barren.
" Keep a sure watch over a shameless daughter,

lest she make thee a laughingstock to thine

enemies, and a byword in the city, and a re-

proach among the people, and make thee

ashamed before the multitude. '^ gghold not
everybody's beauty, and sit not in the midst oi

women. ^ For from garments cometh a moth,
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and from women wickedness. '"* Better is the
rhurlislmess of a man than a courteous woman,
a woman, / say, which briugeth shame and
reproach.

^^ I wiJl now remember the works of the
Lord, and declare the things that I have seen :

In the words of tlie Lord are his works. ^^ The
sun that giveth light looketh upon all things,
and the work thereof is full of the glory of the
Lord.
y The Lord hath not given power to the

saints to declare all his marvellous works,
which the Almighty Lord firmly settled, that
whatsoever is might be established for liis

glory. '8 He seeketh out the deep, and the
heart, and considereth their crafty devices

:

for the Lord knoweth all that can be known,
and he beholdeth the signs of the world,
^^ declaring the things that are past, and for to
come, and revealing the steps of hidden things.

^ No thought escapeth him, neither any word
is hidden from him.

-* He hath garnished the excellent works of
his wisdom, and he is from everlasting to ever-
lasting: unto him naay nothing be added,
neither can he be diminished, and he hath no
need of any counsellor, ^i Oh how desirable are
all his works! and that a man may see even to
a spark. ^All these things live and remain
for ever for all uses, and they are all obedient.
"^ All things are double one against another

:

and he hath made nothing imperfect. ^ One
thing establisheth the good of another: and
who shall be filled with beholding his glory ?

The pride of the lieight, the clear firmament,
the beauty of heaven, with his glorious shew

;

2 the sun when it appeareth, declaring at his
rising a marvellous instrument, the work of
the most High :

^ at noon it parcheth the
country, and who can abide the burning heat
thereof ? ^ A man blowing a furnace is in
works of heat, but the sun burneth the moun-
tains three times more ; breatliing out fiery

vapours, and sending forth bright beams, it

dimmeth the eyes. ^ Great is the Lord that
made it ; and at his commandment it runneth
hastily. ^ He made the moon also to serve in
her season for a declaration of times, and a
sign of the world. ' From the moon is the
sign of feasts, a light that decreaseth in her
perfection. '^ The month is called after her
name, inci*easing wonderfully in her changing,
being an instrument of the armies above,
shining in the firmament of heaven ; ^ the
beauty of heaven, the glory of the stars,

an ornament giving light in the highest
places of the Lord. ^^ At the commandment
of the Holy One they will stand in their order,
and never faint in their watches. ^^ Look upon
the rainbow, and praise him that made it

;

very beautiful it is in the brightness thereof.
^^ It compasseth the heaven about with a
glorious circle, and the hands of the most
High have bended it. '^ By his command-
ment he maketh the snow to fall apace, and
sendeth swiftly tlie lightnings of liis judgment.
^* Through this the treasures are opened: and
clouds fly forth as fowls. '* By his great power
he maketh tlie clouds firm, and the hailstones
are broken small.

^^ At his eight the mountains are shaken, and
at his will the south wind bloweth. ^"^ The
noise of the thunder maketh the earth to
tremble: so doth the northern storm and the
whirlwind: as birds flying he scattereth the
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enow, and the falling down thereof is as the
lighting of grasshoppers :

*^ the eye marvelleth
at the beauty of the whiteness thereof, and
the heart is astonished at the raining of it.
^'^ The hoarfrost also as salt lie poureth on the
earth, and being congealed, it becometh sharp
peaks.
^ When the cold north wind bloweth, and

the water is congealed into ice, it abideth upoi
every gathering together of water, and clotheth
tlie water as with a breastplate. ^^ It devoureth
the mountains, and burneth the wilderness,
and consumeth the grass as fire. ^ A present
remedy of all is a mist coming speedily : a dew
coming after heat refresheth.
^ By his counsel he appeaseth the deep, and

planteth islands tlierein. ^ They that sail on
the sea tell of the danger thereof; and when
we hear it with our ears, we marvel thereat.
^ For therein be strange and wondrous works,
variety of all kinds of beasts, the race of
whales. * By him the end of them hath
prosperous success, and by his word all things
consist.

^ We may speak much, and yet come short

;

wherefore in sum, he is all. ^s How shall we
be able to magnify him ? for he is great above
all his works, ^j '£\iq Lord is terrible and very
great, and marvellous is his power. <•" When
ye glorify the Lord, exalt him as much as ye
can ; for even yet wiU he far exceed : and when
ye exalt him, put forth all your strength, and
be not weary; for ye can never go far enough.
^^ Who hath seen him. that he might tell us?
and who can magnify liim as he is? ^ There
are yet hid greater things than these be, for we
liave seen but a few of his works. ^ For the
Lord hath made all things ; and to the godly
hath he given wisdom.
Let us now praise famous men, and our

fathers that begat us. ^ The Lord hath wrought
great glory by them through his great power
from the beginning. ^ Such as did bear rule in
their kingdoms, men renowned for their power,
giving counsel by their understanding, and
declaring prophecies :

"• leaders of the people by
their counsels, and by their knowledge of learn-
ing meet for the people, wise and eloquent in
their instruction :

^ such as found out musi-
cal tunes, and recited verses in writing: '^rich

men furnished with_ability, living peaceably in
their habitations: 'all these were honoured
in their generations, and were the glory of
their times. ^ There be of them that have
left a name behind them, that their praises
might be reported. ^ And some there be, which
have no memorial ; who are perished, as though
they had never been ; and are become as though
they had never been born ; and their children
after them.

^''But tliese were merciful men, whose right-
eousness hath n9t been forgotten. ^^ With their
seed shall continually remain a good inherit-
ance, and their children are within the cove-
ant. ^^ Their seed standeth fast, and their

children for their sakes. ^^ Their seed shall
remain for ever, and their glory shall not be blot-
ted out. ^^ Their bodies are buried in peace ; but
their name liveth for evermore. •^ The people
will tell of their wisdom, and the congregation
will shew forth their praise.

^f
Enoch pleased the Lord, and was translated,

being an example of repentance to all genera-
tions. ^' Noah was found perfect and righteous

;
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in the time of wrath he was taken in exchange

[for the world;] therefore was he left as a

remnant unto the earth, when the flood came.
^ An everlasting covenant was made with him,

that all flesh sliall perish no more by the

flood.

19 Abraham was a great father of many peo-

ple : in glory was there none like unto him

;

*• who kept the law of the most High, and was
in covenant with him: he established the

covenant in his flesh ; and when he was proved,

he was found faithful, ^i Therefore he assured
him by an oath, that he would bless the

nations in his seea.and that he would multiply

him as the dust of the earth, and exalt his

seed as the stars, and cause them to inherit

from sea to sea, and from the river unto the

utmost part of the land.

22 With Isaac did he establish likewise, for

Abraham his father's sake, the blessing of all

men, and the covenant, 23and made it vest

upon the head of Jacob. He acknowledged him
in his blessing, and gave him an heritage, and
divided his portions ; among the twelve tribes

did he part them. ^ And he brought out of

him a merciful man, which found favour in

the sight of all flesh; even Moses, beloved

of God and men, whose memorial is blessed.

^He made him like to the glorious saints,

and magnified him, so that his enemies stood

in fear of him. ^ By his words he caused
the wonders to cease, and he made him
glorious in the sight of kings, and gave him a

commandment for his people, and shewed him
part of his glor}'. "* He sanctified him m his

faithfulness and meekness, and chose him out
of all men. * He made him to hear his voice,

and brought him into the dark cloud, and
gave him commandments before his face, even
the law of life and knowledge, that he might
teach Jacob his covenants, and Israel his

judgments.

^ He exalted Aaron, an holy man like unto
him, even his brother, of the tribe of Levi.
7 An everlasting covenant he made with him,
and gave him the priesthood among the people ;

he beautified him with comely ornaments, and
clothed him with a robe of glory. *He put upon
him perfect gloh•^ ; and strengthened him with
rich garments, with breeches, with a long robe,

and the ephod. ^ And he compassed him with
pomegranates,and with many golden bells round
about, that as he went there might be a sound,
and a noise made that might be heard in the
temple for a memorial to the children of his

people; *" with a holy garment, with gold,

and blue silk, and purple, the work of the em-
broiderer, with a breastplate of judgment,
with the revealers of truth ;

^^ with twisted
scarlet, the work of the cunning workman, with
precious stones graven like seals, and set in

gold, the work of the jeweller, with a writing
engraved for a memorial, after the number of

the tribes of Israel. '^ jje set a crown of gold
upon the mitre, wherein was engraven Holiness,
an ornament of honour, a costly work, the
desires of the eyes, goodly and beautiful.

^3 Before him there were none such, neither
did ever any stranger put them on, but only
his children and his children's children per-

petually. ^^ Their sacrifices shall be wholly
consumed every day twice continually.

''' Moses consecrated him, and anointed him
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with holy oil ; this was appointed unto him by
an everlasting covenant, and to his seed, so long
as the heavens should remain, that theysliould
minister unto him, and execute the office of the
priesthood, and bless the people in his name.

'^ He chose him out ot" all men living
to offer sacrifices to the Lord, incense, and
a sweet savour, for a memorial, to make
reconciliation for his people. '' He gave unto
him his commandments, and authority in the
statutes of judgments, that he should teach
Jacob the testimonies, and inform Israel in his
laws.

^s Strangers conspired together against him,
and maligned him in the wilderness, even the
men that were of Dathan's and Abiron's side,
and the congregation of Core, with fury and
wrath.

^^ This the Lord saw, and it displeased him,
and in his wrathful indignation were they con-
sumed : he did wonders upon them, to consume
tliem with the fiery flame. ^ But he made
Aaron more honourable, and gave him an heri-
tage, and divided unto him the firstfruits of
the increase ; especially he prepared bread in
abundance :

2' for they eat of the sacrifices of
tlie Lord, which he gave unto him and his
seed. 22 Howbeit in the land of the people he
had no inheritance, neither had he any portion
among the people : for the Lord himself is his
portion and inhei'itance.

2'' The third in glory is Phinees the son of
Eleazar, because he had zeal in the fear of the
Lord, and stood up with good courage of heart
when the people were turned back, and made
reconciliation for Israel. ^ Therefore was there
a covenant of peace made with him, that he
should be the chief of the sanctuary and of his
people, and that he and his posterity should
have the dignity of the priesthood for ever

:

'' according to the covenant made with David
son of Jesse, of the tribe of Juda, that the in-
heritance of the king should be to his posterity
alone : so the inheritance of Aaron should also
be imto his seed. "^ God give you wisdom in
your heart to judge his people in righteous-
ness, that their good things be not abolished,
and that their glory may endtire for ever.

Jesus the son of Nave was valiant in the
warS; and was the successor of Moses in pro-
phecies, who according to his name was made
great for the saving of the elect of God, and
taking vengeance of the enemies that rose up
against them, that he might set Israel in their
inheritance. ^How great glory gat he, when he
did lift up his hands, and stretched out his
sword against the cities ! ^ Who before him
has so stood? for the Lord himself brought
his eiiemies over to him. * Did not the sun go
back by his means? and was not one day as
long as two ? ^ He called upon the most higli

Lord, when the enemies pressed upon him on
every side ; and the great Lord lieard him.
And with hailstones of mighty power he made
the battle to fall violently upon the nations,
and by their falling he destroyed them tliat

resisted, that the nations might know all

their strength, because he fought in the sight
ofthe Lord, and he followed the Mighty One.

' In the time of Moses also he did a work of
mercy, he and Caleb the son of Jephunne, in
that they withstood the enemy, and withheld
the people from sin, and appeased the wicked
murmuring. ^ And of six hundred thousand
people on foot, they two alone were pre•

served to bring tbem into the heritage, even
unto the land that floweth with milk and
honey.

^ The Lord gave strength also unto Caleb,
vrhich remained with him unto his old age

:

so tliathe entered upon the high places of the
land, and his seed obtained it for an heritage :

}0 that all the children of Israel might see that
it is good to follow the Lord. ^^ And concerning
the judges, every one by name, whose heart
went not a whoring, nor departed from the
Lord, let tlieir memory be blessed, '^ Let their
bones flourish out of their place, and let the
name of them that were honoured be continued
upon their children.

_^3 Samuel, the prophet of the Lord, beloved of
his Lord, established a kingdom, and anointed
princes over his people. '^ By the law of the
Lord he judged the congregation, and the Lord
had respect unto Jacob. ^^ By his faithfulness
he was found a true prophet, and by his word
he was known to be faithful in vision. ^^ He
called upon the mighty Lord, when his enemies
pressed upon him on every side, when he
offered the sucking lamb. '' And the Lord
thundered from heaven, and with a great noise
made his voice to be heard. ^^ And he destroyed
the rulers of the Tyrians, and all the princes of
the Philistines.

^9 And before his long sleep he made pro-
testation in the sight of the Lord and his
anointed, I have not taken any man's goods, so
much as a shoe : and no man did accuse him.
^ And after his death he prophesied, and
shewed the king his end, and lifted up his voice
from the earth in prophecy, to blot out the
wickedness of the people.

And after him rose up Nathan to prophesy
in the time of David.

" As is the fat taken away from the peace
offering, so was David chosen out of the chil-

dren of Israel. ^ He played with lions as with
kids, and with bears as with lambs. "* Slew he
not a giant, when lie was yet but young? and
did he not take away reproach from the people,
when he lifted up his hand with the stone in the
sling, and beat down the boasting of Goliath?
' for he called upon the most high Lord ; and
he gave him strength in his right hand to slay
that mighty warrior, and set up the horn of
his people.

^ So the people honoured him with ten thou-
sands, and praised him in the blessings of th#
Lord in that he gave him a crown of glory.
7 For he destroyed the enemies on every side,

and brought to nought the Philistines his
adversaries, and brake their horn in siinder
unto this day. ^ In all his works he praised
the Holy One most high with words of glory

;

with his whole heart he sang songs, and loved
him that made him. ^He set singers also be-
fore the altar, that by their voices they might
make sweet melody, and daily sing praises in
their songs. ^•'He beautified their feasts, and
set in order the solemn_ times until the end,
that they might praise his holy name, and that
the temple might sound from morning.

'' The Lord took away his sins, and exalted
his horn for ever: he gave him a covenant of
kings, and a throne of glory in Israel, '^^f^^er

him rose up a wise son, and_ for his sake he
fiwelt at large ^^ Solomon reigned in a peace-
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able time, and was honoured ; for God made
all quiet round about him, that lie might build
an house in his name, and prepare his sanctuary
for ever. ^' How wise wast thou in thy youth,
and, as a flood, filled with understanding! ^^Thy
soul covered tlie whole earth, and thou filledst

it with dark parables.

1^ Thy name went far unto the islands ; and
for thy peace thou wast beloved. ^' The coun-
tries marvelled at thee for thy songs, and pro-
verbs, and parables, and interpretations. "'By
tlie name of the Lord God, which is called the
Lord God of Israel, thou didst gather gold as tin,

and didst multiply silver as lead. ^^ Tliou didst
bow thy loins unto women, and by thy body
thou wast brought into subjection. -" Thou
didst stain thy honour, and pollute thy seed

:

so that thou broughtest wrath upon thy chil-

dren, and wast grieved for thy folly. ^^ So the
kingdom was divided, and out of Ephraim ruled
a rebellous kingdom.

2- But the Lord will never leave off his
mercy, neither shall any of his works perish,
neither will he abolish the posterity of his
elect, and the seed of him tiiat loveth him he
will not take away : wherefore he gave a rem-
nant vmto Jacob, and out of him a root unto
David.
^ Thus rested Solomon with his fathers, and

of his seed he left behind him Roboam, even
the foolishness of the people, and one that had
no understanding, who turned away the people
through his counsel. There was also Jeroboam
the son of Nebat, who caused Israel to sin, and
shewed Ephraim the way of sin : ^ and their
sins were multiplied exceedingly, that they
were driven out of the land. "^ For they
sought out all wickedness, till the vengeance
came upon them.

Then stood up Elias the prophet as fire, and
his word burned like a lamp. - He brought a
sore famine upon them, and by his zeal he
diminished their number. ^ By the word of
the Lord he shut up the heaven, and also

three times brought down fire. •* Elias, how
wast thou honoured in thy wondrous deeds

!

and who may glory like unto thee !
° Who

didst raise up a dead man from death, and his

soul from the place of the dead, by the word
of the most High: ^who broughtest kings to
destruction, and honourable men from their
bed: ' who heardest the rebuke of the Lord in

Sinai, and in Horeb the judgment of ven-
geance : ^ who anointedst kings to take revenge,
and prophets to succeed after him : ^ who wast
taken up in a whirlwind of fire, and in a cha-
riot of fiery horses: ^" who wast ordained for

reproofs in their times, to pacify the wrath of
the Lord's judgment, before it brake forth into

fury, and to turn the heart of the father unto
the son, and to restore the tribes of Jacob.
" Blessed are they that saw thee, and slept in

love ; for we shall surely live.

'- Elias it was, who was covered with a whirl-

wind ; and Eliseus was filled with his spirit

:

whilst he lived, he was not moved tvit/i the

presence of any prince, neither could any bring
him into subjection. ^^jNo word could over-

come him ; and after his death his body pro-

phesied. '"* He did wonders in liis life, and
at his death were his works marvellous.

^5 For all this the people repented not, neither
departed they from their sins, till they were
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spoiled and carried out of their laud, and were
scattered through all the eartli : yet tliere re-

mained a small people, and a ruler in the house
of David :

"" ofwhom some did that which was
pleasing to God, and some multiplied sins.

^ Ezekias fortified his city, and brought in

water into the midst thereof: he digged tlie

hard rock with iron, and made wells for waters.

'^In his time Sennacherib came up, and sent
Eabsaces, and lifted up his band against Sion,

and boasted proudly. '
' Then trenibled their

bearts and hands, and they were in pain, as

women in travail.
-° But tliey called upon the Lord who is

merciful, ana stretched out their hands toward
him : and immediately the Holy One heard
them out of heaven, and delivered them by the
ministry of Esay. ^i jjg smote the host of the
Assyrians, and his angel destroyed them. 22For
Ezekias had done the thing that pleased the
Lord, and was strong in the ways of David his

father, as Esay the prophet, who was great and
faithful in his vision, had commanded him.
2" in his time the sun went backward, and he
lengthened the king's life. ^4 jjg g^w by an
excellent spirit what should come to pass at

the last, and he comforted them that mourned in

Sion. ^^ He shewed what should come to pass

for ever, and secret things or ever they came.

The remembrance of Josias is like the compo-
sition of the perfume that is made by the art

of the apothecary : it is sweet as honey in all

mouths, and as music at a banquet of wine. ^ He
behaved himself uprightly in the conversion of
the people, and took away the abominations of
iniquity. ^ He directed his heart unto the Lord,
and in the time of the ungodly he established
the worship of God. "* All, except David and
Ezekias and Josias, were defective: for tliey

forsook the law of the most High, even the kings
of Juda failed ; 'for they gave their power unto
others, and their glory to a strange nation.

^ They burnt the chosen city of the sanc-
tuary, and made the streets desolate, according
to the prophecy of Jeremias. 7 For they en-

treated him evil, who nevertheless was a pro-
phet, sanctified in his mother's womb, that he
might root out, and afflict, and destroy; and
that he might build up also, and plant. ^ It

was Ezekiel who saw the glorious vision, which
was shewed him upon the chariot of the cheru-
bim. ^For he made mention of the enemies
under the figure of the rain, and directed them
that went right. ^'^ And of the twelve prophets
let the memorial be blessed, and let their bones
flourish again out of their place : for they com-
forted Jacob, and delivered them by assured
hope. '^How shall we magnify Zorobabel? he
was even as a signet on the right hand :

^^' So was Jesus the son of Josedec : who in
their time builded the house, and set up
holy temple to the Lord, which was prepared
for everlasting glor)'. ^ And among the elect

was Neemias, whose renown is great, who raised
up for us the walls that were fallen, and set up
the gates and the bars, and raised up our ruins
again. ^^ But upon the earth was no man
created like Enoch ; for he was taken from the
earth. ''' Neither was there a man born like unto
Joseph, a governor of his bi'ethren, a stay of
the people, whose bones were regarded of the
Lord. ^"Sem and Seth were in great honour
among men, and so was Adam above every living

tiling in the creation.
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Simon the high priest, the son of Onias, who
in his life repaired the house again, and in his
days fortified the temple :

'^ and by him was
built from the foundation the double neight,
the high fortress of the wall about the temple:
^ in his days the cistern to receive water, being
in compass as the sea, was covered with plates
of brass : * he took care of the temple that it

should not fall, and fortified the city against
besieging :

•^ how was he honoured in the midst
of the people in his coming out of the sanc-
tuary! ^ He was as the morning star in the
midst of a cloud, and as the moon at the full

:

7 as the sun shining upon the temple of the most
High, and as the rainbow giving light in the
bright clouds : ^ and as the flower of roses in
the spring of the year, as lilies by the rivers of
waters, and as the branches of the frankincense
tree in the time ofsummer : ^ as fire and incense
in the censer, and as a vessel of beaten gold set
with all manner of precious stones :

'" and as a
fair olive tree budding forth fruit, and as a
cypress tree which groweth up to the cloude.

'' When he putonthe robe of honour,andwa8
clothed with the perfection of glory, wiien he
went up to the holy altar, he made the garment
of holiness lionourable. ^^ When he took tlie por-

tions out of the priests' hands, he himself stood
by the hearth of the altar, compassed with liis

brethren round about, as a young cedar in Liba-
nus ; and as palm trees compassed they him
roundabout. '-^ So were all the sons of Aaron
in tlieir glory, and the oblations of the Lord in

their hands, before all the congregation of Is-

rael. ^'•And finishing the service at the altar,

that he might adorn the offering of the most
high Almighty, he stretched out his hand to

the cup, and poured of the blood of the gx'ape,

he poured out at the foot of the altar a sweet-

smelling savour unto the most high King of

all.

^••Theu shouted the sons of Aaron, and
sounded the silver trumpets, and made a great

noise to be heard, for a remembrance before

the most High. *'" Tlien all the people together

hasted, and fell down to the earth upon their

faces to worship their Lord God Almighty, the

most High. '«The singers also sang praises

with their voices, with great variety of sounds
was there made sweet melody. ''^And the

people besought the Lord, the most High, by
prayer before him that is merciful, till the

solemnity of the Lord was ended, and they had
finished his service.

2" Then he went down, and lifted up his

hands over the whole congregation of the chil-

dren of Israel, to give the blessing of the Lord
with his lips, and to rejoice in his name. ;iAnd

they bowed themselves down to worship the

second time, that they might receive a blessing

from the most High, ^^ow therefore bless

ye the God of all, which only doeth wondrous
things every where, which exalteth oiir days

from the womb, and dealeth with us according

to his mercy. ^B.e grant us joyfulness of

heart, and that peace may be in our days in

Israel for ever: 24 that he would confirm his

mercy with us, and deliver us at his time

!

-^ There be two manner of nations which
my heart abhorreth, and the third is no nation:
^' they that sit upon the mountain of Samaria,

and they that dwell among the Philistines, and

that foolish people that dwell in Sichem.
27 Jesus the son of Sirach of Jerusalem hath

written in this book the instruction of under-
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etanding and kuowledge, who out of his heart

poui'ed forth wisdom. -^ Blessed is he that

shall be exercised in these t|!iings : and he that

laye*-,h tliem up in his heart shall become
wise. 29_por if he do them, he shall be strong

to all things : for the light of the Lord is his

path.
I will thank thee, Lord and King, and

praise thee, God my Saviour: I do give

praise unto thy name: -for thou art my de-

fender and helper, and hast preserved my body
from destruction, and fi-om the snare of the
slanderous tongue, and from the lips that forge

lies, and hast been mine helper against mine
adversaries :

^ and hast delivered me, according
to the multitude of thy mercies and greatness

of thy name, from the teeth of them that were
ready to devour me, and out of the hands of

such as sought after my life, and from the

manifold afflictions which 1 had ;
* from the

clioking of fire on every side, and from the

midst of the fire which I kindled not ;
^ from

the depth of the belly of hell, from an unclean
tongue, and from lying words.

By an accusation to the king from an un-
righteous tongue my soul drew near even unto
death, my life was near to the hell beneath.
" They compassed me on every side, and there

was no man to help me: I looked for the succour
of men, but there was none. ^ Then thought 1

upon thy mercy, Lord, and upon thy acts of

old, how thou deliverest such as wait for thee,

and savest them out of the hands of the

enemies. ^ Then lifted I up my supplication

from the earth, and prayed for deliverance

from death. '" I called upon the Lord, the

Father of my Lord, that he would not leave

me in the days of my trouble, and in the time
of the proud, when there was no help. " I will

praise thy name continually, and will sing

praise with tiianksgiving ; and so my prayer
was heard: ^^ for thou savedst me from de-

struction, and deliveredst me from the evil time:
therefore will 1 give thanks, and praise thee,

and bless thy name, Lord.
13 When I was yet young, or ever I went

abroad, I desired wisdom openly in my prayer.
'** I prayed for her before the temple, and will

seek her out even to the end. ^^ Even from the
flower till the grape was ripe hath my heart
delighted in her: my foot went the right way,
from my youth up sought I after her. '*' 1

bowed down mine ear a little, a_nd received

her, and gat much learning. ^' I profited

therein, therefore will I ascribe the glory unto
him that giveth me wisdom. ^^ For I pur-

posed to do after her, and earnestly I fol-

lowed that which is good ; so shall I not be
confounded.

^^ My soul hath wrestled with her, and in my
doings I was exact: I stretched forth my hands
to the heaven above,and bewailed my ignorances

of her. '^ I directed my soul unto her, and I

found her in pureness : I have had my heart
joined with her from the beginning, therefore

sliall I not be forsaken, ^i jyfy heart was
troubled in seeking her: therefore have I

gotten a good posses-sion. '^^-^ The Lord hath
given me a tongue for my reward, and I will

praise him therewith.
23 Draw near unto me, ye unlearned, and

dwell in the house of learning. ^4 Wherefore
are ye slow, and what say ye of these things,

seeing your souls are very thirsty? '^' I opened
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EccLEs. LI. 26—Baruch . 11.

my moutli, and said, Buy her for yourselves
without money. 26 p^^ y^^j. ^^^^^ under the
yoke, and let your s©ul receive instruction : she
IS hard at hand to find. 27 Beliold with your
eyes, how that I have had but little labour, and
have gotten unto me much rest. -^ Qq^^ learn-
ing with a great sum of money, and get mucli
gold by her.

29 Let your soul rejoice in hie mercy, and be
not ashamed of his praise, ^o "Work your work
betimes, and in his time he will give you your
reward.

A X.
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And these are the words of the book, which
Baruch the son of Nerias, the son of Maasias,
tlie son of Sedecias, the son of Asadias, the son
of Chelcias, wrote in Babylon, 2 jn the fifth

year, and in the seventh day of the month,
what time as the Chaldeans took Jerusalem,
and burnt it with fire.

' And Baruch did read the words of this

book in the hearing of Jechonias the son of

Joachim king of Juda, and in the ears of all

tlie people that came to hear the book, * and in

the hearing of the nobles, and of the king's

sons, and in the hearing of the elders, and of
all the people, from the lowest unto the highest,

even of all them that dwelt at Babylon by the
river Sud. ^ Whereupon they wept, fasted, and
prayed before the Lord.

^ They made also a collection of money ac-

cording to every man's power :

" and they sent

it to Jerusalem unto Joachim the liigh priest,

the son of Chelcias, son of Salom, and to the

priests, and to all the people which were found
vith him at Jerusalem, ^ at the same time
when he received the vessels of the house of

the Lord, that were carried out of the temple,

to return them into the land of Juda, the tenth

day of ihe month Sivau, namely, silver vessels,

which Sedecias the son of Josias king of Juda
had made, ^ after that Nabuchodonosor king

of Babylon had carried away Jechonias, and
the princes, and the captives, and the mighty
men, and the people of the land, from Jeru-

salem, and brought them unto Babylon.

