1/~g\Is fo far, that the Rape is put into any place to
Pl, fowr before it be caft into the Vinegar-veflels , that
as foon as 'tisfeparated from its Grapes ( which is done im-
mediately after Vintage,) it is carefully put up in Barrels,
leaft it take Air; without which it would heat it felf, and
be fpoyled.

There is no other way of keeping the Rape that hath
once ferved already,than to drown it that isto fay, to fill
the Veflelywherein it is, with Wine or Vinegar. Rape will
ferveayear, more or lefs, provided that care be taken of
cleaning every morning, with a piece of Linnen, the greafe
that is on the {ides of the Veflel, and with a little broom
that which fwims on the top of the liquor. The Rape-may
be freed from its greafe with water, rubbing it betweer
ones hands.

No body, that I know , hath hitherto examin'd what
this Greafe is. WhenIcangeta fit quantity of it, I will
endeavour to make fome Experiments about it 5 efpe-
cially if I be affiited with Suggeftions for making proper:
ones.
