Confildent That His [avéention Will
Hevolutionise Automobiles.

2~ Thomas A, Edison, after going to the
automobile show, is more confident
thanp ever that his newly invented eléé”
tric-storage battery will work a res- .
olution. In an interview he said:
“The battery was invented to solve a
prearranged problem in_ vehicle trac-
tion. 1f it failed in any one of half
a dozen particulars it would be a com-
plete failure. These improvements

and inventions caniiot be made in-
stantaneously. Factories must be
built with all their machinery and

paraphernalia. 1f anyone thinks there

is any undue delay. 1 would like to.
have him come .and work alongside of
me for awhile.

“Yes, the new battery will séttle the
horse; not at once, but by degrees.
The price of automobiles will be re-
duced so that almost every family
may have one and run it without the
aid of an expert. In fact, I hope that

SUICIDE IN EUROPEAN ARMIES.

Selt-Destruction Said to Be Declining
~ im All Countries Exeept
: in Russia.

The Paris Matin gives some interest-
ing figures of the number of suicides
in European armies. This seems to
show that suicide is declining in all
the armies except that of Russia,
where 13 out of every 100,000 commit
suicide with unfailing reguiarity every
year. The proportion of suicides in
the other great military countries is
higher, but shows a tendency to de-
crease. ) :

The present rates per 100,000 -are:
France, 1»; Italy, 34; Germany, 36, and
Austria, 43, The men in differént arms
of the service commit suicide in dif-
ferent proportions. The greatest num-
ber of suicides was in the Foreign Le-
gion branch of the Fren¢h army, where
they amounted to 99 per 100,000.

On the other hand, there were nnly
14 in each 100,000 in the Gardé Repub-
licaine. In the cavalry, suicide was
more frequent than in the infantry,
and more so in the artillery than in
the engineers.

In addition to the government au-
thorizing a large number of battle-
ships, cruisers and guanboats in the
(German budget for the current year,
orders have been issued and appropri-
ations made for an increase of ship-
yard and construction facilities at the
large shipyards at Dantzig, Kiel and
Wilhelmshaven.

WOULD SAVE STAMPS. -

Plan Proposed Whereby Third and
Fourth-Class Mail Woeuld Go With-
out Stamps Belng Affixed.

"The _post oftice: appropriation bil
passed by the house contains an im-
portant provision that has not at-
tracted much attention.. It provides
that hereafter post offices shall ac-
cept for transrhission in the mails
quantities of not less than 2.000 iden-
tical pieces of third and fourth class
matter without postage stamps af-
fixed, provided that the postage is
fully prepaid. This action was rec-
ommended strongly by Third Assist-
ant Postmaster General Madden in the
interest of ecotnomy to the. govern-
ment and the business public. Urder
its provisions this proposed legisla-
tion will save the expense of manu-

“facturing stamps, the sale of them to

the public and the subsequent labor
of canceling the stamps on the indi-
vidual pieces in the post offiees after
they are mailed. It will al<o save the
public the work of attaching postage
stamps to the individual pieces of
mail.
