more expences blown away into {moak by continuance of firein one month,
than can berecover'd from this Silver-harveft ina longer time, And though
this feem but a toy, yet ’tis very Philofophical, much informing the under-
ftanding, however it enrich not the purfe, For here we fee crude Mercu-
ry manifeftly turn’d into Silver, notwithftanding ’tis deny’d by fo ma-
ny.
