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A Note about [ome unufual Diamonds.

Here came to our hands, {ome while fince, a Reprefenta=

tion of a confiderable number of excellent Diamonds, fold
by one Monfieur Tavernier to his King, after his laft return
from the Eafi-Indies, whether he had made fix Voyages by
Land. Amongft thefe Diamonds there are defcribed three of
2 very unufal colour; one weighing 1r12:% Carats, of a ve
fine Violet-colour, and two of a Rofe-pale colour all three
of an Adamantin hardnefs, and upen that account efteemed
Diamonds.

A certain Phenomenon, [een by Monfieur Havelius, Feb. 5. 1674.
St. No. not far from Marienburg in Borouflia -about the Sun
a little before bis [etting and the Moow's conjunction, and the
Sun’s Eclipfe, (which yet was not feen by him.)

Saw at that time ( faith the Obferver) the Sun, ifl a sky every
I where ferene enough, being yet fome degrees above the
Horizon, and fhining very bright, yet lancing out very long and
reddifh rays, 40 or 5o degrees toward the Zenith (as appears
Fig.3.) Under the Sun, towards the Horizon, there hung a fome-
what dilute {mall Cloud, beneath which there appear’d a Mock-
Sun, of the fame bignefs (to fenfe) with the true Sun, and under
the {fame Vertical, of a fomewhat red colour. Soon after, the
true Sun more and more defcending to the Horizon, towards
the faid Cloud (as may be feen Fig. 4.) the f{purious Sun be-
neath it grew clearer and clearer, fo as that the reddith colour
in that apparent Solar disk vanifh’d, and put on the genuine
Solar light, and that the more, the lefs the genuine disk of the
Sun was diftant from the falfe Sun: Till at length the upper
true Sun pafled into the lower counterfeit one, and fo remained
alone; as appears Fig. 5.

Which Appearance being unufual, and having never been feen
by me, I took the freedom of imparting it unto you, efpecially
fince here the Mock-Sun was not found at the fide of the true
Sun, as ’tis wont to be in all Parbelia’s feen by me, but per-
pendicularly under it; not to mention the Colour, fo different
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from that which isufual in Mock-Suns; nor the great length of
the Tayl, caft up by the genuine Sun, and of a far more vivid
and {plendid light, than Parbelia’s ufe to exhibit. Upon this
appearance there foon follow’d here an exceedingly intenfe
and bitter Froft, whereby the.whole Simus Puzenﬁr was fro-
zen up from this Town of Dantzick, as far as Hela in the Bal-
tick Sea, which lafted unto the 25th of March; and the Bay
was frozen fo hard, that with great fafety people run out into
it with Sleds and Hotrfes, for feveral of our Miles. Whether
the recited Phznomenon have had any influence for this ex-
tream Cold, I know not, but leave it for Aftrologers to ex-
amine. Whether the like Appearance have ever been opferv'd
in England, 1 fhould be glad to be informed of.

An Extra& of Monficur Hevelins’s Letter, lately written to the Pub-
lither, concerning the famous Kepler’s Manufcripts ; together with
fome confiderations of his, about the ufe of Telfeopic Sights in
Aftronomical Obfervations : Delivered in the fame language, wherein
