VIIL The Husbandry of Canary Seed. By the Re-
verend Mr. Edward Tenifon,

' O prepare Land for this Seed, let it be broke up

{ome time in April, and plough’d again about
Midfummer, and .plough'd again in Auguft, that by fre-
quent Tillage the Weeds may be burnt up and de-
{firoy’d. Plouzh the laft time about the latter end of
February, or the beginning of March, if the Seafon
proves dry 3 if not, you had beft wait for a dry Scafon 4
for in fuch a Seafon only will the Ground be fit to re-
ceive the Seed.  With a Hoe, (that has a Bit about the
bigrnefs of an Onion-Hoe,) you muft from time to time
carefully cut up the Weeds. If they are not kept en-
tirely under, much of the Seed will be loft for want of
ripening. In very good Land half a Bafhel of Seed
will be enough to fow an Acre. It will thrive beft upon
a {ff Clay : 1t will grow upon any fort of lozmy Land,
that is Rich enongh to bear Hemp. If you apprchend
that the Land is not fufficiently (trong, you will do well
to allow from half a Bufhiel vo feven Gallons of Sced
to fow an Acre with.

The $°ed is ripe {ooncr or later, according as the
Spring alfords you an early or late Sealon of fowing ir.
In feme Summers *as cut 1n Argefl, but the moft ulua
time is after Wheat-Harvelt. When it 15 cut, it mu®
in molt Years i g or 6 Days in {warth, and then be
turn’d, and Ve il one fide 5 drv’a and rotted as mach
a8 the other, which may e about 4 or 5 Lavs louger.
T e certain number @i Davs can’t be AN'd, breaule they
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muft be more or lefs, according as the Weather proves
fair or rainy.

The reafon of its lying o long in {warth is, that
the lower Heads of the Seed (being expofed to the Air
Wind and Sun) may the better perfect their ripenefs,
and the Grafs and Weeds that {prung up with the Stalks
be thoroughly wither’d, and the Ears or Heads well and
{ufficiently rotted, that the Seed upon thrething may
come out clean.

The Produce upon Land that is very good, is aboug
{ix Quarters per Acre.

If the Land be but indifferent, or if the Weeds be
not kept under, then from four to five Quarters upon
an Acre is as much as you can expe&:

The Price of Seed is from two Pounds to fix Pounds
per Quarter ; but the maft ufual Price is from Forty
Shillings to Three Pounds.

It is difficult to Threfh. So much of the Seed as, af-
ter threfhing, is beaten out (as foon as ’tis fann’d) is to
be run thro’ a Wire Sieve (fuch as is ufed to feparate
Cockle from Corn) and the Husks of every fifting, that
will not pafs through the Sieve, are to be thrown by
in a heap to be threfh’d over again.

_ The ordinary Price for threfhing is Five Shillings, but
i fome Years the Threther has Six Shiliings per Quar-
ter.
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
