In order to raise sufficient money tc
perfect his muchine, Mr. Shaoks has
copstructed a “flying roundabout,’
which Is propelled not by a gas ¢ngine
but by silken wings. !

This mwmovel form of “merry-go"
round” weighs about three-quarters of
4 ton. A reporter enjuoyed a 8pin-on it
the other day under one of the arches
of Clapham station.

There are slx seats on the rounda-
bout, carrving 12 persons. In front of
each seat is a handle and & pair of
silken wimgs, made after much study
of angles and air resistance to glve the
power exercised by a Dbird's wings
Rach wing is about three and a hal
feet long. - )

As soon as the handles are turned
the merry-go-round is set whirling at &
vigorous speed, entirely by the action
of the wings. The flying machine,
which iz to be the outcome of the
roundabout, conﬂsts of four great
figid wings of silk, bullt on sclentific
principles, and two wing propellers,

Across a slender bar “the flying
man’ will sit, bicycie fashion, and wil}
rajse himself from the ground by turn-
ing the aandle which sets the propel-
lers’ wings in action.

AMERICA LEADER IN IRON.

Minnesota Alone Produces More Ore
'I'han Great Britain and Ger-
many Combined.

- Wushington.——NeIther King Edward
nor the kaiser is thought ever to have
produced as much iron ore as did the
Yanlee Jonathan in his single state of
Minnesota in 19805, Iron production in
the United States quring the last year
was unprecedented. Over 70 per cent.
of this came from the Lake Superior
region, which is the world's principal

_source of iron supply.  The shipments

of the ore from that region in 1905 ex-
ceeded 34,000,000 tons. lropm ore de-
posits in Minnesota, north and west of
the developed ranges, and in central
Wisconsin were explored and investi-
gated. Mines in Michigan, New York,
New Jersey apd other states, which
huave long been {nactive were reopened.
To emphasize the magnitude of the de-
velopment in Minnesota it need only
be stated that the Mesaba range alone,
which first produced ore in 1842, con-
tributed w the world's supply in 1%5
as much, if not more iron, than did
the German empire.
