MEMORY LOST AND FOUND,

A Recer_«t Instance in New York—
Curious Effect of a Blow.

The New York scientistsand medi~
cal fraternity are puzzling over a case
which
previo developed in medical
science—that of the man Ernest
Kauffman, who, in common parlance,
has lost his memory. He sits in &
ward of Bellevue hospital, at his side
his own daughter, and is unable to
recall the slightest trace of memory
of very recent events and cannot re-
member his own name, being other-
wise well and sound. He talked ra-
tionally of all things except such as
require the faculty of memory, and
that is nearly a total blank. He tells
his attendants that he thinks he is a
clerk in a grocery store, and that his
wife is dead. He recognizes the
daughter who is with him, but cannot
tell her name, nor that of his deceased
wife, nor the name of a son, grown to
manhood. To thechild at his sidehe
is kind and affectionate, but she in
vain tells him of their names, home
and other events. He remembers
nothing. He tells of a roar, as of ar-
tillery, in his ears, which is all that re-
mains to him of the memory of serv-
ice as a soldier in the Franco-Prus-

, sian war. He lapseseven in therecol-

lection of what they tell him, many
times reiterated.

The
following day he rose and went to
school as usual, and during the latter
part of this day the suspended faculty
all of a sudden returned, and recol-
lection of previous events, with ap-
parently no impairment whatever of
that or any other faculty. Though
happening more than 30 years ago,
it is all ag vivid as yesterday.
Pathological changes seem {o cause
loss of the faculty the same as a blow,
and the New York case apparently
belongs to such a case. All of which
ghows how complicated a faculty is
memory. Also that indeed “man is
fearfully and wonderfully made.”’—

MAKES ROCK TRANSPARENT.

A Machine That Can Slice Fiint Into
Thinnest Layers. :

Prof. William B. Dwight, of Ves-
sar college, has invented o machine
that will slice rock so thin that it
can be used for a window transpar-
ency. This feat is accomplished by
means of a series of tin disks with
edges charged with diamond dust.
The machine will cut fossils or rock
of any description so thin that one
may sce through it as easily as
through the glass in a window. To
such a degree of nicety isthe machine
regulated that it will cut the most
brittle rock to the thickness of one-
fiftieth of an inch.

The object of the inventor was to
contrive & machine which should he
of assistance to the paleontologist in
enabling him to distinguish the
minor points of his objects of in-
vestigation, which, under former con-
ditions, was impossible.

One of the chief difficulties of the
paleontologist has been his inability
to study thoroughly the grain of the
rock. 1t is often the case that the
points of greatest value are not shown
upon the rock’s surface, and the geolo-
gist breaks it with his hammer. Now,
the paleontologist objects to doing
anything of this sort because he real-
izes that in so doing he may destroy
a choice specimen. Thercfore, & ma-
chine that permits him to saw off al-
most the thickness of a hair at a time
triples his opportunities of discovery
and makes possible an analysis of a
rock specimen finer than those his
fondest dreams imagined might one
day be possible.

Tt has long been known, also, that
the beauty of various varieties of stone
increased in proportion as their den-
sity was lessened. Therefore it is pos-
sible by means of the new machine to
study the grain of a rock which may
perhaps prove prismatic in a manner
never before supposed to be possible.

The geologist knows exactly the
rock formations which represent cer-
tain periods in the earth’s existence.
The composition of rock ig by no
means the same. Each age has had
its variation, and therefore this
method which the machine makes pos-
sible of showing to the smallest de-
gree the composition of the rock ena-
bles the geologist to trace its history
beyond peradventure—N. Y. World.
