Germania, Pa.—Notwithstanding the
declaration of the state gAme authort
ties that the panther is extinct in
Pennaylvania, the experience of Fred
erick Mahl, an old hunter, butcher and
woodsman, one night recently indicates
that the Kettle creek region of Potter
county has in it at least one of the
dreaded animals.

Mah! is 73 years of age, and when
he came Into Potter county as & boy
of seven with his parents, panthers
were so common that Mahl is regard:
ed as an authority on the “varmints,”
heoce his announcement that he was
overtaken by a real “paintér” has
aroused the keenast ieterest, )

Mahl had spent the d&ymiu
& hog butchering at a farmer’s se reral,
miles down the Coudersport pike, nnd
at eight o’'clock that evening, when he
started home, the farmer's wife nxed
a generous basket of savory pa.nhaul.
spere ribs and flitch, the smell of
which doubtless permeated the night
air as he trudged over the frozen
road.

Because of the almost unprecedent:
ed season of deep snow that has pre
valled since before Christmas, all
sorts of animals have been driven to
hard straits for food, and wildcats,
catamounts, foxes and skunks have
been seen nightly along the beaten
paths. But when a shriek almost as
plaintive as that of a woman in dis-
tress rent the air within a rod of him
Mahl felt & cold shiver trickle down
his backbone.

He stopped, lstened, then called
loudly, lest the sound might have been
made by a human being. But there-
was 0o reply, except the sound of the
breaking of twigs in the bushes by the
roadside, and then & dead silence.

Mahl started as fast as he could
walk, and had gone a half mile or mare
when an awful scream, half-demoni-
acal, halfead, was uttered, this time
slightly behind him, but still from the
thicket. This well-known trait of the
panther of nagging his intended vie-
tim for miles before making the at-
tack was fully appreciated by Mabl,
and the fact that he yet hed a full
mile of woods to traverse before
émerging at the edge of his own
fields aroused no little !ear of what
might happen.

While he stood in the middle of the
road endeavoring to catch a glimpse
of the animal, the latter suddenly
emerged, not a half-rod away, and
stalked out into the road, where it
stood.

Mahl's fighting blood was up. He
put bis old “stunt” to the test, jumped
toward the beast as though to attack,
at the same time uttering as loud a
cry of alarm as he could. The trick
worked.

"The beast was so frightened by the
sudden turn in affairs that it bounded
up an embankment and Mahl heard
nothing more of it.

Next day an examimation of the
pnow was made and tracks almost as
large as those of a bear were found.
They were followed nearly a mile
until they turned into the deep ravine
and out upon the smooth ice of Kettle
creek and no longer were discernible.

Mahl is certain that the “vermint”
was a panther. It would take a mon-
ster catamount to have made such big
tracks, and catamounts are not known
to cry when following their intended
prey. An effort will be made to find
and kill the big beast, whatever ltv
may be. . i

INTERESTING TALE OF CROW

Nebruka Farmer Says Birds Stone
chn Oﬂ Nests and Then Steal
. the Eggs.

Tekemah, Neb.—Farmers are ly!ng'
awake nights trying to figure out a
plan by which they may rid this por-
tion of Nebraska of the predatory
flocks of crows.

Not only have the crows eaten the‘
corn, but they have developed an ap-
petite for eggs, which the farmers con-
tend are too costly for crow food.

According to the statement of Wil-
liam Latts, a farmer, the crows stone
the hens off their nests, swoop down
and devour the eggs. He says the
crows fly over the barnyards in great
fiocks. When they discover a hen's
nest they drop down, eat the eggs and
then go into the barns and hunt for
other nests.

In the event they see a ben sitting
on a nest, they smail back and forth,
dropping on the hen pebbles which
they have gathered from along the
river. Frightened, the hen seeks ghel-
ter, after which the crows settle on
the unprotected nest and eat the eggs.

} Secrctary Knox Says Lack of High-

ways Cause of Congestion In -
AR ‘Great Clties. .+ 7

Washington.—Secrtary Knox be-
lleves that the congestion of popula-

. tion In great cities is caused in large

part by the lack of good roads in this
country. He told the house committee
on foreign affalrs that the reason
France was the best agricultural coun-
try in the world was because she had
had good roads soc long. Sald he:

“The agriculturdl population ot
France does not have to spend its
money in repairing vehicles and thelr
harness every winter. I think It has
tmproved the attractivemess of rural
life. " 1 think 1t bas eaused the popu-
lation to remain on the soil more than
any other counmtry. - You do not find
that tendency to urban population in
France and England that you do in
this country.”

