An Account of fome Books.
1. Fobannis Scheffori LAP PO NI A, ¢5¢. Francofurti 1673.

“HE Author of this Hiftory, glorying in the Preface,
that he is the firft that hath truly difcover'd Lapland
and its Inhabitants to the World; and there being not yet
tran{ported hither any confiderable number of Copies, to {a-
tistie the Curiofity of the Inquifitive : We fhall here the more
largely and particularly reprefent the principal Contents of
this Book, as far as 'tis confiftent with the defign and bufinefs
of thefe Trads.
Firft, then, He giveth us the Scituation and Climat of this
Country, informing us, That as far as ’tis fubjet to the
E 2 Crown
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Crown of Swedeén,. it is {tituate between the Latitude of 64
and 71, and the Longitude of about 38 and 65. deg. and that:
'tis now call’dwith one word, Lapland, whichwas formerly
call'd by the Natives, Biarmia; and by Strangers,. Skrit-Fin- -
mia, which latter Name iwtook from the cuftom of the people,.
to skrit, that is, to [lide, with.a kind of wooden Shoes,. over-
the Ice and Snow: As for the Temperature of the Glimat ; he-
obferves, That in the more Northern part of Lapland, the Sun.
{ets not-in Summer,. nor rifes in Winter for fome Months to--
gether ;.that the Mcon and the.abuadance of Snew do by their
brightnefs in fome meafure, make fome compenfation tor the:
long nights ; and that the Airis very {erene and wholfom, be--
ing fanned by ftrong winds,.and clear’d in Wiater by deep-

fnows and hard frefts ;.-the moft rapid Rivers not being able
to efcape freezing to.the thicknefs of two, three, and more-
cubits ;. though in Suminer the Heatbe exceflive for a couple-
of Months, the Sun never fetting for that time :-Which {eafon-
not caming in till the end of Fune, the Grafs begins then firft
of all to appesr, and the Trees to bud, but with that vigor,.
that ina Fortnizhts time the flowers of Herbsand-the leaves of-
Treesarrive to theirfull fize: The Soil is in fome parts ffo--
ny, cragey and fandy ; in others, by reafon of the abuns
dance of Lales, Rivers and Rivulets, wet and mocrith; .
producing ftore of Grafs and Kitchin-Herbs.

Secondly, He defcribes the habit both of the Body and Mind+
of the Laplanders, faying, that they are generally of low fta--
ture, yet fome of their Wamen not unhandfom ; the Men of a
dark fallow colour ; both Men and Women lean, feldom any:
being found fat and corpulent ; however they are very finewy, .
firong and {wift in. running. But as to the. conftitution of |
their Mind, they are exceedingly fuperftitious, timorous and’
un-warlike ;. whence the Author takes occafion to un-déceive -
the World, that hath hitherto been perfvaded,. as if that-
great Wairier, King Gufiavus Adolphass, had done his great-
Atchievments by Laplanders, and their Magical Arts. They
are very {ufpicious, deceitful, prone to anger and revenge;.
efpecially the Women. Covetous they are alfo, and flothful,
yet proud of themfelves,and delpifers of other Nations. That
which cur Author commends in them, is, that they keep thg-
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Bond of Marriage {acred, fteal not, are good to the Poor, and
hofpitable enough to Strangers. They have good memories,
and want not the wit ofmaking them{elvesalltheir own Tools,
and other Necefluries; viz. their own Cloaths, Shoes, Veflels,
Inftruments for Carriage, Hunting, Fithing, ¢5c.

Thirdly, He enquires into the Origin of thefe Laplander:,
and finds them to be an Off-fpring and Colony of the Finlun-
ders 5 which he endeavours to prove from the affinity there is
in their Languages,. and from the Habit of their body, their
Manners, Cuftoms, ¢5c. Here he affligns the feveral occafions
and times of their feveral Tran{migrations.

