variation In climate over the whole
earth, the average length being about
35 years. No matter what weather
observations are examined, in the trop-
fes or tn polar regions, a variation in
a cycle of 35 years can be detected io
them. .
Rainfall, pressure and tempera-
ture. the movement of glaciers, fre-
quency of severe winters, or the
height of rivers, lakes or inland seas,
all vary year by year. But neglecting
individual years, It is found that the
conditions for about 17 years are be-
low the average, while for the next
17 years they are above the average.
Taking several years together, it 18
belleved that the rainfall will be more
than usual unti! about the year 1913,
Just as it was 35 years ago—in the
seventies of the last ceatury. On the
average we may expect that dering
the next ten years the pressure will
be below the normal and the rainfall
wilt be above the normal.

about 35 years, that s, about three of
the 1l-year periods of suaspot fre-
gquency.

The chamber in which it was oon-
fined was perfectly amooth, and there {
was no room for movement. The toad
is now being examinad hy geologists.

The secretary of the zoological BAr-)

dens cites an instance of a toad be-’
ing found in a bed of magnasium llm&\
stone 25 feet under the earth. The
age of the toad was believed to be
6.000 years. This creature was pre-
sented to the Hartlepool museum.
" “It is well known,” he says, '‘that
toads at the present day bury them-
selves in mud when the water in
which they have been living dries up,
and 3o remain there till the next rains
come.

“If & drought sets in, and no raia
comes to that spot, there will be
no change in the condition of the toad,
and therefore nothing to bring him
to a state of animatiom, and so he
may countinue for all time, uatil some
one comes along with a plug of gelig-
nite to unearth him.

“This seems very bard to belleve,
but still we have the fact that the
toads are there, alive, and so must
have got there somehow. In some
cases they have been found at great
depths under the surface imbedded in
rock. as in the present instance.

"The toads seem to be {n a state
of suspended animation, and do not
Jose weight when in that condition.”

Old Relics Found. .

Whilst making excavations at th
Cape Town railway station for wall-
building purposes last year, some
workmen found several loose stones
with inscriptions, such as were used
by the captains of ships calling at the
Caps before Van Riebeek had built his
Httle fort, to denote the places where
letters might be found.

A singular forest of stone columas
at Dikilateh, in Bavaria, has been vis-
ited by Prof. De Launay, a Freach
geagrapher, who reports that this ruin-
like formation extends over a space
about 1,500 feet long by 100 to 150
teet broad, on the edge of a platean
in the open country. the columns be-
ing 15 to 20 feet high, and some of
them a yard thick, their shape being
absolutely cylindrical. They have
been produced by erosion of masses
of the gray nummnulitic limestone,
broken by joining. A special study
was made hy Prof. De Launay, and he
concludes that whirls in the bed of
a torrent gave the column their isola-
t‘lo_n_and- shape.
