Scientists Have Invented Machine
Whu:h Does the Work With Math- 4
- ematical Accuracy. e

-

‘A machine has been perfected by
which one’s mental character can be
determined and his intelligence meas-
ured with something of the aceuracy
that scales determine the weight of
coal or chocolate greams. The appa~
ratus consists of a revolving mirror,'
the axis of which Is horizontal and
which can be turned at any required
speed by a handle and belt gearlng.
The speed at which the axis is rotating
at any instant 18 shown by & speclal
indicator. -

The mirror revolves in a dark box
having windows of colored glais a1-
rectly above and below the mirror.
Outside each window is a screen of
white paper fixed at an angle of 46
degrees to the plane of the glass and
{lluminated by an electric lamp.

A deam of diftuse light thus passes

dow and impinges on the mirror. As
‘the mirror revolves the colored reflec
tion beam passes over an aperture in
the side of the box, against which the
eye of the person belng tested is
placed. When the reflection beam
has passed over the aperture the col-
.or impulse on the retina ceases until
the mirror has reached the position
in which it reflects the next colored
beam of light into the eye.

The experiments of Bhelford Bid-
‘well and of others have shown that
the sensation of a color persists for a
short time after the external impulse
has ceased. If the duration of this
persistence is equal to the time Inter
val between two successive {mpulses
from the revolving mirror the color
will appear to be continuocus.

War on the Fly. . '
'!'ho fight to suppress the fly and
mosquito may be and should be con-
ducted =msimultaneously. Each insect
can be eliminated only by clearing
awsy the breeding niaces. It must
be borne in mind, however, that the
conditions conduclive to the bregding
of the two Insects are not identical.
Animal or vegetable tissue is neces-
sary to the breeding of the fiy, and
any such a tissue, however small,
will ‘furnish & hatchery for flies. A
dingle female housefly will deposit on
a bit of decaying flesh—a fish head,
the entrials of’ '8 chicken or even a
dead rat or mouse—a cluster of eggs
80 small as to be almost invisible to
the unassisted eye, dbut this single
cluster will hatch mpore than 100 fies.
A hundred flles will deposit eggs in
such & broodery left exposed in sum-
mer time for a few hours. Every
backyard cesspoo! or closet that ias
not continuously and literally treated
with lime or ashes will turn loose
swarms of®flies and so will every
stable that is not carefully loocked
after. Bcreeps should be kept on tha
outer doon of every house.

" Publlo Orinking Cup.
Dangers that lurk i{n public drink-
ing cups—socon to be bapished from
New York by order of the board of
health—are shown effectiyely by some
recent tests at Chicago's municipal
laboratory. Guinea pigs inoculated
with germs from public drinking ves-
sels sickened quickly and one dled.
“The tests showed conclusively,” said
Dr. ¥.

Another passage leads
to another kitchen with a modern
‘stove. The walls are all of turf, as is
the roof, with just eomough driftwood
in the roof to make a framework to
hold it in place. Very steep stairs
lead up to the badstofa, or sleeping
apartment. The badstofa frequently
forms the sftting and common work
room of the family, sspecially in win-
ter, as well as the sleeping room of
the entire household. "

Bunks built into the walls extend
around the room and are often filled
with seaweed or feathers, over which
{8 thrown a fold or two of wadmal and
a thick coverlet of eilderdown. Tha
floors ate sometimes covered with
boards, but more often consist of damp
earth. From the celllng are suspend-
ed numerous articles of domestic econ-
omy, while large chests containing

clothing and valuables are scattorod _

thmughout the house. ‘
