But whether theway there mentioned will fucceed 5 or
not, according toexpettation: Sure it isthat a Stone- cutter
in 0xford, Mr. Bird, hath many years fince found out a way
of doing the fame thing, ineffect, thatis here mentioneds
and hath pra@ied it for many years. Thatis, he is able fo
to apply a colour to the outfide of polithed Marble,as that it
fhall fink a confiderable depth intothe bodyofthe ftones
and there reprefent like figuresorimages asthofe are on
theout fide; ( deeper or thallower according ashe continues
theapplication , alonger, or leffer while. ) Of which kind
there be divers pieces to be feen in Oxford, Landor, and clfe«
where. And fomeof them being thewed to his Majefty,
foon after his happy reftauration, they were brokenin his
prefence, and found to anfwer expeftation. And others may
be dayly feen, by any who is curious, or defirousto feeit.
