Our Diplomatic and Consular Bystem.

The lollowing ia & summary of the changes
proposed in the bill presented by Mr. PxRkins,
ot Loaistena, to the ¥. 8. House of Hepresen-
tatives:

1. It abulishes the title of chargé d'affaires,
raisiog ali our diplomatic sgeots to. the rank
of ministers plenipotentiary, aod simplifying
our grades to correspond with the nature ol var
inatitatious, and the sysiems ol juternstioval
intercuarse, adupted by the Guverumeats of
Eurcpe, 1n 1815, at the treaty of Vieuua.

4. 1t sbolishes tbe oatfit equal to cue yonr's
ary, and a retarn allowance of three mouths
alary, to every miuister on his going to, aud
retursing from, bis mssivn ; and provides sals-
Ties propurtivued Lo the expeuse and digoity of
tbe different poaitiona.

3. It provides a secretary of legation for each
mission.

4. The salary of pone of vur diplomatic or
cousular agents are to begiu galil aiter enter-
ing upon tha dischargs of thei officiul duties,
aud to cense a8 sova as rehieved of them by
auccessor.

5. It probibite the absence of oy miuister
from the couutry tu which be is sccredited. or
noy consular ur commercial sgeot from hia dis-
trict, lur & longer period than ten days, without
leavu trom the Preaident, and stops thoeir sa:ary
for any abseuce over fen duys, with or withuat
leave ol absence.

6. Nouoe¢ but citizens of the United Siates are
to be appointed to diplomatic or cousuinr posi
tions, or ctaployed asclerks, ur huve scceds Lo
thu evideuces ol oar loreiga o

7. Consuls at ali e privcy rts &T8 Pro-
hibited trum transacting Ly busioess, either 1o
their owa oame, or through the ageucy of other
persons.

8. it sabstitates fixed ssiaries for feos to con-
suiar aud commercial agents ; sbalishes fees for
ports, sod all cummisaions upous money ad
vanced as wages, of lor the roliel of svawen ia
dstress; changes, in many particulare, sud ro
duces the tantl of fees and commissions for
other consuter acta; detices, with moure preci-
sion, the datice of consuls in the settlomont of
the estates of persons dying abroad; sbolishes
ail sub-agents and vice-coni and pruvides for
the xccounting for all fees aad commissious 0
the Uuvernment W ba used as & generai lund W
assist in payiog coosolar saiaries.

Mr. PuRxi¥s made » very sensible, business
like speech iu favor of bis bill. W e trast it will
ba adopted. Assuredly cor diplomatic system
oeeds redical reform, aud it seeuns 1o us that the
changes advocated by oar rcpresentative wili
&0 far towarda removiug most of the evile biere-
tofore urged aguinst the existing system,
