sufficlently, abstaln from alcohol, tea,

Two Hundred Doliars a Month Enough
for Woman, Says Judge.

New York.—That any woman can
manage (o get along on $200 a month
was an opinlon rendered by Judge
Schwan when he refused to i{ncrease
the allowance of Mra, Orville L. Jones
above that amount upon her assertion
that it was just enough to pay her
ordinary cxpenses and nothing more.

Mrs. Jones is sulng her husband, a
capitalist, who lives at the Hollenden
hotel, for a divorce. She was granted
temporary alimony of $200 a month.
Recently she flled a motion asking
that this be increased. 8he especially
wanted the court to order her husband
to pay a doctor’s blil of §750,

In her petition Mrs. Jones sald that
the sum fixed by the court was just
sufficient to pay her household ex-
penses. She thought she should have
more to pay her extraordinary ex-
penses and to maintain herself as she
was accurtomed.

Judge Schwan ordered the husband
to pay $450 of the doctor's bill, but
held that she should pay the balance
of $300. He also said that the allow-
ance of $200 a month was only tem-
porary and that it might be in-
creased or decreased when the divorce
case is decided.
