Did Cobbett say: *“When & mam
eomes to his adjectives, I tremble for
him,” or did he tremble at the thought
of a writer using the word “It?" The
only book by Cobbett now on hand is
his “Tour in Scotiand.,” fn which he
says dreadful things against potatoes
and shouts the praise of brose, oat-
eakes and oatmeal, a book delight
ful by reason of its vituperation, as

_when he described the Globe newspa-

per as “that rumble tumble of flth
and beastly ignorance” and Denman
as the “dirty bill of indictment draw-
er” for the Broughhams and the
Greys. Probably the saying is in Cob-
bett's English grammar. We were
reminded of it by reading about John
‘Walter, the founder of the Londoa
Times. That journal was at first
printed logographically: that is, a
number of words and phrases were
cast entire, to save compositors the
trouble of colecting type. Thus these
phrages were on & single block:
“Dreadful robbery,” “atroclous out-
rage,” “fearful calamity,” “interesting
female.” There are writers today who
always join the same adjective to cer
;taln nouns, just as it ls easy to fall
into the trick of characterizing a per-
son or qualifying a thing by applying
‘three adjectives, as the Irish lady was
described in her epitaph as “bland,
'passionate and deeply religlous.”
They say that Kinglake, writing “The
1Invasion of the Crimea,” worked for
a number of hours and left spaces
for adjectives.

In an address lutely given before
the Zoological Soricty of Franee, Dr.
Jacques Liouville, the physician and
paturalist who accomparied the Pour-
quol-Pas on her artartlc expedition,
stated the chief physical troubles with
which the crew had to contend were
three in number. all, in bis opinlon,
springing trom the lack of fresh food.
He therefore terms this polar malady
“the disease of conserved food.” The
malady comprised symptoms of
scurvy, polar anaemia and severe
frost bitea or chliblains, which fre-
quently bled constantly. The under-
Iying cause of all the affections is an
alteration in the chemical composi-
tion of the blood—or *dyscrasla.” The
heart functioned badly, and tae pa-
tients suffered from terrible shortness
of breath, frequent drowsiness, and
the lower extremeties.
They were easily exhausted and un-
able to march, while the slightest
movement brought on lutense palpita-
tion. However, all these morbid
symptoms disappeared within ten days
when fresh meat was obtainatle, and
4id not appear again after the fresh
wild celery obtained at Tierra del
Fuego had been enjoyed for some
time. Dr. Liouville took a just pride
tn the fact that this was the first
polar expedition which ever restored
all its members to their homes in a
state of pertect health. He had three
surgical cases to handle. Recovery
was highly satisfactory, which he as-
cribes partly to the entire absence of
pathogenic bacteria and partly to the

French Militzry Man Has Devised &
Scheme Which Authorities
View With Favor,

While the enthusiastic alrmen bave
succeeded in putting France far ahead
of all other countries in the way of
military aeronautics, one captain, Sa-
conney by name. has been doggedly
working over men-carrylog kites, of
which so much was once expected,
but which have been put in the shade
by the more showily performing aero-
planes.

A short time ago he made an ascen-
slon out at sea, carried up by a series
of kites that were towed by a man aof
war., He claims that It 12 & simple
matter to make observetions and that
it i{s much easier to regain the ship
than If he tried”to come down from
an excurslon by aeroplane.

His latest adaptation, and one that
tas made milttary authorities take no-
tice, is a combination of automobile
and kite.

His ou'fit consists of an automobile
with a windlass that ls operated by
the motor, a trailing truck carrying
the kites folded up and a sguad of 20
men. The tialu can attain a speed of
about 16 miles an hour.

The speed of the motor *o some ~X-
tent makes up for lack of wind, and
ascensions are safe where they would
be dangerous under ordinary condi-
tions. The big kites make reconnoiter-
fug easler than from an aeroplane, and
the apparatus is much handler to put
together. ’ : .
