Every Vesssl Passing Through the Big
Ditch Must Garry a Number of
the Search Variety.

Yvery war vessel carries from one
to twenty searchligtts, and every ves
sel of any descriptiun whatever pabs-
ing through the Buer canal bLus 'O
carry ope of speclal pattern. A
seurchlight coneists essectially of an
arc lamp of special form, a parabolie
mirror und a base to huld the lot, the
case belng mounted ¢o 88 to be ca
pable of movemext in two directions.
vizg., vertically and borizontally. The
houd, us this case !s called, 18 mude
of sheet steel about 222 inch thick
