WILL BUILD RUSSIAN CANAL

Minimum Depth of Proposed Canal Be-
tween Bilack and Baltic Seas to
‘Be Fourteen Feet.

A committee has beea formed at 8¢
Peteraburg to prepare for the cob-
struction of a canal between the Black
Sea and the Baltic. The engineering
project, which has been prepared by
M. Rugetschel, is to build & canal
with a minimum depth of 14 feet. The
original project was to have a canal
31 feet deep, 8o a8 to allow the passage

of large warships, but the governmeat

rejected this on the ground that sufi-
clent water could not be found to feed
such a canal.

The total length of the canal from
Riga to Kherson 18 2010 versts, a verst
measuring 3501 feet. Of this 485
versts would follow the bed of the

- West Dwina from Riga to the village

of Breshenkovichl. From there the
canal would follow a new route for 93
versts, jolning the Dmieper at the town
of Kopfus. For the remaining 15620
versts the Dnleper would be utilized,
except at the rapids, where a new
canal would have Lo be excavated.

The Dnieper would require dredging
at many points. The Dwina would have
to be made into a canal for its entire
length and would require 15 locks. The
water would be drawn from the Beresk
na by a canal 125 versts long.

The cost of the canal is estimated at
$150,000,000. The plan s to raise
money by bonds on the forelgn market,
but to exclude foreigners from holding
any of the share capital. The govern-

'ment 18 to be asked for a guarantee,

and only Russian labor, material and
machinery are to be used. The pro
moters rely on a gross annual revenue
of $16,960,000.—London
ence New York Sun.

‘Me Salled on the Constitution.
