SMOKE BURNER A SUCCESS-

At Last Dream of Clean Cities Is’
Within Reach of Immediate .
L Realization.

-

Londoag.—At a recent demonstration
here it was proved corclusively that coal
of the warst description can be burned
in an ordinary boiler, with practically
no smoke. and with a considerabdle sav-
ing io cost.

Damp coal dost, costing 11 ahillinge
per ton delivered, was shoveled repeat-
edly into the furnace. The sole result
was a light gray cloud at the top of the
chimney stack, which cleared away in a
few seconds.

A coke fire was burning in a pail in the
factory ‘yard. A handful of the same
coal dust, placed on this fire, produced
considerably more smoke thap came
from the stack.

The smoke abolition invention con-
sists of a screen of tubular fire bricks,
made of special material, built up in the
turnace in such a position that all the
products of the fire paes through the
screen. The latter quickly becomes in-
candescent and flashes the gases as they
pass through, thus prenuuu theforma~
tion of carbom.

The chairman of the syndicats, under
whose auspices the tests were given,
cousiders that the invention will be ap-
plicable to ordinary househoid fires, al-
though experiments in this connection
have not yet been perfected.
