Eanigrants trom loreign countnes, inclading
the United States, were invied by the colonim-
tion laws of tise State and of the Jederal goverm-
ment to sctile in I'exas.

Thrs
segotistion, after more than a venr's delay, re-
sulied in the convention of the eleventh ol April,
1439, “fot the adoaunent of clains of citizens
of the United States of Awerica upon the gov-
ermment of the Mexican Republic.” The int
board of commimioners created by this conven-
tlon to examine and decide upon these claime
was not organized autil the month of Avgum,
1810, and under the terms of the convebtion
they were toterminate their duties within eigh-
teen montha from that time. Four of the cigh-
toen wionths were consmned in prelimmnary dis-
cussions on frivolous and dilxtory pointa rewsed
by the Mexican commissioners; and it was not
untif the wonth of December, 1840, that they
commenced ihe #xamination of the claims of our
citizens upoo M :sico. Fourteen momtbe volv
rermained to examine and decide opon these nu.
meroun and cowplicated caws. lu the mnonth
of February, 1812, the term of the commmseson
expired, leaving many clauns undieposed of tor
want of time.
