wav up the East River, where sbe would lle
at Pier No. 27, He udded that he was mate
of the schooner, and bad just come up from
Quarantine. The schouner, he said, hud hwd
a rough ume, and he exhidbitad nuMerous
bruises on his face. hunds and arms, to show
bow he had been knocked about in her.
