M. Pelletan, the French minister of
marine, has placed a veasse! at the ¢iy-
preal of M. Zonchowiecki, of La Ro-
chelle, for the continuanee of his in-
teresting experiments with a life-sav-
ing apparatus. This cousists of a
large kite of oiled eloth with four air
bags in the head 10 maintain its equi-
librium. The kite's tail consiats of six
cloth pockets in the form of fire buek-
ets, suspeoded one above the other.
At the end of the tail rope a strongly-
built paddle is fixed.

Th& great difhculty in shipwrecks
near shore always has been in getting
arope aboard toestablish communica-
tion with land.

Lanadian import tigures indicate
thut the manufactures and merchan-
dise of the United States are popular
with the people of Canada. Thestatis
tical stutement of Canadian commerce,
Just received by the treasury bureau
of statistics, ‘covering the commerce
of the ~even months -ending with Jan-
uary, 1903, shows that Canada import-
ed from the United States during that
time $67,000,000 worth of merchandise,
against $52000,000 worth from the
United Kingdom and $21,000,000 worth

from ail other parts of the world. In
other words, the United States supplied

- 56 per cent. of the imports of Canada
in the seven months ended with Jan-
uary last, the United Kingdom sup-
. plied 27 per cent,, and the rewaining
portions of the world 17 pér cenit.

This large fmportation from  the
Enited States by Canada is especially
interesting in view of the fict thut the
Cunadian tariff permits the introdue-
tion of products from the United King-
dom on puyment of ouly two-thirds
the duty which goods from otler parts
of the workd, including the United
Btates, mnst poy. This rednetion i

"One of the most precious of Pope
Leo's gifts is the famons Farnese clock
presented by the count of Caserta to
the house of Bourbon. .

The clock wax made "in 1728 at
Piairance by a nuoted [talian mathema-
tivian, Bernard Faciui. It was first pre-
sented to Elizabeth Farnese om her
marriage to King Philip of Spain. The
octagonal case is of ebony and crystal,

- incrusted ‘with precious stones, ‘and
the works are ornamented with mag-
nificent sapphires. It bears a pompous
Latin inscription to the glory of Eliza-
beth Farneze and the name of ity mak-
er. ‘

To make it an appropriate gift te the
pope it is to be surmounted by two
silver angels supporting Leo XIl1l's
coat-of-arms. It records the duration

WONDERFULSTATUE RESTORED

Bronwse Figare Whiclk In 2,000 Years
Old is Taken from the
lonian Ses.

The heautiful bronze statue com-
monly calied Hermes, which, after ly-
ing at the bottom nf the lonian sea for

surface by divers snme two years agn,
has pow been restored by a skillful
French artist out of the numerous
fragments into which it had been shat~
tered. ’

Apart.from its great .beauty. the
statue is practically unique. and is,
consequently, of prieeless worth, for
it is an undoubted wark of one of the
great masters of the fourth century
B.C.

The question nf its origin,fts author,
and its motive (i. e. whom it rep-
resent=) are xtill being hotly discussed
by the archaelogists. One thing istoel-
erably certain—-that aithough it is
commonly known as the Hermes of An-
tieythera, it does nnt represent that
