FRONTIERSMEN BUY WIVES

Fort Graham Oitizsen Gives Fifty
Blankets for Ohe—Hardships En-
dured by Maj. Moodie.

Robert Stex;d Dunn, of Neprrt:, R.

formerly editor of a magazine, has ar-
rived in Vancouver, B. C., after spend-
ing five months on the Edmonton route
to the Klondike and in the little-known
portion of the northwest in the vicini-
ty of Fort Graham. :

Ar. Dunn, being possessed of &
trained literary mind, observed more
than most others would, and some of
his statements are startling. He says
Indian girls are sold and bought by
white men in the far north. He men-
tions specific cases, ) )

‘“] found,” he says, “that elerks and
other employes of the Hudson Bay
company at Fort Graham live with the
Indian women they purchase from the
parents. I was informed that one man
gave 50 blankets for a wife. She is said
to be a magnificent specimen of Indian
womanhood.”

Among other things, Dunn tells of
the terrible hardships endured by Maj.
Moodie, who was sent by the govern-
ment to ind away to the Klondike from
Edmonton. Moodie traveled over
mountains where no white man had
ever been. He was twice starved out,
once burned out, and once robbed, but
the intrepid pioneer is pressing on. He
took to the mountains at Fort St. John
last autumn, and has only now reached
Fort Graham. When asked when he
would reach the Klondike, he replied:
“In two years, {f I am lucky.” Many
think he will never reach there. There
are 13 in the party.
