We are greatly indebied to the politeness of
the editors of La Patria, for & prooi sheet, con«
taining very interesiing and imporfiht intelli-
gence from Yucatan, derived from letters and
paperstus late as the Sth instant. The situation
of that ufhappy penineuln ip indeed deplorable.
The 1reaty raitified between the Yucatanese su-
thoritien and Don Jacinio Pat, the leader of
Indiane, had been treacherously violated,
the savage iorces ent=red the 10wn of Mani, on
the Tih inent, and afier having obtained we-
cure possfssion, ruised their war-cry and com-
menced a croel and horrible maseacre of the in-
habitania.  The details of theic barbarous oot~
rages are (00 revoliing for description.  Saffice
it, that no less than 200 persons of all ages and
sexes were cut to pieces, and thsi the Indians,
for many hours, gave themaelves up to the most
frightfal excesses.

The statemeni made by the papers ynlerdly,
that twenty vessels of ail nations were engeged
in removing families from the country, is not
correct. The only vessels employed in amisting
the Yacatacoes, were Spanish vessels of war.
The twenty-eight vewels in question, conwieted
of twenty-four small merchn.m crafis of Yuca-
tan.

We forther jearn, that the commander of ihe
troopa stationed at the village of Linrbide did
not abandon that place until after & vigorous
combat wilth the Indiany, the Yucatanese forces
consisting of only 200 soldiers, while the army
of the Indians nambered 1housands. The fight
was mainiained for several hoars,and the Yu-
catanese mstained a loss of twenty-three men
killed and elesen wounded. During the re-
treat, one hundred and six of the garrison de-
serted,

A letter 10 the Patria, dated Sisal, the 10th
of May, states that the [ndiane are in actos}
possesgjon of an entire extens of country from
Cilan 10 Cape Cotoche, and from there to Ba-
calar—Chico. The writer adds that the whole
peninsula will uhiimately fali inio their hands,
unless foreign nations come 1o the aid of the
suflering inhabitants. In the capial, not less
than 100,000 eouls are collected, and Iarge
numbers of fugitives (rom the interior are hourly
sweiling the population.
