force of the air until removed from
the tubes.

The spire fa now within three teet
of its pinnaele. Space for oaly three
workmen remains. Twp days mors
there will be rocom for only two work-
men. When the last stone is placed
several st/eplejacks will be employed
in crowning the spire with its ltool
cap, 17 fect bigh.

The derrick that has pushed tha
spire upward has grown like Jack's
beanstalk from Its original height of
120 feet to 270 feet by eplicing the
poles used in its construction. The
pole derrick has, therefore, grown 150
feet in three morths. the time it has
required to complete the splire.

TOBACCO GROWN IN LONDON.

Cigars from Product Expected teo Be
on Market by Christmas.

London.—Cigars from London-grown
tobacco will, in &il probability, be on
the market by Christmas.

The seventvedd tobacco plants
grown at the Botanic gardens are now
belng cutin resdiness for drying. By the
middie of December it is expected that
the leaves will be thoroughly dried
and a few cigars will be made.

“They will be green cigars, and
somawhat pungent in flavor to the or-
dinaryv emoker's taste’” said an expert.

“The quallty of London-grown to-
bacco depends entireiy on the success
of the drying or curing process.

The leaves will he dried in one of
the hothouses of the Botanic gardens,
and if the drying {urng out & auccess,
pipe and cigarette tobacco, besides
cigars. will be manufactured.”

The tntal amount nf tobacco grown
at the Batanic gardens is roughly 60
pounds

600,000 Pounde of Potatoes.

Washington. —Navy departmen! puar
chases show tha. the sailors on the
battleship fleet on the trip around
S8outh America are expected to eat
100.000 pounds of canned potatnes and
£80.000 poneds of fresh potaioes. The
tinned potalnes are the more oxpen-
sive, but have beey specially tested by
the army comn:izean-x and found to
be beiter when the vegetabie must be
kept a long time.
