Bixty -Two Per Cent. of Dominlon'l
Necessities Are Sent Thereby This
Country—Value of Dealings
Totals $166,000,000.

Washington.—The  United
sold Canada last year exports to the
value of $166000,000. This amount
constituted more than 62 per cept. of
the whole Canadian imports, but was
ounly 11 per cent. of the foreign ex:
ports of the United States. This state
ment is contained in a report of
Charles M. Pepper, special agent of
the department of commerce and la
bor, resulting from his study of do
minion trade conditions.

Besides selling goods to Cnnuda Mr.
Pepper says that 25,000 settlers went
from the United States to its northern
peighbor from January to Odtober,
1905, and that the wvalue of their ef
fects was $10,000,000. This number
