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TAKES MUCH PRIDE IN FARM
There Miss Helen Frick Entertaine
Croups of Working Girls for
Two Weeks’ Rest.
Pittaburg.--All summer long groups
of girls, everyday girls, have been ern-
tertained by Miss Helen Frick in her
gsummer vacation home on the famous
north shore. Near the end of a su-)
burban etreet car line running through
Beverly, Mass.,, stands the comforta-
ble farmhouse where this only daugh-
ter of Henry Clay Frick has gathered
the working giris of many New Eng-
land citles for a two weeks' vacatiom
They have come from the cotton mill
towns, from cities where the shoe fac-
tories are the chief industries and
from the great carpet factories, all of
them working girls of various nation-
alities. Daily Miss Frick bas gone
over to the farmhouse from Eagle
Rock, the Frick mansion at Prides
Crossing, & couple of miles away, often
making two and three visits a day,
so deep an interest does she take in
this two weeks' outing for young girls

of the New England cities.

The vacatlon house stands several
bundred feet back from the street, &
stone wall, over which vines run riot,
separating the lawns from the high-
way and the trolley tracks. Painted
white and shaded by fine old trees, It
i an attractive place.

A large open hall from which the
stairway winds to the second story,
is the principal feature of the first
floor. There in the early summer and
as autumn comes ou- & fire burns in
the large fireplace in the evening, for
the east wind makes the evenings and
night cool aloag the north shore. The
hall is furnished with plain misslon
turniture, and after the supper is over
and before going to their rooms the
girls tell stories or sing.

The dining room, which opens from
the hall, is a long apartment furnished
in light colors, and the big family of
sixteen girls surrounds the one long
table at whose head is Mrs. Fannle
Seifer, a well-known worker at both

London.—The chance discovery

pear ancient Gaza, in Palestine, of a

tomb containing the embalmed body

ornaments is like an Arablan Night's
tale. The discovery was made br-a
man named Musa-el-Burtu while dig-
sing on his land, and this is a trans-
lation of the account of it sent from
Jerusalem by Professor Macalister to
the Palestine Exploration Fund: )

“When Musa went to his land and
was working and digging ian it he
found a lfttle door. He entered by it
fnto a cave divided into two chambers,
and entering through the second door
he found a coffin of hard wood.

“And he opened it, and in the coffin
was another of crystal. And he broke
this, and inside it he found one of the
cld queens adorned with precious
stones and on her neck a necklace of
pearis and three chains besides on her
breast, and above her head was a can-
dleatick of gold and amother at ber
foot.” -

Another account from Mr. Knese-
vich, of Gaza, says that the sarcopha-
gus was of pure white marble and was

‘etrougly protected by a vault of huge

stones built over it. The lid of the
sarcophagus was artistically carved In
the exact form of the mummy, which
was in excellent preservation.

The halr was loose and the head
bound with a fillet, the form of which
suggested that the mummy was Rom-
an, but the shoes were Egyptian. No
tnscription was on the sarcophagus.

Top Price Paid by Stephen Mir-
chand for Bedstead.

Muxssive Plece of Ebony Bought by
Amaerican—Carvings Alons Cost

$64,000—Masonic Affair in
French Coliection.

London.—Nowadays bedsteads are
comparatively cheap, and $100 is con-
sidered a big price for even a rich
man to spend on a couch whereon he
may peas away in comfort his sleep-
ing hours.

Occasionally, however, a millionalre
will spend a few hundreds or thousands
of pounds on the furnishing of his bed-
chamber and he will not be satisfied
unless the bedstead equals in splendor
the bedsteads to be found Ia the
worid’s royal palaces.

Stephen Marchand, an American of
vast wealth, made up his mind to poe-
soss the most expensively fitted bed-
chamber in the two hemispheres, and
with this purpose in view he spent not
less than $100,009 on a bedstead alone.
It was constructed of massive ebony,
with elaborate carvings of solid {vory
and inlald with gold flligree. At the
head of the bedstead was a huge
trophy cut from one soltd pleca of
ivory. A special journey was taken to
Africa to obtain a massive tusk for
the purpoea. '

The bedstead was made by a large
firm tn Paris and It occupled the finest
artsans of France for over two years
before it was completed. The hang-
tngs were of a speclal purple damask,
costing nearly $25 a yard.

Mr. Marchand's bedchamber, which
was of elliptical form and measured
76 feet by 22 feet, had its wall paneled
with elaborately carved enrichments ln
tha style of Louls XV, costing no less
a sum than $64.000. The cefling of this
apartment was carved and decorated
by Parlsian artists who were pald 8§19
350.
