tivns of manufacturers’ materialsbhave
increased $57,000,000, while the total
imports of all kinds were increasing
but $61,000,000, has awakened interest
im the details of these importations.
To supply the information thus asked,
the bureau of statistics has prepsred
a statement showing the principal
articles which make up the class
known as manufacturers’ materials,
and comparing the quantity imported
in the present fiscal year with the same
months of the preceding year. This
comparisan by quantities is still more
striking than that which presented
merely values, for it shows a material
decrease in the cost of the manufac-
turing material per uait of quantity
ia many cages.

Raw cotton, silk, wool, fibers, tobae-
eo, hides, rubber, wood, tin, copper
and chemicals form the bulk of the im-
portations of raw materials for use in
manufacturing. A comparison of the
figures of quantity in the past eight
months with these of the eight mounths
ended February, 1901, shows a phe-
nomenal increase in practically all im-
ports of manufacturers' material, The
following table shows the quantity of
principal articles imported for use in
manufacturing in the eight months
ended with February, 1902, compared
with quantities in the eight months
ended with February, 1901:
