afferted.  Caffor he proves to be the Scent- bags adjoyn-
ing to the Inteffinum Redtum, and not the Zefficles of
the Beaver, as fome affert.

In the Fourth and lalt Book our Author takes no-
tice, that the Sal Armoniac of the Shops is a faltious Sale
made of Human Urine, Soot, and common Salt, and is
not that of the Ancients, which Pliny and others affirm
to be found among the Sands of Lybia. And laftly,
Obferves that Mumia is of four forts; all which he
doth demonfirate.  And here I fhall finith my Account,
recommending to thofe which defire further Satisfattion
in the Materia Medica the Book it {elf, which is of ex~
cellent Ufe to all Phyficians, Philofophers, Apothecaries,
Chirurgions, and Dragsters.
