Authorities Require 4,000 Inmates to
Vacate and They Are Homeless—
- Collapse of Schooi Buildings.

‘Madrid.—An inquiry provoked by
the recent collapse of a achool build-
ing at Beville has revealed the fact
that there is Imminent danger of 411
houses tn that city tumbling down im
like manner. They have been vacat-
ed, with the result that some four
thousand people are homeless.

The collapse of tbhe schoolhouse,
which cost the llves of a master, an
old woman and sevqral _youngsters,
aroused ' great public leeling an4
prompted the civil governor to order
an official investigation by the mu.
nicipal architects.

Thelr report shows that 411 houses
are in such a dilapidated condition as
to be absolutely dangerous to the in-
habitants.

The Chinese
dragon belng without wings 1s accord-
ingly closer to type than is the winged
dragon of the mythology of our more
remote and northern race.
