These
exprriments, which were begun some
tlme ago. are iu a tvid heretotore un-
explored by paychoiogisia. Tuey are
of an exceedingly delicate nature, and
the university at Berkeley Is ons Jf
the few Institytivns in  the United
States which posseds apparatus sen-
sitive enough to record the resulis of
the work.

This
last means the substance which the
llver manufactures for future .se [t
I8 very like sugar, and when wanted
for use is chabged into gugar It (s (he
substance which makess the oyelrr sweet
in the mouth.

Medical men preseribe these for im-
proving the nervous system, is that a
diet of oysters is unguestionably good
for the nerves  They also contaln com-
mon &alt, a little copper and several
