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L Part of a Letter from the Reverend Mr Abraham.
de la Pryme F. R. S. to the Publifber, concerning a.
Spout lately obferved by bim in Hatfield.

Thern, June. the 26th..

» “F Is fometime ago that 1 fent you an account of a Spout,
that my felf and-many others faw in° Hatfield Parift’

1in 1685, with fome few conj¢Gures upon the Caufe of. it.
Since “that time I have been fo. happy as to fee another in
the fame place, which very much confirms me in'my notion
of the Origin arfd Nature of them: The Weather here in.
this part of the Country, hatlrbeen exceeding wet and cool,
infomuch that it feem'd rather to beSpring than Mid{ummer,
yet for all that' Monday the 21t ditto was pretty warm, on
the afternoon of which day, about 2 of the Clock, no
Wind ftirring below, tho’ it was fomewhat great in the.
Air, the Clouds begun to be mightily agitated and driven
together 5 whereupon they became very-black and were
(moftvifibly ) hurried round, from whence proceeded a moft
audible whirliig noife,- Jike that commonly- heard in a Mill.
After a’ while a long Tube or Spout came down from the
Center of the cangregatéd Clouds; in which was a {wift
fpiral motion like that of a Screw,or the Goeklea. Arckimedis
when it is-in motion,by which Spiral Nature and {wift turn-
ing, Water.afcends upin to the one as well as into the other.
It travelled flowly from Weft to North- Eaft, broke down a-
great Qak-tree or two, frighted. the Weeders out of the
Rield, and made others lie down flat upon their Bellies, to
fave being whirl'd about and killed by it, as they faw mauy
Jackdaws tobe that were. fuddenly caeched up, carricd out
of
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of fight, and then caft a great way of amongft the Corn jat
lafk it pas'd over the Town of Hafield, to the great ter-
rour of the Tnhabitants, filling the whole Air with the
Thatch that it pluck’d off from fome of the Houfes 3 then
tonching upon a corner of the Church, it tore vp feveral
Sheets of Lead, and roll'd them ftrangely together, {oon af-
ter which, it diffolved and vanifthed without doing any fur-
ther Mifchief.

There was nothing more extraordinary in_this, than in
tbe cther that I gave you a former account of, and by all
the obfcrvations that I could make of beth of them, I found
that had they been at Sea, and joyn'd to the,{urface thereof,
they would have carried a vaft quantity of- Water np into
the Clouds, and the Tubes would then have become much
more ftrong and opake than they were, and have continued
much longer. v

It is commonly faid that at Sea the Water collects ‘and
Lubbles up a foot ortwo high under thefc Spouts before
that they be joyned : But the muftake lies in the pellucidity
and finenefs of thofe Pipes, which do molt certainly touch
the {urface of the Sea before that any confiderable metion
be made in it, and that when the Pipe begins- to fill with
Water it thén becomes opake and vifible.

As for the reafon of their diflolving of themfelves after
that they have drank up a great quantity of Water, I take
it to be by and through the great quantity of the Water
that they have carried up, which mult needs thicken the
Clouds, and impeade their motion, ‘and by that means dif-
folve the Pipes.