10 And they said, Behold, we have sent you

money to buy you burnt offerings, and sin

offerings, and incense, and prepare ye manna,
and offer upon the altar of tlie Lord our God ;

11 and pray for the life of Nabuchodonoior
king of Babylon, and for the life of Balthasai

his son. that their days may be upon earth
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the days of heaven :

^^ and the Lord will give

us strength, and lighten our eyes, and we shall

live under the shadow of Nabuchodonosor king

of Babylon, and under the shadow of Balthazar
his son, and we shall serve tliem many days,

and find favour in their sight.

" Pray for us also unto the Lord our Grod,

for we have sinned against the Lord our God
;

and unto this day the fury of the Lord and his

wrath is not turned from us. ^^ And ye shall

read this book which we have sent unto you, to

make confession in the house of the Lord, upon
the feasts and solemn days.

^^ And ye shall say. To the Lord our God
helongeth righteousness, but unto us the con-

fusion of faces, as it is come to pass this day,

unto them of Juda, and to the inhabitants of
Jerusalem, '^and to our kings, and to our prin-

ces, and to our priests, and to our prophets,
and to our fathers: ^' for we have sinned
before the Lord, ^^and disobeyed him, and
have not hearkened unto the voice of the Lord
our God, to walk in the commandments that
he gave us openly: ^^ since the day that tlie

Lord brought our forefathers out of the land
of Egypt, unto this present day, we have been
disobedient unto the Lord our God, and we
have been negligent in not hearing his voice.

"° Wherefore the evils cleaved unto us, and
the curse, which the Lord appointed by Moses
his servant at the time that he broujght our
fathers out of the land of Egypt, to give us a
^nd that floweth with milk and honey, like as
it is to see this day. ^i Nevertheless we have
not hearkened unto tlie voice of the Lord our
God, according unto all the words of the pro-
phets, whom he sent unto us : ^ but every man
followed the imagination of his own wicked
heart, to serve strange gods, and to do evil in
the sight oi the Lord our God.

Therefore the Lord hath made good his
word, which he pronounced against us, and
against our judges that judged Israel, and
against our kings, and against our princes, and
against the men of Israel and Juda, ^to bring
upon us great plagues, such as never happened
under the whole heaven, as it came to pass in
Jerusalem, according to the things that were
written in the law of Moses; ^that a man
Bhould eat the flesh of his own son, and the
flesh of his own daughter. ^ Moreover he hath
delivered them to be in subjection to all the
kingdoms that are round about us, to be as a
reproach and desolation among all the people
round about, where the Lord hath scattered
them.

<* Thus we were cast down, and not exalted,
because we have sinned against the Lord our
God, and have not been obedient unto his
voice.

"To the Lord our God appertaineth right-
eousness : but unto us and to our fathers open
shame, as appeareth this day. 7 For all these
plagues are come upon us, which the Lord hath
pronounced against us. *Yet have we not prayed
before the Lord, that we might turn every one
from the imaginations of his wicked heart.

''Wherefore the Lord watched over us for
evil, and the Lord hath brought it upon us

:

for the Lord is righteous in all his works which
he hath commanded us. '''Yet we have not
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RiEUCH II. 11—29.

hearkened unto his voice, to walk in the com-
mandments of the Lord, that he hath set be-
lore us.

11 And now, Lord God of Israel, that hast
brought thv people out of the land of Egypt
with a mighty hand, and high arm, and with
signs, and with wonders, and with great power,
and hast gotten thyself a name, as appeareth
this day :

i3 q Lord our God, we have sinned,
we have done ungodly, we have dealt unriglit
eously in all thine ordinances.

^^Let thy wrath turn nrom us : for we are but
a few left among the heathen, where thou hast
scattered us.

" Hear our prayer», Lord, and our peti-
tions, and deliver us for thine own sake, and
give us favour in the sight of them which have
led us away :

is tij^t all the earth may know
that thou art the Lord our God, because Israel
and his posterity is called by thy name.

^^ Lord, look down from thine holy house,
and consider us : bow down thine ear, Lord,
to hear us.

''' Open thine eyes, and behold ; for the
dead that are in the graves, whose souls are
taken from their bodies, will give unto the
Lord neither praise nor righteousness :

^^ but
the soul that is greatly vexed, which goeth
stooping and feeble, and the eyes that fail, and
the hungry soul, will give thee praise and
righteousness, Lord.

|9 Therefore we do not make our humble sup-
plication before thee, Lord our God, for the
righteousness of our fathers, and of our kings,
"^ for thou hast sent out thy wrath and indig-
nation upon us, as thouhast spoken by thy ser-

vants the prophets, saying,

'' Thus saith the Lord, Bow down your
shoulders to serve the king of Babylon : so
sliall ye remain in the land that I gave unto
your lathers. 22 ^ut if ye will not hear the
voice of the Lord, to serve the king of Babylon,
23 I will cause to cease out of the cities of Juda,
and from without Jerusalem, the voice of
mirth, and the voice of joy, the voice of the
bridegroom, and the voice of the bride : and
the whole land shall be desolate of inhabitants.
''* But we would not hearken unto thy voice, to

serve the king of Babylon : therefore hast thou
made good the words that thou spakest by thy
servants the prophets, namely, that the bones
of our kings, and the bones of our fathers,

should be taken out of their places.

25 And lo, they are cast out to the heat of the

day, and to the frost of the night, and they
died in great miseries by famine, by sword, and
by pestilence, "^g And the house which is called

by thy name hast thou laid waste, as it is to be

seen this day, for the wickedness of the house
of Israel and the house of Juda.

-" Lord our God, thou hast dealt with us

after all thy goodness, and according to all that

great mercy of thine, ^ as thou spakest by thy

servant Moses in the day when thou didst com-
mand him to write thy law before the children

of Israel, saying,

2^ If ye will not hear my voice, surely this
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very great multitude shall be turned into a

small number among the nations, where 1 will

scatter tilem.
^For I knew that they would not hear me,

because it is a stifFnecked people : but in the

land of their captivities they shall remember
themselves, ^^and shall know that I am the
Lord their Grod: for 1 will give them an heart,

and ears to ear : ^Sand they shall praise me in

the land of their captivity, and think upon my
name, ^ and return from their stiff neck, and
from their wicked deeds : for they sliall re-

member the way of their fathers, which sinned
before the Lord.

^And I will bring them again into the land
which I promised with an oath unto tlieir

fathers, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and tliey

shall be lords of it : and I will increase them,
and they shall not be diminished. *' And I

will make an everlasting covenant with them to
be their God, and they shall be my people: and
I will no more drive my people of Israel out of
the land that I have given tliem.

Lord Almighty, God of Israel, the soul in
anguish, the troubled spirit, crieth unto tbee.
'Hear, Lord, and have mercy; for thou art
merciful : and have pity upon us, because we
have sinned before thee. ^ For tliou endurest
for ever, and we perish utterly.

* Lord Almighty, thou God of Israel, hear
novv• the prayers of the dead Israelitesi, and of
their children, which have sinned before thee,
and not hearkened unto the voice of thee their
God : for tlie which cause these plagues cleave
unto us. ° Remember not the iniquities of our
forefathers: but think upon thy power and
thy name now at this time. ^For tlioxi art
the Lord our God, and thee, Lord, will we
praise.

' And for this cause thou hast put thy fear
in our hearts, to the intent that we should call
upon thy name, and praise thee in our cap-
tivity: for we have called to mind all the
iniquity of our forefathers, that sinned before
thee.

^Behold, we are yet this day in our cap-
tivity, where thou hast scattered us, for a re-
proach and a curse, and to be subject to pay-
ments, according to all the iniquities of our
fathers, which departed from the Lord our
God.

^Hear, Israel, the commandments of life:
give ear to understand wisdom. ^"How hap-
peneth it, Israel, that thou art in thine enemies'
land, that thou art waxen old in a strange
country, tliat thou art defiled with the dead,
'Uhat thou art counted with them that go
down into the grave? >2]^ hast forsaken
the fountain of wisdom. ^^ if thou hadst
walked in the way of God, thou shouldest
have dwelled in peace for ever.

** Learn where is wisdom, where is strength,
where is understanding; that thou mavest
know also where is length of days, and life,- IS the light of the eyes, and peace.
" Who hath found out her place ? or wlio hath
come into her treasures ?

'^ Where are the princes of the heathen,
and such as ruled the beasts upon the earth

;
'' they that had their pastime with the
fowls of the air, and they tliat hoarded up
suver and gold, wherein men trust, and made
no end of their getting? '«For they that
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wrought ill silver, and were so careful, and
whose works are unsearchable, '^ they are van-
ished and gone down to the grave, and others
are come up in their stead.

2" Young men liave seen liglit, and dwelt
upon tlie earth ; but the way of knowledge
liave they not known, 21 nor understood the
paths thereof, nor laid hold of it: their chil-
(1 ren were far off from that way. 22 1^ ^^th not
been heard of in Chanaan, neither hath it
been seen in Theman.

23 The Agarenes that seek wisdom upon earth,
the merchants of Meran and of Theman, tlie
authors of fables, and searchers out of under-
standing ; none of these have known the way
of wisdom, or remembered lier paths.

2•* Israel, how great is the house of God

!

and how large is the place of liis possession!
-^ Great, and hath none end ; high, and un-
measurable. "^ There were the giants famous
from the beginning, tllatvere of so great sta-
ture, and so expert in war. "7 Those did not
the Lord choose, neither gave he the way of
knowledge unto them :

^8 but they were de-
stroyed, because they had no wisdom, and
perished through their own foolishness.

2^ Who hath gone up into heaven, and taken
lier, and brought her down from the clouds?
*' Who hath gone over the sea, and found lier,

and will bring her for pure gold ? ^i "^q ^^
knoweth her way, nor thinketh of her path.

•*""Buthe that knoweth all things knoweth
her, and hath found her out with his under-
standing : he that prepared the earth for
evermore hath filled it with fourfooted beasts :

•"^he that sendeth forth light, and it goeth,
calleth it again, and it obeyeth him with fear.

^' The stars shined in their watches, and re-
joiced : when he calleth them, they say, Here
we be ; and so with cheerfulness they shewed
light unto him that made them.

'' This is our God, and there shall none
other be accounted of in comparison of him.
•'^^He liath found out all the way of knowledge,
and hath given it unto Jacob his servant, and
to Israel his beloved. 3" Afterward did he
shew himself upon earth, and conversed with
men.

This is the book of the commandments of
God, and the law that endureth for ever: all

they that keep it shall come to life ; but such
as leave it shall die. -Turn thee, Jacob,
and take hold of it: walk in the presence of
the light thereof, that thou mayest be illu-

minated. ^ Give not thine honour to another,
nor the things that are profitable unto thee
to a strange nation.

Israel, happy are we: for things that are
pleasing to God are made known unto us. ^ Be
of good cheer, my people, the memorial of I s-

rael. ^Ye were sold to the nations, not for

[your] destruction : but because ye moved
God to wrath, ye were delivered unto the ene-

mies. ' For ye provoked him that made you
by sacrificing unto devils and not to God.
'^ Ye have forgotten the everlasting God, that

brought you up ; and ye have grieved Jcrusii-

lem, that nursed you.

^For when she saw the wrath of God corning

upon you, she said, Hearken, ye that i-w^cu

about Sion: God hath brought uoon iiiO
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great mourning ;
*° for I saw the captivity of

my sons and daughters, which the Everlast-

ing brought upon them. "With joy did I nourish
them ; but sent them away with weeping and
mourning.

^2 Let no man rejoice over me, a widow, and
forsaken of many, who for the sins of my chil-

dren am left desolate ; because they departed
from the law of God. ^They knew not his

statutes, nor walked in the ways of his com-
mandments, nor trod in tlje paths of discipline

ja his righteousness.

'•* Let them that dwell about Sion come, and
remember ye _

the captivity of my sons and
daughters, which the Everlasting hath brought
upon them. ^^For he hath brought a nation
upon them from far, a shameless nation, and of
a strange language, who neither reverenced old
man, nor pitied child, ^^ and they have carried
away the dear beloved children of the widow,
and left her that was alone desolate without
daughters. ^^But what can I help you? ^^ For
he that brought these plagues upon you \yill

deliver you from the hands of your enemies.
^^ Go your way, my children, go your way :

for I am left desolate. ^"I have put off the
clothing of peace, and put upon me the sack-
cloth of my prayer: I will cry unto the Ever-
lasting in my days.

21 Be of good cheer, my children, cry unto
the Lord, and he shall deliver you from tlie

power and hand of the enemies.

22 For my hope is in the Everlasting, that he
wiU save yon : and joy is come unto me from
the Holy One, because of the mercy which
shall soon come unto you from the Everlasting
your Saviour.

23 For I sent you out with mourning and
weeping : but God will give you to me again
with joy and gladness for ever. 24 Like as now
the neighbours of Sion have seen your cap-
tivity : so shall they see shortly your salvation
from yom• God, which shall come upon you
with great glory, and brightness of the Ever-
lasting.

25 My children, suffer patiently the wrath
that is come upon you from God : for thine
enemy hath persecuted thee ; but shortly thou
shalt see his destruction, and shalt tread upon
his neck. 26 ]^jy delicate ones have gone rough
ways, and were taken away as a flock caught of
the enemies.

2" Be of good comfort, my children, and
cry unto God : for ye shall be remembered of
him that brought these things upon you.
'^ For as it was your mind to go astray from
God : so, being returned, seek him ten times
more. 2

' For he that hath brought these plagues
upon you shall bring you everlasting joy again
with your salvation.

20 Take a good heart, Jerusalem : for he
that gave thee that name will comfort thee.
** Miserable are they that afflicted thee, and
rejoiced at thy fall. ^ Miserable are the cities
which thy children served : miserable is she
that received thy sons. ^For as she rejoiced
at thy ruin, and was glad of thy faU: so shall
she be grieved for her own desolation. ^ For I

will take away the rejoicing of her great multi-
tude, and her pride shall be turned into mom-n-
ing. ^ For fire shall come upon her from the
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—

. Jeremy, 3.

Everlasting, long to endure ; and she shall be
inhabited of devils for a great tinie.

2^0 Jerusalem, look about thee toward the
east, and behold the joy that cometh unto
thee from God. ^ Lo, thy sons come, whom
thou sentest away, they come gathered together
from the east to the west by the word of the
Holy One, rejoicing in the glory of God,

Put off, Jerusalem, the garment of thy
mourning and affliction, and put on the come-
liness of the glory that cometh from God for
ever.

2 Cast about thee a double garment of the
righteousness which cometh from God ; and
set a diadem on thine head of the glory of the
Everlasting. ^ j^or God will shew thy briglit-

ness unto every country under heaven. ^For
thy name shall be called of God for ever The
peace of righteousness, and The glory of God's
worship.

^ Arise, Jerusalem, and stand on high, and
look about toward the east, and behold thy
children gathered from tlie west unto the east
by the word of the Holy One, rejoicing in the
remembrance of God. ^For they departed
from thee on foot, and were led away of tlieir

enemies: but God bringeth them unto tliee

exalted with glory, as children of the kingdom.

'For God hath appointed that every high
hill, and banks of long continuance, should be
cast down, and vallies filled up, to make even
the ground, that Israel may go safely in the
glory of God. * Moreover even the woods
and every sweetsmelling tree shall overshadow
Israel by the commandment" of God. ^For
God shall lead Israel with joy in the light of
his glory with the mercy and righteousness
that cometh from him.

unto them which were to be led captives into

Babylon by the king of the Babylonians, to

certify them, as it was commanded him of

God.
2 Because of the sins which ye have committed

before God, ye shall be led away captives into

Babylon by Nabuchodonosor king of the

Babylonians. ^So when ye be come unto
Babylon, ye shall remain there many years, and
for a long season, namely, seven generations

:

and after that I will bring you away peaceably

from tlience.



Epistle of Jeremy, 4—27. 128 2.
* Now shall ye see in Babylon gods of silver,

and of gold, and ofwood, borne upon shoulders,
which cause the nations to fear. * Beware
therefore that ye in no wise be like to strangers,

neither be ye afraid of them, when ye see tlie

multitude before them and behind them, wor-
shipping them, But say ye iij your hearts,

Lord, we must worship thee. ' For mine angel
is with you, and I myself caring for your
souls.

^As for their tongue, it is polished by the
workman, and they themselves are gilded and
laid over with gold ;

yet are they but false, and
cannot speak. ^ And taking gold, as it were for
a virgin that lovetli to go gay, tliey make crowns
for the heads of their gods. '" Sometimes also
the priests convey from their gods gold and
silver, and bestow it upon themselves. "Yea,
they will give thereof to the common harlots,
and deck them as men with garments, [beingj
gods of silver, and gods of gold, and wood.

*2 Yet cannot these gods save themselves
from rust and moths, though they be covered
witli purple raiment. ^^ They wipe their faces

because of the dust of the temple, when there is

much upon them. ^* And he that cannot put
to deatli one that offendeth him lioldetli a
sceptre, as though he were a judge of the
country. ^' He hath also in his ri^ht hand a
dagger and an axe: but cannot deliver himself
from war and thieves. ^^ Whereby they are
known not to be gods: therefore fear them
not.

^" For like as a vessel that a man useth is

nothing worth when it is broken ; even so it is

with their gods : when they be set up in the tem-
ple, their eyes be full of dust through the feet

of them that come in. ^ And as the doors are
made sure on every side upon him that
oifendeth the king, as being committed to
suffer death; even so tlie priests make fast

their temples with doors, with locks, and bars,

lest their gods be spoiled with robbers.

^^They light them candles, yea, more than for

themselves, whereof they cannot see one. 2" They
are as one of the beams of the temple, yet they
say their hearts are gnawed upon by things creep-
ing out of the earth ; and when they eat them
and their clothes, they feel it not. '^ Their
faces are blacked through the smoke that
Cometh out of the temple. ^^ Upon their bodies
Rud heads sit bats, swallows, and birds, and
the cats also. *^By this ye may know that
they are no gods : therefore fear them not.

*• Notwithstanding the gold that is about
them to make tliem beautiful, except they wipe
off the rust, they will not shine : for neither
v/hen they were molten did they feel it. ^ The
things wlierein there is no breath are bought
for a most high price. ^They are borne upon
shoulders, having no feet, whereby they declare
unto Uien that they be nothing worth.

'7 Thry also that serve them are ashamed :

for it they fall to the ground at any time, they
Ciiunot rise up attain of theraseives : neither, if

one f-et them upright, can they move of them-
selv'.'e: neither, if they be bowed down, can
they make themselves straight: but they set

gifts before them, as imto dead men.
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Epistle of Jeremy, 28—53.

2^ As for the tilings that are sacrificed unto
them, theii• priests sell and abuse ; in like
manner their wives lay up part thereof in salt

;

but unto the poor and impotent tliey give
notliing of it. -^ Menstruous women and women
in childbed eat their sacrifices : by tliese things
ye may know that they are no gods : fear them
not. "^"For how can tliey be called gods? be-
cause women set meat before the gods of silver,
gold, and wood. '* And the priests sit in tlieir

temples, having their clothes rent, and their
lieads and beards shaven, and notliing upon
tlieir heads, ^^xi^gy ^Qaj. ^Lwa cry before their
gods, as men do at the feast when one is dead.

^ The priests also take off their garments, and
clothe their wives and children. •*^ Whether it

be evil that one doeth unto them, or good,
they are not able to recompense it : they can
neither set up a king, nor put him down. ^ In
like manner, they can neither give ricties nor
money : though a man make a vow unto them,
and keep it not, they will not require it.

^^ They can save no man from death, neither
deliver the weak from the mighty. '^'' They can-
not restore a blind man to his sight, nor help
any man in his distress. ^^ They can sliew no
mercy to the widow, nor do good to the father•-

less.

^^ Their gods of wood, and which are ovei'laid
with gold and silver, are like the stones that be
hewn out of the mountain : they that worship
them shall be confounded.

^ How should a man then think and say that
they are gods, when even the Chaldeans them-
selves dishonour them? "Who if tliey shall

see one dumb that cannot speak, they bring
liim, and intreat Bel that he may speak, aa

though he were able to understand. ^ Yet
they cannot understand this themselves, and
leave them : for they have no knowledge.

*3 The women also with cords about them,
sitting in the ways, burn bran for perfume:
but if any of them, drawn by some tliat passeth

by, lie with him, she reproachetli her fellow,

that she was not thought as worthy as herself,

nor her cord broken. ** Wliatsoever is done
among them is false : how may it then be
thought or said that they are gods?

*^They are made of carpenters and gold-

smiths : they can be nothing else than the

workmen will have them to be. ""^And they

themselves that made them can never continue

long ; liow should then the things that are

made of them be gods.

*" For they left lies and reproaches to them
that come after. *^ For when there cometh any
war or plague upon them, the priests consult

with themselves, where they may be hidden
with them. '^How then cannot men perceive

that they be no gods, which can neither save

tliemselves from war, nor from plague ? *'For

seeing they be but of wood, and overlaid witli

silver and gold, it shall be known hereafter

that they are false: ^^and it shall manifestly

appear to all nations and kings that they are

no gods, but the works of men's hands, and
that there is no work of God in them.

52Who then may not know that they are no

gods ? ^ For neither can they set up a king in



Epistle of Jeremy, 54—73.

the land, nor give rain unto men. ^ Neither
can they j udge their own cause, nor redress a

wrong, being unable : for they are as crows be-

tween heaven and earth.

^' Whereupon when fire falleth upon the
house of gods of wood, or laid over with gold
or silver, their priests will flee away, and
escape : but they themselves shall be burned
asunder like beams. *^ Moreover they cannot
withstand any king or enemies : how can it

then be thought or said that they be gods?
*' Neither are those gods of wood, and laid

over with silver or gold, able to escape either
from thieves or robbers. ^^ Whose gold, and
silver, and garments wherewith they are
clothed, they that are strong do take, and go
away withal : neither are they able to help
themselves.

'3 Therefore it is better to be a king that
sheweth his power, or else a profitable vessel in
an house, which the owner shall have use of,

than sucli false gods ; or to be a door in an
house, to keep such things safe as be therein,
tlian such false gods ; or a pillar of wood in a
palace, than such false gods.

^^For sun, moon, and stars, being bright, and
sent to do their offices, are obedient. ''^ In like

manner the lightning when it breaketh forth is

easy to be seen: and after the same mann^ the
wind bloweth in every country, ^^^^^(j^ when
God commandeth the clouds to go over the
whole world, they do as they are bidden.
^And the fire sent from above to consume
hills and woods doeth as it is commanded

:

but these are like unto them neither m shew
nor power.

^ Wherefore it is neither to be supposed nor
said that they are gods, seeing they are able
neither to judge causes, nor to do good unto
men. ^^ Knowing therefore that they are no
gods, fear them not.

* For they can neither curse nor bless kings

:

*^ neither can they shew signs in the heavens
among the heathen , nor shine as the sun, nor
give light as the moon. ^^ The beasts are better
than they : for they can get under a covert, and
help themselves. ^^ It is then by no means mani-
fest unto us that they are gods : therefore fear
them not.

'° For as a scarecrow in a garden of cucum-
bers keepeth nothing: so are their gods of wood,
and laid over with silver and gold. ^' And
likewise their gods of wood, and laid over witli
silver and gold, are like to a white thorn in
an orchard, that every bird sitteth upon ; as
also to a dead body, that is cast into the
dark. "^^^^ yg ghall know them to be no
gods by the bright pui-ple that rotteth
upon them : and they themselves afterward
shall be eaten, and shall be a reproach in
the country.

Thbee dwelt a man in Babylon, called

Joacim : ^and he took a wife, wliose name was
Susanna, the daughter of Chelcias, a ver^ fair

woman, and one that feared the Lord. ^Her
parents also were righteous, and taught their

daughter according to the law of Moses.
* Now Joacim was a very rich man, and had a

fair garden joining unto his house ; and to him
resorted the Jews; because he was more
honourable than all others.

^ The same year were appointed two of the

ancients of the people to be judges, such as the

Lord spake of, that wickedness came from
Babylon from ancient judges, who seemed to

govern the people. ^ These kept much at

Joacim's house, and all that had any suits in

law came unto them.

"Now when the people departed away at

noon, Susanna went into her husband's garden
to walk. ^And the two elders saw her going
in every day, and walking ; so that their lust

was inflamed toward her. ^ And they pervert-

ed their own mind, and turned away their eyes,

that they might not look unto heaven, nor re-

member just judgments. •'^And albeit they
both were wounded with her love, yet durst
not one shew another his grief. ''For they
were ashamed to declare their lust, that they
desired to have to do with her. ^ Yet they
watched diligently from day to day to see

her.

the sight of the Lord. *» With that Susanna
cried with a loud voice: and the two elders
cried out against her.

26 gQ -^vlien the servants of the house
heard the cry in the garden, they rushed in at
a private door, to see what was done unto her.
^ But when the elders had declared their
matter, the servants were greatly ashamed

:

for there was never such a report made of
Susanna.

-^ And it came to pass the next day, when
the i)eople were assembled to her husband
Joacim, the two elders came also full of mis-
chievous imagination against Susanna to put
her to death; 29 and said before the people,
Send for Susanna, the daughter of Chelcias,
Joacim's wife. And so they sent, ^o go she
came with Jier father and mother, her childrerij

and all her kindred.

2^ Now Susanna was a very delicate woman,
and beauteous to behold. ^ And these wicked
men commanded to uncover her face (for she
was covered), that they might be filled with her
beauty. -^'^ Therefore her friends and all that
saw her wept.

^ Then the two elders stood up in the midst
of the people, and laid their hands upon her
head. '*^And she weeping looked up toward
heaven : for her heart trusted in the Lord.

36 And the elders said, As we walked in the
garden alone, this woman came in with two
maids, and shut the garden doors, and sent the
maids away. *" Then a young man, who there

*^ Then certain of the people were so forward
herein, that they went to the king, who gave
them licence to do after the ordinances of the
heathen :

^* whereupon they built a place of
exercise at Jerusalem according to tlie customs
of the heathen :

'* and made themselves uncir-
cumcised, and forsook the holy covenant, and
joined themselves to the heathen, and were
sold to do mischief.

** Now when the kingdom was established
before Antiochus, he thought to reign over
Egypt, that he might have the dominion of two
realms. ^^ Wherefore he entered into Egypt
with a great multitude, with chariots, and ele-

pliants, and horsemen, and a great navy, '^ and
made war against Ptolemee king of Egypt : but
Ptolemeewas afraid of liim.andfied; and many
were wounded to death. '^Thus they got the
strong cities in the land of Egypt, and he took
the spoils thereof.

*And. after that Antiochus had smitten
Egypt, he returned again in the hundred forty
and third year, and went up against Israel and
Jerusalem with a great multitude, ^*and enter-
ed proudly into the sanctuary, and took away
the golden altar, and the candlestick of light,

and all the vessels thereof, ^ and the table of the
shewbread, and the pouring vessels, and the
vials, and the censers of gold, and the veil, and
tlie crowns, and the golden ornaments that
were before the temple, all whicli he pulled off.

^ He took also the silver and the gold, and the
precious vessels : also he took the hidden
treasures which he found.

^ And when he had taken all away, he went
into his own land, having made a great
massacre, and spoken very proudly. '-^ There-
fore tliere was great mourning in Israel, in
every place where they were ;

^^ so that the
princes and elders mourned, the virgins and
young men were made feeble, and the beauty
of women was changed. ^^ Every bridegroom
took up lamentation, and she that sat in the
marriage chamber was in heaviness. -^ The
land also was moved for the inliabitants
thereof, and all the house of Jacob was covered
with confusion.

2^ And after two years fully expired, the king
sent his chief collector of tribute \into the
cities of Juda, who came unto Jerusalem with
a great multitude. ^Uand spake peaceable
words unto them, but all was deceit : for when
they had given him credence, he fell suddenly
upon the city, and smote it very sore, and de-
stroyed much people of Israel. "*' And when
he had taken the spoils of the city, he set it on
fire, and pulled down the houses and walls
thereof on every side. ^ But the women and
children took they captive, and possessed the
cattle.

^ Then builded they the city of David with
a great and strong wall, and with mighty
towers, and made it a stronghold for them.
''• And they put therein a sinful nation, wicked
men, and fortified themselves therein. ^ They
stored it also with armour and victuals, and
when they had gathered together the spoils of
Jerusalem, they laid them up there, and so
they became a sore snare :

•*^ for it was a place
to lie in wait against the sanctuary, and an evil

adversary to Israel.
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I. Maccabees, . 37—63.