The subject came up In connection
with the eounslderation of an appropri-
ation for the participation of the Unit-
ed Btates in the permanent association
of road congresses, an International
affair, and the secretary selzed the op-
portunity to declare his interest In
good roads. He also made the {nterest-
ing statement that automobiles were
working havoc with roada generally.

“All of you know who have traveled
in France in the last year or two that
their roads are wearing out,” Mr.
Knox sald. “The automoblles have de-
stroyed the surfaces of the French
roads and they (the French govern-
ment) are anxious to co-operate with
the other powers to see if some new
method cannot be devised for the pro-
tection of roads that will meet the
demands upon them.”

Seventy Per Cent. Are from Southern
-~’and Eastern Europe and

Washington.—Interesting compara-
tive facts are disclosed in a study of
the fmmigration to the United States
for the seven years ended June 30 last,
during which time 6,617,156 allens
were admitted, more than 70 per cent.
of whom came from southern and east-
ern Europe and western Asia, com-
posed largely of southern Italians,
Greeks, Hungarians, Hebrews, Rouma-
nians, Slavs, Bulgarians, Turks, Ar-
menians and Syrians.

The addition to the population in
those seven years_was more than 1.-
000,000 greater than the total popula-
tion of the New England states, ac-
cordingtothe census of 1900—5,693,017;

Chicago Department Store Places Con-
spleuous Seal on Fine Clothes to
+. Clreumveént Women.

Chicago.—No more buying of opera
cloaks and party dresses-‘‘on approv-
al,” to wear them once or twice and
then return them as ‘“unsatisfactory”
—not if the department stores can
help it. A general campalgn against
abuses of “goods on approval’ was
launched the other day, following an
announcement that one department
store has adopted a patent device in-
tended to reduce these abuses.

Tha device, which i{s intended to
reduce the “on approval” ebuses, {8 a
glaring red tag, about two Inches
wide and four inches long. On it is
printed in large black letters the state-
ment: “This article will not be ac-
cepted if this ticket is detached.”

But instead of the tag being tled to
the article, it is attached in a com-
splcuous place by a lead seal similar
to those used to close mail bags and
money bags. The only way to get the
tag off is to cut the string first. ‘

“It was in 1894 that [ went out and
started work In a siiver lead mine at
Mount Zeehan, In Tasmania; a year
later I left there for western Australia.
I was among the first who pegged out
claims in the gold flelds thers.

“l pegged out the third claim tn the
Mount Malcolm district and . worked
hard on it in a bad cllmate and under
adverse conditions for little reward.

“After that I was determlned to
quallfy as a mining engilneer, and 1
went to the United States. There I
got a job as an ordlnary miner io a
big gold mine in Montana, and worked
for trade union wages at rock drilling
for ten hours a day.

“From Montana [ went to several
other mines In the western states, and
eventually to Alaska, where, at the
Treadwell mine, I was an assistant en-
gineer. A few months before peaces
was declared in South Africa . arrtived
at Johannesburg, and there put down
two deep-rock bores, one more than
8.000 feet deep. Shortly afterwards,
when my father succeeded to the title,
at his request, I cams home. .

"“For ter years I, at any rate, had
a real experience of the conditions of
labor. Once I had to take a gaugers
job at $1.25 a day, a wage that in min- .
ing districts does not go far.”

Tondon.—In future the snail will
cost its Swiss and French consumers
more. A small trust has been formed,
at Soleure, Bwitzerland, covering the
entire canton and embracing about 35
small farmers. Negotiations are now
proceeding between the Soleure, Neu-
chatel and Vaud cantons, In which
snall cultivation has developed Kreat-
ly, to extend the trust to all three can-
tons.

During the last year Soleure export-
ed snails to Paris to the value of $10,-
000 and could not supply the demand
from other parts of France. The
French seem to prefer Swiss snails to
home-grown ones,