Fourthly, He gives an Account of their ancient Pagan, and
modern Ciriftian-Religion, which latter the Swedes were the
happy Inftruments of, undér their King Ladiflaus, A. 1277 5
his Succeffors caufing fome Churches to be built amongft
them, and the late Queen Chriflina creting at once no lefs
than four Churches, A..1640, tira part of Lapland, where a
Siiver-Mine had. been found out; as her Royal Father, Guffa-
‘vits Adoipris, had fet up fome Schools anong(t them about the
vear 1619, for the better education of Youth : Notwithitand-
ing which, there remain many Relicks of their ancient Idola-
try, Superftitiony Sacrifices, and Magic; of which laft, our
Author treatsatiarge, efpecially of their Magical Druen, which
he defcribes, fufl, as to its Fabrick and Qraments, it-being
made either of Beech, Pine, or Firr, cleaved in the middie; and’
having that part, which is to ferve for the Drum, andis in a
manner of an Oval figure, excavated, and the plain fide of it
coverd with a skin, on which are painted various Pitures,
not only of their ancient Gods, and of Chrift, and his Apo-
fles, but alfo of the Sun and Stars, aind various Beafts, Ser-
pents, Lehes and Rivers ;. all which: are diftinguithed and fe-
parated into three feveral Regions by Lines; though others
of thefe Drums be-pictured otherwife. They have all of them
an Tndex and an Hammer. The Index is a bundle of brafs or
iron-Rings, of which the biggeft hath a hole in the middle, the
{maller cnes being appendantto it, though this alio varies in
feveral places. The Hammer or Drum-ftick is madeof the
Horn of a Rheen-Dear, wherewith they beat the Drum, to
make the aforefaid Rings, laid on the top of the Drum, mov»:;
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and dance about the Images pi¢tur’d thereon, and at laft to
fhew what they have amind to berefolved of. And the ufethey
put this Drum to (which isthe fecond thing in our Author’s de-
fcription of it) is, that by beating it they may explore chiefly
thefe three forts of things; 1. What Sacrifices they thall beft
pleafe their Gods with 2 2. What fuccefs they fhall have in
their bufinefs and undertaking, e. g. Hunting, Fifhing, Curing of
Difeafes, ¢5¢c. 3. What is done in places remote from them ?
Concerning all which, What Ceremoniesand poftures they ufe
in beating this Drum, and what meafures they take for difco-
vering their purpofes, would be too Jong and too tedious to
tranfcribe; though indeed the main thing of the latter, which
relates tothe marks of difcovery, be kept by this people for a
tecret. Befides this Drum, they make ufe of a Magical Cord,
that haththreeknots in it,of which when they untye one, they
raife a tolerable Wind; when the fecond, a much ftronger wind;
when the third, a great Storm. They ferve themfelvesalfo of
Magical Arrows, by which they are believed to caufe difeafes,
pain and other mifchief, even to thofe that are far diftant from
them. And thefe Arts they not only exercife againft ftrangers,
but alfo againft one another ; concerning which, here is related
an odd example of one, that excelling in Magic, could not be
overcome by his Adverfary, how skilful foever in the fame
Art,till he, being found a {leep under a Rock, was kill'd by his
Enemies craft, breaking that Rock and throwing it uponhim.

Fiftkly, He treats of their Government and Judicature, both
ancient and modern ; of which to difcourfe here, is befides the
fcope of thefe Papers.

Sixthly,He particularizes their Trade, confifting in Fifh, and
Furrs, as the skins of Ermins, black, blueith and white Foxers,
Rheen-Dear, Shoes and Boots, and Cheefe of their Rbecn-
Dear, &c. which Commodities they exchange for Rixdollars,
for linnen and wollen Cloth, for Copper, Brafs, Salt, Flower,
Brimftone, Pins, Needles, Knives, Spirit of Wine, and Tobacco.

Seventhly,He informs us of the Language of the Laplanders,
which he affirms to have a great affinity with that of the Fin-
landers, as the People from whom they are defcended.