^ Tims they ehed innocent blood on every
side of tlie sanctuary, and deiiled it: ^inso-
much that tlie inhabitants of Jerusalem fled
because of them : whereupon the city wasmade
an habitation of strangers, and became strange
to those that were born in her; and her own
children left her. ^d jjgj. ganctuary was laid
waste like a wilderness, her feasts were turned
into mourning, her sabbaths into reproach, lier
honour into contempt. ^ As, liad been lier
glory, so was her dishonour increased, and her
excellency was turned into mourning.

*' Moreover king Antiochus wrote to his
whole kingdom, that all should be one people,
•'^ and every one should leave his laws : so all
the heathen agreed according to the command-
ment of tlie king. ** Yea, many also of the
Israelites consented to his religion, and sacri-
iiced unto idols, and profaned the sabbath.

^"'For the king had sent letters by messengers
unto Jerusalem and the cities of Juda, tliat
they should follow the strange laws of tlie

land, ^ and forbid burnt offerings, and sacrifice,
and drink offerings, in the temple ; and tliat
they should profane the sabbaths and festival
days: ^^ and pollute the sanctuary and holy
people :

^^ set up altars, and groves, and chapels
of idols, and sacrifice swine's flesh, and unclean
beasts: ^^that they should also leave their
children uncircumcised, and make their souls
abominable with all manner of uncleanness and
profanation :

*^ to the end they might forget
the law, and change all the ordinances.

^ And wliosoever would not do according to
the commandment of the king, he said, he
should die. °^\n ttie selfsame manner wrote
he to his whole kingdom, and appointed over-
seers over all the people, commanding the
cities ofJuda to sacrifice, city by city.

^2 Then many of the people were gathered
unto them, to wit, every one that forsook the
law ; and so they committed evils in the land ;

*^and drove the Israelites into secret places,

even wheresoever they could flee for succour.

^^Now tlie fifteenth day of the month Casleu,
in the hundred forty and fifth year, they set

up the abomination of desolation upon the
altar, and builded idol altars throughout the
cities of Juda on every side ;

°^ and burnt in-

cense at the doors of their houses, and in the
streets.

^^And wlien they had rent in pieces the
books of the law which they found, they biu-nt

them with fire. ^^ And wheresoever was found
with any the book of the testament, or if any
consented to the law, the king's commandment
was, that they should put him to death. ^^ Thus
did they by their authority unto the Israelites

every month, to as many as were found in the

cities. ^ Now the five and twentieth day of

the month they did sacrifice upon the idol

altar, which was upon the altar of God.

^"At which time according to the command-
ment they put to death certain women, that

had caused their children to be circumcised.

' And they hanged the infants about their

necks, and rifled their houses, and slew them
that had circumcised them. ^ Howbeit many
in Israel were fully resolved and confirmed
in themselves not to eat any unclean thing.

^Wherefore they chose rather to die, that they

might not be defiled with meats, and that they
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might not profane the holy covenant : so therj

they died. ^^ And there was very great wrath
upon Israel.

In those days arose Mattafchias the .?oraof John,
the son of Simeon, a priest of the sonsof Joarib,
from Jerusalem, and dwelt in Modin. ^ And
he had five sons, Joannan, called Caddis

:

* Simon, called Thassi :
* Judas, wlio was called

Maccabeus : ^ Eleazar, called Avaran : and
Jonathan, whose surname was Apphus.

* And when he saw the blasphemies that were
committed in Juda and Jerusalem, ^ he said,

Woe is me ! wherefore was I bom to see this

misery of my people, and of the holy city, and
to dwell there, when it was delivered into the
hand of the enemy, and the sanctuary into the
hand of strangers ?

^ Her temple is become as a man without
glory. ^ Her glorious vessels are carried away
into captivity, her infants are slain in the
streets, her young men with the sword of the
enemy. *° What nation hath not had a part in

her kingdom, and gotten of her spoils ? '^ All
her ornaments are taken away ; of a free woman
she has become a bondslave. '^ And, behold,
our sanctuary, even our beauty and our glory,

is laid waste, and the Gentiles have profaned
it. ^^To what end therefore shall we live any
longer ?

*^Then Mattathias and his sons rent their

clothes, and put on sackcloth, and mourned
very sore.

'•'' In the mean while the king's officers, such
as compelled the people to revolt, came into
the city Modin, to make them sacrifice. ^^And
when many of Israel came unto th em, Mattathias
also and his sous came together.

'"Then answered the king's officers, and said
to Mattathias on this wise. Thou art a ruler, and
an honourable and great man in this city, and
strengthened with sens and brethren: '^uqw
therefore come thou first, and fulfil the king's
commandment, like as all the nations have
done, yea, and the men of Juda also, and such
as remain at Jerusalem : so shalt thou and thy
house be in the number of the king's friends,
and thou and thy children shall be honoured
with silver and gold, and many rewards.

'^Then Mattathias answered and spake with a
loud voice, Thougli all the nations that are
under the king's dominion obey him, and fall

away every one from the religion of their
fathers, and give consent to his command-
ments : ^ yet will I and my sons and my
brethren walk in the covenant of our fathers.
21 God forbid that we should forsake the law
and the ordinances. 22 ^yg will not hearken
to the king's words, to go from our re-

ligion, either on tlie right hand, or the left.

23 Now when he had left speaking these
words, there came one of the Jews in the sight
of all to sacrifice on the altar which was at
Modin, according to the king's commandment.
** Which thing when Matthias saw, he was in-

flamed with zeal, and his reins trembled,
neither could he forbear to shew his anger ac-

cording to judgment : wherefore he ran, and
«lew him upon tlie altar.

"•^Now when the time drew near that

Mattathias should die, he said unto his

sons, Now have pride and rebuke gotten
strength, and the time of destruction, and
tlie wrath of indignation : ^now therefore,

ray sons, he ye zealous for the law, and give

vour lives for the covenant of your fathers.
*' Call to remembrance what acts our fathers

did in their time ; so shall ye receive great

honour and an everlasting name. •'•- Was not
Abraham found faithful in temptation, and
it was imputed unto him for righteousness?
°•^ Joseph in the time of his distress kept the
commandment,and was made lord ofEgypt;
*^ Phinees our father in being zealous and
fervent obtained the covenant of an ever-

lasting priesthood.
°* Jesus for fulfilling the word was made a

judge in Israel. ^6 Caleb for bearing witness
before the congregation received the heritage
of the land. ^^ David for being merciful pos-

sessed the throne of an everlasting kingdom.
''^Elias for being zealous and fervent for the
law was taken up into heaven. ^^ Ananias,
Azarias, and Misael, by believing were saved
out of the flame. * Daniel for his innocency
was delivered from the mouth of lions.
^' And thus consider ye throughout all ages,

tliat none tliat put their trust in him shall

be overcome. ^'- Fear not then the words of

a sinful man : for his glory shall be dung and
worms. ^ To day he shall be lifted up, and
to morrow he shall not be found, because
he is returned into his dust, and his thought
is come to nothing.
" Wherefore, ye my sons, be valiant, and

shew yourselves men in the behalf of the
law : for by it shall ye obtain glory. ^^ And,
behold, I know that your brother Simon is

a man of counsel, give ear unto him alway

:

lie sliall be a father unto you. ^ As for Judas
Maccabeus, he hath been mighty and strong,

even from his youth up : let him be your
captain, and fight the battle of the people.

^" Take also unto you all those that ob-
serve the law, and avenge ye the wrong
of your people. ^Recompense fully the
heathen, and take heed to the command-
ments of the law. ^^ So he blessed tliem, and
was gathered to his fathers. /"And he died
in the hvmdred forty and sixth year, and
his sons buried him in the sepulchres of
his fathers at Modin, and all Israel made
great lamentation for him.

Then his son Judas, called Maccabeus, rose

up in his stead. ^And all his brethren helped
him, and so did all they that held with his

father, and they fought with cheerfulness
the battle of Israel. '^ So he gat his people
great lionour, and put on a breastplate as a
giant, and girt his warlike harness about
him, and he made battles, protecting the
host with his sword.

"• In his acts he was like a lion, and like

a lion's wlielp roaring for his prey. ^For he
pursued the wicked, and sought them out,

and burnt up those that vexed his people.

''Wherefore the wicked shrunk for lear of
him, and all the workers of iniquity were
troubled, because salvation prospered in his

hand.
-" He grieved also many kings, and made
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Jacob glad with his acts, and his memorial
is blessed for ever. ** Moreover he went
through the cities of Juda, destroying the
uugodl.v out of them, and turning away
wrath from Israel :

^ so that he was renowned
unto the utmost part of the earth, and he
received unto him such as were ready to
perish.

^^ Then Apollonius gathered the Gentiles
together, and a great host out of Samaria, to
fight against Israel. '* Which thing when
Judas perceived, he went forth to meet
him, and so he smote him, and slew him

:

many also fell down slain, but the rest fled.
^- Wherefore Judas took their spoils, and
Apollonius' sword also, and therewith he
fought all his life long.

'3 Now when Seron, a prince of the army
of Sjria, heard say that Judas had gathered
unto him a multitude and company of the
faitliful to go out with him to war; *
said, I will get me a name and honour in the
kingdom ; for 1 will go fight with Judas and
them that are with him, who despise the
king's commandment. '* So he made him
ready to go up, and there went with him a

mighty host of the ungodly to help him, and
to be avenged of the children of Israel.

*^ And when he came near to the going
up of Bethhoron, Judas went forth to m^et
him with a small company :

''' wlio, wlien

tliey saw the host coming to meet lliem,

said unto Judas, How shall we be able, being
so few, to fight against so great a multitude
and so strong, seeing we are ready to faint

with fasting all this day ? ^^ Unto whom
Judas answered, It is no hard matter for

many to be shut up in the hands of a few
;

and with the God 0/ heaven it is all one, to

deliver with a great multitude, or a small

company ; ^'^ for the victory of battle

standeth not in the multitude of an ho:*t

;

but strength cometh from heaven. 20 lliey

come against us in much pride and iniquity

to destroy us, and our wives and children,

and to spoil us :
^J but we fight for our lives

and our laws. 22 Wherefore the Lord liim-

self will overthrow them before our face

:

and as for you, be ye not afraid of them.

« Now as soon as he had left ofi" speaking,

he leaped suddenly upon them, and so Sei;on

and his host were overthrown before liim.

*» And they pursued them from the going

down of Bethhoron unto the plain, where

were slain about eight hundred men of

them; and the residue fled into the land

of the Philistines. 20 Then began tlie fear

of Judas and his brethren, and exceeding

great dread, to fall upon the nations round

about them: =* insomuch as his fame came

unto the king, and all nations talked ot tlie

battles of Judas.
27 Now when king Antiochus heard these

things, he was full of indignation :
where-

fore he sent and gathered together all tlie

forces of his realm, even a very strong army.

28 He opened also his treasure, and gave his

soldiers pay for a year, commanding them to

be ready whensoever he should need tliem,

2^ Nevertheless, when he saw that the

money of his treasures failed, and that the

tributes in the country were small, because

of the dissension and plague, which ne liad

brought upon the laud in taking away the
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lawe which had been of old time ; ^ he
feared that he should not be able to bear
the charges any longer, nor to have such
?;ift8 to giye so liberally as he did before

:

or he had abounded ahove the kings that
were before him.

31 Wherefore, being greatly perplexed in

his mind, he determined to go into Persia,

there to take the tributes of the countries,

and to gather much money. ^ So he left

Lysias, a nobleman, and one of the blood
royal, to oversee the affairs of the king from
the river Euphrates unto the borders of
Egypt : 33 and to bring up his son Antiochus,
until he came again.

** Moreover he delivered unto him the
half of his forces, and the elephants, and
gave him charge of all things that he would
have done, as also concerning them that
dwelt in Juda and Jerusalem ; ^ to wit, tliat

he should send an army against them, to

destroy and root out the strength of Israel,

and the remnant of Jerusalem, and to take
away their memorial from that place •,

^^ and
that he should place strangers in all their

quarters, and divide their land by lot. ^' So
the king took the half of the forces that
remained, and departed from Antioch, his

royal city, the hundred forty and seventh
year; and he passed the river Eiiphrates,

and went through the high countries.
^ Then Lysias chose Ptolemee the son of

Dorymenes, and Nicanor, and Gorgias,
mighty men of the king's friends :

^^ and
with them he sent forty thousand footmen,
and seven thousand horsemen, to go into
the land of Juda, and to destroy it, as the
king commanded. ^° So they went forth
with all their power, and came and pitched
by Emmaus in the plain country.

^' And the merchants of the country,
hearing the fame of them, took silver and
gold very much, with servants, and came
into the camp to buy the children of Israel

for slaves : a power also of Syria and of the
land of the Philistines joined themselves
unto them.
^ Now when Judas and his brethren saw

that miseries were multiplied, and that the
forces did encamp themselves in their bor-
ders ; for they knew how the king had given
commandment to destroy the people, and
utterly abolish them ; ^ they said one to
another. Let us restore the decayed estate
of our people, and let us fight for our people
and the sanctuary.
" Then the congregation gathered to-

gether, that they might be ready for battle,

and that they might pray, and ask mercy
and compassion.
^ Now Jerusalem was laid void as a wil-

derness, there was none of her children that
went in or out: the sanctuary also was
trodden down, and aliens kept the strong
hold ; the heathen had their habitation in
that place ; and joy was taken from Jacob,
and the pipe with the harp ceased. ^Where-
fore the Israelites assembled themselves
together, and came to Maspha, over against
Jerusalem ; for in Maspha was the place
where they prayed aforetime in Israel.

*' Then they fasted that day, and put on
sackcloth, and cast ashes upon their heads,
and rent their clothes, "^^and laid open the
book of the law, wherein the heathen had
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sought to paint the likeness of their images.
•*^ They brought also the priest's garments,

and the firstfruits, and the tithes : and the

Nazarites they stirred up, who had accom-
plished their days.

^^ Then cried they with a loud voice to-

ward heaven, saying, AVhat shall we do with

these, and vhither shall we carry them
away? ^^ For thy sanctuary is trodden

down and profaned, and thy priests are in
heaviness, and brought low. "- And, lo, the
heathen are assembled together against us
to destroy us: what things they imagine
against us, thou knowest. ^' How shall we
be able to stand against them, except thou,

God, be our help ? ^ Then sounded they
with trumpets, and cried with a loud voice.

^^ And alter this Judas ordained captains
over the people^ even captains over thou-
sands, and over hundreds, and over fifties,

and over tens. ^ But as for such as were
building houses, 9r had betrothed wives, or
were planting vineyards, or were fearful,

those he commanded that they should re-

turn, every man to his own house, according
to the law.

^' So tlie camp removed, and pitched upon
the south side of Emmaus. '^And Judas
said, Arm yourselves, and be valiant men,
and see that ye be in readiness against the
morning, that ye may fight with these
nations, that are assembled together against
us to destroy us and our sanctuary :

^^ for

it is better for us to die in battle, than to

behold the calamities of our people and our
sanctuary. *• Nevertheless, as the will of
God is in heaven, so let him do.

Then took Gorgias five thousand footmen,
and a thousand of the best horsemen, and
removed out of the camp by night ;

^ to the
end he might rush in upon the camp of the
Jews, and smite them suddenly. And the
men of the fortress were his guides. ^ IN ow
when Judas heard thereof, he himself re-

moved, and the valiant men with him, that
he might smite the king's army which was
at Emmaus, '* while as yet the forces were
dispersed from the camp.

" In the mean season came Gorgias by
night into the camp of Judas : and when he
found no man there, he sought them in the
mountains : for he said, These fellows flee

from us.

*But as soon as it was day, Judas shewed
himself in the plain with three thousand
men, who nevertheless had neither armour
nor swords to their minds. ^ And they saw
the camp of the heathen, that it was strong
and well harnessed, and compassed round
about with horsemen ; and these were ex-

pert of war.
8 Then said Judas to the men that were

with him, Fear ye not their multitude,
neither be ye afraid of their assault. ^ Re-
member how our fathers were delivered in
the Red sea, when Pharaoh pursued them
with an army. •" li ow therefore let us cry

28 ^,^(i when they saw the sanctuary
desolate, and the altar profaned, and the
gates burned up, and shrubs growing in the
courts as in a forest, or in one of the moun-
tains, yea, and the priests' chambers pulled
down; ^^they rent their clotlies, and made
great lamentation, and cast ashes upon
their heads, *^and fell down flat to tlie

ground upon their faces, and blew an
alarm with the trumpets, and cried toward
heaven.

^^ riien Judas appointed certain men to
fight against those that were in the for-
tress, until he had cleansed the sanctuary.
^2 iSo he chose priests of blameless conversa-
tion, such as had pleasure in tlie law

:

'^ who cleansed the sanctuary, and bare out
the defiled stones into an unclean place.
^^ And wlien as they consulted what to do
with the altar of burnt offerings, which
was profaned ;

^ they thought it best to
pull it down, lest it should be a reproach
to theiu, because the heathen had defiled
it : wherefore they pulled it down, ^ and
laid up the stones in the mountain of the
temple in a convenient place, until tliere

shoiild come a prophet to shew what should
be done with them.

*'' Then they took whole stones accordin<?
to the law, and built a new altar according
to the former ;

'*f
and made up the sanc-

tuary, and the things that were within tlie

temple, and hallowed the courts. ""'They
made also new holy vessels, and into the
temple they brought the candlestick, and
the altar of incense, and the table.

^°And upon the altar they burned in-

cense, and the lamps that were upon the
candlestick they lighted, that they might
give light in the temple. ^' Furthermore
they set the loaves upon the table, and
spread out tlie veils, and finished all the
works which they had begun to make.

*^ Now on the five and twentietli day of

the ninth month, which is called the month
Casleu, in the hundred forty and eighth
year, they rose up betimes in the morning,
^^and ottered sacrifice according to the law
upon the new altar of burnt offerings, which
they had made. ^ At what time and day
the heathen had profaned it, even in that
was it dedicated with songs, and citlierns,

and harps, and cymbals. ^'' Then all the
people fell upon their faces, worshipping
and praising the God of heaven, who had
given them good success.
^ And so they kept the dedication of the

altar eight days, and offered burnt offerings

with gladness, and sacrificed the sacrifice of
deliverance and praise. *' They decked also

the forefront of the temple with crowns of

gold and with shields ; and the gates and
the chambers they renewed, and hanged
doors upon them. ^^ Thus was there very
great gladness among the people, for that
the reproach of the heathen was put away.

*^ Moreover Judas and his brethren with
the whole congregation of Israei ordained,
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that the days of the dedication of the altar

ebould be kept in their season from year
to year by the space of eight days, from the
five and twentieth day of the month Casleu,
with mirth and gladness. ^At that time
also they builded up the mount Sion with
high walls and strong towers round about,
lest the Gentiles should come and tread it

down, as they had done before. ^^ And they
set there a garrison to keep it, and fortified

Betlisura to preserve it; that tlie people
might have a defence against Idumea.
Now when the nations round about heard

that the altar was built, and the sanctuary
renewed as before, it displeased them very
much. 2 Wherefore they thought to destroy
the generation of Jacob that was among
them, and thereupon they began to slay

and destroy the people.
' Then Judas fought against the children

of Esau in Idumea at Acrabattine, because
they besieged Israel: and he gave them a
great overthrow, and abated their courage,
and took their spoils. " he remem-
bered the injury of the children of Bsean,
wlio had been a snare and an offence unto
the people, in that they lay in wait for them
in tlie ways. ° He shut them up therefore
in tlie towers, and encamped against them,
and destroyed them utterly, and burned
the towers of that place with fire, and all

tliat were therein.
^ Afterward he passed over to the children

of Ammon, where he found a mighty power,
and much people, with Timotheus their
captain. '' So he fought many battles with
them, till at length they were discomfited
before him ; and he smote them. ^ And
whe-n he had taken Jazer, with the towns
belonging thereto, he returned into Judea.

'' Then the heathen that were at Galaad
assembled themselves together against the
Israelites that were in their quarters, to
destroy them : but they fled to tlie fortress

of Dathema, ^^ and sent letters unto Judas
and his brethren, saying, The heathen that
are round about us are assembled togetlier

against us to destroy us :
" and they are pre-

paring to come and take the fortress where-
unto we are fled, Timotheus being captain
of their host.
^^Come now therefore, and deliver us

from their hands, for many of us are slain

:

^3 yea, all our brethren that were in the
places of Tobie are put to death: tlieir

wives and their children also they have
carried away captives, and borne away their
stuff; and they have destroyed there about
a tliousand men.

** While these letters were yet being read,
behold, there came other messengers from
Galilee with

_
their clothes rent, who re-

ported on this wise, '* saying that they of
Ptolemais, and of Tyrus, and Sidon, and all

Galilee of the Gentiles, were assembled
together against them to consume us.

'^ Now when Judas and the people heard
these words, there assembled a great con-
gregation together, to consult what they
should do for their brethren, that were in

trouble, and assaulted of them. ^^ Then
said Judas unto Simon his brother, Choose
thee out men, and go and deliver thy breth-
ren that are in Galilee, for I and Jonathan
my brother will go into the country of

All the heathen that be round abo t us are
assembled unto them, even a very great host.
39 He hath also hired the Arabians to help
them, and they have pitched their tents
beyond the brook, ready to come and fight
against thee. Upon this Judas Avent to
meet them.

"' Then Tiraotheus said unto the captains
of his liost, When Judas and his host come
near the brook, if he pass over first unto us,
we shall not be able to withstand him ; for
he will mightily prevail against us :

^* but if

lie be afraid, and canap beyond the river, we
shall go over unto him, and prevail against
him.

•2 Now when Judas came near the brook,
he caused the scribes of the people to remain
by the brook : unto whom he gave command-
ment, saying, Suffer no man to remain in
the camp, but let all come to the battle.
*3 So he went first over unto them, and all

the people after him : then all the neathen,
being discomfited before him, cast away
their weapons, and fled unto the temple
that was at Carnaim. ** But they took the
city, and burned the temple with all that
were therein. Thus was Carnaim subdued,
neither could they stand any longer before
Judas.

'^ Then Judas gathered together all the
Israelites that were in the country of Galaad,
from the least unto the greatest, even their
wives, and their children, and their stuff, a
very great host, to the end they might come
into the land of Judea. ** Now when they
came unto Ephron (this was a great city in
the way as they should go, very well forti-

fied) they could not turn from it, either on
the right hand or the left, but must needs
pass through the midst of it. •*7 Then they
of the city shut them out, and stopped up
the gates with stones. *^ Whereupon Judas
sent unto them in peaceable manner, saying.
Let us pass through your land to go into
our own country, aud none shall do you
any hurt; we will only pass through on
foot : howbeit they would not open unto
him.

*^ Wherefore Judas commanded a procla-
mation to be made throughout the host,
that every man should pitch his tent in
the place where he was. ^ So the soldiers
pitched, and assaulted the city all that day
and all that night, till at the length the city
was delivered into his hanJs: *^who then
slew all *^he males with the edge of the
sword, aiivi rased the city, and took the
spoils thereof, and passed through the city
over them tliat were slain.

*- After tliis went tliey over Jordan into
the great plain before Bethsan. « And
Judas gathered together those that came
behind, and exhorted the people all the way
through, till they came into the land of
Judea, *• So they went up to mount Sion
with joy and gladness, where they offered
burnt offerings, because not one of them
was slain until they had returned in
peace.

*° Now what time as Judas and Jonatlian
were in the land of Galaad, and Simon
his brother in Galilee before Ptolemais,
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•^ Joseph the« of Zacharias, and Azarias,
captains of the garrisons, heard of the valiant
acts and warhke deeds which they had done.
"' VV herefore they said, Let us also get us
a name, and go fight against the heatlien
that are round about us.

*** So vllen they had given charge unto the
garrison that was with them, they went
toward Jamnia. *9 Then came Gorgias and
his men out of the city to fight against them.
•^'And so it was, that Joseph and Azarias
were put to flight, and pursued unto the
borders of Judea: and there were slain that
day of the people of Israel about two thou-
sand men. 6' Thus was there a great over-
throw among the children of Israel, because
they were not obedient unto Judas and bia
brethren, but thought to do some valiant
act. ® Moreover these men came not of
the seed of those, by whose hand deliverance
was given unto Israel. « Howbeit the man
Judas and his brethren were greatly re-
nowned in the sight of all Israel, and of all
the heathen, wheresoever their name was
heard of: ^* insomuch as the people assem-
bled unto them with joyful acclamations.
® Afterward went Judas forth with hie

brethren, and fought against the children
of Esau in the land toward the south, where
he smote Hebron, and the towns thereof
and pulled down the fortress of it, ana
burned the towers thereof round about.
^ From thence he removed to go into the
land of the Philistines, and passed through
Samaria.

^^ At that time certain priests, desirous
to shew their valour, were slain in battle,
for that they went out to fight unadvisedly.
^ So Judas turned to Azotus in the land
of the Philistines, and when he had pulled
down their altars, and burned their carved
images with fire, and spoiled their cities, he
returned into the land of Judea.
About that time king Antiochus travelling

through the high countries heard say, that
Elymais in the coxmtry of Persia was a city
greatly renowned for riches, silver, and gold

;

- and that there was in it a very rich temple,
wherein were coverings of gold, and breast-
plates, and shields, which Alexander, son of
Philip, the Macedonian king, who reigned
first among the Grecians, had left there:
^ wherefore he came and sought to take the
city, and to spoil it ; but he was not able,
because they of the city, having had warning
thereof, "* rose up against him in battle : so
he fled, and departed thence with great
heaviness, and returned to Babylon.

* Moreover there came one who brouglit
him tidings into Persia, that tlie armies,
which went against the land of Judea, were
put to flight : ^and that Lysias, who went
forth first with a great power, was driven
away of the Jews ; and that they were made
strong by the armour, and power, and store

of spoils, which they had gotten of the
armies, whom they had destroyed: "also

that they had pulled down the abomina-
tion, which he had set up upon the altar

in Jerusalem, and that they had compassed
about the sanctuary with high walls, as

before, and his city Bethsura.
^ Now wlien the king heard these words,

he was astonished and sore moved : where-
upon lie laid him down upon his bed, and
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fell sick for grief, because it had not be-

fallen him as he looked for. '^ And there

he continued many days: for his grief was
ever more and more, and he made account
that lie should die. '° Wherefore he called

for all his friends, and said unto them, The
sleep is gone from mine eyes, and my heart
faileth for very care. *^ And I thought with
myself. Into what tribulation am I come,
and how great a flood of misery is it wherein
now I am! for I was bountiful and beloved
in my power. '^ But now I remember the

evils that I did at Jerusalem, and that I

took all the vessels of gold and silver that

were therein, and sent to destroy the in-

habitants of Judea without a cause. ^-^

perceive therefore that for this cause these

troubles are come upon me, and, behold, I

perish tlirough great grief in a strange land.
^^ Then called he for Philip, one of his

friends, whom he made ruler over aU his

realm. *^ And gave him the crown, and his

robe, and his signet, to the end he should
bring up his son Antiochus, and nourish
him up for the kingdom. ^^ So king Anti-
ochus died there in the hundred forty and
ninth year. '^ Now wlien Lysias knew that

the king was dead, he set up Antiochus his

son, whom he had brouglit up being young,
to reign in his stead, and his name he called

Eupator.
^^ About this time they that were in the

tower shut up the Israelites round about
the sanctuary, and soiiglit always their hurt,

and the strengthening of the heathen.
^

' VVherefore Judas, purposing to destroy
them, called all the people together to be-

siege them. * So they came together, and
besieged them in the hundred and fiftieth

year, and he made mounts for shot against

them, and otlier engines. ,

2^ Howbeit certain of them that were be-

sieged got forth, unto whom some ungodly
men of Israel joined themselves :

'^ and they
went unto the king, and said, How long
will it be ere thou execute judgment, and
avenge our brethren? ^3^^ have been
willing to serve thy father, and to do as he
would have us, and to obey his command-
ments ; 2^for which cause they of our nation
besiege the tower, and are alienated from
us: moreover as many of us as they could
light on they slew, and spoiled our inherit-

ance.
'^ Neither have they stretched out their

hand against us only, but also against aU
their borders. -* And, behold, this day are
they besieging the tower at Jerusalem, to

take it: the sanctuary also and Bethsura
have they fortified. 2" Wherefore if thou dost
not prevent them quickly, they will do
greater things than these, neither shalt thou
be able to rule them.