Eightly, He difcourfes of their Houfes, Dre[s and Viétuals.
As to the firft; he faith, that though formerly they tranfpogte.d
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their Manfionsfrom place to place,according to theexigency of
their livelihood; yet they have been of late by publick Ediéts
reftrain’d from that vagabond kind of life to more fixed places
and Territories, large enough to furnith each Family with Ne-
ceflories for life. Touching theirDrefs,he notes,that’tis ftraight,
and fitted to the feveral parts of the Body, that fo it may not
trouble or hinder them : The ftuff of itis largely defcribed by
the Author. Their Vi¢fuals are different according to the dit-
ference of thePeople, of which fome liveinMountainous places,
fome in Plains and Woods. The former live almoft together
upon theirRheen-Dear,and theirMilk,Cheefe and Flefh; which
laft they dry by expofing it for a good while to the hard Win-
ter-frofts, and fo eat it, thole frofts fubduing the rawnels of it
little lefs thanother places theheats of the Sun do: The latter
feed upon Fith, Fowl and wild Beafts, efpecially Bears-fleth,
which is their greateft delicacy. Bread and Salt isunknown to
moft of them ;. they ufing for Bread dryed Fifh, beaten to pow-
der, and for Salt the Inner bark of Pine-trees, prepar’d after
this manner,viz. They un-bark the talleft of thofe Trees, efpe-
cially that part which is next to the ground, and takeof it the
inner bark, whofe {everal coats they part afunder,and expofe
them,well clean’d, totheSun, to dry: Then they tear them into
fmall parts, and put them into pretty big Boxes, made of the
outer bark of Trees. Thefe Boxes they dig under ground, and
cover them withfand,andfo letthem be maceratedfor a whole
day by their own heat. Then they make upon thofe Boxes a
great fire of blocks of Trees, by which thofe inner Rinds ac-
quire under ground a red colour, and a grateful {weetith tafte,
ferving them for a condiment, and fupplying the place of Salt.
Amongft their Herbs, they make much of the Angelica petrofa,
by roafting the nnskinned ftalk thereof, before it runs into
Seed; which though bitter, yet is pleafing to them, becaufe
they are accuftom’d to it, and know it to be conducive to
health. As to their Drink, they ufe common Water, and {uch
broth wherein Fith and Fleth have been boiled.

Ninthly, He defcribes their Hunting, and the Inftruments
belonging thereto; as allo the Manual practices of their
Men and Women,and their Recreations, Plays, and Marriages.
They never go a Hunting, without having firft explor;d the
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favour of God by their Magic Drum, and they judge it very
unlucky,ifanyWoman meetthem whentheygo to thatexercife,
in which their chief Game are the Reen-Dear and Bears ; the
former ferving them both forHorfes,and Meat andCloaths ; the
latter for Feafting and Rejoycing, there being nothing more
glorious to a Laplander, then to have killed a Bear. Amongft
their Infiruments of Hunting, they ufe Bowsand Arrows; their
wooden Bows, having the two pieces they confift of, joyned
together by a glew, whichthey make of the skinsof fuch Fithes
as we call Pearches, laying thofe skins in warm-water, and
keeping them there till the Scales come off, which when the:
arefreed from, they boyl themin a little water, and [cumthem
well, often turning,beatingand comminuting them witha {mall
ftick, till they become a kind of pultis, which they pour out
and let dry, and {o fet by forufe; wetting them with a little
water,when any thing is to be glew’d therewith,as you do other
Glew. Befides this Hunting-trade, driven by their Mz only,
the fame imploy themf{elvesalflo in ether pradtices, as in Cooi-
ery (whichnoWomen there muft meddle with, ) in Bu:lding of
Boats, (which they do out of Pine-boards, joyning them toge-
ther with Wickers, without any Nails,)inCarpentry,and in ma-
king of Sleds, Trunks, Chefts and Baskets, and various Utenils,
either of Wood or Bones, neceflary in a Family. Thefe being
the Imployments of Men only, the Womens task is, tomake
Cloaths,Shoes,Gloves,and the furniture and trappings for their
Keen-Dear; as alfo to Spin, which is to make a kind of thred,
not of Flax or Hemp (which is unknown to them) but of the
finews of the faid Dear, which they dry and beat, and {o pre-
pare it to {erve them for Thred, uled in fowing their Cloaths,
Boots,Shoes and Gloves ; which thred is of the length of the
Nerves, it is made of. Thoughat times they mzke alfo fome
Yarn of Sheeps-wool, for the weaving of Ribbonds and Gar-
‘ters; fometimes al{o of white Hars-hair, for Hats and Sleeves.
To their Women it belongsalfo to Weave, and to draw Wire ;
which latter is done by them, bysuperinducing Tin upon the
fineftabove-mentioned T hred madeof finews; whichthey do by
melting piecesof Tin-of anEll longz, and thendrawing it with
their tecth through bigger or fmaller holes of a Hornyand ma-
king the wire flat on one {ide by inferting a{mall bone into the
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hole, through which the Wire is to be drawn. And with this
Wire the Women embroider their Cloaths, as we do ours with
Gold ane Silver Wire.  As for their Fifbing, that is a work com-
mon to their Men and Women. What is fubjoyn’d to thefe
things, about the Paftimes, Converfation and Marriages, as alfo
of the Travail of their Women with Child, and the breeding
of their Children, may be fitter to read in the Author himfelf,
han here.