-8 Now when the king heard this, he was
angry, and gathered together all his friends,

and the captains of his army, and those that
had charge of the horse. -'' There came also

unto him from otlier kingdoms, and from
isles of the sea, bands of hired soldiers.
3" So that the number of his army was an
hundred thousand footmen, and twenty
thousand horsemen, and two and thirty

set there artillery witli engines and instru-
ments to cast fire and stones, and pieces to
cast darts and slings. ^'' Whei-eupon they
also made engines against their engines, and
held them battle a long season. ^ Yet at the
last, their yessels being without victuals,
(for that it was the seventh year, and they
in Judea, that were delivered from the
Gentiles, had eaten up the residue of the
store;) ** there were but a few left in the
anctuary, because the famine did so prevail
against them, that they were fain to disperse
themselves, every man to his own place.

^At that time Lysias heard say, that
Philip, whom Antiochus the king, whiles he
lived, had appointed to bring up his son
Antiochus, that he might be king, ^ was re-

turned out of Persia and Media, and the
king's host also that went with him, and
tliat he sought to take unto him the
riiling of aflfairs. ^' Wherefore he went in all

haste, and said to the king and the captains
of the host and the company. We decay
dauy, and our victuals are but small, and
the place we lay siege unto is strong, and
the affairs of the kingdom lie upon us : •^^now
therefore let us be friends with these men,
and make peace with them, and with all

their nation ;
^^ and covenant with them,

that they shall live after their laws, as they
did before : for they are therefore displeased,
and have done all these things, because we
abolished their laws.

®' So thie king and tlie princes were con-
tent : wherefore he sent unto them to make
peace ; and they accepted thereof. ^' Also
the king and the princes made an oath nnto
them : whereupon they went out of tlie

strong hold. ^'^Then the king entered into
mount Sion : but wlien he saw the strength
of the place, he brake his oath that he had
made, and gave commandment to pull down
the wall round about. ®Afterward departed
he in all haste, and returned unto Antio-
chia, where he found Philip to be master of
the city : so he fought against him, and took
the city by force.
In the hundred and one and fiftieth year

Demetrius the son of iSeleucus departed
from Rome, and came up with a few men
unto a city of the sea coast, and reigned
there.

2 And as he entered into the palace of his
ancestors, so it was, that his forces had
taken Antiochus and Lysias, to bring them
vmto him. ^Wherefore, when he knew it,

he said, Let me not see their faces. '* So his
host slew them. Now when Demetrius was
set upon the throne of his kingdom, ^ there
came unto him all the wicked and ungodly
men of Israel, having Alcimus, who was
desirous to be high priest, for their captain

:

*and they accused the people to the king,
saying, Judas and liis brethren have slain
all thy friends, and driven us out of our
own land. '' Now therefore send some man
whom thou trstest, and let him go and see
what havock he hath made among us, and
in the king's land, and let him punish them
with all them that aid them.
^Then ths king chose Bacchides, a friend

of the king, who ruled beyond the river,
and was a great man in the kingdom, and
faithful to the king. ^And him he sent
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with that wicked Alcimus, whom lie made
high priest, and commanded that he should
take vengeance of the children of Israel.
*" So they departed, and came with a great
power into the land of Juda, where tliey
sent messengers to Judas and his brethren
witli peaceable words deceitfully. " But
they gave no heed to their words; for they
saw that they were come with great pow er.

12 Then did there assemble unto Alcimus
and Bacchides a company of scribes, to re-
quire justice. ^^ ^^^ ^jjg Assideans were
the first among the children of Israel that
sought peace of them: '*for said they, Que
that is a priest of tlie seed of Aaron is come
with this army, and he will do us no wrong.
'* So he spake unto I hem peaceably, and
sware unto them, saying, We will procure
the harm neither of you nor your friends.
^^ Whereupon they believed him: howbeit
he took of them threescore men, and slew
them in one day, according to the words
which he wrote, ^''The flesh of thy saints
have they cast out, and their blood have
they shed round about Jerusalem, and there
was none to bm-y them. ^'^ Wherefore the
fear and dread of them fell upon all the
people, who said, There is neither truth nor
righteousness in them ; for they have broken
the covenant and oath that they made.

^^ After this removed Bacchides from
Jerusalem, and pitched his tents \n Bezeth,
where he sent and took many of the men
that had forsaken him, and certain of the
people also, and when he had slain them, he
cast them into the great pit. "^^Thew com-
mitted he the country to Alcimus, and left

with him a power to aid him : so Bacchides
went to the king. -' But Alcimus conteiK led
for the high priesthood, ^2^^^ unto liim
resorted all such as troubled the people,
who, after they had gotten the land of
Juda into their power, did mucii hurt in
Israel.
^ Now when Judas saw all the mischief

that Alcimus and his company had clone
among the Israelites, even above the hea-
then, '^'* he went out into all the coasts of
Judea round about, and took vengeance of
them that had revolted from him, so that
they durst no more go forth into the country.

^ On the otlier side, when Alcimus saw
that Judas and his company had gotten the
upper hand, and knew that he was not able

to abide their force, he went again to the
king, and said evil things against tliem.

"^ Then the king sent Nicanor, one of his

honourable princes, a man that bare deadly
hate unto Israel, with commandment to

destroy the people. '^ So Nicanor came to

Jerusalem with a great force : and sent unto
Judas and his brethren deceitfully with
friendly words, saying, '^'* Let there be no
battle Detween me and you ; 1 will come
with a few men, that I may see you in peace.
-9 He came therefore to Judas, and they

saluted one another peaceably. Howbeit
the enemies were prepared to take away
Judas by violence, ^o Which thing after it

was known to Judas, to tvit, that he came
unto him with deceit, he was sore afraid of

him, and would see his face no more.
3' Nicanor also, when he saw that hie

was risen up instead of his brother Jona
thau, and meant to join battle with him,
he sent messengers unto him, saying,
^' Whereas we have Jonathan tliy brother
in hold, it is for money that he is owing
unto the king's treasure, concerning the
business that was committed unto liim.

'•"Wherefore now send an hundred talents
of silver, and two of his sous for hostages,
that when he is at liberty he may not revolt
from us, and we will let him go.

''' Hereupon Simon, albeit he perceived
that they spake deceitfully unto him, yet
sent he the money and the children, lest
peradventure he should procure to himself
great hatred of the people :

'^ wlio might
have said, Because I sent him not the
money and the children, therefore is Jona-
than dead. ^ So he sent them the cliildren
and the hundred talents: howbeit Tryphon
dissembled, neither would he let Jona-
than go.

2" And after this came Tryphon to invade
the land, and destroy it, going round about
by the way that leadeth unto Adora : but
Simon and his host marched against him in
every place, wheresoever iie went.

2^ Now they that were in the tower sent
messengers unto Tryphon, to tlie end that
he should hasten his coming unto them by
the wilderness, and send them victuals.
2"^ Wherefore Tryphon made ready all his
horsemen to come that night: but there
fell a very gi'eat snow, by reason whereof
he came not. So he departed, and came
into the country of Galaad. ^3 }^^^ wheu
he came near to Bascama, he slew Jona-
than, who was buried there. ^ After-
ward Tryphon returned and went into his
own land.
^ Then sent Simon, and took tlie bones of

Jonathan his brother, and buried them in
Modin, the city of his fathers. ^^And all

Israel made great lamentation for him, and
bewailed him many days.

2'' Simon also built a monument upon the
sepulchre of his father and his brethren,
and raised it aloft to the sight, with hewn
stone behind and before. ^^ Moreover he
set up seven pyramids, one against another,
for his father, and his mother, and his four
brethren. 29^ in these he made cunning
devices, about the which he set great pillars,

and upon the pillars he made all their

armour for a perpetual memory, and by the
armour ships carved, that they might be
seen of all that sail on the sea. -^ This is

tlie sepulchre which lie made at Modin,
and it standeth yet unto this day.

31 Now Tryphon dealt deceitfully witli the
young king Antiochus, and slew liim. ^And
he reigned in his stead, and crowned him-
self king of Asia, and brought a great
calamity upon the land.

33 Then Simon built up the strong holds
in Judea, and fenced them about with high
towers, and great walls, and gates, and bars,

and laid up victuals therein. ^4 Moreover
Simon chose men, and sent to king Deme-
trius, to the end he should give the laiid

an immunity, because all that Tryphon did
was to spoil.

•^ Unto whom king Demetrius answered
and wrote after this manner : ^ King De-
metrius unto Simon the high priest, and
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friend of kings, as also unto the elders and
nation of the Jews, sendeth greeting: ^/'J'he

golden crown, and the scarlet robe, which
}'e sent unto us, we have received : and we
are ready to make a stedfast peace with you,
yea, and to write unto our officers, to con-
tirin tlie immunities which we have granted.
'^ And whatsoever covenants we have made
with you shall stand; and the strong
holds, wliich ye have builded, shall be your
own. ^'-^ As for any oversight or fault com-
mitted unto this day, we forgive it, and the
crown tax also, which ye owe us : and if

there were any otlier tribute paid in Jeru-
salem, it shall no more be paid. '*'^And look
who are meet among you to be in our court,
let them be enrolled, and let there be peace
betwixt us.

^' Jlius the yoke of the heathen was taken
away from Israel in the hundred and seven-
tieth year. ^^ Then the people of Israel began
to write in their instruments and contracts,
In the first year of Simon the high priest,

the governor and leader of the Jews.
^ In those days Simon camped against

Gaza, and besieged it round about ; he made
also an engine of war, and set it by the city,

and battered a certain tower, and took it.

^ And they that were in the engine leaped
into the city ; whereupon there was a great
uproar in the city :

'*^ insomuch as tlie people
of the city rent their clothes, and climbed
upon the walls with their wives and chil-

dren, and cried with a loud voice, beseech,
ing Simon to grant them peace. '*^ And
they said. Deal not witli us according to our
wickedness, but according to thy mercy.

'*'^ So Simon was appeased toward them,
and fought no more against them, but put
them out of the city, and cleansed the houses
wherein the idols were, and so entered into
it with songs and thanksgiving. ^ Yea, he
put all uncleanness out of it, and placed
such men there as would keep the law, and
made it stronger than it was before, and
built therein a dwelling place for himself.

^^ They also of the tower in Jerusalem
were kept so strait, that they could neither
come forth, nor go into the country, nor
buy, nor sell : wherefore they were in great
distress for want of victuals, and a great
number of them perished througli famine.
^Then cried they to Simon, beseeching him
to be at one with them : which thing he
gviinted them ; and when he had put them
out from thence, he cleansed the tower from
pollutions ;

*' and entered into it the three
and twentieth day of the second month, in
the hundred seventy and first year, with
thanksgiving, and branches of palm trees,

and with harps, and cymbals, and with viols,

and hymns, and songs : because there was
destroyed a great enemy out of Israel.

^2 He ordained also that that day should
be kept every year with gladness. Moreover
the hill of the temple that was by the tower
he made stronger than it was, and there he
dwelt himself with his company. "^J^^fj

when Simon saw that John his son was
a valiant man, he made him captain of all

the hosts ; and he dwelt in Grazara.

Now in the hundred threescore and
twelfth year king Demetrius gathered his
forces together, and went into Media, to
get him help to figlit against Tryphon.

-But wlien Arsaces, the king of Persia
and Media, heard that Demetrius was en-
tered within his borders, he sent one of his
princes to take him alive: ^who went and
smote the host of Demetrius, and took him,
and brought him to Arsaces, by whom he
was put in ward.

'' As for the land of Judea, that was quiet
all the days of Simon ; for he sought the
good of his nation in such wise, as that ever-
more his authority and honour pleased
them well. "And as he was honourable in
all his acts, so in this, that he took Joppe
for an haven, and made an entrance to the
isles of the sea, *' and enlarged the bounds
of his nation, and recovered the country,
7 and gathered together a great number of
captives, and had the dominion of Gazara,
and Bethsura, and the tower, out of the
which he took all uncleanness, neither was
there any that resisted him.
'^Then did they till their ground in peace,

and the earth gave her increase, and the
trees of the field their fruit. ^ The ancient
men sat all in the streets, communing to-
gether of good things, and the young men
put on glorious and warlike apparel. '" He
provided victuals for the cities, and set in
them all manner of munition, so that liis

honourable name was renowned unto the
end of the world.

^' He made peace in the land, and Israel
rejoiced with great joy :

'^ for every man sat
under his vine and his fig tree, and there
was none to fray them :

^^ neither was there
any left in the land to fight against them :

yea, the kings themselves were overthrown
in those days, i•* Moreover he strengthened
all those of his people that were brought
low: the law he searched out; and every
contemner of the law and wicked person he
took away. ^^ He beautified the sanctuary,
and miiltiplied the vessels of the temple.

^^ Now when it was heard at Rome, and
as far as Sparta, that Jonathan was dead,
they were very sorry. ^^ But as soon as
they heard that his brother Simon was
made high priest in his stead, and ruled the
country, and the cities therein :

the friendship and league which they had
made with Judas and Jonathan his breth-
ren :

^ Forasmuch as certain pestilent men have
usurped the kingdom of our fathers, and
my purpose is to challenge it again, that I
may restore it to the old estate, and to that
end have gathered a multitude of foreign
soldiers together, and prepared ships of
war ;

^ my meaning also being to go through
the country, that I may be avenged of them
that have destroyed it, and made many
cities in the kingdom desolate : ^ now there-
fore I confirm unto thee all the oblations
wliich the kings before me granted thee,
and whatsoever gifts besides they granted.
*I give thee leave also to coin money for

thy country with thine own stamp. ' And
as concerning Jerusalem and the sanctuary,
let them be free ; and all the armour that
thou hast made, and fortresses that thou
hast built, and keepest in thine liands, let
them remain unto thee. *^And if any thing
be, or shall be, owing to the king.let it be for-
given thee from this time forth for evermore.
Furthermore, when we have obtained our

kingdom, we will honour thee, and thy
nation, and thy temple, with great honour,
so that your honour shall be known through-
out the world.

^" In the hundred threescore and four-
teenth year went Antiochus into the laud
of his fatliers : at which time all the forces
came together unto him, so that few were
left with Tryphon.

^As concerning the rest of the acts of

John, and his wars^and worthy deeds which
he did, and the building of the walls which
he made, and his doings, ^4 behold, these
are written in the chronicles of his priest-

hood, from the time he was made high
priest after hie father.

were heard ; we offered also sacrifices and
fine flour, and lighted the lamps, and set

forth the loaves. ^ And now see that ye

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It 13 also found in the records, that Jeremy
the prophet commanded them that were
carried away to take of the fire, as it hath
been signified :

- and how that the prophet,
having given them tlie law, charged them
laot to forgft the commandments of tlie

Lord, and that they should not err in their
minds, when they see images of silver and
gold, with tlieir ornaments. ^ And with
other such speeches exhorted he them, that
the law should not depart from their hearts.

"* It was also contained in the same writ-
ing, tliat the prophet, being warned of God,
commanded the tahomacie anr! the ark to
go with liim, as lir went fortli into the
liiountain, wliore Mose? climbod up, and
saw the iieritage of God. ^ And when
Jeremy came thither, lie found an hollow
cave, wherein he laid the tabernacle, and
I he ark, and tlie altar of incense, and so
stopped the door.
^And some of those that followed liim

came to mark the way, but Ihey could not
find it. 7 Which when Jeremy perceived,
he blamed tliem, saying. As for thai place,
it shall be unknown until the time that
God gather his people again tocrothGr, and
receive them unto mercy. *'Then shall the
Lord show them these tL•iuc:s,.7ld the glory
of the Lord shall appear, and the cloud also,
as it was shewed under Moses, and as when
Solomon desirea tl>ut the place might be
houom^ab'y «Qnctiiied.

•' ft was also declared, that he being wise
ofiered the sacrifice of dedication, and of
the finishing of the temple. '° And as when
Moses prayed u-nto the Lord, the fire came
down from heaven, and consumed the sacri-

fices : even so prayed Solomon also, and
the fire came down from heaven, and con-
sumed the burnt offerings. " And Moses
said, Because the sin offering was not to be
eaten, it was consumed. ^" So Solomon
kept those eight days.

^•^ The same things also were reported in
the writings and commentaries of Neemias

;

and how he founding a library gathered to-

gether the acts of the kings, and the pro-
phets, and of David, and the epistles of the
kings concerning the holy gifts. ^* In like
manner also Judas gathered together all

those things that were lost by reason of the
war we had, and they remain with us.
'* Wherefore if ye have need thereof, send
some to fetch them unto you,
" Whereas we then are about to celebrate

the purification, we have written unto you,
and ye shall do well, if ye keep the same
days. '^ We hope also, that the God, that
delivered all his people, and gave them all

an heritage, and the kingdom, and the
priesthood, and the sanctuary, ^^ as he
promised in the law, will shortly have mercy
upon us, and gather us together out of every
land imder heaven into the holy place : for
he hath delivered us out of great troubles,
and hath purified the place.

1'^ Now as concerning Judas Maccabeus,
and his bretliren.and the purification of the
great temple, and the dedication of the
altar, -"and the wars against Antiochus
Epiphanes, and Eupator his son, ^^ and the
manifest signs that came from heaven unto
tliose that behaved themselves manfully to
their honour for Judaism: so that, being
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but a few, they overcame the whole country,
and cliased barbarous mviltitudes, -^and
recovered again the temple renowned all

the world over, and freed the city, and up-
held the laws which were going down, the
Lord being gracious unto them with all

favour: ^all these things, I say, heing de-

clared by Jason of Cyrene in five books, we
will assay to abridge in one volume.
^For considering the infinite number,

and the difficulty which they find that
desire to look into the narrations of the
story, for the variety of the matter, ^ we
have been careful, that they that will read
may have delight, and that they that are
desirous to commit to memory might have
ease, and that all into whose hands it comes
might have profit.
^ Therefore to us, that have taken upon

us this painful labour of abridging, it was
not easy, but a matter of sweat and watch-
ing ;

2' even as it is no ease unto him that
prepareth a banquet, and seeketh the benefit

of others : yet for the pleasuring of many
we will undertake gladly this great pains

;

"8 leaving to tlie author the exact handling
of every particular, and labouring to follow
the rules of an abridgement. ^ For as the
master builder of a new house must care
for tlie whole building: but he that under-
taketh to set it out, and paint it, must seek
out fit things for the adorning thereof:
even so I think it is with us. ^ To stand
upon every point, and go over things at
large, and to be curious in particulars, be-
longeth to the first author of the story

:

'^ but to use brevity, and avoid much
labouring of the work, is to be granted
to him that will make an abridgement.
^ Here then will we begin the story : only
adding thus much to that which hath been
said, that it is a foolieh thing to make a long
prologue, and to be short in the story itself.

Now when the holy city was inhabited
with all peace, and the laws were kept very
well, because of the godliness of Onias the
high priest, and his hatred of wickedness,
2 it came to pass tliat even the kings them-
selves did honour the place, and magnify
the temple with their best gifts ; ^ insomuch
that Seleucus king of Asia of his own re-

venues bare all the costs belonging to the
service of the sacrifices.

^ But one Simon of the tribe of Benjamin,
who was made governor of the temple, fell

out with the high priest about disorder in
the city. ' And when he could not over-
come Onias, he gat him to Apollonius the
son of Thraseas, who then was governor of
Celosyria and Phenice, ^ and told him that
the treasury in Jerusalem was full of in-

finite sums of money, so that the multitude
of their riclies, which did not pertain to the
account of the sacrifices, was innumerable,
and that it was possible to bring all into
the king's hand.

7Now when Apollonius came to the king,
and had shewed him of the money whereof
he was told, the king chose out HeUodorus
his treasurer, and sent him with a com-
mandment to bring him the foresaid money.
^So forthwith Heliodorus took his jour-
ney, under a colour of visiting the cities of
Celosyria and Phenice, but indeed to fulfil

the king's purpose.

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^ And wlien he was come to Jerusalem,
and had been courfi^ously received of the
high priest of the city, he told hmi what
intolligence was given of the money, and
declared wherefore he came, and asked if

these things were so indeed.
"^Then the high priest told him that

there was such money laid up for the relief
of widows and fatherless children :

" and
that some of it belonged to Hircanus son
of Tobias, a man of great dignity, and not
as that wicked Simon had misinformed:
the sum whereof in all was four hundred
talents of silver, and two liundred of gold

:

^2 and that it was altogether impossible that
such vvTougs should be done unto them, that
had committed it to the holiness of the place,
and to the majesty and inviolable sanctity
of tlie temple, honoured over all the world.

^•^But HelioQorua, bccuuse of the king's
commandment given him, said, That in any
wise it mupt be brought into the king's trea-

sury. ^^ So at the day which he appointed he
entered in to order this matter : wherefore
there was no small agony throughout the
whole city. **But the priests, prostrating
themselves before the altar in their priests'

vestments, called unto heaven upon him
that made a law concerning things given
to be kept, that they should safely be pre-

served for such as had committed them to

be kept.
^ Then whoso had looked the high priest

in the face, it would have wounded his

heart : for his countenance and the chang-
ing of his colour declared the inward agony
of his mind. *^ For the man was so com-
passed with fear and horror of the body, that
it was manifest to them that looked upon
him, what sorrow he had now in his heart.

^'^ Others ran flocking out of their houses
to the general supplication, because the
place was like to come into contempt. '* And
the women, girt with sackcloth under their

breasts, abounded in the streets, and the

virgins that were kept in ran, some to the

gates, and some to the walls, and others

looked out of the windows, ^o^nd all,

holding their hands toward heaven, made
supplication.

21 Then it would have pitied a man to see

the falling down of the multitude of all

sorts, and the fear of the high priest, being

in such an agony. ^ They then called upon
the Almighty Lord to keep the things com-
mitted of trust safe and sure for those that

had committed them.
23 Nevertheless HeKodorus executed that

which was decreed.
2^ Now as he was there present himself

with his guard about the treasury, the Lord
of spirits, and the Prince of all power,

caused a great apparition, so that all that

presumed to come in with him were as-

tonished at the power of God, and fainted,

and were sore afraid. "^ For there appeared

unto them an horse with a terrible rider

upon him, and adorned with a very fair

covering, and he ran fiercely, and smote at

Heliodorus with his forefeet, and it seemed

that he that sat upon the horse had complete

harness of gold.
-6 Moreover two other young men ap-

peared before him, notable in strength,

excellent in beauty, and comely in apparel,
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who stood by him en either side, and
scovu'ged him continually, and gave him
many sore stripes.

*' But they praised the Lord, that had mi-
raculously honoui'ed his own place: for the
temple, which a little afore was full of fear
and trouble, when the Almighty Lord ap-
peared, was filled with joy and gladness.

3* Then straightways certain of Heliodo-
rus' friends prayed Onias, that he would call

upon the most Higli to grant him his life,

who lay ready to give up the ghost. ^^ go
the high priest, suspecting lest the king
should misconceive that some treachery
had been done to Heliodorus by the Jews,
offered a sacrifice for the health of the man.

** Now as the high priest was making an
atonement, the same young men in the same
clothing appeared and stood beside Heliodo-
rus, saying, give Onias the high priest great
thanks, insomuch as for his sake the Lord
hath granted thee life: *Jaud seeing that
thou hast been scourged from heaven, de-
clare unto all men the mighty power of God.
And when they had spoken these words,
they appeared no more.

3* So Heliodorus, after he had offered
sacrifice unto the Lord, and made great
vows unto him that had saved his life,

and saluted Onias, returned with his host
to the king. ^Then testified he to all men
the works of the great God, which he had
seen with his eyes.

^^ And when the king asked Heliodorus,
who might be a fit man to be sent yet once
again to Jerusalem, he said, ^^ If thou hast
any enemy or traitor, send liim thither,
and thou shalt receive him well scourged,
if he escape with his life : for in that place,
no doubt, there is an especial power of God.
3^ For he that dwelleth in heaven hath his
eye on that place, and defendeth it ; and lie

beateth and destroyeth them that come to
hurt it.

*^ And the things concerning Heliodorus,
and the keeping of the treasury, fell out on
this sort.

This Simon now, of whom we spake afore,
having been a bewrayer of the money, and
of his country, slandered Onias, as if he
had terrified Heliodorus, and been the
worker of these evils. ^ Thus was he bold
to call him a traitor, that had deserved well
of the city, and tendered his own nation,
and was so zealous of the laws.

^ But when their hatred went so far, that
by one of Simon's faction murders were
committed, '•Onias seeing the danger of
this contention, and that Apollonius, as
being the governor of Celosyria and Fhenice,
did rage, and increase Simon's malice. * he
went to the king, not to be an accuser of
his countrymen, but seeking the good of
all, both public and private: ^forhesaw
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that it was impossible tliatthe state should
continue quiet, and Simon leave his folly,

unless the king did look tliereunto.
' But after the death of Seleucus, when

Antiochus, called Epiphanes, took the king-
dom, Jason the brother of Onias laboured
underliand to be high priest, ^promising
unto the king by intercession three hundred
and threescore talents of silver, and of an-
other revenue eighty talents : ^ beside th is,

he promised to assign an hundred and fif t y
more, if he miglit have licence to set hun
up a place for exercise, and for the training
up of youth in the fasnione of the heathen,
and to write them of Jerusalem b^ the
name of Antiochians. ^^ Which when tiie

king had granted, and he had gotten into
his hand the rule, he forthwith brought Ins
own nation to the Greekish fashion.

^' And the royal privileges granted of
special favour to the Jews by the means of
John the father of Eupolemus, who went
ambassador to Rome for amity and aid, he
took away ; and putting down the govern-
ments which were according to the law, he
brouglit up new customs against the law:
^- for lie built gladly a place of exercise
under the tower itself, and brought the
cliief young men under his subjection, and
made them wear a liat.

'3 Now such was the height of Greek
fashions, and increase of heathenish man-
ners, through the exceeding profaneness of
Jason, that ungodly wretch, and no high
priest ;

'* that the priests iiad no courage
to serve any more at the altar, but despising
the temple, and neglecting the sacritices,

hastened to be partakers of the unlawful
allowance in the place of exercise, after t he
game of Discus called them forth ;

'-^ not
setting by the honours of their fathers, but
liking tlie glory of the Grecians best of all.

16 J3y reason whereof sore calamity came
upon them : forthey had them to be their
enemies and avengers, whose custom they
followed so earnestly, and unto whom they
desired to be like in all things. ^?For it

is not a light thing to do wickedly against
the laws of God ; but the lime following
shall declare these things.

'" Now when tlie game that whs used every
fifth year was kept at Tyrus, the king being
present, '^ this ungracious Jason sent special
messengers from Jerusalem,who were Antio-
chians, to carry three hundred drachms of
silver to the sacrifice of Hercules, which
even the bearers thereof thought fit not to
bestow upon the sacrifice, because it was not
convenient, but to be reserved for otlier

charges. ""This money then, in regard of

the sender, was appointed to Hercules
sacrifice ; but because of the bearers thereof
it was employed to the making of gallies.

-' Now when ApoUonius the son of Menes-
theus was sent into Egypt for the corona-
tion of king Ptolemeus Philometor, Anti•
ochus, understanding him not to be well
affected to his affairs, provided for his own
safety: whereupon lie came to Joppe, and
from thence to Jerusalem: -^ where he
was honourably received of Jason, and of

the city, and was brought in with torch
light, and with great shoutings: and so after-

ward went with his host unto Phenice.
23 Three years afterward Jason sent
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irucnelaus, iht aioresaid Simon's brother,
io bear the monej' unto the king, and to put
him in mind of certain necessary matters,
^Bat he being brought to the presence of
the king, when he had magnified him for the
glorious appearance of his power, got the
priesthood to himself, ofieriug more than
Jason by three hundred talents of silver.

^^ So he came with the king's mandate, bring-
ing notliing worthy the high priesthood,
but having the fury of a cruel tyrant, and
the rage of a savage beast.
^ Then Jason, who had undermined his

own brother, being undermined by another,
was compelled to flee into tlie country of
the Ammonites. "'' So Menelaus got the
principality : but as for the money that he
had promised unto the king, he took no good
order for it, albeit Sostratus the ruler of the
castle required it: ^for unto him apper-
tained the gathering of the customs. Where-
fore they were both called before the king.

-^JSlow Menelaus left liis brother Lysi-
machus in his stead in the priesthood : and
Sostratus left Crates, who was governor of
the Cyprians,
^ While those things were in doing, they

of Tarsus and Mallos made insurrection,
because they were given to the king's con-
cubine, called Antiochis. ^ Then came the
king in all haste to appease matters, leaving
Andronicus, a man in authority, for his
deputy.