Tenthly, he {peaks of the Difeafes of the Laplanders; con-
cerning which he obferves, that they know of no burning
Fevers, nor Plague, and live many of them, to 8o, 9o, and
fome to above 1co years of age, remaining in that age vigorous
and able to do their work, and to travel any whither; yet they
are fubject to weaknefs of their Eyes, becaufe they much live
in fmoak ; asalfo to Pleurifies, Inflammation of the Lungs, and
Giddinefles; and now and then to the {mall Pox. Againft all
their inward Difeafes they ufe the root of a certain NI%[;, they
call Ferth, and in want of that, the ftalk of Augeli-a, making a
decoétion thereof in the whey of Reen-Dear-Milk. Finding
any puin in their Limbs, they apply fome ignited matter (as the
fungus adhering to Beech-trees) to the place affetted, to blifter
it, and thereby to draw out the ill humours, and fo to allay the

ain. Their wounds they cure With no other unguent but the
Rolin of Trees. If the froft do benum or mortifie any limb,
they prefently run a red-hot iron into a Rbeen-Dear Cheefe,
and with the oyl dropping thence they anoint the frozen part,
with admirable fuccefs. The fame Cheefe boiled in Milk cu-
reth their Cough, and other diftempers of the Lungs, the
deco&tion being drunk hot, which is alfo good, it feems
for their ftomacks, to preferve them from being vitiated by
the conftant drinking of water. As to their Burials, they
give with the decca(gd a Hoatchet, and a Flint with a piece
of Steel, deeming, that at the Refurrcéton they will 'in
that darknefs need light to find the way, and an Inftrument
to cut down what may be in their way, efpecially among thick
Woods.