3"^ Now Menelaus, supposing that he had
gotten a convenient time, stole certain
vessels of gold out of the temple, and gave
some of them to Andronicus, and some he
sold into Tyrus and the cities round about.
^ W^hich when Onias knew of a sui'ety, he
reproved him, and withdrew himself into
a sanctuary at Daphne, that lieth by
Antiochia.

** Wherefore Menelaus, taking Andro-
nicus apart, prayed him to get Onias into
his hands ; who being persuaded thereunto,
and coming to Onias in deceit, gave him
his right hand with oaths; and though he
were suspected bi/ him, yet persuaded he
him to come forth of the sanctuary : whom
forthwith he shut up without regard to jus-
tice. ^ For the which cause not only the
Jews, but many also of other nations, took
great indignation, and were much grieved
for the unjust murder of the man.
^ And when the king was come again

from the places about Cilicia, the Jews
that were in the city, and certain of the
Greeks that abhorred the fact also, com-
plained because Onias was slain without
cause. ^' Therefore Antiochus was heartily
sorry, and moved to pity, and wept, because
of the sober and modest behaviour of him
that was dead. ^And being kindled with
anger, forthwith he took away Andronicus
his purple, and rent oflf his clothes, and
leading him through the wliole city unto
that very place, where he had committed
impiety against Onias, there slew he the
cursed murderer. Thus the Lord rewarded
him his punishment, as he liad deserved.
^ Now when many sacrileges had been

committed in the city by Lysimachus with
the consent of Menelaus, and the bruit
thereof was spread abroad, the multitude
gatliered themselves together against Lysi-
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machus, many vessels of gold being already
carried away. *' Whereupon the common
people rising, and being filled with rage,
Lysimachus armed about three tliousand
men, and began first to offer violence ; one
Auranus being the leader, a man far gonem years, and no less in folly.
^'They then seeing the attempt of Lysi-

machus, some of them caught stones, some
clubs, others taking liandi'uls of dust, lliat
was next at hand, cast them all together
upon Lysimachus, and those that set upon
them. ''2 Thus many of them they wouncfed,
and some they struck to the ground, and all
of them they forced to flee : but as for the
churchrobber himself, him they killed beside
the treasury.
^ Of these matters therefore there was an

accusation laid against Menelaus, Now
when the king came to Tyrus, three men
that were sent from the senate pleaded tlie
cause before him :

*^ but Menelaus, being
now convicted, promised Ptolemee the son
of Dorymenes to give him much money, if
he would pacify the king toward him.

^^ Whereupon Ptolemee taking the king
aside into a certain gallery, as it were to
take the air, brought him to be of another
mind: '^ insomuch that he disciiarged
Menelaus from the accusations, who not-
withstanding was cause of all tlie mis-
chief: and those poor men, who, if they had
told their cause, yea, before the Scytliians,
.should have been judged innocent, them he
condemned to death.
^ Thus they that followed the matter for

the city, and for the people, and for the l)oly

vessels, did soon suffer unjust punishment.
*'•* Wherefore even they of Tyrus, moved
with hatred of that wicked deed, caused
them to be honourably buried. *^ And so
through the covetousness of them that were
of power Menelaus remained still in au-
tliority, increasing in malice, and being a

great traitor to the citizens.

About the same time Antiochus prepared
his second voyage into Egypt: 2 and tlien

it happened, that through all the city, for

the space almost of forty days, there were
seen horsemen running in the air, in cloth

of gold, and armed with lances, like a band
of soldiers, ^and troops of horsemen in

array, encountering and running one against

another, with shaking of shields, and multi-

tude of pikes, and drawing of swords, and
casting of darts, and glittering of golden

ornaments, andharness of all sorts. * Where-
fore every man prayed that that apparition

might turn to good.
^ Now when there was gone forth a false

rumour, as though Antiochus had been dea^
Jason took at the least a thousand men, and
suddenly made an assault upon the city;

and they that were upon the walls being

put back, and the city at length taken,

Menelaus fled into the castle: ^but Jason

slew his own citizenswithout mercy, not con-

sidering that to get the day of them of his

own nation would be a most unhappy day for

him; but thinking they had been enemies,

and not^ucountrymen,whomhe conquered.
' Howbeit for all this he obtained not the

principality, but at the last received shame

for the reward of his treason, and fled again

into the country of the Ammonites.
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'^ In the end therefore he had an unhappy
r'eturn, being accused before Aretas the
king of the Arabians, fleeing from city

to city, pursued of all men, hated as a
forsaker of tlie laws, and being had in

abomination as an open enemy of his
country and countrymen, he was cast out
into Egypt. ^ Thus he that had driven many
out of their country perished in a strange
land, retiring to the Lacedemonians, and
thinking tJiere to find succour by reason of
liis kindred: '^ and he that had cast out
many unburied had none to mourn for him,
nor any solemn funerals at all, nor sepulchre
with Ills fathers.

" Now when this that was done came to
(he king's ear, he thought that Judea had
revolted : whereupon removing out of Egypt
in a furious mind, he took the city by force
of arms, ^^ and commanded his men of
war not to spare such as they met, and
to slay such as went up upon the houses.
'^ Thus there Avas killing of young and old,
making away of men, women, and children,
slaying of virgins and infants. ''^And there
were destroyed within the space of tliree

Avhole days fourscore thousand, whereof
forty thousand were slain in the conflict

;

and no fewer sold than slain.
'' Yet was he not content with this, but

presumed to go into the most holy temple
of all the world ; Menelaus, that traitor to
the laws, and to his ow^u country, being his
guide :

'^ and taking tlie holy vessels with
polluted hands, and with profane hands pull-
ing down the things that were dedicated by
other kings to the augmentation and glory
and lionour of the place, he gave them away

'''And so haughty was Antiochus in mind,
tliat he considered not that the Lord was
angry for a while for the sins of them tiiat

dwelt in the city, and therefore his eye was
not upon the place. ^^ For had they not
been formerly wrapped in many sins, this
man, as soon as he had come, had forthwith
been scourged, and put back from his pre-
sumption, as Heliodorus was, whom Seleu-
cns tlie king sent to view the treasury.

'^ Nevertheless God did not choose the
people for the place's sake, but the place for
the people's sake, ^o^nd therefore the place
itself, that was partaker with them of the
adversity that happened to tlie nation, did
afterward communicate in the benefits sent
from the Lord : and as it was forsaken in the
wrath of the Almighty, so again, the great Lord
being reconciled, it was set up with all glory.

"' So when Antiochus had carried out of
tlie temple a thousand and eight hundred
talents, he departed in all haste unto Antio-
chia. weening in his pride to make the land
navigable, and the sea passable by foot

:

such was the haughtiness of his mind.
-"•2And he left governors to vex the nation :

at Jerusalem, Philip, for his country a
Phrygian, and for manners more barbarous
than he that set him there ; "^and at Gari-
zini, Andronicus ; and besides, Menelaus,
who worse than all the rest bare an heavy
hand over the citizens, having a malicious
mind against his countrymen the Jews.

2* He sent also that detestable ringleader
Apollonius with an army oftwo and twenty
thousand, commanding him to slay all those
that were in their best age, and to sell the

192 '.
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women and the younger sort: ^ who cominp
to fJerusaleni, and pretending peace, did for-

bear till the lioly day of the sabbath, when
taking the Jews keeping holy day, he com-
manded his men to arm themselves. ^And
so he slew all them that were gone to the

celebrating of the sabbath, and running
througli the city with weapons slew great
multitudes.

-'" liut Judas Maccabeus with nine others,

or thereabout, withdrew himself into the
wilderness, ami lived in tlie mountains after

the manner of beasts, \yith his company,
who led on lierbs continually, lest they
should be partakers of the pollution.' lo)ig after this the king sent an old
man of thens to compel the Jews to depart
from the laws of their fathers, and not to

live after the laws of God : ^and to pollute

also the temple in Jerusalem, and to call it

the temple of Jupiter Olympius ; and that iu

LTarizim, ofJupiter the defender of strangers,
as tliey did desire that dwelt in the place.

* The coming in of this mischief was sore

and grievous to the people :
* for the temple

was filled with riot and revelling by the
Greutiles, who dallied with harlots, and had
to do with women within the circuit of the
holy places, and besides that brought in
tilings that were not lawful. ^The altar
also was tilled with profane things, which
tlie law forbiddeth. "Neither was it} lawful
for a man to keep sabbath days or ancient
feasts, or to profess himself at all to be a Jew.

''And in the day of the king's birth every
month they were brought by bitter con-
straint to eat of the sacrifices ; and when the
feast of Bacchus was kept, the Jews were
compelled to go in procession to Bacchus,
carrying ivy.

^ Moreover there went out a decree to the
neiglibour cities of the heatnen, by the sugges-
tion of Ptolemee, against the Jews, that they
si lould observe the same fashions, and be par-
takers of their sacrifices: ^and wiioso would
not conform themselves to the manners of
the Gentiles should be put to death. Then
might a man have seen the present misery.

'" For there were two women brought,
who had circumcised their children; whom
when they had openly led round about the
city, the babes hanging at their breasts, they
cast them down headlong from tiie wall.
^^And others, that had run together into
caves near by, to keep the sabbath day
secretly, being discovered to Philip, were all

burnt together, because they made a con-
science to Jjelp themselves for the honour of

the most sacred day.
'" Now i beseech tliose that read this book,

tiiat tliey be not discouraged for these cala-

mities, but that they judge those punish-
ments not to be for destruction, but for a
chastening of our nation. ^-^For it is a token
of his great goodness, when wicked doers are
!iot suiferod any longer time, but forthwith
punished.

'* For not as with otlier nations, whom the
Lord patient )y forbeareth to punish, till they
be come to the fidu(!ss of their sins, so deal-
etli he w]th us, '^ lest that, being come to the
lieightof siu, afterwards he shoidd take ven-
geance of us. ^^And therefore lie never with-
draweth luf mercy fr^m us; and thougii he
punish wath adversity, yet doth he never lor-
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sake his people. '<" But let this that, we have
spoken be for a warning unto us. And now
will we come to the declaring of the matter
in a few words.

'^Eleazar, one of the principal scribes, an
aged man, and of a well-favoured counte-
nance, was constrained to open his mouth,
and to eat swine's flesh. ^ But he, choosing
rather to die gloriously, than to live stained
with such an abomination, spit it forth, and
came of his own accord to the torment.
*^As it behoved them to come, that are
resolute to stand out against such tilings as
are not lawful for love or life to be tasted.

'^But they that had the charge of that
wicked feast, for the old acquaintance they
had with the man, taking him aside, besought
him to bring flesh of liis own provision, such
as was lawful for him to use, and make as if

he did eat of the flesh taken from the sacrifice

commanded by the king ;
-- that in so doing

he might be delivered from death, and for
the old friendship with them find favour.
^ But he began to consider discreetly, and

as became his age,and the excellency of his an-
cient years, and the honourof his gray iiead,

wliereunto he was come, and his most honest
education from a child, or rather the holy
law made and given by God : therefore he
answered accordingly, and willed them
straightways to send him to the grave.
^ For it becometh not our age, said he, in

any wise to dissemble, whereby many young
persons might think that Eleazar, being
fourscore years old and ten, were now gone
to a strange religion; ''^and so they through
mine hypocrisy, and desire to live a little

time and a moment longer, should be de-
ceived by me, and I get a stain to mine old
age, and make it abominable. -^ For though
for the present time I should be delivered
from the punisliment of men: yet should
I not escape the hand of the Almighty,
neither alive, nor dead.

^' Wherefore now, manfully changing this

life, I will shew myself such an one as mine
age requireth, ^s and leave a notable ex-

ample to such as be young to die willingly
and courageously for the honourable and
holy laws. And when he had said these
words, immediately he went to the torment

:

^^ tliey that led him changing the good will

they bare him a little before into hatred,
because the foresaid speeches proceeded, as
they thought, from a desperate mind.
•^But when he was ready to die with

stripes, he groaned, and said, It is manifest
unto the Lord, that hath the holy knowledge,
that whereas I might have been delivered
from death, I now endure sore pains in body
by being beaten : but in soul am well con-
tent to sufier these things, because I fear

him. 31And thus this man died, leaving his

death for an example of a noble courage, and
a memorial of virtue, not only unto young
men but unto all his nation.

It came to pass also, that seven brethren
with their mother were taken, and com-
pelled by the king against the law to taste

swine's flesh, and were tormented with
scourges and whips.

2 But one of them that spake first said

thus. What wouldest thou ask or learn of
us ? we are ready to die, rather than to
transgress the laws of our fathers.
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2 Then the king, being in a rage, com•
raanded pans and caldrons to be made hot

:

* which forthwith being heated, he com-
manded to cut out the tongue of him that
spake first, and to cut off the utmost parts
of his body, the rest of his brethren and
bis mother looking on.

" Now when lie was thus maimed in all

liis members, he commanded him being yet
alive to be brought to tlie fire, and to be
fried in the pan : and as the vapour of tlie

pan was for a good space dispersed, they ex-
horted one anotlier with the mother to die
manfully, saying thus," The Lord God look-
eth upon us, and in truth hath comfort in
us, as Moses in his song, which witnessed to
their faces, declared, saying, And he shall be
comforted in his servants.

'^ So when the first was dead after this man-
ner, they brought the second to make him a
mocking stock : and when they had pulled off
the skin of his head with the hair, they asked
him, Wilt thou eat, before tliou be punished
throughout every member of thy body ?

'^ But he answered in his own language,
and said. No. Wherefore lie also received
the next torment in order, as the former
did. ^And when he was at the last gasp, he
said, Thou like a fury takest us out of this
present life, but the King of the world shall
raise us up, who have died for liis laws, unto
everlasting life.

'^After him was the third made a mocking
stock: and when he was required he put
out his tongue, and that I'ight soon, holding
forth his hands manfully, '* and said cour-
ageously. These I had from heaven; and
for his laws I despise them ; and from him
I hope to receive them again. ^2 Insomuch
that the king, and they that were with him,
marvelled at the young man's courage, for
that he nothing regarded the pains.

'^ Now when this man was dead also, they
tormented and mangled the fourth in like

manner. '"* So when lie was ready to die he
said thus. It is good, being put to death by
men, to look for hope from God to be raised
up again by him : as for thee, thou shalt
have no resurrection to life.

^^Afterward they brought the fifth also, and
manglad him. '^ Then looked he unto the
king, and said. Thou hast power over men,
thou art corruptible, thou doest what thou
wilt

; yet think not that our nation is for-

saken of God ; ^ but abide a while, and
behold his great power, how he will torment
thee and thy seed.

^^After him also they brought the sixth,

who being ready to die said, Be not deceiv-

ed without cause : for we suffer these
things for ourselves, having sinned against

our God : therefore marvellous things are

done unto us. ^^But think not thou, that
takest in hand to strive against God, that
thou shall escape unpunished.

2•^ But the mother was marvellous above
all, and worthy of honourable memory : for

when she saw her seven sons slain within
the space of one day, she bare it with a good
courage, because of the hope she had in the

Lord. -' Yea, she exhorted every one of

them in her own language, filled with cour-

ageous spirits ; and stirring up her woman-
ish thoughts with a manly stomach, she

said unto them, '^ I cannot tell how ye
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came into my womb ; for I neither gave
3rou breath nor life, neither was it I that
formed the members of everj' one of you

;

23 but doubtless the Creator of the world,
who formed the generation of man, and
found out the beginning of all things, will
also of liis own mercy give you breath and
life again, as ye now regard not your own
selves for his laws' sake.
^ Now Antiochus, thinking himself de-

spised, and suspecting it to be a reproacliful
speech, whilst the youngest was yet alive,

did not only exhort him by words, but also
assured hira with oaths, that he would make
him both a rich and a happy man, if he
would turn from the laws of his fathers

;

and that also he would take him for his
friend, and trust him with affairs.

'^ But when the young man would in no
case hearken unto him, the king called his
motlier, and exhorted her tliat she would
counsel the young man to save his life.

"''And when lie had exhorted her with many
words, she promised him that she would
counsel her son.

-'' But she bowing herself toward liim,

laughing the cruel tyrant to scorn, spake in
her country language on this manner; my
son, have pity upon me that bare thee nine
mouths in my womb, and gave thee suck
three years, and nourished thee, and brought
thee up unto this age, and endured the trou-
bles of education. "^ I beseech thee, my son,
look upon the heaven and the earth, and all

that is therein, and consider that God made
them of tilings that were not ; and so
was mankind made likewise. "^ Fear not
this tormentor, but, being worthy of tliy

bretliren, take thy death, that I may receive
thee again in mercy with thy brethren.

•^" Whiles she was yet speaking these
words, the young man said, \Vhom wait ye
for? I will not obey the king's command-
ment : but I will obey the commandment
of the law that was given unto our fathers
by Moses. ^^And thou, that hast been the
author of all mischief against the Hebrews,
shalt not escape the hands of God.

3- For we suffer because of our sins. ^"^And
tliough the living Lord be angry with us a
little while for our chastening and correc-
tion, yet shall he be at one again with his
servants. 34;B^t thou, godless man, and
of all other most wicked, be not lifted up
without a cause, nor puffed up with uncer-
tain hopes, lifting up thy hand against the
servants of God : ^ for thou hast not yet
escaped the judgment of Almighty God, who
seeth all things.

*' For our brethren, who now have suffered
a sliort pain, are dead under God's covenant
of everlasting life : but thou, through the
judgment of God, shalt receive just punish-
ment for thy pride. ^^But I, as my breth-
ren, offer up my body and life for the laws
of our fathers, beseeching God that he
would speedily be merciful unto our nation

;

and that thou by torments and plagues
mayest confess, that he alone is God ; ^ancl
that in me and my brethren the wrath of the
Almighty, which is justly brought upon all

our natiuH, may cease.
•'^Ihen the lirig, beiri! :n vagej^ handled

him worse than all vne rest, ana took it

grievously that he was mocked. •'^ So this
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man died undefiled, and put his whole tnisi
in the Lord.

"^ Last of all after the sous the mother
died.
^ Let this be enough now to Jiave t^poken

concerning the idolatrous feasts, and the
extreme tortures.
Then Judas Maccabeus, and they that

were with him, went privily into the towns,
and called their kinsfolks together, and took
unto them all such as continued in the Jews'
religion, and assembled about six thousand
men.

2And they called upon the Lord, that he
would look upon the people that was trod-
den down of all ; and also pity the temple
profaned of ungodly men ; ^ and that he
would have compassion upon the city, sore
defaced, and ready to be made even with
the ground ; and hear the blood that cried
unto him, ^and remember the wicked slaugh-
ter of harmless infants, and the blasphemies
committed against his name ; and that he
would shew his hatred against the wicked.
°Now when Maccabeus had his company

about him, he could not be withstood by
the heathen : for the wrath of the Lord was
turned into mercy. ^Therefore he came at
unawares, and burnt up towns and cities,

and got into his hands the most commodious
places, and overcame and put to flight no
small number of his enemies. '' But speci-
ally took he advantage of the night for such
privy attempts, insomuch that the bruit of
his manliness Avas spread every where.
^So when Philip saw that this man in-

creased by little and little, and that things
prospered with him still more and more, he
wrote unto Ptolemeus, the governor of Celo-
syi'ia and Pheuice, to yield more aid to the
king's affairs.

^ Then forthwith choosing Jiicanor the
son of Patroclus, one of his special friends,

he sent him with no fewer than twenty
thousand of all nations under him, to

root out the whole generation of the Jews ;

and with him he joined also Gorgias a cap-

tain, w^lio in matters of war had great ex-

perience.
"^ So Nicanor undertook to make so much

money of the captive Jews, as should defray

the tribute of two thousand talents, which
tiie king was to pay to tlie Romans. *' Where-
fore immediately he sent to the cities upon
the sea coast, proclaiming a sale of the cap-

tive Jews, and promising that they should
have fourscore and ten bodies for one
talent, not expecting the vengeance that

was to follow upon him from the Almighty
God.

1- Now when word was brought unto
Judas of Nicanor's coming, and lie had im-

parted unto those that were with him that

the army was at hand, *^they that were fear-

ful, and distrusted the justice of God, tied,

and conveyed themselves away.
5^ Others sold all that they had left, and

withal besought the Lord to deliver them,
being sold by the wicked Isicanor before

they met together: ^* and if not for their

own sakes, yet for the covenants he had
made with their fathers, and for his holy

and glorious name's sake, by which they

were called.
16 So Maccabeus called his men togethef
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anto the number of six thousand, and ex-

horted them not to be stricken with terror

of the enemy, nor to fear the gi*eat multi-
tude of the heathen, who came wrongfullj'
against them ; but to fight manfully, ^' and
to set before their eyes the injury that they
liad unjustly done to the holy place, and the
cruel handling of the city whereofthey made
a mockery, and also the taking away of the
government of their forefathers : ^*^For they,
said he, trust in their weapons and bold-
ness ; but our confidence is in the Almighty
God, who at a beck can cast down botli

them that come against us, and also all the
world.

13 Moreover he recounted unto them what
helps their forefathers had found, and how
they were delivered, when under Sennache-
rib an hundred fourscore and five thousand
perished, ^o^j^i jje told them of the battle

that they had in Babylon with the Gala-
tians, how they came but eight thousand in

all to the business, with four thousand Ma-
cedonians, and that the Macedonians being
perplexed,^ :he eight thousand destroyed an
hundred and twenty thousand because of

the help that they had from heaven, and so

receivea a great booty.
21 Thus when he had made them bold with

these words, and ready to die for the laws
and the country, he divided his army into
four parts ;

2- and joined with himself his

own brethren, leaders of eacli band, to wit,

Simon, and Joseph, and Jonathan, giving
each one fifteen hundred men. ^s^jgQ ^^
appointed Eleazar to read the holy book :

and when he had given them this watch-
word. The help of God : himself leading the
first band, he joined battle with Nicanor.

24And by the help of the Alinighty they
slew above nine thousand of their enemies,
and wounded and maimed the rnost part of
Nicanor's host, and so put all to flight ; 26and
took their money that came to buy them,
and pursued them far: but lacking time
they returned :

26 for it was the day before
the sabbath, and therefore they would no
longer pursue them.

2'"' So when they had gathered their armour
together, and spoiled their enemies, they
occupied themselves about the sabbath,

iielaing exceeding praise and thanks to the
jord, who had preserved them unto that

day, which was the beginning of mercy dis-

tilling upon them.
2SAnd after the sabbath, when they had

given part of the spoils to the maimed, and
the_ widows, and orphans, the residue they
divided among themselves and their ser-

vants. 29When this was done, and they had
made a conunon supplication, they besought
the merciful Lord to be reconciled with his

servants for ever.
* Moreover of those that were with. Ti-

motheus and Bacchides, who fought against
them, they slew above twenty thousand,
and very easily got high and strong holds,

and divided among themselves many spoils

more, and made the maimed, orphans, wi-
dows, yea, and the aged also, equal in spoils

with themselves. ^'And when they had
gathered their armour togetlier, they laid

them up all carefully in convenient places,

and the remnant of the spoils they brought
to Jerusalem.
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^^ Tliey slew also Philarches, tliat wiclied
person, who was witli Timotheus, and had
annoyed the Jews many ways. ^3 Further,
more at such time as they kept the feast
for the victory in their country they burnt
Callisthenes, [and some others] tlmt had set
fire upon the holy gates, who liad fled into
a little house ; and they received a reward
meet for their wickedness.
^As for that most ungracious Nicanor,

who had brought a thousand merchants to
buy the Jews, *' he was through the help of
the Lord brought down by them, of wliom
he made least account ; and putting off his
glorious appart'l, and discharging his com-
pany, he came like a fugitive servant through
the midland unto Antioch, having very great
dishonour, for that his host was destroyed.
2^ Thus he, that took upon him to make
good to the Romans their tribute by means
of the captives in Jerusalem, told abroad,
that the Jews had God to fight for them,
and therefore they could not be hurt, be-
cause they followed the laws that he gave
them.
About that time came Antiochus with

dishonour out of the country of Persia.
2 For he had entered the citi/ called Perse-
polis, and went about to rob the temple,
and to hold the city ; whereupon the mul-
titude running to defend themselves with
their weapons put them to flight ; and so it

happened, that Antiochus being put to
flight of the inhabitants returned with
shame.

'^ Now when he came to Ecbatane, newe
was brought him what had happened unto
Nicanor and Timotheus. ^Then swelling
with anger, he thought to avenge upon the

Jews the disgrace done unto him by those
that made him flee. Therefore commanded
he his chariotman to drive without ceasing,

and to dispatch the journey, the judgment
of G-od now following him. For he had
spoken proudly in this sort. That he would
come to Jerusalem, and make it a common
burying place of the Jews.

^ But the Lord Almighty, the God of Is-

rael, smote him with an incurable and invi-

sible plague: for as soon as had spoken

these words, a pain of the bowels that was
remediless came upon him, and sore tor-

ments of the inner parts ;
^ and that most

justly: for he had tormented other men's

bowels with many and strange torments.
' Howbeit he nothing at all ceased from

his bragging, but still was filled with pride,

breathing out fire in his rage against the

Jews, and commanding to haste the jour-

ney : but it came to pass that he fell down
from his chariot, cari-ied violently ; so that

having a sore fall, all the members of his

body were much pained.

SAnd thus he that a little afore thought

he might command the waves of the sea, (so

proud was he beyond the condition of men)

and weigh the high mountains in a balance,

was now cast on the ground, and carried in

an horselitter, shewing forth unto all the

manifest power of God. ^ So that the

worms rose up out of the body of this wicked

man, and whiles he lived m sorrow and

pain, his flesh fell away, and the filthiuess of

his smell was noisome to all his army.

10And the man, that thought a little alore
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ne could reach to the stars of heaven, no
man could endure to carr3' for his intoler-

able stink.
^' Here therefore, being plagued, he began

to leave off his great pride, and to come to

the knowledge of himself by the scourge of
God, his pain increasing every moment.
'^And when he himself could not abide his

own smell, he said these words. It is meet to

be subject unto God, and that a man that is

mortal should not proudly think of himself,
as if lie were God.
^ This wicked person vowed also unto the

Lord, who now no more would have mercy
upon liim, saying thus, ^^ That the holy city

(to the which he was going in haste, to lay it

even with the ground, and to make it a com-
mon burying place,) he would set at liberty :

^^ and as touching the Jews, whom he had
judged not worthy so much as to be buried,
but to be cast out with their children to be
devoured of the fowls and wild beasts, lie

would make them all equals to the citizens

of Athens :
'^ and tlie holy temple, which

before he had spoiled, he would garnish
with goodly gifts, and restore all the holy
vessels with many more, and out of his own
revenue defray the charges belonging to the
sacrifices :

^^ yea, and that also he would
become a Jew himself, and go through all

the world that was inhabited, and declare
the power of God.
^^But for all this his pains would not

cease : for the just judgment of God was
come upon him : therefore despairing of his
heal til, he wrote unto the Jews tlie letter
underwritten, containing the form of a sup-
plication, after this manner

:

^^Antiochus, king and governor, to the
good Jews his citizens wisheth much joy,

health, and prosperity :
-*' if ye and your

children fare well, and your affairs be to
your contentment, I give very great tlianks
to God, having my hope in heaven.
"'As for me, I was weak, or else I would

have remembered kindly your honour and
good will. Returning out of Persia, and being
taken with a grievous disease, I thought it

necessary to care for the common safety of
all :

2-2 j2ot distrusting mine health, but
having great hope to escape this sickness.
2•'' But considering that even my father, at
what time he led an army into the high
countries, appointed a successor, ^^ to the
end that, if any thing fell out contrary to
expectation, or if any tidings were brought
that were grievous, they of the land, know-
ing to whom the state was left, might not be
troubled

:

^Again, considering how that the princes
that are borderers and neighbours unto my
kingdom wait for opportunities, and expect
what shall be the event, I have appointed
my son Antiochus king, whom I often com-
mitted and commended unto many of you,
when I went up into the high provinces ; to
whom I have written as followeth :

26 Therefore I pray and request you to re-
member the benefits that I liave done unto
you generally, and in special, and that every
man will be still faithful to me and my son.
^ For I am persuaded that he understanding
my mind will favourably and graciously
yield to your desires.