Eleventhly, He reckons up the Animals, Vegetables and Mi-
nerals of Lapland, after he hath taken notice, what they want
of them. They have no Horfes, Affes, Oxen, Sheep, nor Goats
of their own Country. The Rheen-Dear {erves them inftead of
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alt thefe; which is a kind of a Hart, but of an Afh-colour, and a more
bulky Body, and bearing three Horns, and having feet refembling thofe
of Oxen or Cows, which are Cloven, though the Animal do not rumi-
nate. It is naturally wild, but taken and tamed by the Natives, who ca-
firate them after a ftrange manner. Their Milk is very fat, thick, and
very nourifhing. They caft theit Horns every year; which the Females
of them do not before they be with young. The other wild Beafts in
Lapland are Bears, Elks, Harts, Wolves, Beavers, Foxes, Otters,. Martons
Squivrels, Eimins ard Hares, Of Birds, there are bred . in. Lapland
Swans, Geefe, Du:ks, Houps, Snipes, all {orts of Water-fowl, and of Wood-
fowl, the Ccck of the Wood, the Hearh-Cock, and the Lagopus. Qf Fifbes
that Country alfo abounds, fuch as are Salmons- (which are very excel-
lent there, and of which our Author faith, there.was once in one. year
exported 13000 Tuns;) Pikes often of the bignefs of a Mans length and
above ; Carps, often an Ell long; Trouts, Barbles, Gudgeoiis, &c. Ot Lifells
that Country breeds but few ; there are no Sepents, nor Fleas, though
there- be Gnats and Wafps. Concerning Pegerables, they want dpples,
Peays, Cherries, and the like. They want alfo Oak, Hufel, Becch, Lime, and
Plain-trecs ; but they are well flor’d with Piwes, Firr, Funiper, Bivch, Wil-
low, Afyin, Alder, Cornelion, Service, Ribes, Black-bervies, Bramble-berries,
&c. Their Herbs arc, abundance ot Grafs, Angelica, the geeat Sorvel, and
Calceilus, Lappouicus, or Braflica Raugifercrum (feculiar to that Country)
not eaten by any Animals there : Befides, they have Daucus, and excellert
MfJes; of which latter one kind yieids fcod ro the Rbeeir- Dear in Win-~
ter, but is death to Foxes. As to Miuerals, there was tound in that
Country a Silver-mite 4. 1635 ; the firft Minc that cver was difco-
vered there; and another 4. 1660. Theie are alio Copper and [ron-Mines,
more than one. It yields allo Cryftals, Amethyfts, Tipazes, and Pearls ;
of which the Cryftals are by this Author faid to furpafs the Bohemian
Diamonds in hardnels, and are ufed by the Natives to frike fire with,
when they want Flints.

Laftly, He concludes with the mention of the many Rivers,.Lakes,
and Hiils of Lapland, noting, that there is a Lake of that bigrefs,
which hath as many Ifies in it, as there arc Days in the Year, ,and that
many of the Mountains, which divide Lapland from Norway, are (o
high, that they are perpetually cover’d with Snow.

II.M Any worthy Perfons having lately written excellently well to

And thrice happy were thefe United Kingdems, if SFQB, it the
Wea'thy ard the Mulitudes would, with joyrt endeavours and perfe-
vering Indufiry, as heartily purfue the beft Infirvéticns for the common
geod of their own Courtry, whillt God is pleafed to give us peace,
heallh, and manitold oppr rturities for Uriverfal prefperity. Ifhall only
meniion here two Euglyh Books, whofe Frantifpieces, as they have a
near

near refemblance, yet, without irterfering, or obnoxioufne(s on either
fide, they profecute the fame good intentions for the publick good. The
oae, In @ more general way, with lively and warmly prefling encourage-
ments; the other, in the plaineft language condefcending to dire&t
the beft manner of praciice, always calculating the particular charge
and confiderable prefic of all adventures in Agriculture, and fuch
Trades as he follicits; of which he very exaély and fully proves the
F;Zery to be the Foundation and fupport of all Trades, Navigation and
Commerce in Hiland; and may be fo, and much better to England, .
Scitland and Irelazd, when we fhall be as kind and wile for our felves,
as they are for themfelves.

And their main Imporance is extrac-
ted into as plain Englih, as I could learn, or as tac nature of the {fub-
je&t could bear : Certainly fo plain, that any one of ordinary capacity
may f{con and eafily thence difcern, whether the Book be for his occafi-
ons. Many of tiele are exally rendered into Englifs 5 fome of them
by Gentlemen, who are themfelves excellent- Authors when they pleafe ;
and we hope, our Stationers will rot be wanting to embrace more of
the beflt, when they fhall be offered for the publick.

So-much for this Author: It is above my {phere, and befides my
Commiffion, to pafs any Judgment, either to cenfure or to applaud
thofe Politicals, which relate to Mocy, ch. 2. or to Forretls, ¢h. 19. or to
the Englih Colonies ch. 31. or whatever affronts .any Statutes now in
force, ¢h.