^'^ Thus the murderer and blaspliemer
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having suffered most grievously, as lie en-
treated other men, so died he a miserable
death in a strange country in the moun-
tains. ^^And Philip, that was brought uj-

with him, carried away his body, who also
fearing the son of Antiochus went into
Egypt to Ptolemeus Philometor.
Now Maccabeus and his company, the

Lord guiding them, recovered the temple
and the city: ^but the altars which the
heathen had built in the oper^ street, and
also the chapels, they pulled down.
•^And having cleansed the temple they

made another altar, and striking stones
the}^ took fire out of them, and offered a
sacrifice after two years, and set forth in-
cense, and lights, ajid sliewbread. ^ When
that was done, they fell flat down, and be-
sought the Lord that they might come no
more into such troubles ; but if they sinned
any more against him, that he himself
would chasten them with mercy, and that
they might not be delivered unto the blas-
phemous and barbarous nations.
•^Now upon the same day that the stran-

gers profaned the temple, on the vei*y same
day it was cleansed again, even the five
and twentieth day of the same month,
which is Casleu.

^ And they kept eight days with gladness,
as in the feast of the tabernacles, remem-
bering that not long afore they had held
the feast of the tabernacles, when as tliey
wandered in the mountains and dens like
beasts. -^ Therefore they bare branches, and
fair boughs, and palms also, and sang psalms
unto him that had given them good success
in cleansing his place. ^ They ordained also
hy a common statute and decree, Tliat
every year those days should be kept of the
whole nation of the Jews.
*And this was the end of Antiochus, called

Epiphanes,
^^ Now will we declare the acts of Antio-

chus Eupator.who was the son of this wicked
man, gathering briefly the calamities of the
wars. " So when he was come to the crown,
he set one Lysias over the affairs of his
realm, and appointed him chief governor of
Celosyria and Phenice.

*2 For Ptolemeus, that was called Maci-on,
choosing rather to do justice unto the Jews
for the wrong that had been done unto
them, endeavoured to continue peace with
them. ^3 Wiiej-e^pQ^ being accused of the
h'lng's friends before Eupator, and called
traitor at every word, because he had left

Cyprus, that Philometor had committed
unto him, and departed to Antiochus Epi-
phanes, and seeing that he was in no honour-
able place, he was so discouraged, that he
poisoned himself and died.

'^ But when Gorgias was governor of the
holds, he hired soldiers, and nourished war
continually with the Jews; ^^and there-
withal the Idumeans, having gotten into
their hands the most commodious holds,
kept the Jews occupied, and receiving those
that were banished from Jerusalem, they
went about to nourish war.

Then they that were with Maccabeus
made supplication, and besought God that
he would be their helper ; and so they rau
with violence upon the strong holds of the
Idumeans, '''and assaulting them strongly-
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they won the holds, and kept off all that
fought upon the wall, and slew all that fell

into their hands, and killed no fewer than
twenty thousand.
^^And because certain, who were no less

than nine thousand, were fled together into

two very strong castles, having all manner
of things conTenient to sustain the siege,
13 Maccabeus left Simon and Joseph, and
Zaccheus also, and them that were with
him, who were enough to besiege them, and
departed himself unto those places which
more needed his help.
^ Now they that were with Simon, being

led with covetousness, were persuaded for

money through certain of those that were
in the castle, and took seventy thousand
drachms, and let some of them escape, ^i But
when it was told Maccabeus what was done,
he called the governors of the people to-

gether, and accused those men, that they
had sold their brethren for money, and set

their enemies free to fight against them.
2^ So he slew those that were found traitors,

and immediately took the two castles. ^^And
having good success with his weapons in all

things he took in hand, he slew in the two
holds more than twenty thousand.

2-• Now Timotheus, whom the Jews had
overcome before, when he had gathered a

great multitude of foreign forces, and horses
out of Asia not a few, came as though he
would take Jewry by force of arms. ^ But
when he drew near, they that were with
Maccabeus turned themselves to pray unto
God, and sprinkled earth upon their heads,

and girded their loins with sackcloth, -^ and
fell down at the foot of the altar, and be-

sought him to be naerciful to them, and to

be an enemy to their enemies, and an adver-

sary to tlieir adversaries, as the law decla-

reth. 2 So after the prayer they took their

weapons, and went on further from the city

:

and when they drew near to their enemies,
they kept by themselves.
^ Now the sun being newly risen, they

joined both together ; the one part having
together with their virtue their refuge also

unto the Lord for a pledge of their success

and victory: the otlier side making their

rage leader of their battle.
29 But when the battle waxed strong,

there appeared unto the enemies from hea-

ven five comely men upon horses, with
bridles of gold, and two of them led the
Jews, *^ and took Maccabeus betwixt them,
and covered him on every side with their

weapons, and kept him safe, but shot arrows
and lightnings against the enemies : so that
being confounded with blindness, and full

of trouble, they were killed, ^i^j^i there
were slain offootmen twenty thousand and
five hundred, and six hundred horsemen.

2-As for Timotheus himself, he fled into a
very strong hold, called Gazara, where Che-
reas was governor.
^ But they that were with Maccabeus

laid siege against the fortress courageously
four days. ''^And they that were within,
trusting to the strength of the place, blas-

phemed exceedingly, and uttered wicked
words.

'^^ Nevertheless upon the fifth day early

twenty young men of Maccabeus' company,
inflamed with anger because of the blas-
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phemies, assaulted the wall manly, and with
a fierce courage killed all that they met
withal. •*' Others likewise ascending after
them, whiles they were busied with them
that were within, burnt the towers, and
kindling fires burnt the blasphemers alive ;

and others broke open the gates, and,
having received in the rest of the army,
took the city, ^' and killed Timotheus, that
was hid in a certain pit, and Chereas his
brother, with Apollophanes.
^ When this was done, they praised the

Lord with psalms and thanksgiving, who
had done so great things for Israel, and
given them the victory.
Not long after this, Lysias the king's pro-

tector and cousin, wlio ulso managed the
affairs, took sore displeasure for the things
that were done. 2 And when he had gather-
ed about fourscore thousand with ail the
horsemen, he came against the Jews, think-
ing to make the city an habitation of the
Grentiles, ^ and to make a gain of the temple,
as of the other chapels of the heathen, and
to set the high priesthood to sale every
year :

•* not at all considering the power of
Grod, but puffed up with his ten thousands
of footmen, and his thousands of horsemen,
and his fourscore elephants.
"So he came to Judea, and drew near to

Bethsura, which was a strong town, but
distant from Jerusalem about five furlongs
and he laid sore siege unto it.

^Now when they that were with Macca-
beus heard that he besieged the holds, they
and all the people with lamentation and
tears besought the Lord that he would send
a good angel to deliver Israel. '' Then Mac-
cabeus himself first of all took weapons, ex-
horting the other that_ they would jeopard
themselves together with him to help their
brethren : so they went forth together with
a willing mind.

*'And as they were at Jerusalem, there
appeared before them on horseback one in
white clothing, shaking his armour of gold.
^ Then they praised the merciful God all to-
gether, and took heart, insomuch that they
were ready not only to fight with men,
but with most cruel beasts, and to pierce
through walls of iron. ^^ Thus they marched
forward in their armour, having an helper
from heaven: for the Lord was mercS"ul
unto them. '^And giving a charge upon
their enemies like lions, they slew eleven
thousand footmen, and sixteen hundred
horsemen, and put all the other to flight.
1- Many of them also being wounded escaped
naked ; and Lysias himself fled away shame-
fully, and so escaped.
^ Who, as he was a man of understand-

ing, casting with himself what loss he had
had, and considering that the Hebrews
could not be overcome, because the Al-
mighty God helped them, he sent unto
them, i'*and persuaded them to agree to all

reasonable conditions, and promised that he
would persuade the king that he must
needs be a friend unto them. ^" Then
Maccabeus consented to all that Lysias
desired, being careful of the common good

;

and whatsoever Maccabeus wrote unto Ly-
sias concerning the Jews, the king granted
it.

'^For there were letters written unto the
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Jews from Lysias to this effect = Lysiaa uiito

the people of the Jews sendeth greetiag

:

*7John and Absalou, who were sent from
you, delivered me the petition subscribed,
and made request for the performance of tlie

contents thereof. '-'* Therefore what things
soever were meet to be reported to the king,

I have declared them, and he hath granted
as much as miglit be. ^^ If then ye will keep
yourselves loyal to the state, hereafter also

will I endeavour to be a means of your good.
2*'But of the particulars 1 have given order
both to these, and the other that came from
me, to commune with you. ^i Fare ye well.

The hundred and eight and fortieth year,

tlie four and twentieth day of the month
Dioscorinthius.
--'Now the king's letter contained tliese

words : King Antiochus unto his brother
Lysias sendeth greeting :

-^ since our father
is translated unto the gods, our will is, that
they that ai'e in our realm live quietly, that
every one may attend upon his own affairs.
^* We understand also that the Jews would
not consent to our father, for to be brought
unto the customs of the Gentiles, but had
rather keep their own manner of living: for

the which cause tliey require of us, that we
should suffer them to live after their own
laws. 2-i'VV^herefore our mind is, that this

nation shall be in rest, and we have deter-

mined to restore them their temple, that
they may live according to the customs of
their forefathers,

^e^ji^^^ shalt do well

therefore to send vmto them, and grant them
peace, that when they are certified of our
mind, tl)ey may be of good comfort, and
ever go cheerfully about their own affairs.

27And the letter of the king unto the na-

tion of the Jews was after this manner

:

King Antiochus sendeth greeting unto the
council, and the rest of the Jews ;

'^^ If ye
fare well, we have our desire; we are also in

good health. ^9 Menelaus declared unto us,

that your desire was to return home, and
to follow your own business :

^" wherefore
they that will depart shall have safe conduct
till the thirtieth day of Xanthicus with se-

curity. ^'And the Jews shall use their own
kind of meats and laws, as before: and none
of tliem any manner of ways shall be mo-
lested for things ignorantly done. ^ I have
sent also Menelaus, that he may comfort
you. ** Fare ye well. In tlie hundred forty

and eighth year, and the fifteenth day of the

month Xantliicus.
^'The Romans also sent unto them a let-

ter containing these words : Quintus Mem-
mius and Titus Manlius, ambassadors of the
Komans, send greeting unto the people of
the Jews. ^Whatsoever Lysias the king's

cousin hath granted, therewith we also are
well pleased. '•^ But touching such things as
he judged to be referred to the king, after ye
have advised thereof, send one forthwith,
that we may declare as it is convenient for

you : for we are now going to Antioch.
*'' Therefore send some with speed, that we
may know what is your mind. ^ Farewell.
This hundred and eight and fortieth year,
the fifteenth day of the month Xanthicus.
When these covenants were made, Lysias

went unto the king, and the Jews were
about their husbandry. ^ But of the govern-
ors of several places, Timotheus. and Apol-
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lonius the son of Genneus, also Hierony-
mu9, and Demophon, and beside them
Nicanor tlie governor of Cyprus, would
not suffer them to be quiet, and live in
peace.

^ The men of Joppe also did such an un-
godly deed: they prayed the Jews tliat
dwelt among them to go with their wives
and children into the boats which they had
prepared, as though they had meant them no
hurt. 4 Who accepted of it according to the
common decree of the city, as being desirous
to live in peace and suspecting nothing

:

but when they were gone forth into the deep,
they drowned no less than two hundred of
them.

^ When Judas heard of this cruelty done
unto his countrymen, he commanded those
that were witli him to make them ready.
^And calling upon God the righteous Judge,
he came against those m.urderers of his
brethren, and burnt the haven by night,
and set the boats on fire, and those that fled
thither he slew. 'And when the town was
shut up, he went backward, as if he would
return to root out all them of the city of
Joppe.

8 But when he heard that the Jamnites
were minded to do in like manner unto the
Jews that dwelt among them, ^he came
upon the Jamnites also by night, and set fire
on the haven and the navy, so that the light
of the fire was seen at Jerusalem two hun-
dred and forty furlongs off.

'" Now when they were gone from thence
nine furlongs in their journey toward Timo-
theus, no fewer than five thousand men on
foot and five hundred horsemen of tlie
Arabians set upon him. " Whei*eupon there
was a very sore battle ; but Judas' side by
the help of God got the victory ; so that the
Nomades of Arabia, being overcome, be-
sought Judas for peace, promising both to
give him cattle, and to pleasure him other-
wise.

^-Tlien Judas, thinking indeed that they
would be profitable in many things, granted
them peace : whereupon they shook hands,
and so they departed to their tents.
^^He went also about to make a bridge to

a certain strong city, which was fenced aboul•
with walls, and inhabited by people of divers
countries ; and the name of it was Caspis.
^*But they that were within it put such
trust in the strength of the walls and pro-
vision of victuals, that they behaved them-
selves rudely toward them that were with
Judas, railing and blaspheming, and utter-
ing such words as were not to be spoken.
'' Wherefore Judas with his company, call-

ing upon the great Lord of the world, who
without any rams or engines of war did cast
down Jericho in the time of Joshua, gave a
fierce assault against the walls, ^^and took
the city by the will of God, and made un-
speakable slaughters, insomuch that a lake
two furlongs broad near adjoining there-
unto, being filled fuU, was seen running with
blood.

'7 Then departed they from thence seven
Imndred and fifty furlongs, and came to
Cliaraca unto the Jews that are called Tu-
bieni. "^But as for Timotheus, they found
him not in the places : for before he had dis-
patched any thing, he departed from thenoa
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haring left a very eti'ong garrison in a cer-

tain hold. '^Howbeit Dositlieus and Sosi-

pater, who were of Maccabeus' captains,

went forth, and slew those that Timotheus
had left in the fortress, above ten thousand
men.
^And Maccabeus ranged his army by

bands, and set them over the bands, and
went against Timotheus, who had about
him an hundred and twenty thousand men
of foot, and two thousand and five hundred
horsemen.

2' Now when Timotheus had knowledge
of Judas' coming, he sent tlie women and
children and the other baggage unto a for-

tress called Camion : for the town was hard
to besiege, and uneasy to come unto, by rea-

son of the straitness of all the placee.
22 But when Judas his first band came in

sight, the enemies, being smitten with fear

and terror through the appearing of him
that seeth all things, fled amain, one run-
ning this way, another that way, so as that
they were often hurt of their own men, and
wounded with the points of their own
swords. 23ju(3ag also was very earnest
in pursuing them, killing those wicked
wretches, of whom he slew about thirty
thousand men.

2* Moreover Timotheus himself fell into
the hands of Dositheus and Sosipater, whom
he besought with much craft to let him go
with his life, because he had many of the
Jews' parents, and the brethren of some of
them, who, if they put him to death, should
not be regarded, ^a gg when he had assured
them with maiiy words that he wotdd re-

store them without hurt, according to the
agreement, they let him go for the saving of
their brethren.
^Then Maccabeus marched forth to Car-

nion, and to the temple of Atargatis, and
there he slew five and twenty thousand per-
sons.

'•^And after he had put to flight and de-
stroyed them, Judas removed the host to-

ward Ephron, a strong city, wlierein Lysias
abode, and a great multitude of divers
nations, and the strong young men kept the
walls, and defended them mightily: wherein
also was great provision of engines and darts.
^^But when Judas and his company had
called upon Almighty God, who with his
power breaketh the strength of his enemies,
they won the city, and slew twenty and five
thousand of them that were within.
29Frora thence they departed to Scytho-

polis, which lieth six hundred furlongs from
Jerusalem, ^o -^^^ when the Jews that
dwelt there had testified that the Scythopo-
litans dealt lovingly with them, and entreat-
ed them kindly in the time of their adversity

;

31 they gave them thanks, desiring them to
be friendly still unto them : and so they
came to Jerusalem, the feast of the weeks
approaching.
^And after the feast, called Pentecost,

they went forth against Gorgias the gover-
nor of Idumea, ^Swho came out with three
thousand men of foot and four hundred
horsemen. 34^u(j [^ happened that in their
fighting together a few of the Jews were
slain. ^At which time Dositheus, one of
Bacenor's company, who was on horseback,
and a strong man, was still upon Gorgias,

said as much as could be in defence of the
cause, persuaded, pacified, made them well
affected, returned to Antioch. Thus it went
touching the king's coming and departing.
After three years was Judas informed,

that Demetrius tlie s07i of Seleucus, having
entered by the haven of Tripolis with a
great power and navy, '^ had taken the coun-
try, and killed Antiochus, and Lysias hie
protector.
^Now one Alcimus, who had been high

priest, and had defiled himself wilfully in
the times of their mingling toith the Gentiles,
seeing that by no means he could save liim-
self, nor have any more access to the lioly

altar, * came to king Demetrius in the hun-
dred and one and fiftieth year, presenting
unto him a crown of gold, and a palm, and
also of the boughs whicli were used solemnly
in the temple : and so that day he held his
peace.

* Howbeit, having gotten opportunity to
further his foolish enterprise, and being
called into council by Demetrius, and asked
how the Jews stood affected, and what they
intended, he answered thereunto :

^ Those
of the Jews that be called Assideans, whose
captain is Judas Maccabeus, nourish war,
and are seditious, and will not let the realm
be in peace.

7 Therefore I, being deprived of mine an-
cestors' honour, I mean the high priesthood,
am now come hither : * first, verily for the
unfeigned care I have of things pertaining
to the king ; and secondly, even for that i

intend the good of mine own citizens: for

all our nation is in no small misery through
the unadvised dealing of them aforesaid.

3 Wherefore, king, seeing thou kuowest
all these things, be careful for the country,
and our nation, which is pressed on every
side, according to the clemency that thou
readily shewest unto all. ^^ For as long as

Judas liveth, it is not possible that the state

should be quiet. '' Tliis was no sooner spo-

ken of him, but others of the king's friends,

being maliciously set against Judas, did
more incense Demetrius.
^^And forthwith calling Nicauor, who had

been master of the elephants, and making
him governor over Judea, he sent him forth,
^"^ commanding him to slay Judas, and to

scatter them that were with him and to

make Alcimus high priest of the great tem-
ple. 1•* Then the heathen, that had fled out
of Judea from Judas, came to Nicanqr by
flocks, thinking the harm and calamities of

the Jews to be their welfare.
'• Now when the Jews heard of Nicanor's

coming, and that the heathen were up
against them, they cast earth upon their

heads, and made supplication to him that

had established his people forever, and who
always helpeth his portion with manifesta-

tion of his presence. ^^ So at the command-
ment of the captain they removed straight-

ways from thence, and came near unto tliem

at tlie town of Dessau.
'" Now iSimon, Judas' brother, had joined

battle with Nicanor, but was somewhat dis-

comfited through the sudden silence of hi»
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enemies. ^^ Nevertheless Nicunor, bearing
of the manlmess of them tiiat were with
Judas, and the courageousuess that tliey had
to fight for their country, durst not try tlie

matter by the sword. ^^ Wherefore he sent
Posidonius, and Theodotus, and Mattathias,
to make peace.

2^ So when they had taken long advise-
ment thereupon, and the captain had made
the multitude acquainted therewith, and it

appeared that they were all of one mind,
they consented to the covenants, ^^ and ap-
pointed a day to meet in together by them-
selves : and when the day came, and stools
were set for either of them, 22 Judas placed
armed men ready in convenient places, lest

some treachery should be suddenly practised
by the enemies : so they made a peaceable
conference.
^ Now Nicanor abode in Jerusalem, and

did no hurt, but sent away the people that
came flocking unto him. 24Aq{J j^g would
not willingly have Judas out of his sight: for
he loved the man from his heart. ^He
prayed him also to take a wife, and to beget
children : so he married, was quiet, and took
part of this life.

'-* But Alcimus, perceiving the love that
was betwixt them,and considering the cove-
nants that were made, came to Demetrius,
and told him that Nicanor was not well
affected toward the state : for that he had
ordained Judas, a traitor to his realm, to be
the king's successor. ^7 Then the king being
in a rage, and provoked with the accusations
of the most wicked man, wrote to Nicanor,
signifying that he was much displeased with
the covenants, and commanding him that
he should send Maccabeus prisoner in all

haste unto Antioch.
^ When this came to Nicanor's hearing,

he was much confounded in himself, and
took it grievously that he should make void
the articles which were agreed upon, the
man being in no faiilt. ^sBut because there
was no dealing against the king, he watched
his time to accomplish this thing by policy.
^"Notwithstanding, when Maccabeus saw

that Nicanor began to be churlish unto him,
and that he entreated him more roughly
than he was wont, perceiving that such sour
behaviour came not of good, he gathered
together not a few of his men, and withdrew
himsdf from Nicanor. ^' But the other,
knowing that he was notably prevented by
Judas' policy, came into the great and holy
temple, and commanded the priests, that
were offering their usual sacrifices, to deliver
him the man. ^^And wlien they sware that
they could not tell where the man was
whom he sought, ^^he stretched out his right
hand toward the temple, and made an oath
in this manner : If ye will not deliver me
Judas as a prisoner, I wUl lay this temple of
God even with the ground, and I will break
down the altar, and erect a notable temple
unto Bacchus.

'^'After these words, he departed. Then
the priests lifted up their hands toward
heaven, and besought him that was ever a
defender of their nation, saying in this man-
ner-, ^ Thou, Lord of all things, who hast
need of nothing, wast pleased that the tem-
ple of thine habitation should be among us

:

* therefore now, holy Lord of all holiness,

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keep this house ever undefiled, which lately
was cleansed, and stop every unrighteous
mouth.
^Now was there accused unto Nicauor

one Razis, one of the elders of Jerusalem, a
lover of his countrymen, and a man of very
good report, who for his kindness was callecl

a father of the Jews. ^ For in the former
times, wlien they mingled not themselves
with the Gentiles, he had been accused of
Judaism, and did boldly jeopard his body
and life with all vehemenoy for the religion
of the Jews.

2^ So Nicanor, willing to declare the liate

that he bare unto the Jews, sent above five

hundred men of war to take him : ^ for he
thought by taking him to do the Jews much
hurt. '*^ Now when tlie multitude would have
taken the tower, and violently broken into
the outer door, aiid bade that fire should be
brought to burn it, he being ready to be
taken on every side fell upon his sword;
•^ choosing rather to die manfully, than to
come into the hands of the wicked, to be
abused otherwise than beseemed his noble
birth :

^^ but missing his stroke through
haste, the multitude also rushing within
the doors, he ran boldly up to the wall,

and cast himself down manfully among tlie

thickest of them. ** But they quickly giving
back, and a space being made, he fell down
into the midst of the void place.

^^ Nevertheless, while there was yet breath
within him, being inflamed with anger, he
rose up ; and though his blood guslied out
like spouts of water, and his wounds were
grievous, yet he ran through the midst of
the throng; and standing upon a steep
rock, *^ when as his blood was now quite
gone, he plucked out his bowels, and taking
them in both his hands, he cast them
upon the throng, and calling upon the
Lord of life and spirit to restore him those
again, he thus died.

But Nicanor, hearing that Judas and his
company were in the strong places about
Samaria, resolved without any danger to set

upon them on the sabbath day.
' Nevertheless the Jews that were com-

pelled to go with him said, destroy not
so cruelly and barbarously, but give honour
to that day, which he, that seeth all things,
hath honoured with holiness above other
days.

3 Then the most ungracious wretch de-
manded, if there were a Mighty one in hea-
ven, that had commanded the sabbath day
to be kept, ''And when they said. There is

in heaven a living Lord, and mighty, wlio
commanded the seventh day to be kept

:

^then said the other, And I also am migiity
upon earth, and I command to take arms,
and to do the king's business. Yet he ob-
tained not to have his wicked will done.
So Nicanor in exceeding pride and haugh-

tiness determined to set up a public monu-
ment of his victory over Judas and them
that were with him.

7But Maccabeus had ever sure confidence
that the Lord woidd help him : ^ wherefore
he exhorted his people not to fear the
coming of the heathen against them, but to
remember the help which in former times
they had received from heaven, and now to

expect the victory and aid, which siiouid
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come unto them from the Ahnighty. ^And
so comforting them out of the law and the
prophets, and withal putting them in mind
of tlie battles that they won afore, he made
them more cheerful.
i°And when he had stirred up their minds,

he gave them their cliarge, shewing them
therewithal the falsehood of the heathen,
and the breach of oaths. ^' Thus he armed
every one of them, not so much with de-

fence of shields and spears, as with comfort-
able and good words : and beside that, he
told them a dream worthy to be believed,

as if it had been so indeed, which did not a

little rejoice them.
^^And this was his vision : That Onias,

who had been high priest, a virtuous and a

good man, reverend in conversation, gentle
iu condition, well spoken also, and exercised
from a child in all points of virtue, holding
up his hands prayed for the whole body of
the Jews. '* This done, in like manner there
appeared a man with gray hairs, and exceed-
ing glorious, wlio was of a wonderful and
excellent majesty. ^^Then Onias ansAvered,

saying. This is a lover of the brethren, who
prayeth much for the people, and for the
holy city, to toit, Jeremias the prophet of
God. *^ Whereupon Jeremias holding forth
his right hand gave to Judas a sword of gold.

And in giving it spake thus, '^Take this holy
sword, a gift from God, with the which thou
shalt wound the adversaries.

^7 Thus being well comforted by the words
of Judas, wliich were very good, and able to

stir them up to valour, and to encourage
the hearts of the young men, they deter-
mined not to pitch camp, but courageously
to set upon them, and manfully to try the
matter by conflict, because the city and the
sanctuary and the temple were iu danger.
^^For the care that they took for their
wives, and their children, their brethren,
and kinsfolks, was in least account with
them: but the greatest and principal fear

was for the holy temple. ^^Also they that
wei'e in the city took not the least care,

being troubled for the conflict abroad.
2^And now, when as all looked what should

be the trial, and the enemies were already
come near, and the array was set iu array,

and the beasts conveniently placed, and the
horsemen set in wings,

-' Maccabeus seeing the coming of the
multitude, and the divers preparations of
armour, and the fierceness of the beasts,

stretched out his hands toward heaven, and
called upon the Lord that worketh wonders,
knowing that victory cometh not by arms,
but even as it seemeth good to him, he
giveth it to such as are worthy :

:

Lord, thou didst send thine angel in the
time of Ezekias king of Judea, and didst
slay in the host of Sennacherib an hundred
fourscore and five tliousand : ^s^j^erefore
now also, Lord of heaven, send a good
angel before us for a fear and dread unto
them ;

^ and through the might of thine
arm let those be stricken with terror, that
come against thy holy people to blaspheme.
And he ended thus.

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Now Philopater, on learning from those
who came back that Antiochus had made
himself master of the places which belong-
ed to himself, sent orders to all his footmen
and horsemen, took with him his sister Ar-
sinoe, and marched out as far as the parts
of Raphia, where Antiochus and his forces
encamped.
^And one Theodotus, intending to carry

out his design, took with him the bravest of
the armed men who had been before com-
mitted to his trust by Ptolemy, and got
through at night to the tent of Ptolemy, to
kill him on his own responsibility, and so
to end the war. ^But Dositheus, called
the son of Drimulus, by birth a Jew, after-

ward a renegade from the laws and observ-
ances of his country, conveyed Ptolemy
away, and made an obscure person lie down
in his stead in the tent. It befel this man
to receive the fate which was meant for
the other.
^A fierce battle then took place ; and the

men of Antiochus prevailing, Arsinoe con-
tinually went up and down the ranks, and
with dishevelled hair, with tears and en-
treaties, begged the soldiers to figUt man-
fully for themselves, their children, and
wives ; and promised that if they proved
conquerors, she would give them two minse
of gold apiece. ^ It thus fj3ll out that their

enemies were defeated in hand-to-hand
encounter, and that many of them .were
taken prisoners.

Having vanquished this attempt, the
king then decided to proceed to the neigh-
bouring cities, and encourage them. ^By
doing this, and by making donations to

their temples, he inspired his subjects with
confidence. ** The Jews also sent some of
.heir council and of their elders to him.
The greetings, guest-gifts, and congratula-
tions on the past, bestowed by them, filled

him with the greater eagtruess to visit

their city.
'^ Having arrived at Jerusalem, sacrificed,

and ofiered thank-offerings to the Greatest
God, and done whatever else was suitable

to the sanctity of the place, and entered the
inner court, '"he was so struck with the
exact magnificence of the place, and so

wondered at the orderly arrangements of

of these men was carried on cruelly, zeal,

ously, assiduously, from the rising of the
sun to its going down, and was not brought
to an end in forty days.

*^ The king was filled with great and con-
stant joy, and celebrated banquets before
the temple idols. His erring heart, far from
the truth, and his profane mouth, gave glory

to idols, deaf and incapable of speaking or
aiding, and uttered unworthy speech against

the Greatest God.
''At the end of the above-mentioned in-

terval of time, the registrars brought word
to the king that the multitude of the Jews
was too great for registration, *^ inasmuch
as there were many still left in the land, of
whom some were in inhabited houses, and
others were scattered about in various
places; so that all the commanders in

Egypt were insufficient for the work.
^The king threatened them, and charged
them with taking bribes, in order to con-
trive the escape ol the Jews : but was clearly

convinced of the truth of what had been
said. 2a They said, and proved, that paper
and pens had failed them for the carrying
out of their purpose. -^Now this was the
active interference of the unconquerable
Providence which assisted the Jews from
heaven.
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Then ho called fierruoia. who had •«•^
of the elephants. Full ot rage, altogetiier
faxed in his furious design, 2 he commanded
him, with a quantity of unmixed wine and
handfuls of incense [infused] to drug tlje
elephants early on the following day. These
fave hundred elephants were, when infuriated
by the copious draughts of frankincense,
to be led up to the execution of death
upon the Jews. «The king, after issuing
these orders, went to his feasting, and
gathered together all those of his friends
and of the army who hated the Jews tlie
most.

^^^ ".^^^^^ of the elephants, Hermon,
lulhlied his commission punctuallv. ' The
underlings appointed for the purpose went
out about eventide and bound the hands
of the miserable rictims, and took other
precautions for their security at night,
thinking that the whole race would perisli
together.
^The heathen believed the Jews to be de-

stitute of all protection ; for chains fettered
them about. '" They invoked the Almighty
Lord, and ceaselessly besought with tears
their merciful God and Father, Ruler of all,
Lord of every power, ^to overthrow the
evil purpose which was gone out against
them, and to deliver them by extraordinary
manifestation from that death which was
in store for them. ^ Their litany so earnest
went up to heaven.
^OThen Hermon, who had filled his mer-

ciless elephants with copious draughts of
mingled wine and frankincense, came early
to the palace to certify the king tliereof.
*^ He, however, who has sent his good crea-
ture sleep from all time, by night or by day
thus gratifying whom he wills, diffused a
portion thereof [nowj upon the king, '^gy
this sweet and profound influence of the
Lord he was held fast, and thus his unjust
purpose was quite frustrated, and his un-
flinching resolve greatly falsified.

'2 But the Jews, having escaped the hour
which had been fixed, praised their holy
God, and again prayed him who is easily

reconciled to display the power of his power-
ful hand to the overweenmg Gentiles. ^'^The
middle of the tenth hour had well nigh
arrived, when the master-bidder, seeing the
guests who were bidden collected, came and
shook the king. '^ He gained his attention
with difficulty, and hinting that the meal-
time was getting past, talked the matter
over with him.

i•* The king listened to this, and then turn-
ing aside to his potations, commanded the
guests to sit down before him. *'' This done,
he asked them to enjoy themselves, and to
indulge in mirth at this somewhat late hour
of the banquet. *^ Conversation grew on,

and the king sent for Hermon, and enquired
of him, with fierce denunciations, why the
Jews had been allowed to outlive that day.
^^ Hermon explained that he had done his

bidding over night ; and in this he was con-

firmed by his friends, ^o The king, then, with
a barbarity exceeding that of Phalaris, said,

That they might thank his sleep of that

day. Lose no time, and get ready the

elephants against to-morrow, as you did

before, for the destruction of these accursed

Jews.
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21 When the king said tliis, the company
present were glad, and approved ; and^ then
each man went to his own home. ^
did they employ the night in sleep, so much
as in contriving cruel mockeries for those

deemed miserable.
23 The morning cock had just crowed, and

Hermon, having harnessed the brutes, was
stimulating them in the preat colonnade.

2^The city crowds were collected together

to see the hideous spectacle, and waited
impatiently for the dawn, ^i^he Jews,

breathless withmomentary suspense, stretch-

ed forth their hands, and prayed
_
the

Greatest Grod, in mournful strains, again to

help them speedily.
26 The sun s rays were not yet shed abroad,

and the king was waiting for his friends,

when Hermon came to him, calling him out,

and saying. That his desires could now be
realized, ^r The king, receiving him, was
astonished at his unwonted exit; and, over-

whelmed with a spirit of oblivion about
everything, enquired the object of this ear-

nest preparation. ^ But this was the work-
ing of that Almighty God who had made
him forget all his piu'pose.

2'J Hermon, and all his friends, pointed out
the preparation of the animals. They are

ready, king, according to your own strict

injunction. *'The king was filled with
fierce anger at these words; for, by the

Providence of God regarding these things,

his mind had become entirely confused.

He looked liard at Hermon, and threatened
liim as follows: ^i Your parents, or your
children, were they here, to these wild
beasts a large repast

_
they should have

furnished ; not these innocent Jews, who
me and my forefathers loyally have served.
^2 Had it not been for familiar friendship,

and the claims of your office, your life

should have gone for theirs.
33 Hermon, being threatened in this unex-

pected and alarming manner, was troubled
in visage, and depressed in countenance.
^ The friends, too, stole out one by one, and
dismissed the assembled multitudes to their

occupations. ^ The Jews, having heard of

these events, praised the glorious God and
King of kings, because they had obtained
tliis help, too, from him.

3*' Now the king arranged another banquet
after the same mannerj and proclaimed an
invitation to mirth, ^/^.nd ne summoned
Hermon to his presence, and said, with
threats. How often, wretch, must I repeat

my orders to thee about these same persons?
38 Dnce more, arm the elephants against the

morrow for the extermination of the Jews.
'^"^ His kinsmen, who were reclining with

him, wondered at his instability, and thus
expressed themselves: ^O king, how long

dost thou make trial of us, as of men bereft

of reason ? This is the third time that thou
hast ordered their destruction. When the

thing is to be done, thou changest thy mind,
and recallest thy instructions. ^^ For this

cause the feeling of expectation causes tu-

mult in the city : it swarms with factions

;

and is continually on the point of being
plundered.

** The king, just like another Phalaris, a

iD^ey to tbougbtleeeness, made no account
tna changoii which hie own mind had
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undergone, issuing in the deliverance of the
•^®j ?® swore a fruitless oath, and deter-

mined forthwith to send them to hades
crushed by the knees and feet of the ele-
phants. '•3 He would also invade Judea, and

1 J
^^^ to'w^ns with fire and the sword

;and destroy that temple which the heathen
might not enter, and prevent sacrifices ever
after being ofiered up there.

•'^Joyfully his friends broke up, together
with his kinsmen ; and, trusting in his de-
termination, arranged their forces in guard
at the most convenient places of tlie city.
^And the master of the elephants urged the
beasts into an almost maniacal state, drench-
ed them with incense and wine, and decked
them with frightful instruments.

"•^About early morning, when the city was
now filled with an immense number of peo-
ple at the hippodrome, he entered the palace,
and called the king to the business in hand.
'*7The king's heart teemed with impious
rage ; and he rushed forth witli the mass,
along with the elephants. With feelings un-
softened, and eyes pitiless, he longed to gaze
at the hard and wretched doom of the above-
mentioned Jews.

^** But the Jews, when the elephants went
out at the gate, followed by the armed force

;

and when they saw the dust raised by the
throng, and heard the loud cries of the
crowd, '^ thought that they had come to the
last moment of their lives, to the end of
what they had tremblingly expected. Tliey
gave way, therefore, to lamentations and
moans: they kissed each other: those near-
est of kin to each other hung about one
another's necks: fathers about their sons,
mothers their daughters: other women held
their infants to their breasts, which drew
what seemed their last milk.

^^ Nevertheless, when they reflected upon
the succour before granted them from liea-

ven, they prostrated themselves with one
accord ; removed even the sucking children
from the breast, and ^] sent up an exceed-
ing great cry, entreating the Lord of all

power to reveal himself, and have mercy
upon those who now lay at the gates of
hades.
And Eleazar, an illustrious priest of the

country, who had attained to length of days,

and whose life had been adorned with vir-

tue, caused the presbyters who were about
him to cease to cry out to the holy God, and
prayed thus

:

-O King, mighty in power, most high.

Almighty God, who regulatest the whole
creation with thy tender mercy, ^ look upon
the seed of Abraham, upon the children of

the sanctified Jacob, thy sanctified inherit-

ance, Father, now being wrongfully

destroyed as strangers in a strange land.
•* Thou destroyedst Pharaoh, with his host

of chariots, when that lord of this same
Egypt was uplifted with lawless hardihood

and loud-sounding tongue. Shedding the

beams of thy mercy upon the race of Israel,

thou didst overwhelm him with his proud

army. *When Sennacherim, the grievous

king of the Assyrians, glorying in his count-

less hosts, had subdued the whole land with

upon all their adversaries. ''It was thou
who, when Daniel was hurled, through slan-

der and envy, as a prey to lions down below,
didst bring him back again unhurt to light.
^ When Jonah was pining away in the belly
of the sea-bred monster, thou didst look
upon him, Father, and recover him to
the sight of his own.
^And now, thou who hatest insolence

;

tliou who dost abound in mercy; thou
who art the protector of all things; appear
quickly to those of tlie race of Israel, wlio
are insulted by abhorred, lawless Gentiles.
"^ If our life has during our exile been
stained with iniquity, deliver us from the
liand of tlie enemy, and destroy us, Lord,
by the death which thou preferrest.

^^Let not the vain-minded congratulate
vain idols at the destruction of thy beloved,
saying. Neither did their Grod deliver them.
^2 Thou who art All-powerful and Almighty,

Eternal One, behold ! have mercy upon
us who are being withdrawn from life, like
traitors,by the unreasoning insolence of law-
less men. ^^ Let the heathen cower before
thy invincible might to-day, glorious One,
who hast all power to save the race of Jacob.
1* The whole band of infants and their pa-
rents with tears beseech thee. ^*Let it be
shewn to all the nations that thou art with us,

Lord, and hast not turned thy face away
from us ; but as thou saidst that thou wouldst
not forget them even in the land of their
enemies, so do thou fulfil this saying, Lord.

'*' Now, at the time that Eleazar had end-
ed his prayer, the king came along to the
hippodrome, with the wild beasts, and with
his tumultuous power. ^ When the Jews
saw this, they uttered a loud cry to heaven,
so that the adjacent valleys resounded, and
caused an irrepressible lamentation through-
out the army.

'^ Then the all-glorious, all-powerful, and
true God, displayed his holy countenance,
and opened the gates of heaven, from which
two angels, dreadful of form, came down,
and were visible to all but tiie Jews. ^^And
they stood opposite, and filled the enemies*
host with confusion and cowardice ; and
bound them with immoveable fetters.
20And a cold shudder came over the person
of the king, and oblivion paralysed the
vehemence of his spirit. -^ They turned
back the animals upon the armed forces
which followed them ; and the animals
trod them down, and destroyed them.
--The king's wrath was converted into

compassion ; and he wept at his own machi-
nations. 23 For when he heard the cry, and
saw them all on the verge of destruction,
with tears he angrily threatened his friends,
saying, -*Ye have governed badly : and have
exceeded tyrants in cruelty ; and me your
benefactor ye have laboured to deprive at
once of my dominion and life, by
secretly devising measiires injurious to the
kingdom. ^ Who has gathered here, un-
reasonably removing each from his home,
those who, in fidelity to us, had held the
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fortresses of the country ? '^ Who has th us
consigned to unmerited punishments those
who in good will towards us from tlie befiin-

ning have in all things surpassed all nations,
and who often have engaged in the most
dangerous undertakings ?

^^ Loose, loose the unjust bonds ; send
them to their homes in peace, and deprecate
what has been done. ^ Release the sons of
the almighty living God of heaven, who
from our ancestors' times until now has
granted a glorious and uninterrupted pros-
perity to our affairs.

•^ These things he said : and they, released
the same moment, having now escaped
death, praised God their holy Saviour.
3" The king then departed to the city, and
caUed his financier to him, and bade him
provide a seven days' quantity of wine and
other materials for feasting for the Jews.

He decided that they should keep a glad-

some festival of deliverance in the very

place in which they expected to meet with

their destruction.
31 Then they who were before despised

and nigh unto hades, yea, rather advanced

into it, partook of the cup of salvation, in-

stead of a grievous and lamentable deat h.

Full of exultation, they parted out t^^^

place intended for their fall and Qarial
into banqueting booths. '^Cea&irig their

miserable strain of woe, they took up the
subject of their fatherland, hymning in

praise God their wonder-working Saviour.

All groans, all wailing, were laid aside:

tliey formed dances in token of serene

joy.
^ So, also, the king collected a number of

guests for the occasion, and returned un-
ceasing thanks with much magnificence for
the unexpected deliverance afforded him.
'' Those who had marked them out as for

death and for carrion, and had registered

them with joy, howled aloud, and were
clothed with shame, and had the fire of
their rage ingloriously put out.

'^But the Jews, as we just said, instituted

a dance, and then gave themselves up to

feasting, glad thanksgivings, and psalms.
^ They made a public ordinance to com-
memorate these things for generations to

come, as long as they should be sojourners.

They thus established these days as days of

mirth, not for the purpose of drinking or

luxury, but because God had saved them.
37 They requested the king to send them
back to their homes.

33 They were being enrolled from the

twenty-fifth of Pachon to the fourth of

Epiphi, a period of forty days: the mea-
sures taken for theii• destruction lasted from
the fifth of Epiphi till the seventh, that is,

three days. ^9 The Riiler over all did during

this time manifest forth his mercy glori-

ously, and did deliver them all together

unharmed.
40 They feasted upon the king's provision

up to the fourteenth day, and then asked to

be sent away. "*' The king commended
them, and wrote the subjoined letter, of

magnanimous imp9rt for them, to the com-
manders of every city.

ance, for the king generously granted tliem
severally the means of securing a return
home. 19 They were accordingly brought
back in peace, while they gave utterance to
becoming thanks ; and they determined to
keep these days dui'ing their sojourn as days
of joyfulness. -"These they registered as
sacred upon a pillar, ^hen they had dedi-
cated the place of their festivity to be oue
of prayer. They departed unharmed, free,

abundant in joy, preserved by the king's
command, by land, by sea, and by river,
each to his own home.

21 They had more weight than before
among their enemies ; and were honoured
and feared, and no one in any way robbefl
them of their goods. ^ Every man received
back his own, according to inventory ; those
who had obtained tlieir goods, giving them
up with the greatest terror. For the great-
est Grod wrought with perfectuess wonders
for their salvation. ^SBiggggd be the Re-
deemer of Israel unto everlasting. Amen.
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As am going to demonstrftte a most philo-

sophical proposition, namely, that religious

reasoning is absolute master of the pas-

sions, I would willingly advise you to give

the utmost heed to philosophy. - For rea-

son is necessary to every one as a step to

science : and more especially does it embrace
the praise of prudence, the highest virtue.

^If, then, reasoning appears to hold tlie

mastery over the passions which stand in

the way of temperance, such as gluttony
and lust, "^it surely also and manifestly has
the rule oyer the affections which are con-

trary to justice, such as malice ; and of

those which are hindrances to manliness,

as wrath, and pain, and fear. ^ How, tlieu,

is it, perhaps some may say, that reasoning,

if it rule the affections, is not also master
of forgetfuhiess and ignorance? They at-

tempt a ridiculous argument. ^ For reason-

ing does not rule over its own affections,

but over sucli as are contrary to justice,

and manliness, and temperance, and -pyu-

dence; and yet over these, so as to with-

stand, without destroying them,
7 1 might prove to you, from many otl jc

considerations, that religioTis reasoning ij

sole masterof the passions; ^butl shall prove

it with the greatest force from tjiefortitntle

of Eleazar. and seven brethren, and ih^a•

mother, who suffered death in def'.-n-^e of

virtue, ^For ail these, contemning pains
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even unto death, by this contempt, demon-
strated that reasoning has command over
the passions,

1" For their virtues, then, it is right that
I shoxud commend those men who died
with their mother at this time in behalf of
rectitude; and for their honours, I may
count them happy.* i^For they, winning
admiration not only from men in geuera-l,

but even from their persecutors, for their

manliness and endurance, became the means
of the destruction of the tyranny against

their nation, having conquered the tyrant
by their endurance, so that by them their

country was purified.
'2 But we may now at once enter upon the

question, having commenced, as is our wont,
with laying down the doctrine, and so pro-

ceed to the account of these persons, giving

glory to the all wise God.
^3 The question, therefore, is, whether

reasoning be absolute masterof the passions.
^* Let us determine, then, What is reason-
ing? and what passion? and how many
forms of the passions ? and whether reason-
ing bears sway over all of these ?

^"^ Reasoning is, then, intellect accompa-
nied by a life of rectitude, putting foremost
the consideration of wisdom. ^"And wis-

dom is a knowledge of divine and human
things, and of their causes. '^Aud this is

contained in the education of the law ; by
means of whicli we learn divine things
reverently, and human things profitably.

'^And the forms of wisdom are prudence,
and justice, and manliness, and temperance.
'^ The leading one of these is prudence ; by
whose means, indeed, it is that reasoning
bears rule over the passions, ^o Of the pas-

sions, pleasure and pain are the two most
comprehensive; and they also by nature
refer to the soul, ^ijj^it,,^ there are many
attendant affections surrounding pleasure
and pain. ^2 gfQj-e pleasure islvist; and
after pleasure, joy. ^And before pain is

fear ; and after pain, sorrow.
^ Wrath is an affection, common to plea-

sure and to pain, if any one will pay atten-
tion when it comes upon him. ^And there
exists in pleasure a malicious disposition,
which is the most multiform of all the
xffections. ^ In the soiu it is arrogance,
and love of money, and vaingloriousness,
and contention, and faithlessness, and the
evU eye. ^7 in the body it is greediness and
gormandizing, and solitary gluttony.

2'^As pleasure and pain are, therefore, two
growths of the body and the soul, so there
are many offshoots of these passions. -^And
reasoning, the universal husbandman, purg-
ing, and pruning these severally, and bind-
ing round, and watering, and transplanting,
in every way improves the materials of the
morals and affections. ^ For

_
reasoning is

the leader of the virtues, but it is the sole
ruler of the passions. Observe then first,

tbrouirr. the very things wliich stand in the
way of temperance, that reasoning is abso-
lute ruler of the passions.
^^Jfow temperance consists ofa command

over the lusts. ^^But of the lusts, some
belong to the soul, others to the body : and
over each of these classes the reasoning
appears to bear sway. ^ For whence is it,

othervrise, that when urged on to forbidden
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meats, we reject the gratification whieli
would ensue from them? Is it not because
reasoning is able to command the appetites?
i believe so. ^ Hence it is, then, tiiat when
lusting after water-animals and birds, and
fourfooted beasts, and all kinds of food
which are forbidden us by the law, we with-
hold ourselves through the mastery of rea-
spning. ^ajOr the affections of our appe-
tites are resisted by the temperate under-
standing, and bent back again, and all the
impulses of the body are remed in by rea-
eoning.
And what wonder? if the lusts of the

soul, after participation with what is beauti-
ful, are frustrated, ^on this ground, there-
fore, the temperate Joseph is praised in tliat

by reasoning, he subdued, on reflection, the
indulgence of sense. ^, although young,
and ripe f9r sexual intercourse, he abrugated
by reasoning the stimulus of his passions.
"•And it is not merely the stimulus of sen-

sual indulgence, but that of every desire,
that reasoning is able to master. 'JFor
instance, the law says, Thou shalt not covet
thy neighbour's wiie, nor anything that
belongs to thy neighbour. ^ Now, then,
since it is the law wnich has forbidden us
to desire, I shall much the more easily per-
suade you, that reasoning is able to govern
our lusts, just as it does the affections which
are impedirnents to justice. ^ Since in what
way is a solitary eater, and a glutton, and a
drunkard reclaimed, unless it be clear that
reasoning is lord of the passions ?

^A man, therefore, who regulates his

course Iby the law, even if he be a lover oi
money, straightway puts force upon his

own disposition ; lending to the needy
without interest, and cancelling the debt of
the incoming sabbath. '•'And should a man
be parsimonious, he is ruled by the law
acting through reasoning ; so that he does
not glean his harvest crops, nor vintage

:

and in reference to other points we may
perceive that it is reasoning that conquers
his passions.

^'^ For the law conquers even affection to-

ward parents, not surrendering virtue on
their account. '^And it prevails over mar-
riage love, condemning it when ti^ansgressiug

law. ^^And it lords it over the love of parents
toward their children, for they punish them
for vice; and it domineers over the inti-

macy of friends, reproving them wlien
wicked, ^^And think it not a strange asser-

tion that reasoning can in belialf of the law
conquer even enmity. ^^ It alloweth not to
cut down the cultivated herbage of an
enemy, but pi-eserveth it from the destroy-
ers, and collecteth their fallen ruins.

^^And reasoning appears to be master of
the more violent passions, as love of empire
and empty boasting, and arrogance, and
loud boasting, and slander. ^^For the
temperate understanding repels all these
malignant passions, as it does wrath : for it

masters even this.
'^ Thus Moses, when angered against Da-

than and Abiram, did nothing to them in

wrath, but regulated his anger by reason-
ing. ^3 For the temperate mind is able, as

I said, to be superior to the passions, and
to transfer some, and destroy others. '^ For
why, else, dees our most wise father Jacob
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*lame Simeon and Levi for having irration-

ally slain the whole race of the Shechem-
ites, saying, Cursed be their anger. -"For
if reasoning did not possess the power of
subduing angry affections, he would not
have spoKen thus.

2^ For at the time when God created man.
He implanted within him his passions and
moral nature•, ^s^q^ at that time He en-

throned above all the holy leader mind,
through the medium of fhe senses. ^sAnd
He gave a law to this mind, by living ac-

cording to which it will maintain a temper-
ate, and just, and good, and manly reign.
^ How, then, a man may say, if reasoning
be master of the passions, has it no control
over forgetfulnesg and ignorance ?

The argument is exceedingly ridiculous :

for reasoning does not appear to bear sway
over its own aflPections, but over those of

the body, * in such a way as that an^ one of
you may not be able to root out desire, but
reasoning will enable you to avoid being en-

slaved to it.

* One may not be able to root out anger
from the soul, but it is possible to withstand
anger. *Any one of you may not be able to

eradicate malice, but reasoning has force to
work with you to prevent your yielding to
malice. * For reasoning is not an eradicator,

but an antagonist of the passions. ^And
this may be more clearly comprehended
from the thirst of King David. ' For after

David had been attacking the Phihstines
the whole day, he with the soldiers of his

nation slew many of them ;
^ then when

evening came, sweating and very weary, he
came to the royal tent, about which the
entire host of our ancestors was encamped.
'Now all the rest of them were at supper

;

^"but the king, being very much athirst,

although he had numerous springs, could
net by their means quench his thirst

;

"but a certain irrational longing for the
water in the enemy's camp grew stronger
and fiercer upon him, and consumed him
with languish.

"*Wherefore his body-guards being troub-
led at this longing of the king, two valiant
young soldiers, reverencing the desire of the
king, put on their panoplies, and taking a
pitcher, got over the ramparts of the ene-
mies: *3and unperceived by the guardians
of the gate, they went throughout the whole
camp of the enemy in quest. "And having
boldly discovered the fountain, they filled

out of it the draught for the king.
** But he, thougli parched up with thirst,

reasoned that a draught reputed of equal
value to blood, would be terribly dangerous
to his soul. 1^ Wherefore, setting up rea-
soning in opposition to his desire, he poured
out the draught to God. ^^ For the temper-
ate mind has power to conquer the pressm-e
of the passions, and to quench the fires of
excitement, ^'and to wrestle down the
pains of the body, however excessive ; and,
through the excellency of reasoning, to
abominate all the assaults of the passions.
^ But the occasion now invites us to give

an illustration of temperate reasoning from
history. * For at a time when our fathers
were in possession of undisturbed^ peace
through obedience to the law, and were
prosperous, so that Seloucus Nicanor, tKa

only erected a gymnasium on the very

citadel of our coimtry, [but neglected] the
guardianship of the temple, ^i^t which
Divine vengeance being grieved, instigated

Antiochus himself against them. -^For
being at war with Ptolemy in Egypt, he
heard that on a report of his death being
spread abroad, the inhabitants of Jerusalem
had exceedingly rejoiced, and he quickly
marched against them. 23^n(j haviilg sub-
dued them, he established a decree that if

any ofthem lived according to the laws of
his country, he should die.

^And when he could by no means destroy
by his decrees the obedience to the law of
the nation, but saw all his threats and pun-
ishments without^ effect, ^^ for even women,
because they continued to circumcise their

children, were flung down a precipice along
with them, knowing beforehand oi the pun-
ishment, ' When, therefore, his decrees
were disregarded by the people, he himself
compelled by means of tortures every one
of this race, by tasting forbidden meats, to
abjure the Jewish religion.

The tyrant Antiochus, therefore, sitting

in public state with his assessors upon a
certain lofty place, with his armed troops
standing in a circle round him, commanded
his spearbearers to seize every one of the
Hebrews,and to compel them to taste swine's
flesh, _ and things offered to idols. 'And
should any of them be unwilling to eat the
accursed food, they were to be tortured on
the wheel, and so killed.

^And when many had been seized, a fore-

most man of the assembly, a Hebrew, by
name Eleazar, a priest by fanaily, by pro-
fession a lawyer, and advanced in years, and
for this reason known to many of the king's
followers, was brought near to him.
*And Antiochus seeing him, said, ^I would

counsel thee, old man, before thy tortures
begin, to taste the swine's flesh, and save
your life ; for I feel respect for your age and
hoary head, which since you have had so
long, you appear to me to be no philosopher
in retaining the superstition of the Jews.
' For wherefore, since nature has conferred
upon you the most excellent flesh of this
animal, do you loathe it? ^ It seems sense-
less not to enjoy what is pleasant, yet not
disgraceful ; and from notions of sinfulness,

to reject the boons of nature.
^And you will be acting, I think, still more

senselessly, if you follow vain conceits about
the truth. '^And you will, moreover, be
despising me to your own punishment.
'^ Will you not awake from your trifling

philosophy ? and give up the folly of your
notions ; and, regaining understanding wor-
thy of your age, search into the truth of an
expedient course? ^^and, reverencing my
kindly admonition, have pity upon your
own years? ^'For, bear in mind, that if

there be any power which watches over
this religion of yours, it will pardon you
for all transgressions of the law which you
commit through compulsion.

^' While the tyrant incited him in this

manner to the unlawful eating of flesh,

Eleazar begged permission to speak. '^And
having received power to speak, he began
thus to deliver himself :

'And falling upon the ground, from his

body haying no power to support tlie pains,
he yet kept his reasoning upright and un-
bending. ^Then one of the harsh spear-
bearers leaped upon his belly as he was
falling, to force mm upright.
^But he endured the pains, and despised

the cruelty, and persevered through the
indignities ;

'° and like a noble athlete, the
old man. when struck, vanquished his tor-
turers. "His countenance sweating, and he
panting for breath, he was admired by the
very torturers for his courage.
^Wherefore, partly in pity for his old

age, ^ partly from the sympathy of acquaint-
ance, and partly in admiration of his en-
durance, some of the attendants of the king
said, '^Why do you unreasonably destroy
vourself, Eleazar, with these miseries ?

" We will bring you some meat cooked
by yourself, and do you save yourself by
pretending that you have eaten swine's
utish.

^^And Eleazar, as though the advice more
painfully tortured him, cried out, '7 Let
not us who are children of Abraham be so
evil advised as by giving way to make use
of an unbecoming pretence ;

'^ for it were
irrational, if having lived up to old age in
all truth, and having scrupulously guarded
our character for it, we should now turn
back, *3 and ourselves should become a pat-
tern of impiety to the young, as being an
example oi pollution eating, ^o j^ would
be disgraceful if we should live on some
short time, and that scorned by all men
for cowardice, ^i and be condemned by
the tyrant for unmanliness, by not con-
tending to the death for our divine law.
^ Wherefore do you, children of Abra-
ham, die nobly for your religion. ^^Ye
spearbearers of the tyrant, why do ye
linger ?

f* Beholding him so high-minded against
misery, and not changing at their pity,
they led him to the fire :

^ then with meir
wickedly-contrived instruments they burnt
him on the fire, and poured stinking fluids
down into his nostrils.

*And he being at length burnt down to
the bones, and about to expire, raised his
eves G-od-ward, and said, ^7 Thou knowest,

G-od, that when I might have been
saved, I am slain for the sake of the law by
tortures of fire. ^ Be merciful to thy peo-
ple, and be satisfied with the punishment
of me on their account. ^9 Let my blood be
a purification for them, and take my life

in recompense for theirs. ^OThus speak-
ing, the holy man departed, noble in his
tornaents, and even to the agonies of death
resisted in his reasoning for the sake of
the law.

•"^^ Confessedly, therefore, religious reason-
ing is master of the passions. ^^ For had
the passions been superior to reasoning, I
would have given them the witness of this
mastery. •* But now, since reasoning con-
quered the passions, we befittingly award
it the authority of first place.

•**And it is but fair that we should allow,
that the power belongs to reasoning, since
it masters external miseries. ^ B/idiculous
would it be were it not a•.• i oJxd i pruvo that
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reasoning has not only mastered pains, but
that it is also superior to the pleasures, and
withstands tliera.

The reasoning of our father Eleazar, like
a first-rate pilot, steering the vessel of piety
in the sea of passions, ^and flouted by the
threats of the tyrant, and overwhelmed
with the breakers of torture, 'in no way
shifted the rudder of piety till it sailed into
the harbour of victory over death.

* Not so lias ever a city, when besieged,
held out against many and various ma-
chines, as did that holy man, when his pioua
soul was tried with the fiery trial of tortures
and rackings, move his besiegers throuiili
the religious reasoning tliat shielded him.
^ For father Eleazar, projecting his dispo-
sition, broke the raging waves of the pas-
sions as with a jutting promontory,
^ priest, worthy of the priestiiood ! thou

didst not pollute thy sacred teeth ; nor
make thy appetite, which had always em-
braced the clean and lawful, a partaker of
profanity. ' harmonizer with the law,
and sage devoted to a divine life ! * Of such
a character ought those to be who perform
the duties of the law at the risk of tlieir
own blood, and defend it with generous
sweat by sufferings even unto death.
•Thou, father, hast gloriously established

our right government by thy endurance;
and making of much account our service
past, prevented its destruction, and, by
thy deeds, hast made credible the words
of philosophy. ^^O aged man of more
power than tortures, elder more vigorous
than fire, greatest king over the passions,
Eleazar

!

^'For as father Aaron, armed with a
censer, hastening through the consuming
tire, vanquished the flame-bearing angel,
'2 so Eleazar, the descendant of Aaron,
wasted away by the fire, did not give up his
reasoning. ^And, what is most wonderful,
though an old man, though the labours of
his body were now spent, and his fibres
were relaxed, and his sinews worn out, he
recovered youth, i•* By the spirit of reason-
ing, and the reasoning of Isaac, he rendered
powerless the many-headed instrument. '*0
blessed old age, and reverend hoar head,
and life obedient to the law, which the
faithful seal of death perfected. ^"^If, then,
an old man, through religion, despised tor-
tures even unto death, confessedly religious
reasoning is ruler of the passions.

'7 But perhaps some might say. It is not
all who conquer passions, as all do not pos-
sess wise reasoning. ^^ But they who have
meditated upon religion with their whole
heart, these alone can master the passions
of the flesh :

^^ they who believe that to
God they die not ; for, as our forefathers,
Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, they live to God.

2" This circumstance, then, is by no means
an objection, that some who have weak
reasonmg, are governed by their passions

:

-' since what person, walking religiously
by the whole rule of philosophy, and be-
lieving in God, 2"- and knowing that it is a
blessed thing to endure all kinds of hard-
ships for virtue, would not, for the sake of
religion, master his passion? ^ the
wise and brave rrian only is lord over his
po.ssiorji. •* Wberce it \\ that evpn boys.
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unbued with the philosophy of religious

reasoning, liave conquered still more bitter

tortures ;
^ for when the tyrant was mani-

festly vanquished in his first attempt, in

being unable to force the old man to eat the
unclean thing,

—

Then, indeed, vehemently swayed with
passion, he commanded to bring others of

the adult Hebrews, and if they would eat

of the unclean thing, to let them go when
they had eaten; but if they objected, to tor-

ment them more grievously.
- The tyrant having given this charge,

seven brethren were brought into his pre-

seuce, along with their aged mother, hand-
some, and modest, and well-born, and alto-

gether comely. ^ Whom, when the tyrant
beheld, encircling their mother as in a

dance, he was pleased at them ; and being
struck with their becoming and ingenuous
mien, smiled upon them, and calling tliem

near, said,
* youths,with favourable feelings,! ad-

mire the beauty of each of you ; and greatly

honouring so numerous a band of brethren,

I not only counsel you not to share the

madness of the old man who has been tor-

tured before, ^but I do beg you to yield,

and to enjoy my friendship ; for I possess

the power, not only of punishing those who
disobey my commands, but of doing good
to those who obey them.
^Put confidence in me, then, and you

shall receive places of authority in my
government, if you forsake your national

ordinance, 7 and, conforming to the Greek
mode of life, alter your rule, and revel in

youth's delights. ^ For if you provoke me
by your disobedience, you will compel me
to destroy you, every one, with terrible

punishments by tortures. ^ Have mercy,
then, upon your own selves, whom I, al-

though an enony, compassionate for your
age and comeliness. ^" Will you not reason

upon this—that if you disobey, there will be

nothing left for you but to die in tortures ?

" Thus speaking, he ordered the instru-

ments of torture to be brought forward,

that very fear might prevail upon them to

eat unclean meat. ^-And when the spear-

man brought forward the wheels, and the

racks, and hooks, and catapeltse, and cal-

drons, pans, and finger-racks, and iron hands,

and wedges, and bellows, the tyrant con-

tinued : ^^ Fear, young men, and the Right-

eousness which ye worship wdl be merciful

to you if you err from compulsion. ^* Now
they having listened to these words of per-

suasion, and seeing the fearful instruments,

not only were not afraid, but even answered
the arguments of the tyrant, and through
their good reasoning destroyed his power.

^Now let us consider the matter: iiad

any of them been weak-spirited and coward-

ly among them, what reasonings would
they have employed but such as these ? ^^

wretched that we are, and exceeding sense-

less ! when the king exhorts us, and calls us

to his bounty, should we not obey him?
^7 Why do we cheer ourselves with vain
counsels, and venture upon a disobedience
bringing death? ^^ Shall we not fear,

brethren, the instruments of torture, and
weigh the threateniugs of torment, and
shun this vain-glory and destructive pride?
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^^Let us have compassion upon our age
and relent over the years of our mother.
-^'Aud. let us bear in mind that we shall be
dying as rebels. -lAnd Divine Justice will
pardon us if we fear the king through neces-
sity. 22\Yijy^j|;]j^j.j^^ ourselves from a
most sweet life, and deprive ouroelves of
this pleasant world ? ^ Let us not oppose
necessity, nor seek vain-glory by our own
excruciation, ^^ law itself is not for-
ward to put us to death, if we dread tor-
ture. 25^Yjjgj^Qg i^a3 such angry zeal taken
root in us, and such fatal obstinacy ap-
proved itself to us, when we might live
unmolested by giving ear to the king?
^'But nothing of this kind did the young

men say or think when about to be tortured.
^For they were well aware of the sufferings,
and masters of the pains. So that as soon
as the tyrant liad ceased counselling them
to eat the unclean, they altogether with
one voice, as from the same heart, said

:

Why delayest thou, tyrant? for we are
readier to die than to transgress the in-
junctions of our fathers. -And we should
be disgracing our fathers if we did not obey
tlie law, and take knowledge for our guide.

^ tyrant, counsellor of law-breaking, do
not, hating us as thou dost, pity us more
than we pity ourselves. * For we account
your pity of us on the terms of unlawful
escape to be worse than death._ •''And you
think to scare us, by threatening us with
death by tortures, as though thou hadst
learned notliing by the death of Eleazar
^ But if aged men of the Hebrews have died
in the cause of religion after enduring tor-
ture, more rightly should we younger men
die, scorning your cruel tortures, which our
aged instructor overcame.

' Make the attempt, then, tyrant; and if

thou puttest us to death for our religion,

think not that thou harmest us by torturing
us. ^For we through this ill-treatment
and endurance shall bear off the rewards of
virtue. ^But you, for the wicked and des-
potic slaughter of us, shalt, from the Divine
vengeance, endure eternal torture by fire.

1" When they had thus spoken, the tyrant
was not only exasperated against them as

being refractory, but enraged with them as

being ungrateful. ^^ So that, at his bidding,
the torturers brought forth the eldest of
them, and tearing thi'ough his tunic, bound
his hands and arms on each side with
thongs. ^2^nd when they had laboured
hard without effect in scourging him, they
hurled him upon the wheel, ^^^^nd the
noble youth, extended upon this, became
dislocated. ^'•And with every member dis-

jointed, he exclaimed in expostulation,
'^ most accursed tyrant, and enemy of

heavenly justice, and cruel-hearted, I am no
murderer, nor sacrilegious man, whom thou
thus iil-usest ; but a defender of the Divine
law. '^And when the spearmen said, Con-
sent to eat, that you may be released from
your tortures,

—

'^ he answered. Not so

powerful, accursed ministers, is your
wheel, as to stifle my reasoning; cut my
limbs, and burn my flesh, and twist my
joints. ^For through all my torments I

will convince you that the children of the

ilebrewsarc tlone uiiconqucred in behalf

of virtue.



IV. Maccabees IX. 19—. 12. 238 .
''^ While he was saying this, they heaped

up fuel, and setting fire to it, strained liim

upon the wheel still more. ^"And the
wheel was defiled all over with blood, and
the hot ashes were quenched by the drop-
pings of gore, and pieces of flesh were scat-

tered about tlie axles of the machine.
-'And although the framework of his

bones was now destroyed, the high-minded
and Abrahamic youth did not groan. J^But,
as though transformed by fire into immor-
tality, he nobly endured the rackings, say-

ing, 23Xniitate me, brethren, nor ever
desert your station, nor abjure my brother-
hood in courage: fight the holy and honour-
able fight of religion ;

^^ by which means our
just and paternal Providence, becoming
merciful to the nation, will punish the pesti-

lent tyrant, ^jj^i^j saying this, the revered
youth abruptly closed his life.

^And when all admired his courageous
soul, the spearmen brought forward him
who was second in point of age, and having
gut on iron hands, bound him with pointed
ooks to the catapelt. 27^nd when, on en-

quiring whether he would eat before he was
tortured, they heard his noble sentiment,
^ after they with the iron hands had violent-

ly dragged all the flesh from tlie neck to the
chin, the panther-like beasts tore oflT the
very skin of his head : but lie, bearing with
firmness this misery, said, 29How sweet is

every form of death for the religion of our
fathers ! and he said to the tyrant,
^"Thinkest thou not, most cruel of all

tyrants, that thou art now tortured more
than I, finding thy overweening concep-
tion of tyranny conquered by our patience
in behalf of our religion? ^^ 1 lighten
my suffering by the pleasures which are con-
nected with virtue. ^^ B^t thou art tortured
with threatenings for impiety; and thou
sbalt not escape, most corrupt tyrant, the
vengeance of Divine wrath.
Now this one, having endured this praise-

worthy death, the third was brought along,

and exhorted by many to taste and save his
life. "^Bnt he cried out and said. Know ye
not, that the father of those who are dead,
begat me also ; and that the same mother
bare me ; and that I was brought up in the
same tenets ? ^ I abjure not the noble
relationship of my brethren. * Now then,
whatever instrument of vengeance ye have,
apply it to my body, for ye are not able to

touch, even if ye wish it, my soul.

•''But they, highly incensed at his boldness
of speech, dislocated his hands and feet with
racking engines, and wrenching them from
their sockets, dismembered him. ^And they
dragged round his fingers, and his arms, and
his legs, and his ankles. ^And not being
able by any means to strangle him, they
tore off his skin, together with the extreme
tips of his fingers, flayed him, and then
haled him to the wheel; ** around which his

vertebral joints were loosened, and he saw
his own flesh torn to shreds, and streams of
blood flowing from his entrails. ^And when
about to die, he said, '^We, accursed
tyrant, suffer this for the sake of Divine
education and virtue. '• But thou, for thy
impiety and blood-shedding, shalt endure
indissoluble torments.
^And thus having died worthily of his
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IV. Maccabees . 13—XI. 21.

brethren, they dragged forward tlie fourth,
saying, ^^Do not thou share the madness of

thy brethren : but give regard to the king,
and save thyself. '•* But he said to them,
You have not a fire so scorching as to make
me play the coward. '*By the blessed
death of my brethren, and the eternal pun-
ishment of the tyrant, and the glorious life

of the pious, I will not repudiate the noble
brotherhood. '^ Invent, tyrant, tortures

;

that you may learn, even through them, that
I ajn the brother of those tormented before.
yWhen he had said this, the blood-

thirsty, and murderous, and unhallowed
Antiochus ordered his tongue to be cut out.
**But he said, Even if you take away the
organ of speech, yet God hears the silent.
19 Behold, my tongue is extended, cut it off;

for not for tliat shalt thou extirpate our
reasoning. 20 Qladlv do we lose our limbs
in behalf of God. 21 But God shall speedily
find you, since you cut off* the tongue, the
instrument of divine melody.
And when he had died, disfigured in his

torments, the fifth leaped forward, and said,
2 1 intend not, tyrant, to get excused

from the torment which is in behalfofvirtue.
3 But I have come of my own accord, that
by the death of me, you may owe heavenly
vengeance a punishment for more crimes.
* thou hater of virtue and of men, what
have we done that thou thus revellest in
our blood? » Does it seem evil to thee that
we worship tlie Founder of all things, and
live according to his surpassing law ? ^ But
thi* is worthy of honours, not of torments;
7 hadst thou been capable of the higher
feelings of men, and possessed the hope of
salvation from God. ^Behold, now, being
alien from God, thou makest war against
those who are religious toward God.
^As he said this, the spearbearers bound

him, and drew him to the catapelt: ^*to
which binding liim at his knees, and fasten-
ing them with iron fetters, they bent down
his loins upon the wedge of the wheel ; and
his body was then dismembered, scorpion-
fashion. "With his breath thus confined,
and his body strangled, he said, ^A great
favour thou bestowest upon us, tyrant,
by enabling us to manifest our adherence to
the law by means of nobler sufferings.
^He also being dead, the sixth, quite a

youth, was brought out ; and on the tyrant
asking him whether he would eat and be
delivered, he said,

1* I am indeed younger than ray brothers,
but in understanding I am as old; ^for
having been born and reared unto the same
end, we are bound to die also in behalf of
the same cause. ^^So that if you think
proper to torment vis for not eating the un-
clean;—torment!

^7As he said this, they brought him to the
wheel. ^^ Extended upon which, with limbs
racked and dislocated, he was gradually
roasted from beneath. ^^And having heated
sharp spits, they approached them to hii
back ; and having transfixed his sides, they
burned away his entrails.

20And he, while tormented, said, period
good and holy, in which, for the sake of
religion, we brothers have been called to
tlie contest of pain, and have not been
conquered, ^i For religious understanding,
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tyi'ant, is unconquered. ^Armed with
upright virtue, I also shall depart with my
brethren. "^ I, too, bearing with me a great

avenger, deviser of tortures, and enemy
of til e truly pious.

2^We six youths have destroyed thy
tyranny. ^8 ]Por is not your inability to

overrule our reasoning, and to compel us to

eat the unclean, thy destruction ? ^6 Your
fire is cold to us, your catapelts are painless,

and your violence harmless. ^For the
guards not of a tyrant but of a divine law
are our defenders: through this we keep
our reasoning unconquered.
When he, too, had undergone blessed

martyrdom, and died in the caldron into

which he had been thrown, the seventh, the
youngest of all, came forward : ^ whom the
tyrant pitying, though he had been dread-
fully reproached by his brethren, ^ seeing

him already encompassed with chains, had
him brought nearer, and endeavoured to

counsel him, saying,

^Thou seest the end of the madness of

thy brethren : for they have died in torture
through disobedience; and you, if disobedi-

ent, having been miserably tormented, will

yourself perish prematurely. ^Butifyou
obey, you shall be my friend, and have a
charge over the affairs of the kingdom.
^And having thus exhorted him, he sent

for the mother of the boy ; that, by con-
doling with her for the loss of so many sous,

he might incline her, through the hope of
safety, to render the survivor obedient.
'And he, after his mother had urged him
on in the Hebrew tongue, (as we shall soon
relate) says, ^ Release me, that I may speak
to the king and all his friends. ^And they,

rejoicing exceedingly at the promise of the
youth, quickly let him go.

I'*And he, running up to the pans, said,
'^ Impious tyrant, and most blasphemous
man, wert thou not ashamed, having re-

ceived prosperity and a kingdom from God,
to slay His servants, and to rack the doers
of godliness ? '^ Wherefore the divine ven-
geance is reservingyou for eternal fire and tor-

ments, which shall cling to you for all time.
13 Wert thou not ashamed, man as thou

art, yet most savage, to cut out the tongues
of men of like feeling and origin, and
liaving thus abused t torture them ? ^"^But
they, bravely dying, fulfilled their religion

towards God. ^'But thou shalt groan ac-

cording to thy deserts for haying slain

without cause the champions of virtue.

^•Wherefore, he continued, I myself,
being about to die, ^7 will not forsake the
testimony of my brethren. ^"And I call

upon the God of my fathers to be merciful
to my race. ^^But thee, both living and
dead, he will punish.

20 Thus having prayed, he hurled himself
into the pans ; and so expired.

If then, the seven brethren despised
troubles even unto death, it is confessed on
all sides that righteous reasoning is abso-
lute master over the passions. ^ just

as if, had they as slaves to the passions
eaten of the unholy, we should have said

that they had been conquered by them

;

^now it is not so: but by means of the
reasoning which is praised by God, they
mastered their passion.
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* And it is impoaeible to overlook the
leadership of reflection : for it gained tlie

victory over both passions ana troubles.
* How, then, can we avoid according to
these men mastery of i)assion through right
reasoning, since they drew not back from
the pams of fire? ^For just as by means
of towers projecting in front of harbours
men break the threatening waves, and thus
assure a still course to vessels entering port,
^ so that seven-towered right-reasoning of the
young men, securing the harbour of religion,
conquered the intemperance of passions.

**For having arranged a holy choir of
piety, they encouraged one another, saying,
^Brothers, may we die brotherly for the
law. Let us imitate the three young men
in Assyria who despised the equally afflict-

ing furnace. ^° Let us not be cowards in
the manifestation of piety. "And one said,
Courage, brother; and another, isobly en-
dure, '^^nd another, Eemember of what
stock ye are; and by the hand of what
father Isaac endui'ed to be slain for the
sake of piety.

'^And one and all, looking on each other
serene and confident, said, Let us sacrifice
with all our heart our souls to God who
gave them, and employ our bodies for the
keeping_ of the law. i*Let us not fear him
who tliinketh he killeth ; '''for great is the
trial of soul and danger of eternal torment
laid up for those who transgress the com-
mandment of Grod. ^•^ Let us arm ourselves,
therefore, in the abnegation of the divine
reasoning. ^^ If we sufier thus,Abraham, and
Isaac, and Jacob will receive us, and all the
fathers will commend us. ^^And as each
one of the brethren was haled away, the
rest exclaimed, Disgrace us not, brother,
nor falsify those who have died before you,

^'^ Now you are not ignorant of the charm
of brotherhood, which the Divine and all-

wise Providence has imparted through
fathers to children, and has engendered
through the mother's womb. ^^ In which these
brothers having remained an equal time,
and having been formed for the same period,
and been increased by the same blood, and
having been perfected through the same
principle of lire, ^ and having been brought
forth at equal intervals, and having sucked
milk from the same fountains, hence their
brotherly souls are reared up lovingly
together; '-'and increase the more power-
fully by reason of this simultaneous rearing,
and by daily intercourse, and by other edu-
cation, and exercise in the law of God.
^Brotherly love being thus sympatheti-

cally constituted, the seven brethren had a
more sympathetic mutual harmony. '-^For
being educated in the same law, and prac-
tising the same virtues, and reared up in a
just course of life, they increased this har-
mony with each other. ^ For a like ardour
for what is right and honourable increased
their fellow-feeling towards each other.
^ For it acting along with religion, made
their brotherly feeling more desirable to
them.
*And yet, although nature and inter-

course and virtuous morals increased their
brotherly love, those who were left endured
to behold their brethren, who were illused
for their religion, tortured even unto death.
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And more than this, they even urged
them on to this ill-treatment ; so that they

not only despised pains themselves, but
they even got the better of their affections

of brotherly love.

turned cowardly, or shrank back from death.

*But all of them, as though running the

road to immortality, hastened on to death

agreed unto death for religion's sake, as

through the immortal soul of religion.

houses, defend their fledglings, i• Others
build their nests, and hatch their young, in

the tops of mountains and in the precipices

of val^ys, and the holes and tops of trees,

and keep off" the intruder. ''And if not
able to do this, they fly circling round them
in agony of affection, calling out in their

own note, and save their offspring in what-
ever manner they are able.

-8 But why should we point attention to

the sympathy toward children shewn by
irrational animals ? ^^ The very bees, at the
season of honey-making, attack all who ap-

proach ; and pierce with their sting, as with
a sword, those who draw near their hive,

and repel them even unto death.
*But sympathy with her children did

not turn aside the mother of the young
men, who had a spirit kindred with that of
Abraham.

^'' sons, noble is tlie contest; to which•
you being called as a witness for the nation,
strive zealously for the laws of your count ry.

*7For it were disgraceful that this old man
should endure pains for the sake of riglit-

eousness, and that you who are younger
should be afraid of the tortures.
I^Eemember that through God ye ob-

tained existence, and have enjoyed it. ^^And
on this account ye ought to bear every
affliction because of Grod. ^For whom
also our father Abraham was forward to
sacrifice Isaac our progenitor, and shud.
dered not at the sight of his own paternal
hand descending down with the sword
upon him. ^i^nd the righteous Daniel was
cast unto the lions; and Ananias, and
Azarias, and Misael, were slung out into a
furnace of fire

; yet they endured through
God. 22 You, then, having the same faith
towards God, be not troubled. ^ For it is

unreasonable that they who know religion
shouid not stand up against troubles.

'^ With these arguments, the mother of
seven, exhorting each of her sons, over-per-
suaded them from transgressing the com-
mandment of God. 25^ud they saw this,
too, that they who die for God, live to God

;

as Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, and all

the patriarchs.
And some of the spearbearers said, that

when she herself was about to be seized for
the purpose of being put to death, she tlirew
herself upon the pile, rather than that they
should touch her person.

2 thou mother, who together with seven
children didst destroy the violence of the
tyrant, and render void his wicked inten-
tions, and exhibit the nobleness of faith

2 For thou, as a house bravely built upon
the pillar of tliy children, didst bear with-
out swaying, the shock of tortures.
^Be of good cheer, therefore, holy-

minded mother! holding the firm [substance
of the] hope of your steadfastness with
God. ^Not 80 gracious does the moon
appear with the stars in heaven, as thou art
established honourable before God, and
fixed in the firmament with thy sons whom
thou didst illuminate with religion to the
stars. *For thy bearing of children was
after the fashion of a child of Abraham.
'And, were it lawful for us to paint as on

a tablet the religion of thy story, the spec-
tators would not shudder at beholding the
mother of seven children enduring for the
sake of religion various tortures even unto
death. **And it had been a worthy thing to
have inscribed upon the tomb itself these
words as a memorial to those of the nation,
^ Here an aged priest, and an aged woman,
and seven sons, are buried through the
violence of a tyrant, who wished to destroy
the polity of the Hebrews. *^ These also

avenged their nation, looking unto God, and
enduring torments unto death.

^^ For it was a truly divine contest which
was carried through by them. ^2 j-qj. q^^

that time vii-tue presided over the contest,
approving the victory through endurance,
namely, immortality, eternal life. ^^ Eleazar
was the first to contend : and the mother of
the seven children entered the contest; and
the brethren contended. ** The tyrant was
.ne opposite ; and the world and living men
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were the spectators. ^^And reverence for God
conqueredJ and crowned her own athletes.

'6 Who did not admire those champions of
true legislation? who were not astonied?
^7 The tyrant himself, and all their council,

admired their endurance ;
^^ through which,

also, they now stand beside the divine
throne, and live a blessed life. ^^ For Moses
saith, And all the saints are under thy
hands,
^ These, therefore, having been sanctified

throuirh God, have been honoured not only
with this honour, but that also by their
means the enemy did not overcome our
nation; -^and that the tyrant was punished,
and their country purified. ^2 j^or they be-
came the antipoise to the sin of tlie nation

;

and the Divine Providence saved Israel,

aforetime afflicted, by the blood of those
pious ones, and their propitiatory death.

'-^For the tyrant Antiochus, looking to
tlieir manly virtue, and to their endurance
in torture, proclaimed that endurance as
an example to his soldiers. 24^j^(j they
proved to be to him noble and brave for

land battles and sieges ; and he conquered
and stormed the towns of all his enemies.

Israelitish children, descendants of the
seed of Abraham, obey this law, and in
every way be religious. ^ Knowing that
religious reasoning is lord of the passions,
and those not only inward but outward.
•^Wlience those persons giving up their

bodies to pains for the sake of religion, were
not only admired by men, but were deemed
worthy of a divine portion. ^And the nation
through them obtained peace, and having
renewed the observance of the law in tiieir

country, drove the enemy out of the land.

^And the tyrant Antiochus was both pun-
ished upon earth, and is punished now he
is dead ; for when he was quite unable to
compel the Israelites to adopt foreign cus-
toms, and to desert the manner of life of
their fathers, 'then, departing from Jerusa-
lem, he made war against the Persians.

''And the righteous mother of the seven
children spake also as follows to her off-

spring : I was a pure virgin, and went not
beyond my father's house ; but I took care
of the built-up rib. ^ No destroyer of the
desert, [or] ravisher of the plain, injured
me ; nor did the destructive, deceitful,
snake, make spoil of my chaste yirginity

;

and I remained with my husband during
the period of my prime.
^And these my childreUj having arrived

at maturity, their father died : blessed was
he ! for having sought out a life of fertility

in children, he was not grieved with a
period of loss of children. ^°And he used
to teach you, when yet with you, the law
and the prophets.
" He used to read to you the slaying of

Abel by Cain, and the offering up of Isaac,
and the imprisonment of Joseph, ^^^nd he
used to tell you of the zealous Phinehas

;

and informed you of Ananias and Azarias,
and Misael in the fire. ^-^And he used to
glorify Daniel, who was in the den of lions,
and pronounce him blessed.

'^And he used to put you in mind of the
scripture of Esaias, which saith, Even if

thou pass through the fire, it shall not burn
thee. ^^He chanted to you David, the
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liyma-writer, wlio saith, Maay are the afflic-

tions of the just. '^ lie declared the proverbs
of Solomon, who saitli, He is a tree of life
to all those who do His will. '' He used
to verify Ezeki; !, who said, Shall these dry
bones live? ^-For he did not forget the
song v/liich Moses taught, proclaiming, I
will kill, scid I will make to live. ^'•'This
is our life, and the length of our days.
^ that bitter, and yet not bitter, day

when the bitter tyrantof the Greeks, quench-
ing fire with fire in his cruel caldrons,
brought with boiling rage the seven sons of
the daughter of Abraham to the catapelt,
and to all liis torments !

^i jjg pierced tlie
balls of their eyes, and cut out their
tongues, and put them to death with varied
tortures. - Wherefore divine retribution
pursued and will pursue the pestilent
Avretch.

^But the children of Abraham, with
their victorious mother, are assembled to-
gether to the choir of their fathers ; having
received pure and immortal soms from
God. ^To whom be glory for ever and
ever. Amen.

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LOED Almighty, the God of our fatners

Abraham and Isaac and Jacob and of their

righteous seed ; ^that hast made the heaven
and the earth with all their adornment;
' that hast bound the sea with the word of

thy commandment; that hast closed the

abyss and sealed it with thy fearful and
glorious name ; *whom all things revere and
tremble before the face of thy power, 'be-

cause the magnificence of thy glory is un-

endurable and irresistible the wrath of thy
threatening against sinners: •the mercy of

thy promise is both immeasurable and
inscrutable; 'for thou art the Lord most
high, compassionate, longsuffering, and most
merciful, repenting of the evils of men.
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The u, Lord, according to the abundance of
